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Mexico cuts oil prices by $1.24 a barrel
MEXICO CTTY (AP) — Mexico, the 

United State«' biggest foreign oil 
luppller, has sharply reduced Its 
crude oil prices in reaction to 
OPBCs failure to shore up sagging 
oilpiiceB worldwide 

Tne cut by as much as 11.24 a bar 
rel, announced Wediftsday night. Is 
expected to put further pressure on 
an already saturated world oil mar 
ket Saudi Arabia reportedly threa 
tened this week to oujulruple Its pro­
duction If other OPEC countries 
insist on undercutting each other's

prices
" I  wouldn't be looking for an 

Impact of this at the Igasi pump, but 
It Is another significant pressure on 
world oil markets," said Paul Mlo- 
tok, an oil industry analyst for the 
New York securities firm Salomon 
Brothers Inc

MIotok said Mexico's price cut 
brings Venetuela. an OPEC member, 
a step closer to cutting prices and 
also adds to pressures for price cuU 
of West Texas Intermediate crude 
oil. the major grade of oil In the

United States.
Each I I  cut in the price of a barrel 

of oU, If adopted by all producers 
and passed entirely on to consumers, 
is the equivalent of a reduction of 
about 2W cents a gallon In the price 
of a gallon of gasoline.

“Even though prices may still rise 
because of other reasons — for 
example, summer demand for gaso­
line is h l^ e r  than winter Is — still, 
this couldbelp American consumers 
from paying as high a price as they 
otherwise would have." said Trilby

Lundberg, editor of the oil industry 
publication Lundberg Letter.

In Vienna, Austria, an spokesman 
at the OPEC secretariat declined to 
comment on the price changes 

Mexico, the world's fourth largest 
oil producer and exportes, is not a 
member o f the Organization of 
Petroleum Exporting Countries but 
had followed the cartel's pricing 
policies until several months ago 

The announcement implied that 
after the 13-member OPEC failed at 
a meeting in Vienna, Austria, this

week to agree on defending oil 
prices, Mexico was now acting on its 
own.

On Saturday, Mexican Oil Minister 
Francisco I^abastida Ochoa said Mex­
ico would have to "fully defend its 
national interests" if OPEC did not 
reach an accord on prices. He did 
not specify, but a n a l)^  said at the 
time it was clear that he meant Mex­
ico would reduce Its prices.

Financial analyst Nicky Peck said 
in Hong Kong that the cut had been 
expected since the OPEC meeting

In addition to cutting the price of 
crude by as much as $1.24 a barrel, 
th e  D e p a r tm e n t  o f  E n e rg y  
announced a new pricing system 
that discrlmliutes among geographi­
cal areas.

It said Mexico hoped that would 
help it regain its markets, which 
have been shrinking because of 
competition through “ irregular com­
mercial practices such as discounts.

dearrtbed as a kickoff to getting the 
water package approved by voters 
in Povember

White who was praiaed for spark 
Ing the compromise between the 
warring Colorado River Municipal 
Water District and Lower Colorado 
River Authority boards, wandered 
from the main topic of water to ulk 
of education reforms But the eve 
ning was otherwise devoid of pollti 
cal overtones, with Democrats and 
Republicant joining hands to praise 
each other and plan joint efforts in 
getting the statewide water plan 
passed

CRMWD had worked more than 
seven years to get approval to build 
Stacy Dam about 29 miles southeast 
of Ballinger, the last site in West 
Texas for a reservoir to meet the 
cities' future needs After gaining a 
permit from the Texas Water Com 
mission. It was appealed.to the State 
Supreme Court by the LCRA. which 
opposed the dam In November I9B4. 
the permit was denied by the court

But when the State Legislature 
convened in Austin in January and 
WhlU said that passage of a water 
package w u  his primary goal for 
the session West Texas lawmakers 
threatened to pull their support 
unless Stacy Dam was approved 
White ca lM  together the CRMWD 
and LCRA directors and shortly

Construction of Stacy Dam will

Stacy Dam will be the largest rew 
ervoir In West Texas history, and 
nothing this substantial has been 
undertaken In the state in more

Passage of the statewide water 
package by voters In November u 
the next assignment, according to 
White

“We re all Texans and it's unpor- 
unt we look on the water problem 
as a Texas problem We have to con­
vince everyone it will be important 
to them We can never run out of 
water, not even for a single day It's 
Important that we learn these les 
sons now . that there would be prob­
lems In the future' (without the 
water plan>. he said 

At one point White slipped and 
said the election would be Nov 3 
When he was corrected about the 
Nov 9 date he joked. "1 said Nov 3 
because I want you to vote early and 
to vote often ~

The education  package that

Council sets election on water contract

Midland City Council this morning 
called an election for Aug 10 for 
voters to approve a longterm con 
tract for water through the Colo­
rado River Municipal Water Dis­
trict's Stacy Dam

CRMWD received a permit May 14 
to construct Stacy Reaervoir at the 
confluence of the Colorado and Con 
cho rivers

Under the contract with CRMWD. 
the city of Midland would receive 
19,000 acre feet of water per year, 
which Is equivalent to 13.9 million 
gallons per day That is equivalent to

(M percent of Midland's daily aver 
age. according to a statement by 
Mayor G Thane Akins 

By contracting with CRMWD for 
the water. Midland also would pay a 
portkMi of the construction cost of 
Stacy Dam Total estimated cost is 
968 million with Midland's share to 
be about t i l  million 

"We estimate the cost of the aver 
age residential user would be about 
92 70 per month or approximately 19 
cents per thousand gallons This is a 
small price to pay to help guarantee 
the necessary reserves for the 
future of our city," Akins said 

Current average residential bill is 
932 30 per month

W ater ra tes  a lso  m igh t be 
increased at a later date to J *y  for 
tn.<ulling the pipeline from Stacy to 
Midland and to construct an addi 
tion to the city's water treatment 
plant to purify the water This will 
be subject to contracta and appro­
priations at a later date." the mayor 
said

Abilene and San Angelo already 
have set .Aug 10 for their electloiu 
to contract with CRMWD for the 
same amount of water as Midland

If Midland voters reject the con­
tract. Akins said the city "would be 
faced with depending on under 
ground supplies to meet the need 
and would result in a higher cost to

the taxpayers " And when these cur 
rent underground resources are 
depleted, he said, that's it "

"I can't think of any more impor 
tant choice for the people to be 
involved in It's a critical Item for 
our city if we re going to meet the 
needs for future growth and genera 
tiona," Akins said

In his statem ent, the m ayor 
pointed out that Stacy Dam “is the 
last reservoir that will be allowed to 
be built on the watershed, therefore.

Senators challenge U.S.S.R. to submit arms talks proposals
W A S H IN G T O N  (A P ) — Tw o 

Influential aenators, predicting the 
Reagan administration would accept 
curba on its Star Wars program, 
cballaoged Use Soviet Union to test 
UB. flexibility by submitting spe­
cific propoaals at the Geneva arms 
control talks.

Sen. Sam Nunn, D-Ga., said if 
Soviets "pnt their money on the 
ab le  then I think that would put 
our own side in the position of hav­
ing to make some decisions "

Nunn and Sen Ted Stevens. R 
Alaska — both members of a con­
gressional arms control observer 
group that recenUy returned from 
Geneva — said Wednesday a serious 
dialogue may finally be under way 
between Washington and Moscow.

The second round of the talks, 
which started in March, ends next 
Tuesday.

While progress still is "painfully 
slow," Nunn said he te encouraged 
tlut "at least they are no longer two

planes passing in the night They are 
ulklng about the same areas "

Nunn, the ranking Democrat on 
the Senate Armed Services (Tunmlt- 
tec, and Stevens, the chairman of 
the defense appropriations subcom­
mittee, told a group o f reporters 
that Moscow hasn't yet submitted 
any detailed proposals in any major 
area of oagotiations.

He and Stevens said the adminls-

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Park Service storing Vietnam memoriaVs mémorabilia

W ASH IN G TO N — One n ight 
shortly after the 1982 dedication of 

:the Vietnam Veterans Memorial, 
someone left a pair of old cowboy 
boots at the base of the gleaming 
black alabs.

“They had not been polished or 
used in a long tim e,”  said Jan 
Scrugn, president and founder of 
the Vietnam Veterans Memorial 
Fund. ‘The parents must have left 
them there. It was lust so eerie — 
they were kind o f all by them­
selves.”

Shortly after that, Eleanor Wim- 
bisb, a SB-year-old Glen Bumle, Md., 
housewife, left a basket of yellow 
flowers and the first of more than 20 
letters she has since written to her 
dead son. Army Sgt. W illiam R. 
Stock.

“1 had to put something there to 
bring some warmth to that black 
wall," Ms. Wlmblsb said. “ It was just 
so empty And people could look at 
the names, but none of them had 
any meaning. I wanted to bring 
something personal to the wall.”

Since then, hundreds o f war 
mementos, from Purple Hearts to 
tear-stained letters, have been left at 
the memorial, which serves as a kind 
of walling wall for the friends and 
families of the 58,022 whose names 
are on the memorial, as well as for 
those who served and survived 

Neither expecting the volume of 
souvenirs nor knowing what to do 
with them, the National Park Ser 
vice period ica lly  co llected and 
stored the Items in cardboard boxes 
In government offices 

Now the Park Service has begun 
an e ffo r t  to preserve the most 
unusual of the memorabilia — the 
camouflage Jungle fatigues, the yel 
lowed pictures of teen^ged soldiers, 
the plastic roses and childhood 
teddy bears

Firefighters 
use high-tech 
to quell fires

SANTA FE. N M lAPi — Smokey 
the Bear, whose shovel once consti 
tuted the forest firefighter s pri 
mary weapon would be amaxed by 
the high technology now bemg used 
by the forest firefighting Industry 

Federal agencies responsible for 
fighting forest fuvs now are using 
computers to evaluate weather pat 
terns, track lightning, determine 
fire potential and deride manpower 
needs

For example the Bureau of Land 
Vtarugement now has in opersUon a 
system that can pinpoint within a 
mile where lightning has struck any 
where in the 11 Western sûtes, said 
Jay Thietten New Mexico fire man 
agement officer for the BLM 

That system u particularly impor 
Unt in New Mexico, which has the 
second highest incidence of light 
ntng in the country , said Thietten 
Lightning Is responsible for most 
fires, including an estimated 56 wild 
fires m the Gila National Forest of 
southern New Mexico since June 1 

During the June 8-9 weekend, 
when 23 new fires were reported in 
the Gila for st. the systam based at 
the Interagency Fire Center in Boise 
pKked up 4.000 lightning strikes in 
the sute. said Thietten ^ e  system 
has picked up a peak of SB.OOU light 
ning strikes in a 344iour period dur 
ing lu three-year exisleoce 
^ e  itftitntnf tracking system that 

covers New Mexico utiliies antennas 
at Sanu Fe. Socorro. Roswell and 
Monte VlsU, Colo The antennas 
pick up the unique radio frequen 
cles emitted by cloud-to ground 
lightning strikes and, by cross 
checking other monitors, can pin 
potnt their loratloa

The system was launched expert 
mentally In Alaska in 1975 and still is 
under developmefit. Thietten said

Since It was insulled in New Mex 
ICO In 1981. It has helped firefighting 
by letting managers “ Just know 
where it hit." said Thietten Most 
lightning fires are not suppressed 
now, giving nature the opportunity 
to selfclenn lu forests by burning 
ground debris

The BLM and the U5. Forest Ser­
vice use computer operations based 
in Boise. Idaho, and Fort Collins. 
Cok). to help decide how bad a fire 
might be if one started in a partlcu 
lar part of the foreet or range

The Forest S erv ice  program  
known as the National Fire Danger 
RaUng System Ukas weather dau. 
such as humidity, temperature, 
wind, fuel molsttire and density, and 
mues an "fire rating Index” for a 
geographical area, said Santa Fe 
Natloiul Forest fire dispatcher Gary 
Olaon

Yet another computer operation 
used by the BLM and based at the 
National Forest Fire Laboratory in 
Mlaaoula. M ont. can take similar 
information from isolated, auto­
mated weather sietloaa and comfitte 
a “fire rating" for a ^ I f M  Mte 
WRhln two years, said llilettea. the 
■ysiam wttl be ahèe to predict how a 
fire  at a specific location will 
behave.

Such ratings now are uaed hy fire
diapatchars like Olsoa ta decide 
what kind of nmaMwar or air an»

There are now cabinets and draw­
ers fu ll o f mementoa in a 25,000- 
square4oot brick warehouse in Lan- 
ham, Md., adjacent to the Goddard 
Space Flight Center, where other 
National Park Service property is 
stored.

The warehouse, known as the 
M useum  and A rc h a e o lo g ic a l 
Regional Storage Facility, is not j 
open to the public, although the | 
park service hopes someday to offer 
limited tours.

So far, about 1,300 Items are in the j 
Vietnam collection — shut away 
from rain and sun. stored under ' 
controlled conditions where the 
humidity is kept between 50 and SB 
percent. Even the faded plastic roses 
and the oUve-colored cans of cinna­
mon nut roll C-ratkms are kept at 88 
degrees.

The only authenticity require­
ment for inclusion In the collection 
is that the item must be found at the 
memorial, so the wide-ranging col­
lection includes Detroit Tigers and 
Boston Red Sox baseball caps, worn 
Army dog tags ("Anderson, R. C. 
USMC. 064096. Presbyterian"), crum­
bling high school football clippings, 
diaries and a POW-MIA bracelet that 
says “Ron, you are with us in spirit, 
always."

There are the post cards and 
notes. "Dear Dad. I really miss you. 
Lots of luck to all you B-52 guys. I 
love you ," scrawled on freezer 
paper

Love letters. "Bob, I bring you a 
message from Sandy She still loves
you."

And the letter wrapped in plastic 
that Wimbish left at the memorial in 
1983 — nearly 15 years after her 
son's death in a helicopter crash in 
Vietnam — in which Mie described 
fmding her son's name on the wall 
for the first time.

''We had been looking for about a 
half-hour when your father quietly 
said. Honey — here It Is ’ As I looked 
to where his hand was touching the 
black wall. I saw your name. William 
R Stock." she wrote

"My heart seemed to stop 1 felt as 
though I couldn't breathe It was

like a bad dream. 1 felt as though I 
was freeslng. My teeth chattered. 
God, how it hurt”

Greg Vaughan, a park service 
technician who works at the ware­
house. where the Items are stored, 
said he periodically gets “ a little 
mlMy” about some of the items.
. "You read the letten and you're

kt there, up front with the people 
who were there, the people who lost 
friends and family,”  be said. Tt's not 
like history. There’s still an Immedi­
acy about It ”

"This is one very special monu­
ment,” agreed the Park Service's 
KIttleman. T  don’t think anybody 
anticipated the popularity of i t  So

many veterans have been there and 
consider it their monument, their 
memorial, their place for reconcilia­
tion. The tears, the emotion; it has 
all happened there.”

The memorial has become Wash­
ington’s most-visited monument, 
with 2.1 million tourists from Jan­

uary through May, compared with 
the next-most-popnlar L incoln  
Memorial, with lA  million.

As a result, the quantity of memo- 
rabiila le ft at the memorial has 
grown significantly, expanding at an 
estimated rate o f 10 percent a 
month, officials say.

ALLAMORE. Texaa (AP) — To 6- 

year-old JeMl* De«a, iMrnlng the 
three lU in a genuine little achool- 
house on the prairie seems a hit 
inconvenient sometimes.

he said.

Every weekday, Jemle is up before 
dawn getting ready for a 30-mile trip 
on a dusty ranch road to AUamore 
grade school. ^

Jessie, a plnt-slxed kindergartener 
already reading and quickly picking 
up the other basics, is among five 
students attending AUamore %bool, 
the oldest school In Hudspeth 
County and probably one of the verv 
few one-room, one-teacher school- 
houses stlU standing in Texas.

Visiting the school Is like walking 
into a time warp.

The seboolhouse, bleached bril­
liantly white, sits stark and lonely 
about 22 mUet east of Sierra Blanca.

Little feet patter on wooden floors 
that moan. A few relics, discarded 
desks with ink wells, have been 
shoved into a back room.

For years, AUamore has been 
injecting ranch chUdren with a Ub- 
eral dose of reading, writing and 
arithmetic, preparing them for the 
rigors o f high school In Sierra 
Blanca or Van Horn

The tiny school has no sports or 
anything j^sembllng big city extra- 
currlculaf activities. But Jessie and 
her classmates voted to call them 
selves the "Alligators" anyway

On a recent day, the entire school 
was out enjoying a nature walk dur­
ing lunch break

Jessie and her 12-year-old sister, 
Kristi, a sixth-grader, make up half 
of the full-time student body Dan 
Prank, an 6-year-oid second grader,, 
and hu 6-year-old brother, S^tt. in 
kindergarten, fill the rest of the 
school

Daniel Mendex. 4, walks in twice a 
week from his grandmother's house.

just a stone’s throw away, for pre­
kindergarten classes.

For a speU last year, Dan Frank 
was the only Ud enroUed in school. 
But even now, Dan thinks it’s great 
having just a few  more peers to 
horse around with during class 
breaks.

“There’s not as many kids, not as 
much noise, and you can work bet­
ter,”  he said.

Scott Frank wants to be a knight 
in shining armor when he grows up.

Jessie Dees likes the llamas and 
buffalo that roam freely  on the 
Sierra Diablo wildlife and game pre­
serve where she lives.

Kristi tried elementary school last 
year in Van Horn, 10 miles away 
from AUamore. She couldn’t tolerate 
the more abrasive atmosphere and 
came back to the one-room school- 
house, which she remembers having 
13 students three years ago.

Athough she would like to have a 
computer, Kristi likes most of her 
subjects at AUamore except geo­
graphy

’’lily book’s got a lot of reading to 
It, politics and stuff,”  she said. ” I 
don't like to read a lot about politics 
unless it’s the presidential election.”

Th ere ’s no school Janitor. So 
everybody helps out at the end of 
the school day, cleaning up the class­
room and bathroom . A recen t 
cleanup assignment prompted Kristi 
to philosophise: “ I'm afraid I ’m 
going to get stuck with this thing la 
broom) forever "

AUamore Itself once possessed tbe 
elements of a thriving community: a 
railroad depot, a poet office, a pros­
perous grocery store, a couple of fUl 
ing stations and at one time as many 
as 70 children in the school

Two West Texas vipers — lack of 
water and scarce Jobs — eventually 
killed tbe village Now, only a band 
ful of houses are scattered in the 
shadow of tbe Pioneer Talc pro 
cessing plant

Teacher Bernadette Bemendorfer, 
better known as "MIsb B,” Ukes the 
mtntiiial stress, discipUne problems 
and paper work at AUamore. She is 
convinced that AUamore Is the Ideal 
place to teach the basics and have 
the time and freedom to expose chU­
dren to other non-tradltlonal sub­
jects such as astronomy, the arts, 
phUosphy and Indian heritage.

“ 1 aream about this g 'lace. It's 
almost like a private school," she 
said, “ If I cant teach In a place Uke 
this. I’d rather find another job.”

Ms. Bemendorfer, 31, graduated 
from Sierra Blanca High in 1871 and 
returned to the community after 
burning out teaching elemenUry 
chUdren in Fort Stockton and Pecos.

"Here I can teach a variety of 
things and do It better,”  she said. 
”Somettmes, 1 Uke to sUy away from 
books and just brainstorm, let them 
use their minds to develop thinking 
skUls.”

The teacher, how ever, never 
strays too far from the school's tra­
ditional emphaato on tbeAhree Rs. 
Everyth ing else, lik e  exerc ise, 
health, science, history and geo­
graphy, revolves around tbe basics.

Marla Mendex, the school’s closest 
neighbor, has a fond affection for 
the little seboolhouse. She was a 
1940s student, and her eight chil­
dren completed tbe eighth grade at 
AUamore before commuting to high 
school in Van Horn.

“Once in a whUe we have a bad 
teacher,”  Mrs Mendez said, “ but 
most of them have been good ”

Tina Dees shares carpooUng duties 
once In a whUe with Sue Frank, tbe 
boys’ mother. She, too, likes the indi­
vidualized attention her daughters 
get

"It’s bandy, a whole lot closer. 
And the kids are getting further 
ahead in their education then they 
would if they were in a bigger 
school." she said

AUamore is a common school dis­
trict, one o f half a docen such dis­
tricts stlU teaching a handful o f stu­
dents statewide. The d istrict Is 
governed by a threemember school 
board and operates at the mercy of 
tbe Hudspeth county government

The district's estimated 122,000 
annual budget comes mostly from 
property taxes. School o ffic ia ls  
accept only limited state funds.

Hudspeth County Judge Doyle 
ZUer, the school district’s ex-offIcio 
superintendent has been one of its 
most die-hard supporters, resisting 
from time to time any notion of 
shutting it down.

ZUer is not sure how long tbe AUa­
more School has been in business. 
Most everybody agrees it is the 
oldest in the county, dating back to 
the turn of tbe century, be said.

W ith state legislators talking 
about consolldatl^ smaUer scboola 
to save money, Ziler and school 
board members like Topper Frank 
are a little bit more apprehensive 
these days about the prospect of 
having to transport children even 
farther.

“We’re locked into It because of 
the geographic location. It’s too far 
to go any place else,” Frank said. 
“The kids get more attention, and 
the teachers we get are more dedi­
cated.”

“ It’x not a glamorous job. There's 
nobody to yak with in the teacher’s 
lounge,”  the Hudspeth County 
rancher said.

Frank worries that tbe state may 
carry out its "asinine” ideas and 
phase out AUamore without any say- 
so from tbe conununlty

”We pay our own way and believe 
in good or fashioned learning. This 
system has worked well for over 100 
years,” he said “We’re going to fight 
to keep tbe school open as long as 
we can. I only wish the government 
would leave us alone to tend to our 
own business.”

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Teen Smokebusters 
help fight Western fires

SAN LUIS OBISPO, Calif. (AP) — 
When the fire roars down the slope. 
Igniting fear and choking hope, who 
you gonna call?

Smokebusters!
That’s the collective handle of 20 

poison oak-plagued young people 
who came from  as fa r away as 
Alaska to help turn hack the 64,000- 
acre Las PiUtas fire when Its 30-foot- 
high flam es burned across the 
northern d ty limits.

“Our crew'Is like a family,”  said 
Rose Linn, a blond, blue-eyed 16- 
year-old from  Mount Hood, Ore. 
whose face was blotched with poison 
oak rash.

"We have a good time, although 
the older crews think we are crazy,” 
she said. "But we sing s o n « while 
waiting on line to go to a fire and 
entoy ourselves.”

’The 20 Smokebusters, whoae aver­
age age Is 10, ordinarily work for the 
Bear Springs Ranger Station at 
Mount Hood National Forest. They 
wear T-shirts showing a circle with 
slash through fire — a takeoff on 
the logo o f the 1984 bit m ovie 
“Ghostbusters.”

About one4hird of the Smokebus­
ters are women

"I don’t think about the danger,” 
Ms. Linn said. “ I )ust do what I'm 
trained to do. I have confidence in 
my training.”

As to why she chose firefighting, 
Ms. Linn said: “ I wanted a job where 
I could get In shape and meet new 
people. I wanted to make better 
than the minimum wage they pay at 
McDonald's

"The problems are bad for women 
here, because of the convicts who 
are working the fire. We have to 
wear fire shirts and be covered up at

all times. We are escorted to the 
bathroom and to all meals.”

The California departments of 
Forestry and Corrections together 
operate a number of conservation 
camps throughout the state, where 
fire crews are trained and where 
minimum-security inmates learn 
trades, said Forestry Department 
fire information officer LoVae Pray- 
Martines.

Smokebusters Kevin Hippie, 18, 
and Kevin O'Halloran, 19, Joined the < 
group from  Anchorage, Alaska. 
They, too, were splotched with poi­
son oak rash.

"The pay is real good," Hippie 
said. " I  made $816 in two weeks,! 
although I worked a lot o f over-1 
time.” Instead of working 80 hours; 
in two weeks, he said, he worked 
168

"We've had lots of local support,” 
he said. "The people have baiked us 
pies and cakes, and it really keeps 
our morale up to be aware they 
appreciate the work we put in.”

And every Smokebuster agrees 
the food is excellent.

“The convicts are good cooks,” Ms. 
l.tnn said. “We have had steak, pork 
chops and omelettes.”

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Lawmakers ready  
to scuttle Reagan's 
South Africa policy

WASHINGTON (AP) — M iybe, 
Just maybe, If the Reagan adminis­
tration had taken a tougher stand 
against South Africa in the begin­
ning. it wouldn't be facing a con­
gressional revolt aimed at penalizing 
the Pretoria government for Its 
apartheid pracUcea.

Lawmakers seem determined to 
scuttle the administration's policy of 
"constructive engagement,*' which 
for the past five years has aimed at 
quietly encouraging South Africa's 
white minority government to dis­
mantle apartheid.

There have been a few changes. 
But there has been a v ea t deal of 
anti-black violence with more than 
400 deaths In South Africa since last 
fail. Hundreds of blacks have been 
arrested, and a number of leaders 
held on unspecified charges of trea­
son.

South African troops have con­
ducted raids into neighboring black- 
ruled countries In recent months 
and apparently even planned to 
blow up an American oil refinery in 
nearby Angola.

Fed up with continuing repression 
of South Africa's 22 million blacks 
and aggression against its neighbors. 
Congress is on the verge of imposing 
economic sanctions, dismissing 
administration arguments that they 
won't make one whit of difference

It's not that the lawmakers believe 
sanctions will force South Africa to 
dismantle apartheid Rather, they 
are anxious to signal their intent to 
dissociate the United States from a 
regime whose racially discrimina 
tory practices they consider Inhu 
mane and abhorrent

The sanctions would be relatively 
mild They probably will Include 
banning sales of South African gold 
coins in the United States, barring 
sales to South Africa of computers 
and nuclear equipment, banning 
loans to tb4 South African govern 
blent and poaslbly also preventing 
new mvestment by American com­
panies

There may be enough support to 
override a presidential veto. If It 
romes to that The House already 
has approved by a 295^129 vote a 
package of sanctions that includes 
bannmg new Investment The Sen 
ate was expected to vote sometime 
this week

Exuting investments by American 
rómpanles wouldn't be affected The 
United States Is South Africa's lar­
gest trading partner, but the sane 
tions would have little impact on 
trade

MUd as they may be, however, the

African ministers prepare for economic summit
ADDIS ABABA, Ethiopia (AP) 

— African foreign ministers are 
preparing for a summit on the 
economic ills of the continent, 
beset by falling agriculture and 
billions of dollars in debts.

In an opening address. Ethio­
pian leader Mengistu Haile

Mariam said in a speech deli­
vered Wednesday by hto foreign 
m inister, Goshu W olde, that 
Africa's weak economy was a leg­
acy of “the exploitive system 
colonialism, neocolonialism and 
imperialism, exacerbated by nat­
ural calamities.

“Owing to a variety o f factors 
beyond our control, the already 
backward and underdeveloped 
economy o f A frica  has today 
deteriorated to a dlsturMngly low 
level,”  Mengistu told the minis­
ters of the SO-member Organiza­
tion of African Unity.

“The economic growth o f our 
continent has been hampered by, 
among other things, continuous^ 
plummeting prices of raw materi­
als, a declining flow of official 
development asaistsnee, ever ris­
ing interest rates and accumu­
la t e  external indebtedness ”

administration argues that Ameri­
can businesses are a force for con­
structive change in South Africa 
because they pay better salaries to 
blacks and provide better working 
conditions than local companies.

Chester A. Crocker, the aasisunt 
secretary of state for African affairs, 
said in a panel discussion at the 
American Enterprise Institute here 
Monday that sanctions would hit 
hardest at black workers.

“Our role is secondary.”  Crocker 
said. He declared that American 
business “ can't be used to force 
change , but it Is a tool to improve 
conditions there "

But Richard Moose, a supporter of 
sanctions who was assistant secre­
tary of state in the Carter adminis­
tration. said the argument that sane 
tions would hurt blacks Is raised by 
people who were "not much worried 
about the plight of black people 
until the imminent passage of con­
gressional leglslatioa"

He told the AEi panel the argu­
ment "groMly exaggerates the effect 
of the legislation ” He said also that 
only 70,(100 workers out of a black 
labor force o f four m illion are 
employed by American companies.

The administration is fighting a 
rear guard action to gain passage of 
the least objectionable legislation, as 
State Department offtcials privately 
concede some sanctions w ill be 
approved by Congress

'The key raUonale for the adminia 
tratlon's constructive engagement 
policy has been to encourage condl- 
tiona for a peaceful transition from 
white rule to a government with sig 
nificant black representation — and' 
black rights — while maintaining 
South Africa's capitalist economic 
system

The administration fears that a 
violent upheaval would force the 
whites out and bring about a one- 
party, black ruled state with a large 
dose or aociallsro This is the pattern 
followed In moat other A frican 
countries that have successfully 
thrown off white rule

If the administration's policy had 
worked, it would now be applauded 
But in the views of many Americans 
— as reflected in poib and congrew 
sional sentiment — It hasn't

There is concern that by failing to 
demand change from South Africa's 
white leadership, the admlnlstratloo 
Is helping set the stage for the kind 
of black white confrontation it most 
fears
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Actions talk louder
A fter the 39 hostages got 

out of Lebanon and re­
turned home, President 

Reagan wasted no time in pursu­
ing the goal of stamping out ter­
rorism. He wisely gave top prior­
ity to identifying the places 
where terrorists are trained and 
from  which terrorism  is 
exported.

The president pointed a finger 
at five nations. Libya, of course, 
was on the iist, for that nation 
has iong been known as a hotbed 
for the spawning of internation­
al crimes. The others were Cuba, 
Iran, North Korea and Nicara­
gua. The president made these 
i(fentifications in a Washington 
speech to the American Bar As­
sociation, biuntiy referring to 
the five nations as part of “a con­
federation of terrorist states” 
and a “new, internationai ver­
sion of Murder Inc.” He went on 
to say:

“These terrorist states are now 
engaged in acts of war against 
the government and peopie of 
the United States. And under in­
ternational law, any state which 
is the victim of war has the right 
to defend itself." In view of this, 
Reagan said this nation would 
use “the full weight of the law ... 
to indict, apprehend and prose­

cute” terrorists, and will act 
“unilaterally, if necessary,” to 
prevent terrorists from receiv­
ing train ing or sanctuary 
“anywhere.”

Those are fine words, indicat­
ing a commitment to stand up 
for the principles of human dig­
nity and decency Reagan has es­
poused since first taking office 
in 1961. But mere words won’t 
accomplish the containment of 
the terrorism threat Americans 
are facing. It will take more. Rea­
gan surely realizes that himself 
and probably is aware of the 
muttered comments of Ameri­
cans who don’t want this nation 
to be turned into an internation­
al shooting gallery.

No American is seeking an all- 
out war of any kind, not even the 
war of terrorism being waged 
against innocent people the 
world over. But neither do 
Americans expect the president 
to sit idly by while Americans 
are needlessly killed in terrorist 
assaults.

Eloquent words are fine, but 
Reagan should recognize that 
the American public is watching 
him closely and he w ill be 
judged in the end — on the 
scales of history — on the cer­
tainty of his actions, not the 
beauty of his speech.

P roposals that school teach­
ers be tested for compe­
tence and that incompe­

tent teachers he dismissed have 
for a long time been greeted 
with reslatence. It baa come from 
educators, leaders of teachers’ 
unions, and others who believe 
teachers should not be singled 
out for examinations when other 
professionals are not.

Some of that resistance is be­
ing eroded Arkansas recently 
became the first state to give 
competency tests to teachers and 
administrators, and 90 percent of 
them passed

And now, the National Educa­
tion Association is giving more

recognition to the quality of 
teacher training

Union delegates who met in 
Washington the other day voted 
approval of certification tests for 
men and women entering the 
profession The 7,000 members 
also voted — for the first time — 
to endorse dismissal proceedings 
against teachers judged to be 
incompetent.

The NEA is still opposed to re­
quiring veteran teachers to take 
competency tests, as Arkansas 
has done But at least the union's 
recent action is a demonstration 
that competence is being recog 
nized and dealt with to a greater 
degree than it has in the past

Another View:
Deficit proposal good

Real progress against the 
deficit requires action 
both stronger and more 

evenhanded than either the 
president, the Senate or the 
House has endorsed so far — 
something like the pending Gor- 
ton-Chiles budget plan. That 
means the president will have to 
give some ground on taxes.

Budget conferees have been 
deadlocked by Senate insistence 
on a certain level of defense 
spending and by House insis­
tence on keeping Social Security 
benefits even with the cost of 
living But even if those differ­
ences could be resolved, neither 
of the budget plans from which 
the conferees have been work­
ing would do much to narrow 
future deficits. Both plans rely 
substantially on accounting de­
vices and on questionable prom­
ises of congressional action two 
or three years hence.

To overcome the impasse a bi­
partisan group of Senate budget 
committee members has put to­
gether a plan to reduce next 
year’s deficit by 170 billion. With 
good economic luck, the plan 
could come close to balancing 
the budget in five years. It’s not 
an airtigh t solution, but it 
d(|etn’t rely on flimflam or unre­
alistic promises.

The plan asks the House to 
a^ee  to a one-year omission of 
coit-of-living adjustmenu for So- 
d t l  Security and all other gov- 
•niiBent pensions except those 
r«ti1cted to the needy But this

pause doesn't set a precedent for 
further COLA cuts, as the origi­
nal Senate plan would. More­
over, roughly S2 billion is set 
aside to offset benefit losses to 
lower income people — not an 
easy idea to administer but an 
important protection Other 
safeguards for the needy, includ 
ing such programs as job train­
ing and housing, are maintained 

'The Senate would be asked to 
give more on defense spending 
Defense spending authority 
would grow next year by what 
the Pentagon says would be 
needed to keep up with price in­
creases and in years after that by 
inflation plus 3 percent. The de­
fense spending base would be re­
duced to reflect at least part of 
past over-estimates of Inflation. 
Actual military spending would 
rise substantially because of un 
used past spending authority.

mises the president would be 
asked to go along with revenue 
Increases of about 960 billion 
over three years. Although fair­
ness would suggest that tax 
hikes be focused on higher-in­
come taxpayers, the goal could 
be met by alternatives such as an 
energy tax and retention of the 
cigarette tax. The president may 
note that the plan is inconsistent 
with his proposed tax reforms 
But tax reform doesn’t seem to 
be going anywhere with either 
Congreas or the public, while the 
deftctt remains out of control.

These innocents typically stay in 
their unglamorous procurement 
jobs two or three years, "hoping to 
get out so that the cost overruns or 
technical disasters don't happen on 
their watch," the memo notes 

“ At (Thina Lake,” the memo con 
tinues. referring to the weapons- 
testing center in California, we 
found it took several years for a 
good engineer to develop to the

point that we could trust him to 
manage a program — some never 
could. Yet we bring in officers with 
no technical or specialized training, 
send them to a short course at Fort 
Belvoir, and put them in charge of 
multi-million-dollar programs”

Venality and corruption aren't the 
problem, the memo explains "The 
Incentives are all backwards The 
big spenders are promoted and re­
warded with cushy Jobs after leav 
Ing the government Those who do 
something (to cut costs) are quite 
frequently punished.”

Expanding on this point, the 
memo lays out the "revolving<loor" 
phenomenon that greases the pro­
curement system

A fter giving the 
Dodger pitching corps a break on 
Fridiay with an oh-for four perfor 
mance, Randall brought the heavy 
lumber to Angels Stadium again on 
Saturday, stroking three hits, includ­

Game in Minneapolis.

Sandberg, the Most Valuable Play­
er in the 1 ^  last season, was nos^ 
out In the late going by Herr, who 
leads the major leagues this season 
with 66 runs batted In.

"Tommy Herr is definitely having 
an all-star season and that's what the 
game is for,” said Sandberg, who Is 
hitting .282 with 12 homers and baa 
stolen 25 bases. "In this case, the 
fans did their job.”

But Herr, despite getting the start­
ing nod from the fans, would like to 
see a consensus of opinion.

"I still think the system is wrong,” 
he explained. "I’d base It on the fans 
having a say, the players having a 
say and the media havmg a say 
get a consensus.”

Herr, who also is second in the NL 
in batting at 340. came from 32,000 
votes behind to beat Sandberg by 
56,629 In the tightest NL race.

"God bless the fact that I took 
30O,OOO ballots home and voted for 
myself,” Herr kidded.

He received 1,109,178 votes to 
1,060,549 for Sandberg, and becomes 
the fourth different player to surt 
at that position in as many years.

Mark Spits may be the moat hand­

some specimen ever to achieve 
champtonahlp status In world athlet­
ics. In certain U ^t, he can make 
Robert Red ford  look positively 
grubby.

Spits has that olive skin, those 
p lerclu  green eyes. In a film with 
O m arwarlf, he'd get the girl.

He fairly reeks of health. He's tall • 
• Afoot-1 -  and even IS years "after 
his greatest triumph, there's hardly 
an ounce of fat on him. He's the kind 
of guy you'd want for your son-ln- 
law.

That's why the guy who has him 
for a son-ln-iaw, Herm Weiner, la up­
set these days over the kind of pub­
lic view his son-in-law Is gettliiig.

Herm Is a steel man, b ^  known 
to the sporting press as one of the 
big all-ttane boosters of Cal Berkeley 
sports, a recruiter of note for Its 
football team, a one-time bidder for 
an LA . expansion franchise In the 
NFL, and a canny observer of the 
local sports scene.

Spitzes luune was not on that list and 
thought; “ Aha! Mark lights the
torch!”

Spitz himself began to wonder. 
"My phone began to ring off the 
book, ’̂ he recalled the other day.

over Monday and Tuesday.
The New York Stock Exchange, 

meanwhile, announced that it plan« 
to expand Us trading day by 30 
minutes.

The NYSE said that beginning 
Sept. 30., it will open trading at 9:30 
a.m. Eastern time. NYSE trading 
closes at 4 p.m. The American Stock 
Exchange, whose hours mirror those 
of the NYSE, said it ia considering a 
similar move.

Previously, the lofty value of the 
dollar had subjected many U.S. man­
ufacturers to Intensified competi­
tion from Imporu, and at the same

time made their goods relatively 
expensive In overseas markets.

A lower dollar also would enhance 
the reported proflU  o f U.S. com­
panies that do a large business in 
other countries — profits that are 
translated from those countries’ cur­
rencies back into dollar«

M idland jail faces wrongful-death suit

The county Jail, which has already 
exposed Midland County to the 
wrath of the Texas Commiaaion on 
Jail Standards, may soon cause the 
county to be hauled Into court to 
face a wrongful-death suit brought 
by the widow of a former county 
prisoner

The latest dispute Involving the 
jail on the fifth f W  of the County 
Courthouse may be resolved on the 
fourth floor. In 238Ui Dlatrict Court 
Judge Vann Culp's court. In a suit 
filed last week. Sandra Byrne Col­
lins. widow of George J Byrne Jr., 
contends her husband died on Aug 
2. 1083, "as a direct and proximate 
cause of the negligence and careieaa- 
ness o f the Defendant Midland

County "
Ms Collins is also suing Midland 

Memorial Hospital, the Permian 
Basin Centers for Menul Health and 
Mental ReUrdation. and Dr John R. 
Hewlett Jr

Byrne died in the bosplUl on Aug 
2, the day after he was transferred 
from  the county ja il Midland 
County Attorney Mark Dettman said 
the county denied any responsibility 
in Byrne’s death, and Bob Dickson, 
executive director of the MHMR 
Center, described the suit as "frivo­
lous "

"W e deny it a l l , " he said this 
morning

The hosplul district's attorney, 
David M Davis, of Davis and Davia 
in Austin, was unavailable for com­
ment this morning

According to the plaintiff's peO- 
tlon. Byrne, who was 37 when he

died, was an outpatient at the 
MHMR Center, where he was being 
treated "for emotional and mental 
disorders,” and was under medica­
tion to control seizures.

The petition said on July 28, 1963, 
Byrne was asked to leave the day­
care program at the MHMR Center. 
Later that day be was found lying in 
a parking lot near Sute Highway 
340 by Department of Public Safety 
troopers A fter becoming violent 
and striking one of the troopers. 
Byrne was taken to Midland County 
JaU

According to the petition, a repre­
sentative o f the MHMR Center 
recommended that Byrne be jailed, 
rather than hospitalized, for "thera­
peutic” reasons After hla condition 
deteriorated. Dr Patrick Leung, the 
jail medical officer, ordered him 
transferred to the hospital on Aug.

1. The following afternoon, Byrne 
died after choking on his own vomit.

Leung said this morning the 
county had no responsibility for 
Byrne's death because be was trans­
ferred when it became obvious he 
needed boapltalizatlon, and because 
his death occurred more than 24 
hours after his release from the jail. 
He described the suit as “witchhunt­
ing,” and said negligence wasn’t to 
blame for Byrne's death.

"This kind of thing (patients like 
Byrne choking to death on their 
own vomit) does happen,” be said. 
"I'm sure the county Is clear.”

Leung said Byrne should have 
never have been jailed in the first 
place.

"Mental Health—Mental ReUrda­
tion should pick up the ir own 
patlenu,”  be said "The jail it not a 
hospital.”

The UJS. Department of Agricul­
ture Is proposing to lift a quarantine 
on Florida citrua, some of which has 
been affected by canker, a bacteria 
that atUcks the branches, leaves and 
even the fruit.

But at a public h earin g  on 
Wednesday, Rio Grande Valley 
growers who are trying to make a 
comeback after a devasUting 1983 
freeze said the canker must be era­
dicated before citrus Is allowed to 
leave Florida.

“la USDA of the opinion that the

worth the risk that other growing 
areas are being asked to take?” said 
Dennis Holbrook, a board member 
of 'Texu Citrus Mutual.

“The citrua industry and the econ­
omy of the Rio Grande Valley has 
tried to get up o ff Ra knees and we 
cannot be subjected to another pos­
sible disaster,” Holbrook said.

In December 1983, a week of sub­
freezing temperatures wiped about 
60 percent of the Valley citrus acre­
age, costing growers some $100 mil­
lion. More than 9,000 farmworkers 
lost their Jobs.

Earlier this year, growers said the 
freeze helped to make the industry

more lean and that they expected 
aome citrus this fall. They also said it 
would be at least five years before 
the Valley citrua industry would 
recover.

"Don’t count us out,” said Ray 
Prewett, executive vice president at 
Texas Citrus Mutual, said. ‘ Th is 
industry has been through a lot of 
problems before.

"We intend to come back. We will 
come back, but the very worst thing 
I think that could happen to us, both 
from an economic standpoint and 
from a psychological standpoint, is if 
we got canker,” he said. “ It would be 
devastating to even the intentions 
that growers have about replanting 
and rebuilding.”

According to federal law, all 
stores telling fruit or vegetables 
treated with any coating must clear 
ly display a sign identifying any 
coating compounds that are used 
The Food and Drug Administration 
depends on state agencies to enforce 
the law

Joe Regensteln. of the New York 
State College of Agriculture and 
Life Sciences at Cornell, says. "It Is 
quite clear that this law is not being 
enforced. When was the last time 
you saw a label fo r a waxed 
cucumber? "

If a store refuses to comply with

the law’s requirements. Regensteln 
says, you can contact the regional 
Food and Drug Administration of­
fice or the state agency responsible 
for enforcing these regulations at 
the retail level.

It might take a bit of unearthing 
to find the addresses and phone 
numbers of these agencies, but con 
sumers owe It to themselves and 
their neighbors to tee that this law is 
compiled with In their local stores

'The easiest way to do thlk Is to 
leave the salad basically the same 
but change the dressing (and In this 
heat, cooks are always grateful for 
easy meals).

Kraft, a leading salad dressing 
manufacturer (among other things), 
recently has Introduced lu reduced- 
calorie "Bacon and Tomato" fla­
vored dressing, claimed to be full of 
‘real bacon and tomato bits." -Be­
cause both foods are delicious In sal­
ads and difficult to resist — and be­
cause reducing calorie Intake has 
become a popular pasttlroe at my 
house — we tested the new dressing 
for taste, price and advertising accu­
racy The usual taste-testers — 
adulu, teen and children — have 
been complaining loudly about the 
heat ruining their appetltles

The price of an eight-ounce bottle 
Is Ol^enu. the same price as an 
eight-ounce hottle of Kraft regular 
bacon and tomato-flavored dressing 
In fact, this Is the same price as 
many of Kraft's other salad dress 
Ings (Prices listed are from a local 
supermarket. Prices at other loca 
tlons may vary.)

According to label Information. 
reduced<alorie bacon and tomato 
dressing contains 30 calories per ta 
blespoon serving while regular ba 
con and tomato dressing has TO calo­
ries per one-tablespoon serving 
(That Is so unrealistic — who limits 
servings of dressing to a single 
tablespoon?)

Label advertising claimed "Real

bacon together with bits of ripe to­
matoes and smooth sour cream ... So 
rich, you don't have to diet to like 
It."

Ingredients listed on the label 
really did include tomato (listed 
third), bacon (seventh on the list) 
and dehydrated sour cream Qlsted 
eighth), but they also included soy­
bean oil (second) and xantban gum, 
propylene glycol alginate and poly- 
sorbate 60. (When are labels going to 
be printed In English?)

The new low-calorie dressing was 
tested on two salad types: orcUnary 
Iceberg-lettuce-and-tomato (which U 
so easy to prepare), and macaronl- 
tuna-wlth-cheese-plckles-and-hard- 
boUed-eggs (our favorite) which we 
blend with mayonnaise

The reviews were mixed. The 4- 
year-old liked the macaroni salad 
with the new dressing, but when she 
ate the lettuce and tomato salad, all 
she ate was the dressing The 2-year- 
old also liked the macaroni salad 
with bacon and tomato dressing, but 
refused to touch the vegeuble salad 
The taen liked the lettuce salad with 
the dressing but didn't touch the 
macaroni salad And the adult didn't 
like the dressing. In either salad It 
had a strong Parmesan cheese taste, 
(which Is not on the list of ingredi­
ents) and not enough bacon or 
tomatoes

But none of the testers could taste 
bacon or tomatoea In the dressing, 
even though It Is supposedly made 
with bits of both

We will probabl> finish the bottle 
and go back to our favorite dress  ̂
Inga or try some other new flavor 
But unless the dressing Is “Impro­
ved" enough to make It really taste 
like bacon and tomatoes — the way

The temperature In the freezer 
should be 0-F or lower, and the 
pieces or ps'-kages of cheese should 
weigh no m re than one pound The 
varieties of cheese that were suc­
cessfully frozen and kept In freezer 
storage for six months In the Mlnne 
sots tests were Cheddar, Brick. Port 
du Salut, Swiss. Provotonl. Mozzarel 
la. Llederkranz. Camenbert. Parme^ 
san and Romano

The three brands of Bleu cheese 
tested all became crumbly and 
mealy after freezing If the Bleu 
cheese Is to be used for salad or 
dressings, this Is not a disadvantage 
and might make the cheese more 
convenient

Since the cream cheese In the 
tests became watery and mealy. It Is 
not recommended for freezing

When preparing cheese to freeze, 
cut Into pieces no larger than one- 
pound size or use packaged cheese 
weighing no more than a pound 
Small size cheeses like Camenbert 
and Llederkranz may be left In the 
original packages or In an overwrap 
for extra protection Any cut cheese, 
such as wedges of Cheddar, should 
be closely wrapped In freezer foil. 
Press the foil tight with hands to 
keep out air Freeze at 0-F or lower 
and thaw In the refrigerator

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Prof stresses p ro p e r  use o f co m p u te rs  in e d u ca tio m

Once you had to learn to tie your 
shoelaces before you entered grade 
school.

Now there are velcro fasteners on 
sneakers.

Once you had to tell time by the 
hands of a clock.

Now there are d ig ita l 
wiistwatches.

Once you needed pencil, paper 
and a knowledge of the miUtlplM»- 
tlon tables to multiply and divide.

Now there are pocket calculators.
Once you had to learn mnemonics 

to spell troublesome words like “se­
parate” and "embarrass."

Now there are spelling checkers 
In computer software.

Once you had to diagram sen­
tences to learn the rules o f 
grammar

Now there are computer pro­
grams to polish your punctuation 
and syntax.

That's progress. Or is It?
Computers and other laborrtavlng 

gizmos of the high-tech age are be­
coming ever more codlmon and 
"friendlier ’ to use. But are they also 
doing their users -  especially young­
sters -  an unfriendly turn by rob­
bing them of basic intellectual, 
Imaginative and emotional skills ac­
quired by previous generations?

In the rush to become ’’computer 
literate," are children also becoming 
less literate in the traditional sense 
of the word’

Conventional wisdom has It that 
computers teach youngsters ’’to 
think" by exciting the students, pro­
viding them immediate feedback 
and the opportunity to learn at their 
own pace

But a number of educational theo­
rists are beginning to question some 
of the assumptions underlying the 
computerization of society, and In 
particular the computer's role In the 
classroom

Douglas Sloan, professor of hlsto 
ry and education at Columbia Uni­
versity's Teachers College, questions 
the vatue-^f computers for elemen 
tary and ^eschool students

"My ma)or concern Is that for 
young children the effect of the 
computer Is going to be a stunting of

Sloan has edited a collection of es­
says critical of the computer In edu 
cation, in the summer 1964 Teachers 
College Récordes, a scholarly educa­
tion Journal. In his introduction, he 
asserts:

’Scrambling to lead the van of the 
computer-communications revolu­
tion In education, American educa­
tors have made no concerted effort 
to ask at what level, for what pur­
poses, and In what ways the comput­
er Is educationally appropriate and 
inappropriate. In what ways and to 
whom we count on its being benefi

dal or harmful."
According to Arthur O. Zajonc of 

Amherst College, "The computer Is 
like a fragmented projection of the 
human psyche. Each of tts functions 
replaces one of our own.**,

w ritin g  In the same Issue o f 
Teachers College Récordes, Zajonc 
maintains: "Just as we have replaced 
the ch ild 's active  im agination  
through television imagery and cer­
tain toys, BO the computer has the 
potential to replace nearly all the 
mental functions of the child."

Noting that memory is essential to 
performing the operation, Zajonc 
writes:

“We may possess the ability to per­
form this operation, but be prevent­
ed from doing so by an inability to 
retain all the elements in memory. 
The development of this operational 
ability depends, therefore, indirect­
ly on the strengthening of memory. 
Reliance on an external device -  the 
computer -  can easily weaken that 
faculty." '

Other aspects of the computer -  
Its computing and logical abilities -  
can “replace and thereby under­
mine tbe development of corre­
sponding faculties In the child,” he 
states.

Not all educators agree computers 
threaten to degrade or narrowly 
channel Intellectual development.

”There is research that illustrates 
that learning with Interactive tech- 
nolgies can be superior and In most 
cases Is equivalent at least to tradi­
tional methods." said Greg Benson. 
He Is director of the Center for 
Learning Technologies.

“ I see more a positive side of it,” 
said Edith H. Luchins, professor of 
mathematics at Rensselaer Polytech­
nic Institute, Troy, N.Y

"I'm sure that when the abacus 
was Invented people worried that 
people would forget how to count," 
she said.

"What I think is happening right 
now Is there isn't enough emphasis 
on proper use of computers Individ 
ual students might be spending too 
much time on games or copying 
discs which they exchange with oth­
er students. Within the classroom It­
self, I don't see there's a danger 
What we have to do is explore the 
non-drill side of It.”

> This university has no bUnd students In its chemistry classes 
now, and not many blind people pursue science careers, 
Foulke said. “A  lot of the blind studenU are majoring in 
humanities, communications and In the computer area,”  he 

! explained.
! But the National Science Foundation hopes the project will 
make science studies more accessible to the blind. The univer­
sity has made videotapes of the researchers’ experiments so 
that other schools can draw upon the work and blind stu­
dents can learn of advancements.

The chief difference between a lab Umlted to the sighted 
and those accessible to the blind Is the use of computers.

The researchers fitted a simple home computer with a voice 
simulator that reads out information. The computer and simu- 
lator are connected to a scale and a thermometer.

To baq^e a weights experiment, for example, a blind stu­
dent would weigh an empty beaker, the computer would read 
out the figure and the student would enter it Into the com­
puter. Next, the student would place granular chemicals into 
the beaker and enter that amount into the computer. The dif­
ference between the weights will yield the weight of the chem­
icals. •

The name was given to the creeks 
by tum-of-the-century railroad sur 
veyors who found the area rugged

Boring, Ore., boasts a Boring 
Grade School and a Boring Middle

Portland, Ore., once had a Falling 
Elementary School, christened in 
the late 1800s to honor a board mem­
ber, but the school failed In 1860.

You can find the Robert McGre­
gor ElemenUry School in Toledo, 
Ohio, named after a famous trotter 
of the late 1800s known as the ‘Mon­
arch of the Stretch.”

! poorer quality tires, which will be 
unearth^ latOT for reincarnation 

Better quality tires, however, are 
treated with more respect 

Once unloaded, they are separated 
from the 2,000-pound truck tires that 
rest along the yard's northern
perimeter Some of the tires are to 
large the treads are as wide as a 
man's arm. and a child easily could 
stand Inside them 

And as long as the Internal com­

bustion engine survives, the grave­
yard — the only one In the county 
and. Praslfka claims, one of the lar­
gest In the Southwest — Is destined 
to be a moneymaker.

Five Dallas-Fort Worth tire cont- 
panlet pay Praslfka as much as S300 
for every 40-foot trailer of used tires 
he hauls from their warehouses. To 
top It off. they even go through the 
trouble of loading the trallera.

But the real profit comes from dis­
membering the dres and selling the 
pans A used 21-Inch truck tire, for 
cample, can bring anjrwbere from 
96 to 180 or more.

When such tires arrive, crews sep­
arate the good Inner tubes from the 
bad. The good tubes are recondl- 
tlooed and sold for 91.000 a ton for 
rafting and swimming purposes, the 
bad tubes arc bundled and sold to 
rubber companies for about 9120 a 
ton If the tubes are bad. the stems 
are cut out. melted and the brass 
sold to wrecking yards 

Crews then eitricate the tires' 
Inner fUps — a wide slab of rubber 
stripped along the Inner surface to 
separate the tube from the tie If the 
Inner flaps are good, they are resold 
to tire companies for about 910 each. 
The bad ones are sold for 96 each to 
oil companies, which use them to 
protect plastic pipe sucked In pipe 
yards

Once the tubes aitd flaps are taken 
out. If the tire Itself Is good. Praslfka 
regrooves the tread surface and aetls 
It for 960 to 980 to "the poor people 
wbo cani afford the new ones ”

Bad tires are recapped and sold 
for 926, or shipped to companies that 
pay about 916 a ton for the rubber.

The bad tires, more than t»«ii of 
which are buried for later use. are 
even pressed Into service for foreign 
duty

In past years. Praslfka has shipped 
thousands of tires to the Gulf Coast 
and to Saudi Arabia, where they are 
lashed to shrimp trawlers and oil 
ligs as bumpers. Others are sent to 
Detroit, wbOTe a company punchos 
holes In the sidewalls »twi uses *>>• 
rubber plugs to seporato metal )otnts 
In vehicles' suspeimloas.

Smooth-soled aircraft tires are 
reconditioned and sold for 9360 
apiece to planUtlons In MtaBtaalppi 
where they are used on sugarcane 
buggies and road graders A ll 
totaled, be ships out about 25 tons ot 
tires a week.

Sion. The seasonally adjusted Index 
has been below SO percent since Feb- 
nuury.

A reading below 90 percent gen­
erally Indicates the economy is m a 
declining phase while a reading 
above SO percent is a signal o f 
expanahm, according to the group, 
which represenU executives who 
purchase raw materials and other 
supplies for the nation’s industry.

“The economy definitely has prob­
lems based on the information we 
are receiving from our members,”  
said Robert J. Brets, director of pur­
chasing f(nr Pitney Bowes Inc. and 
chairman of the purchasliig agents’ 
business survey committee. “The 
continuing decline of the Purchas­
ing Managers Index and the weak­
ness exhibited in production, inven­
tories, prices and vendor deliveries 
are of solous concern.”

The group's monthly reports are

among the earliest indicators each 
month of the health of the manufac­
turing economy.

The report for June said pr 
tion fe ll to iU  lowest level since
December 1964, reflecting a sharp 
decline in new orders the previous 
month.

“ Production levels are now at a 
point where they are no longer 
growing,” the report said.

The speed at which suppliers deli­
vered orders also improved In June,

an indication that demand was not 
heavy enough to cause backlogs. 
Thirteen percent of the managers 
surveyed said deliveries from ven­
dors were faster in June, nearly 
three times those reporting slower 
delivery.

Only 9 percent of the managers 
surveyed in June reported inven­
tories were higher than in May, 
while 29 percent said inventories 
fell. Typically, companies reduce 
inventories when they anticipate

decreased demand or are uncertain 
of future demand, the report sakl.

The group said none o f the 250 
companies surveyed reported items 
that were in short supply, another 
sign of decreasing demand.

Meanwhile, the number of manag­
ers reporting lower prices in June 
was 2% times that of &ose reporting 
higher prices, the seventh straight 
month in which more purchasers 
said prices were lower than higher.

Youths learn more 
than comedy at camp

MIDDLETOWN, Conn. lAP ) — 
Anne Cassidy didn’t laugh when her 
9-year-old son came home from Com­
edy Camp and started walking into 
walls.

“ He’d go around bumping into 
things, and I couldn’t tell if It was 
real or imaginary,” she said.

It was imaginary. Jacob, his 10- 
year-old brother. Ben, and IS other 
students were learning such slap­
stick antics at the Oddfellows Play­
house Comedy Ĉ amp, a three-week 
venture taught by professional 
comedians and street pierformen.

At Comedy Camp, usual summer 
activities such as arts and crafts or 
swimming are replaced by Juggling, 
miming, tumbling and acrobau.

Walking on stilts, stage fighting 
and costume* come later.

Classe* take place In “the big top,” 
a musty basement at a local church, 
where costumes consist of T-shirts, 
shorts and bare feet.

The camp, which culminate* in a 
two-day performance on July 26 and 
27, Is designed primarily for sum­
mertime fun, but the Instructors 
also hope their charges, age* 7 to 16, 
will carry something more into their 
adult lives.

"Self confidence, that’s it,”  said 
Jean-Jacques Plante, a Comedy 
Camp Instructor from  Montreal. 
“Even if these kids are going to be 
doctors or lawyers, they carry this 
with them. All these things make 
you feel better about yoursdf.

"Young kids, unfortunately, are 
bombarded by stereotypes of what 
everybody should be like.”

Die Wheeler, a Middletown resi­
dent and member of Oddfellows, 
invited Plante and C^orinne Ecken- 
stein of Switzerland to Join him in 
teaching the camp this summer. The 
three met at the M l Arte School of 
Mime and Comedy in California.

This year Is the second the camp is 
being offered. Held weekdays from 
10 a m. to 2 p.m.. It attracts mostly

children from central Connecticut, 
although some parents are willing to 
drive their children from  other 
parts of the sute each day.

“ I want to be an actress some 
day,” said 15-year-old Debbie Dion. 
She and a schoolmate, 15-year-old 
'Tracey Raines, come to Middletown 
each morning with Debbie’s com­
muting brother. They arrive two 
hours early and suy two hours late, 
but both say it’s worth it.

"This opens up a lot of things," 
Debbie said "Now that 1 have some 
experience, I can try to call cable 
(television) and audition for com­
mercials ”

While the children benefit from 
the course, the Instructors admit 
they get Just as much valuable expe­
rience, themselves.

“It is quite a challenge teaching 
little kids,”  Ms. Eckenstein said 
“There’s a sensitivity you have to 
create in yourself to work with kids. 
You have to be inside of them, have 
that personal connection to them so 
that they trust you.”

"Some kids block certain things 
out and you have to awaken them to 
It.”  she said. “Some are so fragile 
with these things we do because of 
limited self exposure.”

Plante acknowledged that the 
three-week course won't turn the 
children into professional come­
dians — or even make them comple­
tely comfortable with themselves 

“It's Just about imposaible to teach 
them to Juggle seven balls behind 
their back in one week, but if they 
can learn to Juggle one ball with 
presence, they b ^ m e  more aware 
of their t>ody and themselves.”

Such self-possession, Plante said, 
pays off later in situations such as 
addressing a crowd.

"It doesn’t matter if the kids go 
into the theater or not after this,” 
Plante said. "It's what they get out 
of It personally, and whether they 
have fun "
