Tax rendition 
deadline posted
The deadline for local prop­

erty owners to complete, sign, 
and submit rendition forms to 
the Coke County Appraisal 
District is March 31,1989.

A rendition form is a docu­
ment on which a property 
owner lists taxable property. 
The owner can also estimate 
the property's value on the 
form. It is filed at the appraisal 
district office at 710 Austin St. 
in Robert Lee. Property own­
ers who ask in writing for an 
extension for a good cause, 
before the deadline have 30 
extra days to file the rendition.

Property owners who own 
or manage income-producing 
tangible personal property 
must file renditions. Examples 
of such property are business 
inventory, office furniture and 
fixtures, and business vehi­
cles. Livestock, farm machin­
ery, and personal vehicles are 
now tax exempt.

Bronte - W in ters  High­
way to Be C o nstru cted  
in Near Future

A paved highway f rom  
Bronte to Winters is going to 
be a reality, it was determined 
at a meeting at Winters 
Thursday night of last week. 
Bronte, Winters and Coleman 
civic leaders have bee n  
working for the project for 
many years.

A delegation of seven men 
from Bronte attended the 
meeting with the W inters 
Chamber of Commerce last 
Thursday night. At this meet­
ing sufficient money was 
raised to reach a total o f 
$30,000 necessary to pur­
chase right-of-way for the road 
from Wilmeth to the Coke 
County line. At this point it will 
connect up with the farm-to- 
market road running northeast 
of Bronte. About one-tenth of 
a mile of paving will have to be 
constructed in Coke County, 
Commissioner Howard Brock 
said. Bronte Lions Club con­
tributed $100 to the $30,000 
fund.

The road will be built as a 
farm-to-market road, but per­
sons backing the project say 
they feel sure it will only be a 
short time before it will be 
designated as a stale high­
way.

When this highway is com­
pleted, the distance from 
Bronte to Winters will be 
shortened some 10 miles. In 
the past it has been neces­
sary to go north and east on 
Highway 277 to the Wingate 
cut off and then turn back 
southeast to Winters, or to go 
southeast from here on the 
Ballinger highway to Norton 
road and then cut throught 
the country through Norton 
and on to Winters.

With the paving of this strip 
of highway the last gap in a 
proposed Trans - Texas high­
way will also be closed. This 
route is being backed by a 
group of Central Texas civic 
leaders who have proclaimed 
it to be the shortest distance 
across Texas. A n o th e r  
advantage of this route, it was 
pointed out, is that it will miss

all the big towns through the 
state.

State Treasurer Ann W.

Mrs. Richards said. "Last year 
about $22 million was given 
back to the rightful owners."

All listed accounts, other 
than those from safe deposit 
boxes, are worth at least $50 
with the largest account worth 
more than $177,000. All safe 
deposit boxes are listed gr- 
gardless of the value of the 
contents.

Generally, accounts on the 
list are from checking and 
savings accounts, utility de­
posits, oil royalties, and 
corporate stocks.

Most accounts must be 
dormant from three to five 
years before they are turned 
over to the state.

"There is no set time to 
make a claim on these ac­
counts," Treasurer Richards 
said. "Money turned over to 
the State Treasury can be 
claimed at any time in the fu­
ture by the original owner or 
his or her heirs."

Persons who find their 
names on the list can call the 
Texas State Treasury on its 
toll-free telephone line at 1- 
800-654-3463 or they can 
write the State Treasury at PO 
Box 17728, Austin, Texas 
78745. The toll free l ine 
opens at noon on March 5.

During the first few weeks 
after the list is published, the 
toll-free line is often tied up by 
the volume of calls.
