Local entities announce election results
Municipal and taxing district 

elections Saturday in Coke 
County changed a number of 
governing panels. All votes 
have been canvassed and 
results are official.

A record voter turnout 
elected Jackie Walker mayor 
of Robert Lee with 148 votes 
over Kenneth Green with 144 
votes in write-in campaigns for 
both candidates. Joe Barrett 
was returned to the city 
council with a 221 vote total. 
He was joined on the board by 
Keith Eubanks with 168. 
Voting was for 2 aldermen and 
Les Gray received a close 153 
votes.

The R o be rt Lee 
Independent School District 
election filled two positions on 
the board of trustees by re­
electing Bill Burns with a 171

count vote and newcomer 
Darrel Pitcock with 166. A 
third candidate, Johnny 
Carver, gained 119 votes.

Three positions were up for 
grabs on the West Coke 
County Hospital District board. 
Elected were Ruth Robertson 
with 257 votes. Jack 
Thamason with 227, and 
Golda Brown had a 188 count. 
Other candidates were Evelyn 
Flanagan, 180 and John 
Sevier, 89.

In the Bronte ISD school 
board election, incumbent 
Ray Barnett was elected to a 
3-year term with 125 votes 
while a new member, Wayne 
Coalson, will serve after 
garnering 138 votes. A third 
candidate for the two 
positions, Jim Nelson, gained 
35 votes.

Band wins sweepstakes
Early Wednesday morning 

members of the Bronte 
Longhorn Band left for 
Sweetwater to compete in the 
University interscholastic 
League Concert and Sight 
Reading Contest. The band 
returned home with the 
Sweepstakes Trophy after re­
ceiving a Division I rating in 
both concert and sightread­
ing.

The band has been prac­
ticing very hard on their con­
cert material and practice has 
obviously paid off as they 
flowed through their selec­
tions and came away with a 
Superior rating. The Sight 
Reading competition is con­

sidered to be the toughest 
part of the competition. The 
band and their director are 
given an unfamiliar piece of 
music and have 7 minutes in 
which to prepare and become 
familiar with it before having to 
present it for the judges. 
Again, the band worked to­
gether and produced a I rat­
ing.

Bronte was the only band in 
their zone to recive two Divi­
sion I Ratings in Class A.

"When the band works hard 
and pulls together, outstand­
ing ratings are the result." 
beamed Homer Stewart, band 
director. Stewart stated, "It is 
a pleasure to work with this 
caliber of band."

Three incumbents, Pat 
O glesby, 135; Eddie 
Alexander, 133; and LeDrew 
Arrott, 128; were returned 
unopposed to the East Coke 
County Hospital District 
Board.

In the Bronte city election, 
three incumbents will remain 
on the city council for 2-year 
terms. Gary Shaffer had 107 
votes, Wesley Gibbs received 
99, and Edward Hart gained 
100 votes. A fourth 
candidate, Roenna Thomas, 
had 26 total votes. Martin Lee 
tallied 110 votes to serve the 
one-year unexpired term. 
Mayor J. T. Henry was 
returned to office unopposed 
with 110 votes.

Coke County Underground 
Water Conservation District 
voters elected Otis Smith, 
Wayne McCabe, and J. D. 
Harmon, unopposed, to the 
board of directors.

Joe Rawlings was recently 
named Coke County Conser­
vationist of the Year for 1989 
by the directors of the Coke 
County Soil and Water Con­
servation District.

Joe runs sheep and regis­
tered Angus cattle on about 
4800 acres of Coke County 
ranchland. He is the third 
generation of Rawlings to op­
erate the home place. That 
place is proof of the value of 
good management. Joe's 
grandfather and father were 
conservationists before there 
was even a word for it. They 
knew their range and its capa­
bilities, stocked accordingly, 
and grazed in a way to pre­
serve the better grasses.

Joe has continued the 
tradition and has used what­
ever technology has become 
available - plus a whole lot of 
common sense - to improve 
his pastures. Over the years 
he has drilled many water 
wells, built many diversions 
and surface tanks, and strung 
many miles of fence to give 
him better control over graz­
ing.

Joe has learned to view and 
treat brush in various ways. 
Deeper sites have been root- 
plowed and seeded to native 
and introduced g rasses . 
Other sites with good poten­
tial have been treedozed or 
sprayed. Brush on rougher 
ground has been left alone. 
Joe figures he couldn't re­
cover the cost of control 
there, plus it provides protec­
tion for livestock and habitat

In turn, this in­
creases income from the 
ranch's hunting enterprise.

But Joe's best tool is hands- 
on, thoughtful management. 
He always knows what's going 
on in his pastures and uses 
appropriate range improve­
ment practices to maintain the 
health of his plant communi­
ties. As a result, 25-year-old 
stands of Kleingrass and Blue 
Panic are as thick and vigor­
ous as ever.

Always a strong advocate of 
conservation, Joe was elect­
ed to the Coke County Soil 
and Water Conservation Dis­

trict Board in 1962. He served 
as Chairman for 19 of those 
years, and was recently rec­
ognized by the Texas State 
Soil and Water Conservation 
Board for his tireless service 
and many accomplishments 
for conservation. Health 
problems have forced Joe to 
retire from the District Board 
after 27 years of service as a 
director. He has been sorely 
missed.

Joe was honored at an area 
awards banquet at Angelo 
State University in San An­
gelo where he was awarded a 
plaque by the District.

UWCD directors meet
The Coke County Under­

ground Water Conservation 
District Directors held their 
regular meeting on May 7, 
1990 in Robert Lee.

The bills were reviewed by 
all present and were approved 
for payment. The Financial 
Statement was reviewed and 
accepted as presented.

The Monthly Manager's Re­
port was presented to the 
Board with the following items 
emphasized: 1. Water Quality 
Reports were made on 6 wa­
ter samples; 2. Water samples 
were collected on 3 water 
wells; 3. Discussed problems 
on the Cumbie Ivey Ranch 
where an injection well was 
found to have pressure on 
the casing, and a separator 
had a salt water leak. This is a 
severe problem because it 
could cause groundwater 
contamination and an over­
flow could cause a nearby 
stream and a fish pond to be 
contaminated with salt water.

Applications for Water Well 
Drilling Permits received since 
the last meeting were re­
viewed by the Board. It was 
emphasized that the District 
Rule requiring a permit has 
been in effect for over a year. 
All landowners should obtain 
a permit prior to the drilling of a 
well. This information has 
been given to all water well 
drillers. Some are very good 
about informing the landown­
ers about this rule and some 
are very good about furnish­
ing the landowners a well log

of the well as is also required 
by the District Rules. There 
are primarily 3 reasons for the 
District requiring a Well Permit 
as follows: 1. Obtain the 
location of the well; 2. Obtain 
a well log of the well to help 
build a resource library for 
groundwater in the county; 
and obtain a water sample to 
furnish the landowner a Water 
Quality Report. A permit can 
be obtained from the district 
office or from any of the dis­
trict directors. In case of 
emergency, a permit can be 
approved by phone and pa- 
penwork can be completed at 
a later date.

The Election Returns were 
canvassed with the following 
results: Director at Large - J. v 
D. Harmon; Director, Precinct 
1 - Wayne McCabe; and 
Director, Precinct 2 - Otis 
Smith. Other members of the 
Board are Fred H. McCabe, Jr.

Social Security
People who are develop- 

mentally disabled may qualify 
for monthly benefits under 
the Social Security or the 
Supplemental Security In­
come (SSI) program, some­
times both. The medical re­
quirements for eligibility so far 
as disability is concerned are - 
the same for both programs. 
However, other eligibility rules 
differ.

A mentally retarded person 
can get Social Security pay­
ments when a parent starts 
getting Social Security retire­
ment or disability payments or 
when an insured parent dies.
It doesn't matter how old the 
child is, but he or she must 
have become disabled before 
age 22. A retarded person 
who has worked long enough 
under Social Security can also 
get benefits on his or her own 
work record.

individual. To avoid destruc­
tive clashes and use conflict 
or a form of productive com­
munication, try the following 
guidelines;
1. Try not to engage in 
"kitchen sink fighting." One 
triggering incident may begin 
an argument, but soon issue 
after issue may be thrown into 
it, including the proverbial 
"kitchen sink." This obviously 
makes conflict resolution diffi­
cult, if not impossible. Even 
professional arbitrators or ne­
gotiators at the State Depart­
ment could not function with 
that type of agenda!
2. Talk In terms of Issues, not 
personalities. Marla calls Al­
fredo "insensitive"; he coun­
ters that she Is "lazy" and "a 
chronic complainer." Such 
insults only make these part­
ners feel more isolated and 
defensive. One way to avoid 
this trap is to use "l-state- 
ments." For example, a wjfe 
who was constantly angry 
about her husband's sloppy 
habits customarily began her 
tirades against him with "you 
pig!" When she changed her 
opening to "I feel sick when I 
see your clothes ail over the 
bedroom," he was not as de­
fensive and a dialogue began.
3. Be an active listener. 
Anger can make us deaf to 
everything but our own re­
sentment and indignation. 
Although we may believe we 
know what our partner is say­
ing, often we do not. The 
techniques of role reversal 
and reflecting -  repeating or 
summarizing what you under­
stood your partner to say -  
can Improve communication 
and open the way to compro­
mise.

It is also important to hear a 
partner's anger. Marriage re­

searchers and therapists 
Robert and Margaret Blood 
cite anthropologist Ashley 
Montagu's idea that aggres­
sive anger is a deformed as­
pect of love, an attempt to 
complete love when the indi­
v idua l fee ls unloved. 
"Anger," write the Bloods, "is 
pain crying for release. When 
listened to, it shows the way 
to needed change."
4. Recognize that your mate's 
unhappiness is not always 
your responsibility. Your part­
ner's irritation may have little to 
do with you, and more to do 
with a boss, a best friend, or 
an impending case of the flu. 
No spouse is totally responsi­
ble for all of the other's prob­
lems. It is best to allow your 
partner to have Irrational mo­
ments and fits of temper, 
even if he or she occasionally 
blames you improperly.
5. Do not threaten divorce 
unless you mean it. Some in­
dividuals threaten divorce, 
separation, or "breaking up" in 
the midst of an argument as a 
shock tactic. The threat is not 
sincere; the real goal Is to 
force the partner to pay more 
attention to their grievances. 
But, as some counselors 
warn, "once two people begin 
discussing divorce it is sur­
prising how quickly they can 
be living in separate apart­
ments."
6. Find a way for both sides to 
win. In discussing the various 
strategies for reaching 
agreement in international 
diplom acy, professional 
negotiators Roger Fisher and 
William Ury suggest that both 
sides must search for a mutu­
ally agreeable solution. That 
way, neither loses or feels 
defeated, and a settlement is 
possible.

"Round steak will be priced 
from $1.69 to $1.89 p e r 
pound during the special May 
promotions," down from 
about $3 per pound in April," 
Edwards said. "Sirloin steak 
will sell from $2.19 to $2.39 
per pound (down from $3.50), 
and ground beef will be priced 
at 99 cents a pound (down 
from about $1.79) when pur­
chased in 5 lb. packages."

"Beef brisket, a favorite of 
most serious barbecuers, will 
be marked down to $1.09 
during May promotions," he 
said. "This price will be for the 
'packer trim,' which often 
yields only about 50% of grill- 
able meat when the fat is

trimmed."
Edwards said many stores 

will have their own trimmed 
brisket priced from $1.79 to 
$1.99. "You may want to 
check this cut out since the 
cost per pound usually is less 
than the packer trim."

Pork products also will be 
priced tower in May. "Pork ribs 
and chops are the cuts that fit 
the outdoor season and will 
be reduced most drastically," 
he said.

Although it may seem a bit 
out of season, frozen turkey 
also will be placed on special 
In May. "Prices will be about 
79 to 89 cents a pound -  a 
bargain if your family enjoys 
turkey," Edwards said.

Parkinson's Disease, stroke, 
cancer of the larnyx and a host 
of other medical conditions 
are also common causes of 
hearing loss and speech 
deficits in individuals aged 65 
and over, Linville said.

The younger population is 
equally afflicted by speech 
and language obstacles. In 
the 1985-86 school year, 1.1 
million children were catego­
rized as speech - or language- 
impaired.

"if a child develops hearing, 
speech or language problems 
early in life, which are left un­
treated, his ability to learn can 
be seriously affected," said 
Linville.

Speech and hearing disor­
ders not only limit a person's 
social interaction with family 
and friends, but also reduce 
their ability to receive and in­
terpret vital information.

Fortunately, help is avail­
able. Speech- language 
pathologists and audiologists 
specialize in the treatment of 
hearing, speech and lan­
guage afflictions. These indi­
viduals are certified by the 
American Speech-Language- 
Hearing Association (ASHA), 
their professional and scien­
tific organization. A S H A  
maintains high standards of 
competence for profession- 
alls who provide services 
through its program. New 
members must hold a gradu­
ate degree or the equivalent 
in speech-language patholo­
gy, audiology, speech and 
hearing science or an allied 
discipline.

With spring already in full 
bloom, the time is ripe to spray 
newly budded pecan trees.

Spraying will combat scab, 
the most prevalent disease 
among pecan trees. The dis­
ease is hard to see, but if 
growers have had the prob­
lem In the past, they probably 
can expect it in the future. 
Pecan scab usually produces 
lesions on the leaf and black 
or dead shucks.

Some varieties such as 
Burkett, Wichita, Belmas, and 
Western are susceptible to 
pecan scab and should be 
treated with a fungicide. Vari­
eties resistant to pecan scab 
are Choctaw, Desirable, 
Cheyenne, Pawnee, and 
Sioux, but growers should still 
be alert for problems with the 
fungus.

Spray immediately after the 
buds break and then two or 
three more times until June.

While spraying a fungicide, 
also spray the pecan trees 
with zinc. Zinc sprayed on fo­
liage helps produce larger 
leaves and promotes overall 
tree growth and nut produc­
tion.

The prime time to fertilize 
pecan trees is immediately af­
ter the buds break. The old 
rule of thumb is to apply one

pound of ammonium sulfate, 
21-0-0, per inch of trunk di­
ameter.

Fertilizer should be broad­
cast on the surface under the 
pecan tree and should extend 
out to the canopy. A common 
misconception for fertilizing is 
to dig a hole near the trunk 
and pour liquid fertilizer into 
the hole. Since most feeder 
roots are in the top 18 Inches, 
there is no need for fertilizer 
to be placed beneath the 
depth of the soil.

Newly planted pecan trees 
should be cut back to one-half 
their height. When pecan 
trees are dug at nurseries, the 
roots are damaged. Cutting 
the tree back gives It a better 
chance of regenerating a new 
root system.

Mulching is also important in 
helping young trees get es­
tablished. Some of the best 
mulch is leaves, hay, pine 
needles and straw.

Unlike most trees, young 
pecan trees can withstand 
Roundup applications that are 
used to kill surrounding 
grasses. Young trees need 
plenty of water and should be 
kept relatively free of 
competition with grasses, es­
pecially bermuda grasses.
