Detection unit set for RL
According to the American 

Cancer Society, one out of 
every nine women in the 
United States will develop 
breast cancer sometime dur­
ing her lifetime. Every year 
over 37,000 women die as a 
result of breast cancer.

According to a spokesman 
from TransAmerican Diagnos­
tic Services, Inc. in Midland, 
Texas "The death rate from 
breast cancer could be drasti­
cally reduced if women would 
have mammograms done be­
fore a problem exists." By 
using modern state of the art 
X-ray equipment breast can­
cers can be found when they 
are about the size of a grain of 
rice and well before the can­
cer can be felt. A woman who 
is diagnosed with breast can­

cer at this early stage has a 
90%-97% survival rate. How­
ever, a woman who is not 
diagnosed until a lump can be 
felt has approximately a 50% 
survival rate in five years.

In an effort to find cancers at 
the earliest possible stage 
and prevent unnecessary 
deaths, a Mobile Breast Can­
cer Detection Unit will be 
made available to local women 
on Wednesday, January 29th.

According to the American Can- 
cer Society, one out of-te« women 
in the United States will develop 
breast cancer sometime in her 
lifetime.
