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More Lawn 
Care Fallacies

Fallacy No. 4: "Organic fer­

tilizers are better than chemi­
cal fertilizers. Organic fertiliz­
ers are good sources of plant 
nutrients, but the grass re­
sponds the same to nitrogen 
compounds derived from ma­
nure as to that derived for 
urea, ammonium nitrate or 
some other chemical fertilizer. 
Certainly some organic 
chemical fertilizers contain a 
variety of plant nutrients and 
may better meet the needs of 
the grass, but all of those nu­
trients can be provided by 
chemical fertilizers. Grasses 
utilize fertilizer nutrients as 
chemical ions. The grass 
cannot distinguish between 
organic or chemical origins of 
those nutrients.

The argument that organic 
amendments improve the 
physical and biological condi­
tion of the soil is valid. But, 
most organic fertilizers such 
as manures, sludges, etc. are 
applied at such low rates that 
they do not meet the needs 
for soil modification. For ex­
ample, applying a ton of ma­
nure per acre will produce a 
fertilizer response, but adds 
only 0.1 percent organic mat­
ter to the turfgrass rootzone 
(the top 6" of soil). Nearly 10 
times that amount is needed 
to significantly modify the 
rootzone. Also, manures and 
other organic nitrogen 
sources decompse very 
rapidly and do not contribute 
to the residual organic com­
ponent of the soil. On the 
other hand, peat moss is a 
good organic amendment 
when added in sufficient 
quantity, but is not consid­
ered to be an organic fertilizer.

When properly applied, 
chemical fertilizers produce 
plant growth which con­
tributes to the organic com­
ponent of the rootzone and 
improves the physical and bi­
ological properties of the soil. 
Organic fertilizers produce the 
same response. Both chemi­
cal organic fertilizers are good. 
The turf manager needs to 
weigh the cost and conve­
nience of application of the 
various products and make 
the choice based on those 
factors.

Fallacy No. 5: "Fertilization 
leads to brownpatch."

One Extension specialist 
has tried to promote brown- 
patch in St. Augustine lawns 
for years with 2 pounds of 
soluble nitrogen per 1,000 
sq. ft. applied in September or 
October in order to evaluate 
fungicides for brownpatch 
control. He has yet to ob­
serve an increase in brown­
patch in fertilized areas over 
not-fertilized areas. The only 
difference has been th e  
greener and more dense 
grass in the fertilized areas.

Brownpatch is a disease 
caused by a fungal organism, 
Rhizoctonia solani. When 
night temperatures are in the 
60’s and day temperatures are 
in the 80's and when moisture 
is provided from rainfall, dew 
or irrigation, brownpatch de­

velops on St. Augustine 
grass. Although nitrogen fer­
tilizers promote growth and 
perhaps, increase the 
"succulence" of grass leaves, 
there Is little evidence that 
they increase brownpatch. 
They do, however, enhance 
the color contrast between 
healthy turf and diseased turf 
and cause the disease symp­
toms to be more noticeable.

St. Augustine grass fertil­
ized in the fall is more com­
petitive with winter weed, 
holds its color longer into the 
fall and recovers faster from 
brownpatch than grass not 
fertilized in the fall. Overall, 
the benefits of fall fertilization 
far exceed the risks of in­
creased brownpatch prob­
lems.

Fallacy No. 6; "Fertilizers 
high in phosphorus relative to 
nitrogen and potassium pro­
mote rooting in grasses." For 
years lawn fertilizers high in 
phosphorus were recom­
mended as a "Winterizer" to 
promote with warm season 
grasses (St. Augustinge, 
bermuda, zoysia, centipede, 
etc.) has not generally sup­
ported that recommendation.

High-phosphorus fertilizers 
such as 10-20-10, 12-24-12 
and 16-20-0 do promote the 
rate of spread in newly seed­
ed, sprigged or plugged turf, 
but they do not enhance 
rooting in established * '

phosphorus fertilizers can 
lead to high soil phosphorus 
levels and related problems 
with iron deficiency.

The leaves of turfgrass 
contain 0.2 to 0.4 percent 
phosphorus tends to accu­
mulate in the soils of lawn fer­
tilized with phosphorus. Ni­
trogen does not accumulate 
where grasses are grown. 
Besides being taken up in 
large quantities by the grass, 
nitrogen is lost through 
leaching and volatilization in 
significant amounts. Thus, 
fertilizers high in nitrogen 
relative to phosphorus are re­
quired for established turf.

Current research has fo­
cused on the role of potassi­
um in root growth, winter sur­
vival, wear tolerance and the 
overall health of a turfgrass. 
Potassium like nitrogen, is 
needed in much larger 
amounts than phosphorus. 
Grass leaves contain abut 2% 
potassium compared to 0.2 to 
0.3% phosphorus. Research 
has generally shown that 
grasses high in potassium 
(2% or more) have greater 
root development, cold toler­
ance and stress tolerance that 
grasses low in potassium 
(below 1.5%).

Thus, lawn fertilizers should 
be higher in nitrogen and 
potassium relative to phos­
phorus. Fertilizers high in 
phosphorus are only needed 
during the early establishment 
phase of turfgrass.

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Fire resistant 
furni ture

Before buying a piece of 

furniture, consumers should 
check it for a fire-resistant la­
bel, expecially if there's a 
smoker in the house.

The Upholstered Furniture 
Action Council (UFAC) has 
designed new methods and 
materials for the manufacture 
of furniture that is more resis­
tant to smoldering cigarettes.

Most upholstered items 
sold In furniture and depart­
ment stores are safer today 
because of efforts made by 
the furniture industry. A gold 
UFAC Identification hang tag 
indicates that the furniture is 
more effective in preventing 
fires caused b y ‘ burning 
cigarettes.

A lighted cigarette left on 
upholstered furniture is a 
common cause of home fires. 
About 2 percent -  10,300 — 
of the nearly 513,500 horne 
fires that occurred in the Unit­
ed States in 1989 started in 
upholstery.

About 80 percent of those 
upholstery fires were caused 
by burning cigarettes 
unattended or smokers w!'*' 
fell asleep, said Joanna Mait­
land, UFAC consumer educa­
tion chairman in High Point, 
NC.

Manufacturers have been 
working for 15 years to maj<e 
products more resistant to 
burning cigarettes, and re­
search has paid off. Latest 
figures, based on data from 
the National Fire Protection 
Association and the US Fire 
Administration, show a 65 
percent reduction in uphol­
stered furniture fires started 
by burning cigarettes.

UFAC construction criteria is 
based on testing combina­
tions of furniture materials to 
determine how they react with 
one another when exposed 
to heat. Furniture is safer to­
day because it's more fire-re-

sistant, but that doesn’t mean 
it won’t burn.

The gold UFAC tag warns 
consumers that while this fur­
niture provides increased 
protection, it is still not fire­
proof. Users are urged to 
practice safe smoking habits 
whether they own furniture of 
UFAC construction or prod­
ucts made before the industry 
developed this voluntary 
product safety program.

Consumers also need to 
take precautions to help pre­
vent other types of home 
fires. This means doing such 
things as routinely checking 
batteries in smoke detectors, 
electrical wiring and equip­
ment for safety, inspecting 
heating units and being more 
cautious when cooking.
