JudgeChapman
Appoints Auditor
In Kent County

District Judge Ben Charlie
Chapman of the 39th district
announcedthe appointment Tues-
day of Dallas Kenady of Jayton
as county auditor of Kent Coun-
ty.

A prominent Kent County res-
ident, Kenady has been book-
keeper and accountant for the
80,000 acre Wallace Ranch for
a number of years. The ranch
headquarters are located near
Clairemont, old county seat of
Kent County.

Appointment of Kenady was
made in compliance with a new
law passed by thc last Legisla-
ture requiring a county auditor
in counties where assessedprop-
erty exceeds $15,000,000. Kent
County has taxable values of
something over $20,000,000 Judge
Chapman said.

Appointment of the Kent Coun-
ty auditor was the third made
by Judge Chapman in the 39th
district. Previously ho had nam
ed R. A. Coburn in Haskell and
Roy G. Anderson aa Stonewall
County auditor.

On Fire

A re-che-ck of the inspection for
potential fire hazards made here
Sept. 29 will be conducted at an
early date, City Fire Marshall
R. A. Lane and Fire Chief Ray
Lusk have announced.

In tho September inspection,
conducted by members of the West
Texas Fieldman'sAssociation, po-

tential hazardsfound in business
houses and public buildings were
tagged, and recommendations
made for' correcting the defects.

The two fire department offi-

cials pointed out compliance with
the recommendations is entirely
voluntary and left up to the in-

dividual businessman or property
owner.

"Most of the fire hazards can
be easily eliminated," Fire Mar-
shal Lane said. "Purpose of the
inspection was to point up haz-
ards that many persons did not
realize existed in their buildings,"
ho explained.

AttendSchoolHomecoming

Will Be Held Here Monday,Oct. 17

Claud Lee. Gordon, Jr, 25, Has-
kell oil field worker, died in the
Haskell County Hospital at 1:55
a. m. Wednesday from injuries
received two hours earlier when
his car went out of control and
was wrecked near the south city
limits of Haskell.

Gordon was driving north on
Highway 277.

The accident occurred at 11:55
p. m. Tuesday, Sheriff Bill Pen-
nington said. The officer was in

I his car about six block from the
site of the accident, and' heard
the crash when Gordon's 1950
Olds struck an electric transmis-
sion line pole.

Sheriff Pennington was the
first to reach the accidentscene.
The car, almost totally demolish-
ed, had swerved off the right
side of the highway, rolled' over
three or four times and cata
paulted against the transmission
line pole, snapping one of the
guy wires. Gordon was thrown
from the car a distanceof some
15 feet from the wrecked ve-
hicle.

An ambulancewas summoned
from the Holden Funeral Home
and Gordon was removed io the
hospital, where he died with-
out regaining consciousness. He
had suffered a deep cut in his
forehead and possibly internal
injuries, a hospital attendant
said,

Sheriff Pennington was assist-
ed in investigating the accident
by Highway Patrolman Arthur
Dyson.

Funeral services for the acci-
dent victim will be held at 2:30
p. m. today at the First Baptist
Church. Officiating will be the
pastor Rev. M. D. Rexrode, and
the Rev. Roland Williams, pastor
of the East Side Baptist Church.

Interment will be in Willow
Cemetery, under direction of
Holden Funeral Home.

Claud Lee Gordon was born
May 31, 1930, in Haskell, the son
of Mr. and Mrs. Claud Gordon,
Sr. He was reared here, and
married the former Miss Wilma
Cofield of this city on May 13,
1949.

Creek
Soil Conservation

News
Recent flooding rains have

fiuany snown me need for a
good soil and water conservation
program. "Each farm and in most
instances each field on the farm
presents a separate conservation
problem," stated E. L. Cowger,
soil conservationist assisting the
California Creek Soil Conserva-
tion District.

There are other cases where
adjoining farm doesn't have a
good conservation program and
damage is causedon the farm on
the slope below. These neighbors
should plan their conservation
program together.

Land without cover and in poor
condition has a tendency to
'"seal over", and pack or run to-

gether. These soils absorb very
little rain water for future crop
production.

Approximately 100 farmers from
Stamford and the surrounding
areas were shown, at the Abilene
Reporter-New-s "Soil Day," the
different crops which may be
grown to improve the soil. Clin-
ton Harbors of West Point, Texas
told how his soil had been im-

proved so as to absorb 8 inches
of water in a very few hours.

Several of the farmers cooper-
ating with the California Cfeck
Soil Conservation District have
grown vetch and Austrian winter
peas with good results.

The supervisors of the CCSC
District have purchased" two Gra-
ham conservation special plows
and planters to be used in plant-
ing soil improving crops. This
plow is the oneused by Harbors
to fertilize and plant legumes.
One will be located in the Paint
Creek community at Albert
Thane's, the other at Bruno Ku-pat-t's

at Sagerton. for farmers to
use.

Now is the time to plant winter
peas and vetch. "For best results
with either peas or vetch they
should be inoculated," Cowger
stated. These crops aid in making
the soil mellow, add humus and
nitrogen. The green cover also
helps prevent blowing and aids
