Tech officials fault no one for oversight

Texas Tech officials are not casting blame 
at whomever was responsible for overlooking 
the ineligibility of two men’s basketball play­
ers, which led to the forfeiture of all Tech’s 
Big 12 Conference wins.

But Chancellor John T. Montford will dis­
cuss Tech’s athlete eligibility troubles at a news 
conference at 8:30 a.m. today in the Univer­
sity Center Matador Room.

Tech Athletic Director Gerald Myers said 
he does not blame anyone for overlooking a 
1995 NCAA rule interpretation that improp­
erly certified junior forward Gracen Averil and 
senior guard Frederick “Deuce” Jones. The 
two were declared ineligible Friday before and

during Tech’s second round 
Big 12 tournament game 
against Iowa State.

Tech was forced to forfeit 
10 Big 12 Conference wins 
and withdraw from accept- 

Myers ing a NCAA tournament bid 
Saturday because of the players’ status.

A phone call to the NCAA about the rule 
interpretation would have prevented Tech’s 
abrupt season end, Myers said.

The interpretation states if a university does 
not allow a grade of D to be used toward a 
degree, the NCAA will not allow the grade to 
be used for any other eligibility requirements. 
Big 12 Conference rule 7.4 states any athletic

event in which an ineligible athlete participates 
must be forfeited by the university using the 
ineligible competitor.

Myers would not comment about recent 
Lubbock media reports pointing to specific 
campus offices as liable for athlete certifica­
tion mistakes.

Robert Sweazy, Tech NCAA faculty rep­
resentative and senior associate vice president 
for research, said he has the final signature on 
student-athlete eligibility reports, but Tech’s 
Registrar's Office is the primary certification 
office.

“My signature does not mean that I have 
looked at the athletes’ records to determine 
eligibility, but it means the proper people have

been involved with the process," Sweazy said.
The Registrar’s Office confirms the reports 

after the athletic department has filled them
out, he said.

Gene Medley, Tech director of admissions 
and records, said the Registrar’s Office is not 
responsible for student-athlete certification.

The office is responsible for stating whether 
student-athletes are in good standing and are 
full-time students. Medley said. There are nine 
areas on an eligibility  report, and the 
Registrar’s Office is only responsible for two 
areas.

“Even though we sign the bottom of the 
form, we do not do very much,” he said. "We 
have no idea about their academic progress.”

About 10 years ago, the entire certification 
process was completed at the Registrar’s Of­
fice, but then the process was moved to the 
athletic department. Medley said.

Myers said he does not believe the certifi­
cation process will go back to the Registrar’s 
Office, and officials have made no decisions 
about new academic certification procedures.

“They’re going to be involved, but the rules 
arc too complex,” Myers said. “There’s no way 
it would fit there.”

New procedures need to be implemented 
so more efficient monitoring can be conducted, 
he said.

“We want to have more checkpoints on the 
certification,” Myers said.

Modem art
Students participate in ancient sport

T he man in white mesh 
delicately lifts his sword 

and taps his opponent’s chin. 
Hidden from his opponent by 
a protective mask is a smile, 
for he knows the game is won. 
The man knows he has not 
been outsmarted — this time.

“There is a mentality 
behind fencing,” said Texas 
Tech student Stephen Lee, a 
sophomore chemistry major 
from Pecos. “You want to 
outsmart your opponent, play 
a game with him.”

Lee is a member of Tech’s 
fencing club, which recently 
has been resurrected after 
several years on hiatus. The 
sport dates back more than 
5,000 years to ancient Egypt 
and Japan, according to the 
Word Book Encyclopedia. It 
became part of the education 
of gentlemen by the late 
1800s. It also was one of the 
original sports in the modern 
Olympic Games and is still 
part of the Summer Games.

“It requires long years of 
practicing,” Lee said. “It takes 
diligent work and hard 
practicing.”

Fencers use three different 
types of weapons or blades — 
the eppe, the sabre and the 
foil, he said. Each blade can 
cost between $50 and $200.

Competitors wear heavy 
wire-mesh masks with thick 
canvas to protect the head and

neck. They also wear thick canvas 
jackets and pants, and a padded 
glove on the hand holding the 
weapon. Gloves cost about $60.

“They (blades) are all derived 
from the French,” Lee said. “It is 
a French art.”

Fencing is the art of swords­
manship, and many Tech students 
take part in the ancient sport.

"This is an art.” said Dmitry 
Markov, president of Tech’s 
fencing club and a graduate 
student from Belarus, Russia. 
“There is a very long and rich 
tradition. It goes back centuries 
and centuries.”

Markov is a pentathlete, and 
fencing is one of his five sports. 
He also participates in shooting, 
running and swimming.

A participant must use their 
brain and logic to score, Markov 
said. He said a fencer needs the 
ability to “predict and feel the 
distance to the opponent.”

The sport may have been 
around for a while, but it has 
changed with technology, Lee 
said. Fencing participants now 
are connected to body chords, 
which contain electrode censors.

When the fencers point their 
blades at their competitors, a red 
or green light comes on, he said. 
The color of the light signifies 
which player made the move.

Although the art of fencing 
has changed throughout the years 
it will remain just that— an art.

“It is closer to art than pure 
sport,” Markov said.

Colleges learn 
more about plan

Consultants for Texas Tech’s 
master plan began meeting Tues­
day with Tech’s colleges and law 
school about how changes in the 
campus landscape may affect them.

Representatives from the 
Hellmuth, Obata and Kassabaum 
firm of Dallas met with the College 
of Agricultural Sciences and Natu­
ral Resources and the College of 
Business Administration Tuesday.

Consultants also will meet with 
the Colleges of Education, Human 
Sciences, Architecture, Arts and 
Sciences, Engi­
neering and the 
School of Law 
later in the 
week.

T h e r e s a  
Drewell, direc- 

’tor of the Tech 
facilities, plan­
ning and con­
struction depart­
ment, said this week’s meetings are 
mainly discussions about how the 
master plan will affect each college 
and its departments.

The first hour and half of the 
meetings are spent with the deans, 
chairs and associate deans, and the 
other two and a half hours are spent 
with faculty and staff, Drewell said.

“So far the meetings have gone 
well,” she said. “They have ad­
dressed their concerns, and it’s ba­
sically a fact-gathering meeting.”

This week’s discussions will be 
used by the consultants when con­
sidering the master plan’s final 
draft to be presented before Tech's

Board of Regents at its May meet­
ing, Drewell said.

After meetings are completed, 
an executive summary of the dis­
cussions will be presented to Tech 
administrators, she said.

The college most affected by the 
master plan will most likely be the 
College of Agriculture Sciences 
and Natural Resources, Drewell 
said. The land area used by the col­
lege for research may be developed 
into a golf course, she said. About 
970 acres of land outside and en­
closed by Indiana Avenue, Erskine 

Street, Quaker 
Avenue and 
Fourth Street is 
used for Tech 
research.

C o n c e r n s  
were raised 
about the use of 
the land for a 
golf course and 
the possibility of 

having to move a USDA plant 
stress lab, according to The Univer­
sity Daily's March 3 issue.

Dick Auld, chairman of Tech’s 
plant soil and sciences department, 
said it was good to have dialogue 
with HOK consultants.

“They admitted there was some 
bad planning, and things will be 
resolved before implementation,” 
Auld said. “We were concerned 
because they had checked with ath­
letics about the golf course before 
presenting the plan to regents and 
not us.”

Consultants agreed to form a

Freeman fights for students’ input Thomasson says experience vital

Student Association presidential

Texas Tech students can vote today 
in the SA presidential runoff election 
between Freeman and Russell 
Thomasson, a senior finance major 
from Lubbock.

“The student body sees that they’re 
having more say in things," Freeman 
said. “I’m willing to listen to those 
ideas and help out in achieving those 
goals.”

Erica Miller, a sophomore pre­
physical therapy major from Bedford, 
said that while campaigning, Freeman 
only has considered who is the better 
man for the position.

Freeman also proposed airing a bi­
weekly radio show on KTXT-88.1 to 
discuss SA activities.

Freeman stressed the importance of 
the SA’s Contact Senator program, 
which matches student senators with

student organizations to ensure stu-

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STD numbers high in 6Tech ghetto’

College-age students living in 
Lubbock’s 79401 zip code in 1996 
experienced the highest incidence of 
sexually transmitted diseases, such as 
chlamydia, gonorrhea, syphilis and 
HIV, according to information re­
cently released by the Lubbock 
Health Department.

Of the 1,392 cases of sexually 
transmitted diseases reported in Lub­
bock last year, people in the IX to 25 
age group account for 5X.9 percent of 
all STDs.

The geographic area east of Uni­
versity Avenue between 19th and 
Fourth streets — the 79401 zip code 
— reported STDs in 16.2 people out 
of every 1,000.

This zip code encompasses the 
Overton neighborhood, known as the 
“Tech ghetto,” which houses a high 
student population.

“I blame these high STD rates 
among college-aged students on their 
behavior," said Eric Benson, a disease 
intervention specialist for the Lub­
bock Health Department.

“This age group is experiencing a 
lot of first freedoms associated with

moving away from home. This re­
duced component of adult monitor­
ing is crucial.”

Some Texas Tech students say a 
combination of new freedoms and 
recreational choices result in the high 
STD incidence among 18 to 25 year 
olds.

“Being on your own makes it 
easier to be alone with someone,” said 
Wade Kennedy, a sophomore public 
relations major from Duncanville.

“Also, a lot of our time is spent 
having fun and drinking. This causes 
you to lose some inhibitions and not 
make smart choices."

Smart choices include being absti­
nent. some professionals say.

"If the people who have STDs 
would choose to abstain, and encour­
age their friends to do the same, that 
would dramatically decrease the 
problem," said Jo Henderson, health 
education coordinator for Tech’s Stu­
dent Health Services.

Almost 75 percent of STDs in the 
18-25 age group occur in females, 
according to the health department's 
information.

"Males tend to be more promiscu­
ous than females,” Benson said. "So 
one infected male tends to infect a 
number of females; whereas, one in­
fected female only tends to infect one 
male."

Because the incidence of STDs 
vary from region to region, neighbor­
hood and residential associations are 
addressing the problem at the local 
level.

"We are considering holding a 
health fair with the Lubbock Health 
Department in April,” said Brad 
Clardy, president of the South 
Overton Residential and Communi­
cations Association, which includes

Lubbock’s 79401 zip code.
“Many young adults think they are 

immune. If people would protect 
themselves, STDs wouldn’t be such 
a problem."

But Clardy said he is hesitant about 
a neij4)borhood health fair decreas­
ing STD incidence because the prob­
lem lies in ignorance.

“The people you need to get 
through to are the ones who don’t 
want to listen," Clardy said.

“We can’t have a condom patrol 
going around to stick one on every­
thing that pops up in the neighbor­
hood."

Still, specialists say disease inter­
vention education definitely is the 
best tool.

“We must educate people about 
why abstinence is such a good choice 
and teach them where to go if they do 
get into trouble," Benson said. “An­
other important thing is educating and 
empowering women to reduce their 
risk of getting an STD."

Republicans press for more documents as Lake hearings open
WASHINGTON (AP) — CIA Di­

rector-designate Anthony Lake de­
fended his integrity and pledged co­
operation with Congress as the Sen­
ate opened his confirmation hearings 
Tuesday amid Republican demands 
for more documents.

The long-delayed Senate Intelli­
gence Committee hearing provided 
Lake his first chance to testify on his 
own behalf since early December 
when President Clinton nominated 
him to be the nation’s top spy.

Lake addressed questions about 
whether he would be forthcoming 
with Congress and said glitches in the 
management of his personal stock 
portfolio were inadvertent. He also 
pledged to give Clinton unbiased in 
telligcnce analysis, even on policies 
he helped craft over the last four years

as national security adviser.
“ The intelligence community 

must supply the president with the 
best, unvarnished information,” Lake 
said. “ We must have an intelligence 
process of absolute integrity.”

Addressing concerns about CIA 
morale following spy scandals and 
failed economic intelligence opera­
tions, Lake said, “ I will challenge our 
analysts and operations people to 
tackle hard problems and take on new 
challenges, even at greater risk of con­
troversy. And I will see that they are 
rewarded, even if they fail, provided 
they acted skillfully and properly 

Tuesday’s hearing came after two 
earlier postponements. It began 47 
minutes late, as Democratic senators 
anil I.ake and his entourage waited for 
Republicans to arrive.

Sen. Richard Shelby, R-Ala., the 
committee chairman, posed for the 
obligatory handshake photograph and 
refrained from direct criticism of 
Lake.

Racial tension strikes
Dallas school board

t t -------DALLAS (AP) — Jesse Diaz 
seethed for months as members of 
the NAACP and the New Black 
Panther Party spoke out of turn, 
protested and forced the delay or 
cancellation of a dozen Dallas 
school board meetings.

Finally, he marched up to 
NAACP president Lee Alcorn and 
demanded with clenched fists, 
“ Lee Alcom, sit down now!”

Alcorn swiveled and was about 
to throw the first punch when sup­
porters of both men pushed them 
apart.

“ I was going to hit him," Alcom 
said. “Maybe we’ve taken one slap 
on the face too many.

"Maybe it's time to start hitting 
back."

Tensions between whites and 
blacks at Dallas school board meet­
ings have been running high for 
years. More recently, though, the 
gulf has been widening between 
blacks and Hispanics.

Five of the nine Dallas school 
board members are white, while 
only II percent of Dallas’ 155,000 
schoolchildren are white.

The board currently has three 
black members and one Hispanic, 
even though blacks make up 42.5 
percent of the student population, 
and Hispanics, 43.5 percent.

The occasion also is a special

Senate freshmen, according to Lott's 
fund-raising solicitation, which was 
obtained by The Associated Press.

"Like you, many of them are just 
beginning to step into the top ranks 
of Republican leadership, and I am 
sure that over the years you will share 
many special moments together,” he 
wrote.

The April 15-16 forum offers 
"plenty of opportunities to share your 
personal ideas and vision with some 
of our top Republican leaders, sena­
tors and panel members,” the letter 
promises.

Lott said the appeal, dated Feb. 27, 
is simply "legal activity to raise le­
gitimate funds,” and he contrasted it 
with the Clinton White House offer­
ing donors access on government 
property.

Global warming under way, 
according to scientific study

(AP)—Satellite temperature mea­
surements suggest that next century 
will be a hot one, and bolster the con­
clusion that global warming is already 
under way, two Colorado scientists 
say.

Last year, a scientific panel con­
cluded that the planet is indeed get­
ting hotter, and “ the balance of evi­
dence suggests that there is a discern­
ible human influence on climate.”

The latest findings reinforce that, 
and call attention to the urgency of 
the issue at a time when the world's 
nations are trying to control pollut­
ants that heat up the atmosphere.

In Thursday’s issue of the British 
journal Nature, climatologists Kevin 
Trenberth and James Hurrell argue 
that satellite temperature measure-

ments show a slight warming trend 
in the upper atmosphere during a pe­
riod between 1979 and 1995.

Previous analyses of those satel­
lite measurements suggested a cool­
ing of about 0.09 degrees Fahrenheit 
per decade over that period.

If the two National Center for At­
mospheric Research scientists are 
correct, they have resolved a troubling 
discrepancy: Ground-level records 
show a temperature increase of 0.13 
degrees Celsius between 1979 and 
1995, while satellite readings higher 
in the atmosphere show a cooling 
trend during the same period.

Trenberth and Hurrell contend 
those atmospheric measurements 
were erroneous because they failed to 
account for inconsistencies.

Serving on the United Spirit 
Arena Advisory Board has 
prompted some of Thomasson s 
goals for student’s involvement in 
the building of the arena, he said.

The No. 14 Texas Tech baseball 

team defeated West Texas A&M 9-1 
in the final game of a two-game se­
ries and now begins preparation for 
Friday’s Big 12 Conference home 
opener against Iowa State.

Tech has beaten West Texas A&M 
in all four meetings this season, but 
Buffalo coach Todd Howey said play­
ing at Tech is always a highlight for 
his team.

“This is a big deal for my players 
to play here,” Howey said.

“This is the closest that some of 
my guys will get to playing at this 
level of ball.”

Tech started off the game with an 
offensive explosion, scoring six of its 
nine runs in the first two innings.

In the first inning, junior second 
baseman Keith Ginter started the 
game with a double followed by jun­
ior shortstop Jess Olivares’ single. 
Left fielder Jason Landreth then drove 
in Ginter and Olivares with a double. 
Senior first baseman Chris Shuffield’s 
single allowed Landreth to cross the 
plate on an error after stealing third.

Shuffield said the Red Raiders

planned on putting the Buffaloes 
away early because of the team’s 
mental and physical exhaustion.

“We just wanted to come out early 
and get ahead,” Shuffield said. “We 
are pretty run down right after play­
ing these tough ball games.”

Even though the Red Raiders had 
little trouble in sweeping the two- 
game series, Olivares said it was still 
a game, and it should not be weighed 
any lighter than any of their other

games Tech plays this season.
“It does not matter what game it 

is,” Olivares said. “We just need to 
go out and play and handle the pres­
sure that comes with any game.” 

Tech coach Larry Hays used six 
pitchers Tuesday, five on the mound 
and one in the field.

Sophomore right-hander Monty 
Ward was the winning pitcher after 
striking out 11 in five innings of work. 
Other Red Raiders working one in­

ning of the game were sophomore 
left-hander Zach Stewart, junior right­
hander Kirk Ulrich, senior left-hander 
Jeff Peck and the closer, junior right­
hander Jimmy Hooper

“We played quite a few guys, and 
we wanted to throw everybody,” Hays 
said.

“For us to throw everybody may 
seem like a big deal, hut to us it is 
not. Just to let them throw is good.”

The sixth Red Raider pitcher who 
played the field was freshman right­
hander Joe Smith. Smith came into 
the game in the bottom of the fifth, 
hitting for senior right fielder Bran­
don Toro and then taking over the 
outfielder’s position. He was then 
moved to third base in the sixth in­
ning.

“Joe is a key guy for us,” Hays 
said. “The two limes he pitched he 
threw well, but he is also a good col­
lege hitter.”

Hays said Tech is looking at a way 
to work him into the regular lineup. 
Smith will get another chance to strut 
his stuff when the Red Raiders take 
the diamond again at 7 p.m. Friday 
against Iowa State at Dan Law Field.

Rams’ Phillips going to slammer
LINCOLN, Neb. (APj — Hum­

ming as he was led away in handcuffs, 
St. Louis Rams running back 
Lawrence Phillips was sentenced to 
30 days in jail Tuesday for violating 
probation.

He is the third Nebraska player 
from the 1994 national championship 
team to spend time behind bars, and 
the second to be sentenced in the past 
month.

Lancaster County Judge Jack 
Lindner revoked Phillips’ probation 
and sentenced him on two counts 
stemming from the 1995 assault of 
former Nebraska basketball player 
Kate McEwen. The sentences will be 
served concurrently.

“There is a price tag you pay for

the mistakes you make,” Rams coach 
Dick Vermeil said at the NFL meet­
ings in Palm Desert, Calif. “Once he 
gets this behind him. he can get on 
with being a football player. This 
can’t hurt. It can help.”

Phillips, 21, nodded to Rams vice 
president Lynn Stiles as he left the 
courtroom in handcuffs.

Stiles would not comment on how 
the jail term would affect Phillips’ 
standing with the team. But the 
player’s lawyer, Hal Anderson, said 
the Rams were “just fine” with his 
client.

Anderson said the player could be 
released after 23 days for good be­
havior.

He said Phillips was recently re­

covering from knee surgery and called 
this a good opportunity to do the time. 
He said Phillips will receive two to 
three hours of physical therapy daily 
for his knee.

“ He’ll do fine,” Anderson. “ He’s 
a strong man, a good, young, strong 
man.”

Phillips had been on a one-year 
probation for the assault. Anderson 
said his client violated that probation 
when he was arrested for drunken 
driving in California in June.

“ He is owning up to what he has 
done and will do the time,” the law­
yer said.

Nebraska spokeswoman Chris 
Anderson said coach Tom Osborne 
had no comment on the situation.

I he Texas Tech men’s golf team 
continued its struggles Tuesday, 
finishing last in the 54-hole Loui­
siana C lassies golf tournament in 
Lafayette, La.

I he Red Raiders shot a final- 
round 506 as a team to finish the 
tournament 40 strokes behind first 
place Arkansas. Junior Tom 
Baldwin led the Red Raiders with 
a 56th place finish, 10 over par. 
Senior Patrick Barley, the Red 
Raiders' most consistent golfer this 
season, finished at I I over, in 44th 
place. Barley fired a first-round 75. 
hut put up scores of 76 and 78 in 
the final two rounds of the tourna­
ment.

Teams from the Big 12 Confer­
ence struggled in the tournament, 
played Monday and Tuesday at 
Oakhourne Country Club. Baylor. 
Missouri, Kansas, Colorado and 
Tech finished Nth through 15th.

nament. Texas A&M finished third, 
nine strokes behind Arkansas, 
w hile Oklahoma finished sixth.

M ississippi State, led by 
Michael Connell's first-place fin­
ish at lour under par. finished in 
second place, one shot behind the 
Ra/orbacks.

Other finishers for the Red 
Raiders included sophomore 
Philip fate in 70th. senior Chris 
Hill in 71st and junior Laird 
Sparks m 80th. Tate shot a third- 
round 76 to finish 18 shots over 
par. Hill finished 20 over, and 
Sparks finished the tournament 
29 shots over par.

The Red Raiders were only 
eight shots behind Arkansas fol­
lowing Monday morning's first 
round. But in the second round. 
Arkansas shot 286 as a team, 
compared to Tech's 510. Missis­
sippi State fired a 292 Tuesday to 
close within one shot of the Ra- 
zorbacks.

The top-five finishers included 
Connell, Arkansas' Tag Ridings 
at three under. Michael Boyd of 
Tulsa at two under and Rice team­
mates John Lawrence and Tim 
Carlson at even par.

Men’s tennis team faces first Big 12 foe

I'm not concerned about our 
wins and losses," Siegel said about 
Tech's outlook at this point in the sea­
son.

"I'm  just concerned about the 
players staying upbeat and continu­
ing to work hard every match. That's 
all I care about from here on out."

Baylor, who the Red Raiders de­
feated 6 I last year in Southwest Con­
ference play, sports four new players 
and a much improved team. Siegel 
said.

One of the Bears' w ins this sea­
son was against Texas-Arlington. 
which defeated Tech.

"The tough part is it doesn't get 
any easier." Siegel said of Tech's re­
maining schedule. "Baylor is a very, 
very much improved team. Baylor 
beat UTA so we've got our hands 
full."

With only Big 12 matches and one 
tournament left on the schedule. 
Siegel said Tech's road is tough.

"We don't have one match I can 
say for sure we'll w in the rest of the 
way." he said.

"That's the way I like it. I want to 
play the best teams. (Today) will get 
us on the right track. We've got to 
have that win."

Siegel said he is not sure if the 
match against Baylor will be more 
motivation because it will be Tech's 
first taste of the Big 12.

"There’s not motivation to it." 
Siegel said. "We want to win every 
match. I think our guys have had a 
bad taste in their mouth over the past 

couple of 
weeks. The
change is to 
work harder" 

Along with 
the new confer­
ence is the move 
to a new loca­
tion for Tech's 
matches. Siegel 
said of Munici­
pal Tennis Cen­
ter. which is lo­
cated east of 
66th Street and 
Indiana Avenue.

“ W e '  v e 
never play ed here before.” Siegel said 
of the tennis center.

"You've got to play all of our 
matches outside unless it's  bad 
weather in the Big 12. So it's not re­
ally much of a field. In the past it was 
OK to play inside matches in the 
Southwest Conference, but the Big 12 
wants you to play outside."

One Red Raider who has stood out 
in the 4-6 season has been junior Tylir 
Jimenez. Siegel said

Jimenez is the only player to have 
a winning record. 8-2. so far this sea­
son.

"He's matured a lot over the last 
year." Siegel said of Jimenez's growth 
as a player.

"lie's playing more intelligently. 
He understands the game a lot more, 
and he knows what he has to do 
against every opponent. He's also 
become a much better leader."

Jimenez said team members need 
to come out more prepared for each 
match.
