by the last congress a-

Bainst trusts and combinations.
It is certainly a complete refutation of
the charge against the party, We
take our quotation from the Dallas
News of the 11th, The News first
quotes from Congressman McMillan,
a leading member of the ways and
means committee, the following:

“It has passed the most stringent
law against trusts ever enacted in
this country, The amendment offer-
ed by the distinguished senator from
Alabama [Mr Morgan] carries into
law the most effective means ever
yet devised for controlling and curb-
ing the power of trusts. A law
against them was passed last con-
gress, but it dealt with the question
in a way so mild and gingerly that it
has not been found sufficient to
crush these combinations that have
been fostered under protection.
The democratic party was pledged to
the enactment of more stringent
legislation against trusts. It has
kept this pledge, and offers this as
its fulfillment,"

Mr. McMillin may justly claim
that this is the most stringent law
against the class of trusts aimed at
—the sugar trust and like predatory
enterprises that have sprung up un-
der the shelter and operated with
the leverage of the protective tariff—
ever enacted in this country. This
will sufficiently appear from these
far-reaching provisions of the anti-
trust law:

Section 73. That every combina-
tion, conspiracy, trust, agreement, or

.|contract is hereby declared to be

the district in which the defendant
resides or is found, without respect
to the amount in  controversy, and
shall recover threefold the damages
by him sustained, and the costs of
suit including s reasonable attorney's
fee.

The News commenting on the
provisions of the law says:

“These provisions are expressly
designed to clip the wings and claws
of combinations for cornering mar-
kets and raising prices  on the
srength of protected items, such as
stood out in prodigious proportions
in the McKinley tariff and such as
linger, unfortunately, in curtailed
dimensions in the present tarifi, On
account of this curtailment President
Cleveland forbore to veto the new
tariff act, while he had not the heart
10 sign it because of its shameful
concessions to “‘the trusts and com-
binations—the communism of pelfi—
whose machinations have prevented
us from reaching the success we de-
served.”” This chapter of perfidy
and dishonor, he insists “should not
be forgotten nor forgiven,” He
adds: “We shall recover from our
astonishment at their exhibition of
power, and if then the question 1s
forced upon us whether they shall
submit to the free legislative will of
the people's representatives or shall
dictate the laws which the people
must obey, we will accept and settle
that issue as one involving the in-
tegrity and safety of American in-
stitutions.”  Here Mr. Cleveland
touches the pestilential body of mor-
al putridity and death which goes
inseperably with the system of pro-
tection, The wonder is that a dem-
ocratic congress which could enact
the provisions for drastic litigation
against trust monstrosities flourish-
ing in this system was incapable of
legislation that would sweep away
the protection system itself."

It is but fair to remember in con-

contrary-to public policy, illegal and
void, when the same is made Ly or
between two or more persons or cor-
porations either of whom is engaged
in importing any article from any
foreign country into the United
States, and when such combination,
conspiricy, trust, agreement, or con-
tract is intended to operate in re-
straint of a lawful trade or free com—
petition in lawful trade or commerce
or to increase the market price in
a part of the United States of any
article or articles imported or in-
tended to be imported into the Uni-
ted States, or of any manufacture in-
to which such imported article en-
ters or is intended to enter.  Every
person who is or shall hereafter be
engaged in the importation of goods
or any commodity from any foreign
country in violation of this section of
this act, or who shall combine or
conspire withranother to violate the
same, is guilty of a misdemeanor,
and, on conviction. thereot in any
court of the United States, such per-
son shall be fined in the sum of not
less than §100 and not exceeding
85000, and shall be further punished
by imprisonment, in the discretion
of the court, fora term of not “less
than three months or exceeding
twelve months.

Section 74. That the several cir-
cuit courts of the United states are
hereby invested with jurisdiction to
prevent and restrain violations of
section 73 of this act; and it shall be
the duty of the several district attor-
neys of the United States, in their
respective districts under the direc~
tion of the attorney gemeral, to inati-
tute proceeding in equity to prevent
and restrain such vhluiou.d :;t
proceeding may be by way
tions setting forth the case andipraying
that such violations shall be enjoin-
ed or otherwise prohibited. When

These are a few items out of many
that show the enormous tax we have
been paying on woolen goods under
the McKnley tariff law.

This is not a quarter of the tax
paid on woolens. The foreign goods
being raised in price by the addition
of the tariff tax allows the home man-
ufacturer toraise his price to the
same fifiures, so that, for instance
stance, when he sells worsted coating
at §1.49 he pockets in addition to
the legitimate profit on manufactur-
ing the sumof 86} cents a yard
which he has put on to bring his
price up to the lowest price at which
foreign goods can be seld.

This is what is called protection,
but it ought tobe called government-
al robbery as it takes the money out
of the consumers packet and makes
a present of it to the manufacturer.

Government statistics (18go) show
the annual home manutactures of
wool that come in competition with
imported goods to be §310,000,000,
which, instead of being raised nearly
1o0,per cent #s was the case under the
McKinley law, will be raised a little
less than 45 per cent under the new
law.

! forty to sixty days, according to the

rank of the person decoased. Death
in one respect put an end to all dis-
tinctions that had prevailed in life,
and king and glave were subject to
the same law.

The record of the life of the deceased
| had to be examined by o tribunsl of
| fosty-two judges before ho could be
| wiven burial with his ancestors. If

the deeds of his life proved that he
wus worthy of burial his body was
earried aeross the sacred lake, of
which each provines had one, and was
there permitted to rest.  If the judges
found him unworthy, even though he
belonged to the highest rank, he

! the body with myrrh, cinnomon,

spices and many kionds of sweet-
smelling drgs.

After o certain time had elapsed
the body was swathed in lawn fillets,
which was plued together with a kind
of thin gum, and then erusted over
with costly perfumes iy this mode
of embalming the shape of the body,
the lineaments of the face, the eye-
brows and eyelushes were preserved
in their patural perfection. Bodies
thus embalmed are what we now ecall
Fgyptisn mummies,

Numerous Recorded Instances of Human
| Hodles (iolag Up In Smoke,

Medical literature of this country, |

ns well as that of England and con-
tinental Europe, relates many re-
markable instances of the spoutane-
ous combustion of the human body,
| says the St. Louis republic.
such cases, which are the more in-
teresting because of their compara-
tive rarity, the victim has becn
& person addicted to the immoderate
use of spirituous liquors, either as a
beverage or in the form of a bath.
Little by little the water and other
liqulds of the body are replaced by
aleohol, and then all thst is neces-
sary to causo a catastrophe s to find
some means of applying flames to the
spirituous gases which are oscaping
from every pore. Occasionally the
breath of the poor victim is fired
while lighting a pipe or & cigar, or
| it may be that & flame comes in con-
tact with and lights the alcoholic
vapors which are escaping Irom other
portions of the body. Whon once
the fire is applied a bluish flame
extends very rapidly to all parts of
the body, leaving it ashapeless mass
of charred flesh and calcined bones.
In many instances attempts have
been made to extingulsh the flames
with water, but always without suc-
cess. When the affected parta of
the victim are touched a fatty matter
attaches {tsell to the finger, still
continuing to burn, and giving off a
very disagreeable odor, something
similar to that which arises from
burning a mixture ol horn, halr and
wool During all this time a thick
black smoke arises from the body
and attaghes itsell to the surface of
all objects with which it comes in
contact, the “'settlings” from it be.
ing in the form of a sweat, unctuous
to the touch and of unbearabls fetor.
In the majority of such cases com-
bustion 1s only arrested when the
flesh has been reduced to crackling
and the bones to powder. Vincent,

Profit In Ten Cows

Prof. H. 1. Dean of the Ontario
agricultural eollege addressed a con-
vention aa follows:

Ten cows, perhaps, is the average
number which a farmner should have
before he will begin to realize that he
is dairying In enrnest. \Where but
from three to five cows are milked,
they are usually looked upon us a side
track—'‘the women kin bave 'em to
make a little pin money.” Too many
persons who own cows are playing at
the dairy business, just like children
who keep house go visiting and dress
dolls. Hut in order o make money

apd hustle.

The first requisite is that these ten
cows shall be owned and cared for by

“Oh, pshaw! that is easy enough.”
Well, now let us see whether it is or
not. The following are some of the
points of a good dairyman:

He (or shel should be neat, clean, &
good farmer, a good judge of cattle, n
good feeder, kind, thoughtful, and
should have business ability to buy
and sell to advantage. The next re-
these cows should
be the very best cows thst can be
had  Every one of them should be
u standard cow—cows that will give
6,000 pounds of milk or make 250
pounds of butter in & year, and as
much more than this as possible, To
get these cows, the surest way s to
breed them. Buy them if vou ecan:
they are cheap at from =10 to $30 per
head. The third point is that these
cows shall be properly housed and
cared for, and be fed on cheap food.
The money lies between the cost of
production and the price obtained.
The former shouldl be as low as possi-
ble and the latter —well, all you can
get.  Grass and solling erops are good
for snmmer feed, with some bran or |
meal when pastures fail: and for |
winter use, silage, mungels, carrots. |
magar beets, clover hay, peas, oats,
bran. ground wheat. linseed and cot-
tonseed meal Give wvariety and all
that the cows will eat up elean.
After the milk has been produced in
the best and cheapest manner it
must then be marketed in the best |
way. There is great loss where this
Is not properly looked after. If con-
siderable time, labor and money have
veen spent up to this point, it is very
important that the latter part of the
business should be well handled.
After the needs of the family have
been properly looked after—and I do
not believe inselling the best and eat-
ag the poorest st home—the rest is
usually disposed of in the four follow-
ing methods:

1. Home Dairy.—To make a success
of this it is neccssary to bave plenty
of belp, good utensils, proper milk
rooms, & knowledge of how to make
butter or cheese, or both, and a suit- |
able market for the product. Ifa |
person is not neur a factory or hasa |
market near by, with previously men- |
tioned requisites. it may be advisable |
to engage in the home manufacture |
of butter or cheese, otherwise, for |
the mass of farmers. the factory plan ||

quisite ls that

is better.

2. City or Town Milk Trade.— A |
good city milk trade is very profitable. |
By making specialties, such as bot-
tling milk, pasteurizing milk, keeping
special cows for children and invalids,
supplying skim milk at reduced rates
and butter milk made from cream or
skim milk—this trade is very remun-
erative. A great deal of labor is con-
nected with the work, and where milk
is to be shipped to middlemen there is
often & great deal of risk in not get-
ting money for milk shipped.

&, Cresmery,—{reameries in fmtario
are of two classes—cream gathered
and separator. In the former cream
is only taken frow the farm and the
skim milk left for feeding. This class
of creamery has an sdvantage where |
roads are poor und eows scattered. To
insure its success ull the patrons
should provide deep cans and ecold
water. A supply of ice is needed to
evol the milk below 45 degreea Cream
raised in this manner will not give so
high a test, but there will be mcge
inches of ¢ream from the same num-
ber of pounds of milk and it will pro-
duce s finer wsrticle of butter. High
testing cream und ordinary shallow
pan cream are & hindrance to the but-
termaker in & cream gathering eream-
ery. It is necessary in this kind of a
creamery,asin ull eo-operative dairies,
that all the patrons should co-operate
to make theirs one of the very best
Ome patron can not make the reputa- |
tion of & factory, though one may
mar it :
