Jim Brunjes, vice president for fis-
cal affairs, said $6 million of Tech’s
$16.9 million in HEAF funds will be
used in bonding money to build the
complex.

The amount designated for depart-
ments’ academic use will remain at
1997°s level of $2.8 million.

College of Arts and Sciences Dean
Jane Winer said some departments
expressed concern last fall about pos-
sibly losing HEAF money allocated
to purchase equipment.

HEAF money can be used in de-
partments for equipment or for start-
up materials such as software, as well
as necessary renovations to accom-
modate any new equipment, Winer
said.

Both Tech President Donald
Haragan and Provost John Burns have
said academic departments still have
money to work with, she said.

$150,000

English/Philosophy/Education Com-
plex, $5 million was depleted from the
category of other major projects and
from miscellaneous
projects, as well as money from de-
ferred maintenance and technology.

Construction on the complex is
expected to begin in December or
January. But before construction be-
gins, plans for the complex have to
be approved by the Texas Higher Edu-

Condemned
woman seeks
to save life

AUSTIN (AP) — Acknowledging her guilt but plead- |

ing for mercy, Karla Faye Tucker's lawyers Tuesday asked
the Court of Criminal Appeals to block the pickax killer's
pending execution, which would be the first of a Texas
woman since the Civil War.

The lawyers contend that Tucker, who says she's a
born-again Christian, is a new woman who deserves clem-
ency.

“*She is guilty of the crime.” said lawyer George Secrest
of Houston.

“This is not a quest to undermine a jury's verdict. We're
not asking for a new trial. This is a quest to save her life
because she's a changed individual. If, in fact, rehabilita-

tion and mercy play no part in the criminal justice sys-
tem, tell us loud and clear.”

The 38-year-old woman is scheduled to die Feb. 3. She
was convicted of killing Jerry Lynn Dean, 27, of Hous-
ton. Deborah Thornton, 32, also was killed in that attack.

Secrest and a second lawyer, David Botsford of Aus-
tin, said that within 48 hours, Tucker would formally ask
the Texas Board of Pardons and Paroles to recommend
that Gov. George W. Bush commute her sentence to life
in prison.

However, Botsford said, he expects nothing to come
from that bid.

“It's an exercise in futility. Last year, there were 16
commutation requests from (the) 37 people executed, and
none of those who voted on those cases voted to recom-
mend clemency,” he said.

Tucker and a companion, Daniel Garrett, both received
death sentences for the slaying. Garrett died in prison in
1993 of liver disease.

Testimony at their trials showed the pair broke into
Dean’s apartment June 13, 1983, to steal motorcycle parts.
After Dean was bludgeoned with a hammer by Garrett,
Tucker repeatedly hit him with the ax to stop the beaten
Dean from making a gurgling sound.

University’s
settlement
money 1ffy

Texas Tech’s share of the state’s $15.3 billion settle-
ment of the tobacco industry is not in the bag yet, accord-
ing to some state lawmakers.

Texas Rep. Robert Junell, D-San Angelo, and Sen. Bill
Ratliff, R-Mount Pleasant, claim Attorney General Dan
Morales has no right to distribute the settlement money.
The two filed a motion to intervene in the settlement last
week.

“We have a separation of powers doctrine in the state
government,” Junell said.

“Allocating money is not one of the powers of the ex-
ecutive branch.”

The attorney general assigned the first $1.2 billion in-
stallment from the tobacco companies to anti-smoking
programs and health care institutions, leaving the rest to
the discretion of the Legislature.

Junell said many of the settlement’s benefactors were
chosen for political reasons. For instance, the $50 million
allotted to the Texas Tech University Health Sciences
Center was not included in the settlement until the last
minute, Junell said.

Junell, a graduate of Tech as well as the Tech law
school, said he believes the $50 million was included in
an effort to gain his support.

David Smith, president of TTUHSC, said Monday that
he had been working to see that Tech benefited from the
settlement since the beginning. Smith was one of the origi-
nal plaintiffs in the case when he served as Texas com-
missioner of health before coming to Tech.

Even if that was the case, Junell said he still would
oppose the money.

“We need to allocate this money by some logical ba-
sis,” he said. “We don’t do it as a favor to the president of
the school.”

Junell said he always has been a strong supporter of
Tech, but that Tech needs to get the money based on the
decision of the Legislature, not political favoritism.

“I certainly would be in favor of Tech getting some-
thing, but there are other issues at stake here,” Junell said.

Ward Tisdale, spokesman for the attorney general’s
office, said the money Tech is to receive was not allo-
cated as a political gesture toward either Junell or Smith.
The money is part of a plan to use the money to benefit
the public health, especially children.

The money allotted to TTUHSC was designed to fund
a border health center that would address the medical
needs of poor residents near the Mexican border.

“If you've ever been along the border, you know there
are a lot of children there who are sick and undermour-
ished and need medical attention,” Tisdale said.

The focus on children was designed to hold the to-
bacco industry accountable for its marketing to young
people, Tisdale said.

U.S. District Judge David Folsom has yet to give his
approval of the settlement and will have to review Junell
and Ratliff’s motion to intervene before the settlement
can take effect.

A group of Texas cattlemen who claim
the show cost them $12 million sued
Winfrey and one of her guests under a
1995 Texas law that holds liable anyone
who falsely defames perishable food

products. On the show, vegetarian activ-
ist Howard Lyman said the U.S. practice
of feeding processed livestock to cattle
was similar to what was done in Britain.

The custom there was blamed for an
outbreak of mad cow disease, which the
government has linked to a handful of
human deaths. Lyman’s statements
prompted Winfrey to swear off ham-

burgers on the air.

Most jurors said they hadn’t heard
much about the trial and didn’t have sen-
timents one way or the other. Some were
more opinionated.

“I'm too involved in the science of
cattle feeding,” said one of the 10 pool
members struck by Robinson for leaning
toward the cattle industry.

HEAF money is allocated by the
coordinating board, and an advisory
board made up of state university ad-
ministrators recommends guidelines
for HEAF spending among four-year
colleges or universities.

In a previous interview, Montford

said as chairman he hopes to bring
more money to Tech, but the al-
locations are a legislative deci-
sion,

Montford does not think the
HEAF money used for equipment
in academic department will dis-
appear.

Adjustments to the allocation
of HEAF money can be recom-
mended to the Texas Legislature
by September 2000.

Cuba readies for pope’s first visit

HAVANA (AP) The faithful
sang and prayed Tuesday in the streets
of Havana, and Cubans of every per-
suasion — Catholic, communist and
curious — awaited a papal visit that
many said could be a turning point
for their nation.

On the eve of John Paul IT's first
visit ever to Cuba, the communist
government was still laboring to patch
and pretty up sections of the crum-
bling capital, which has been ravaged
by a collapsed national economy.

Crews poured and steamrolled
fresh asphalt over the cracked and
potholed roads, traveled by rusted and
creaking old cars and trucks. Work-

ers sprayed yellow paint on one
school’s faded facade.

While most Cubans agree the
pope’s five-day visit will leave their
country changed, expectations on
what the change will be depends on
their political and religious perspec-
tive.

Foes of Fidel Castro hope it will
weaken his communist regime.

Castro hopes to gain stature for his
revolution.

And the Cuban church hopes for
more freedom of action.

A nationwide prayer vigil was
planned in churches throughout the
country Tuesday evening. Outside

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downtown Havana's Our Lady of
Carmen Church, boys and girls joy-
ously swung each other around as
young and old worshippers sang and
prayed in a festival atmosphere oblivi-
ous to the evening traffic on Infanta
Avenue.

While Castro sought to burnish his
government’s image and the pope
hoped for a spiritual awakening in
Cuba, it was unclear which of the two
men has tougher task of evangeliza-
tion.

In Washington on Tuesday, Presi-
dent Clinton said, **We want Cuba to
move toward freedom and openness,
and if they do, we'll respond,” he said.

EL PASO (AP) — The battle
lines over a proposed state radio-
active waste dump were drawn
years ago, but only now are oppo-
nents getting a chance to take their
case directly to the people who
matter.

A series of hearings was sched-
uled to begin Wednesday in Sierra
Blanca, an isolated town of 600
about 90 miles southeast of El
Paso.

The proceedings, to be con-
ducted by the State Office of Ad-
ministrative Hearings, will pit sup-
porters and opponents in a trial-like
setting to hash out whether the
hotly debated dump should be built
in Sierra Blanca.

At the end, two state hearings
officials will recommend that the
Texas Natural Resource Conserva-
tion Commission either grants a
license for the facility or denies it.
A final decision could come by
year's end.

Proposed West Texas nuclear
waste dump draws criticism

If the license is granted, critics
would have to take their fight to court
or the Legislature. Thus, opponents
are putting their all into the upcom-
ing hearings.

“For some reason, | think if this
site doesn’t pay off, all bets are off. |
think the Legislature would give up,”
said Lee Mathews, general counsel
for the Texas Low-Level Radioactive
Waste Disposal Authority, the agency
that would run the dump.

Over several weeks, witnesses for
the state and other project supporters
will try to make a case that the facil-
ity is sorely needed to handle the ra-
dioactive trash generated by Texas’
utilities, hospitals and universities.
They will also try to show the loca-
tion would be safe.

Environmental groups and op-
posed governmental agencies, many
from several surrounding counties,
are expected to argue that the site
could pose a threat to the environment
and that Sierra Blanca was chosen

because of its lack of political clout
and its high minority population.

Mathews said the hearings have
been designed to give each side a
fair opportunity to present its case,
with previously certified parties be-
ing allowed to introduce and chal-
lenge evidence.

But, as with everything else re-
garding the dump, there is contro-
versy. Environmental groups say
the hearings will be heavy on testi-
mony from proponents.

They also are disappointed that
a physicist who argued the dump
will leak cannot testify because
opponents could not pay costs for
proponents to depose him.

“The truth is not going to come
out in the hearings,” said Erin
Rogers of the Sierra Blanca Legal
Defense Fund, a group fighting the
dump.

The state has spent between al-
most $48 million since 1981 on ef-
forts to develop a low-level dump.

Kaczynski declared competent for trial

SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP) —
Both sides in the Unabomber trial
agreed that Theodore Kaczynski is
competent to stand trial — the basic
requirement for acting as his own law-
yer — but the judge suggested that
his request to represent himself came
too late.

U.S. District Judge Garland
Burrell Jr. said Kaczynski had clearly
agreed to proceed with his lawyers
after a series of meetings with the
judge in December. Later, Kaczynski
changed his mind.

Burrell suggested that if
Kaczynski wanted to be his own law-
yer, he should have made the motion
when the trial began.

“We're not in a pretrial hearing,”
the judge said. “*“We're in trial. This
case commenced on Nov. 12, 1997.”

The continuing dispute between
Kaczynski and his lawyers centers on
their desire to mount a defense based
on his mental state.

Quin Denvirand Judy Clarke, have
made it clear they don’t plan to com-
pletely abandon a mental defense,
despite Kaczynski’s objections to be-
ing portrayed as — in his words —
*‘a sickie.”

The judge said his only concern is
“an ambiguity” in the record of his
meetings with Kaczynski and the de-
fense lawyers.

Kaczynski may have believed that
when the defense agreed not to use
mental health experts in the guilt
phase of the trial, they would not raise
the mental issue at any point, Burrell
said.

“I am still analyzing the record in
regard to this matter,” he said.

Kaczynski apparently balked
when he found out that Clarke in-
tended to show jurors pictures of
Kaczynski as the Harvard-educated
math professor and later as the hairy,
wild-eyed Montana hermit arrested in
April 1996.

The defense also plans to use lay
witnesses, possibly including
Kaczynski's brother, to show a pat-
tern of mental in the
defendant’s childhood.

Kaczynski is charged in a 10-count
indictment with attacks that maimed
two scientists and killed two Sacra-
mento men.

Prosecutors also hope to link him
to all attacks attributed to the
Unabomber that killed three people
and injured 29 over 18 years.

Guilt, fear, helplessness, shame,
shock, disbelief — this is what many
rape victims feel when the come to
the Lubbock Rape Crisis Center.

Amy Bush, assistant director for
the LRCC, said the center is looking
for a variety of volunteers because
they get a wide variety of victims, and
they like to have people who can meet
the needs of everyone.

Bush said they are looking for both
male and female volunteers, people
who can speak Spanish or know sign
language or who have experience
working with children or people with
mental retardation.

“The goals of the LRCC are to pro-
vide support services to victims of
sexual assault and their family mem-
bers, increase public awareness and
encourage the reporting of rape,”
Bush said.

“We cannot meet these goals with-
out the help of volunteers.”

Bush said a volunteer’s duties in-
clude working a 24-hour hot line and
going out on rape cases.

She believes volunteering at the
center is a rewarding experience be-
cause it is a way to help the victims
successfully prosecute their cases.
She said it also is a great experience
for many careers, such as volunteers
who study nursing, law, psychology
and family studies.

Bryce Dewispelare, a senior psy-
chology major from San Antonio, said
working as a volunteer has provided
great hands-on experience for his ca-
reer goal as a therapist.

“I've enjoyed it thoroughly,”

Dewispelare said.

“It’s been one of the best experi-
ences of my life. It gives you achance
to help people on an individual basis
and a chance for you to be there for
them.”

The Associated Press celebrates 150 years of reporting news

ARLINGTON, Va. (AP) — With

an old-fashioned Teletype clacking

away, the press pass issued to the

“agent” who covered the assassina-

tion of Abraham Lincoln went on dis-
play Tuesday along with other arti-
facts accumulated by The Associated
Press in covering the news for a cen-

tury and a half.

The exhibit at the Newseum recalls
the AP’s founding in 1848 by six New
York newspapers to share the cost of
gathering and transmitting news from
arriving ships from Europe at their
first port of call in Halifax, Nova
Scotia. That news was sent in dots and

dashes over a single circuit, using the
device Samuel F. B. Morse had in-
vented only four years earlier — the
telegraph.

In a ceremony, Louis D. Boccardi,
who has been AP’s president since
1985 and is also chief executive of-
ficer, said getting the news right and

telling it fairly and fully was AP’s
mission in 1848 and endures as AP’s
mandate.

Terry Anderson, an AP correspon-
dent held hostage in Lebanon for six
years and eight months, lent to the
exhibit a rosary he had crafted in cap-
tivity.

NBC sweeps Nielsens

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Add
another Golden Globe winner to the
list: NBC. The award show contrib-
uted to the network’s dominance in
the weekly ratings and its second
consecutive first-place showing.

The Hollywood Foreign Press
Association ceremony — which
offered a rich mix of movie and tele-
vision stars in a party mood — at-
tracted a total of 24,3 million view-
ers Sunday night, NBC said Tues-
day.

For the week of Jan. 12, the cer-
emony ranked fifth among all pro-
grams, bested only by the steel-
plated Thursday night NBC lineup
of “ER,” *“Seinfeld,” **Veronica’s
Closet™ and “Friends.”

NBC won the week with the top

eight shows, an 11.4 average rat-
ing and a 19 share, far ahead of
second-place CBS’ 8.9 rating and
14 share. ABC followed with an
8.2 rating and 13 share, according
to Nielsen Media Research figures.

Fox logged a 6.7 rating and 11
share. Among the emerging net-
works, the WB had a 3.1 rating and
UPN had a 2.9; both posted a 5
share.

A rating point represents
980,000 households, or 1 percent
of the nation’s estimated 98 mil-
lion TV homes. Share is the per-
centage of in-use televisions tuned
to a given show.

CBS was the only other network
to crack the top 10, with “*Touched
by an Angel” and **60 Minutes.”

Amarillo is my hometown.

I’m more than just “from” there —
I was born and raised there.

Amarillo is a part of me, and you
might think it is just another isolated,
windy Texas town.

But it’s much more than that.

As reported by The Associated Press to hundreds of newspapers around
the nation, the Texas Cattlemen’s beef defamation lawsuit against Oprah
Winfrey began jury selection Tuesday.

Winfrey was accused of falsely spreading word on her show that Ameri-
can beef could cause mad cow disease in people in the United States.

Following her comments, cattle prices slumped for nearly two months.

Oprah’s court battle will bring her to tape her show from the Amarillo
Little Theater, and this means national recognition for Amarillo.

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Tech looks for second Big 12 victory

The Texas Tech men’s basketball
team takes the Lubbock Municipal
Coliseum floor in Lubbock at 7 p.m.
tonight against Kansas State in search
of a win to save its sinking season.

The Red Raiders are 1-3 in Big 12
Conference play and losers of their
last three games. With a road trip at
No. 3 Kansas looming Saturday, Tech
is looking at this game as a must-win.

“If we're going to keep aiming for
the season-long goals we have set, we
need this one badly,” Tech senior
guard Cory Carr said. “We need a win
just to kind of lift everybody’s spirits
a little bit.”

Kansas State (11-4 overall, 2-3 Big
12) will not be an easy victory.

The Wildcats are led by reigning
Big 12 Player of the Week Manny
Dies, a 6-foot-9-inch junior forward
averaging 16.3 points and 7.9 re-

bounds. In five conference games,
Dies is averaging 21.2 points, an im-
pressive figure to Tech coach James
Dickey.

“He’s done a great job of getting
stronger in the middle,” Dickey said
of Dies.

“He’s been very productive. The
key for us is going to be our interior
defense. We've been having a lot of
breakdowns.”

Dickey voiced his displeasure
about Tech’s defensive effort in recent
games during his Monday press con-
ference. In losses to Baylor and Texas,
the Red Raiders gave up 90 and 88
points, respectively.

“It has been disappointing, for
sure,” Dickey said.

“It makes a difference when you
are actually guarding people. Right
now, we’ve got two problems: one is
chemistry, and the other is toughness.
We’'re not very tough.”

Besides sophomore forward Cliff

Owens and freshman center Johnny
Phillips, most Red Raiders are play-
ing beneath their games right now.
While Owens and Phillips are now
mainstays in the starting lineup,
Dickey is seeing production drop
from his three-guard lineup of Carr,
Rayford Young and Stan Bonewitz.

The trio averages 51.9 of Tech’s
78.4 points and has hit 93 of the
team’s 96 three-pointers. But in
Saturday’s 88-79 loss at Texas, the trio
hit on just 32.4 percent of its shots
and contributed 43 points.

Tech has not shot above five per-
cent in any of its last four games. But
Dickey refuses to give credit to a
slump.

“Idon’t believe in slumps,” Dickey
said.

“I think you have distractions. We
need to eliminate those and focus on
the game. I have actually been
pleased by the effort. Just not the re-
sults.”

The Wildcats have proven explo-
sive this season and appear capable
of exploiting any defensive weak-
nesses on Tech’s part.

Kansas State averages 80.6 points
a game and has topped 100 points
twice. Besides Dies, the Wildcats can

look toward guards Aaron
Swartzendruber and Ayome ‘“‘Paco”
May.

Swartzendruber is shooting 39.2
percent from behind the three-point
line, and May is coming off his most
complete game of the season with
nine points, six rebounds and four
assists in a 69-62 loss at Kansas.

“They have a good inside-out
game like Baylor had,” Dickey said.
“They have quite a few options on
offense. But I think the primary goal
has to be to slow down Dies.”

“He is tough to stop if you let him
get position close to the basket. He’s
also developed a nice hook shot to go
with his other moves.”
