Assistant dean of students

Patrick Day, assistant dean of students at Texas Tech, an-
nounced this week he will leave his position at the end of the

semester.

He will take over as the assistant vice president of student
affairs/dean of students at Johnson C. Smith University in

Charlotte, N.C.

“This is a super opportunity for me to move forward,” Day

said.

In his five years at Tech, Day served as assistant dean of
students and taught an educational psychology course.
He will finish out the semester in his duties at Tech, before

beginning his new job in January.

Day said he was not aware of any efforts made to fill the

position.

“This has all just happened so fast,” Day said.

Dean of Students Michael Shonrock said they will fill the
position but does not know if Day can be replaced.

“Day has been an asset to this university, I wish him the
best,” Shonrock said. “It's been really tough on all of us.”

Shonrock said they will conduct alocal and regional search,

and then if necessary a national search.

“We had a national search when we hired Patrick,” Shonrock
said. “It will be difficult right before the holidays and in the
middle of the year to hire someone. In higher education, it is
more common to hire in May or in the summer months.”

Vice President for Student Affairs Robert Ewalt said Day will

be missed at Tech.

“We will certainly miss his educational contacts, the rela-
tionships that he has built with the students, his background
and experience and the energy that he brings to the job,” Ewalt

said.

Students also expressed concerns about Day’s leaving.
“There’s really no accurate description that I can use to de-

city’s intentions on spending funds for the
Border Health Institute.

Natalicio stated that during a telephone
conversation with Montford in early Novem-
ber, Montford said El Pasoans are only inter-
ested in spending the funds on welfare and
Ballet Folklorico.

“I'regret that our recent telephone conver-

sation concerning the Border Health Institute
was not more productive,” Natalicio said in
her letter.

On Nov. 5, Montford spoke to Natalicio in
a conversation, which he said was in effort
to open the communication between the two
universities.

“1 was excited that she had called,”
Montford said. “I thought it was a break be-
tween us.”

Monday, Montford released a statement
rvsp()nding to the letter saying he thought the

telephone conversation
he and Natalicio had was
a pleasant one.

“At no time did I criti-
cize her personally, criti-
cize the university or criti-
cize El Paso,” Montford
said.

In the statement,
Mantford went on to say he thought the con-
versation went so well, that they were even
planning to have a meeting to further the

communication between the universities

Montford said there must be a misun-
derstanding between the two officials of
what was said during the telephone con-
versation,

“I think it is just an honest disagreement
of what was said,” Montford said.

Natalicio was not available for comment,
but UTEP did send a copy of her statement.

Montford said he just doesn’t understand
the whole situation.

“Frankly, I am puzzled,” Montford said.

Exxon buys Mobil
for $77.2 billion

NEW YORK (AP) Exxon agreed to buy Mobil for
§77.2 billionTuesday ina deal that would create the larg-
est corporation in the world and put back together two
of the biggest pieces from the 1911 breakup of John D.
Rockefeller's Standard Oil.

Roughly 9,000 jobs will be eliminated worldwide as a
result of the takeover, or about 7 percent of the compa-
nies’ combined work force of 123,000, Exxon chairman
Lee Raymond said.

Despite the new company's vast reach, a world oil glut
is expected to keep pump prices at rock-bottom levels
for now. Analysts also expect the companies will have to
sell off numerous gas stations and refineries to satisfy
antitrust regulators. -

I'he deal is the latest example of rapid consolidation
in an industry whose profits have been cut by world-
wide overproduction, weak demand and slumping
prices.

“We need to face some facts. The world has changed,”
Mobil chairman Lucio Noto said. “The easy things are
behind us.”

The company will be known as Exxon Mobil Corp.
I'here will continue to be Mobil and Exxon gas stations,
as well as the Exxon tiger and Mobil's red Pegasus logo.

“We help get traffic out,” said Lt. Gor-
don Hoffman, LPD traffic supervisor.
“We try to get people out as fast as we
can.

Impeachment expansion

WASHINGTON (AP) — Just weeks
before their self-imposed impeachment
deadline, Republicans on the House Ju-
diciary Committee approved subpoenas
Tuesday seeking fund-raising evidence
against President Clinton. But several
said they didn't expect the move to alter
the course or timing of their inquiry.

Democrats from House Minority
Leader Dick Gephardt on down ridiculed
the move, approved on a 20-15 party-line
vote, as an attempt to appease the
president’s most conservative critics.

After the vote, Republican committee
lawyers went to court for a second time
in an effort to persuade a federal judge
to seek internal Justice Department
memos in which top law enforcement

Hoffman said LPD officers help at the
intersections and at the stadium.

Hoffman said LPD is not trying to in-
convenience anyone, they are just try-
ing to accommodate everyone.

“Our relationship with the LPD is very
important,” Hale said. “We work well to-
gether.”

Hale said the UPD will be working
with LPD on Friday for the Carol of
Lights.

Both Hoffman and Hale said the of-
ficers are paid overtime for their work.
LLPD officers are paid by the city. UPD
officers are paid overtime by the Tech
athletic department.

With the committee set to debate ar-
ticles of impeachment next week, Rep.

Meanwhile, Gephardt asserted that
“chaos is reigning” in the impeachment
inquiry and suggested that outgoing
Speaker Newt Gingrich or Livingston —
who takes over next month — “needs to
be given the responsibility, needs to take”
control.

Barney Frank, D-Mass., a mem-
ber of the committee, said the expansion
represents “desperate face-saving” by
committee Republicans “to show the
right wing they tried in every way to win”
impeachment in the House.

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Ms. magazine sold to group
including co-founder Steinem

NEW YORK (AP) Ms.
magazine's new owners, who in
clude co-founder Gloria Steinem,
hope to resume publication of the
feminist publication next spring
with a more spirited approach
aimed at appealing to younger
women.

MacDonald Communications
Corp., which owned Ms. for about 2
1/2 years, agreed Monday to sell the
bimonthly magazine to Liberty Me-
dia for Women, which is backed by
more than a dozen women inves-
tors.

“We will be reaching out to
younger women, and we hope to be
funnier, livelier, surprising. We want
to make it very clear that Ms., like
feminism, is something that is mov
ing into the future,” Marcia Ann
Gillespie, the editor in chief of Ms.
since 1993 and part of the new own-
ership group, said Tuesday.

MacDonald suspended publica
tion after the September-October
issue.

Gillespie said the new owners
hope to resume with an April-May
issue in 1999,

Terms of the sale were not dis-
closed, but The Wall Street Journal
said Tuesday it was roughly $3 mil

lion to $4

million.

It was sold to an Australian me-
dia firm in 1987 and later was ac-
quired by Lang Communications,
which also owned Working Woman
and Working Mother magazines.

In 1990, Ms. took the unusual
step of banning advertising and
raised the cover and subscription
prices as it relied on circulation rev-
enue.

Steinem said the magazine was
profitable for about five years.

But Jay MacDonald, chief execu-
tive of MacDonald Communica-
tions, said the magazine's subscriber
list had shrunk to under 100,000
when his company acquired Ms.,
Working Woman and Working
Motherin mid-1996. He said Ms. cir-
culation has since grown to just below
200,000, but declined to be specific.

MacDonald said he decided to
sell Ms. because the magazine ap-
pealed to a wider audience than af-
fluent women executives that his
company tries to reach with its other
publications and conferences.
MacDonald Communications still
owns Working Woman and Working
Mother.

Clinton said, as teams of volun-
teers “with a Santa's-workshop
feeling” scurry to finish the
mansion’s elaborate holiday
decorations by midnight Satur-
day, including the main tree in
the Blue Oval Room.

Iam a female who has gained
about 9 pounds over the last
year. I cannot seem to get rid of
it.

I eat about 20 grams of fat or
less a day and exercise at least an
hour a day. But I have not lost
any weight.

My clothes are getting a little
tight. What would you suggest |
do? Is there something wrong
with me?

First off, you get a big cheer
from me for your dedication and
determination in meeting your
wellness goals.

I would suggest that you in-
crease your calorie intake.

In today’s fat-free, low-cal so-
ciety it would seem the goal is to
eat the fewest amount of calories

and zero fat.

But, fat is essential because it
protects your vital organs, regu-
lates your body temperature, al
lows you to menstruate and pro
vides energy needed to make it
through your busy day.

Women need a minimum of
1200 calories a day. Thirty per
cent of those calories should
come from fat.

That figures to 40 grams of fat
a day, rather than the 20 you
have been eating. Restrictive
eating (not consuming enough
calories) can lower your metabo
lism.

Also, please keep in mind
muscle weighs more than fat. In
constantly working out, you are
increasing the amount of lean
body mass (muscle) in vour

body. Keep this in mind when
the scale doesn’t seem to reflect
the progress and efforts you
have made in reaching your
goal. If you're concerned some
thing might be wrong, set up an
appointment with a health care
provider or you can get more in
formation on nutrition and ex
ercise from a Lifestyle Weight
Management Consultant

Texas basketball squad down but not out

AUSTIN (AP) — Ivan Wagner was
driving along the baseline for the
basket that would give the Texas
Longhorns their first win of the year
when something other than the
Georgia defense interfered.

“I had an easy layup,” Wagner
said, “had my shoe stayed on.”

Wagner lost his balance and threw
up a prayer. It wasn't answered and
Texas fell 78-77 at home Sunday
night.

The incident epitomizes the
Longhorns’ 0-4 start under first-year
coach Rick Barnes, who is trying to
mold a team used to the freestyle
basketball of former coach Tom
Penders into a system based on half-
murl possession and defense.

‘Gosh, if we could get a break,

that’s what everybody is thinking,”
said forward Gabe Muoneke, Texas’
leading scorer with 19.8 points per
game.

“Something like a shoe falling off
is something you don't see every
game. It's a little frustrating, but you
have to stay with it. You can’t hang
your head.”

The slow start is new territory for
Barnes, whose first seasons at previ-
ous coaching stops Providence and
Clemson included starts of 13-0 and
10-0. It also is Texas’ worst start since
losing its first six games in 1974-75.

Despite the skid, Barnes remains
steadfastly optimistic the Longhorns
will improve.

“1 knew there would be some
growing pains. | knew there would be

a period of transition,” said Barnes,
whose team he left behind at
Clemson is 5-1 and ranked No. 24.

Barnes inherited just eight eligible
scholarship players from last year’s
14-17 team. An incoming transfer
and a partial qualifier are also on
scholarship, but can’t play until next
year.

“One thing I'm not going to do is
make excuses,” Barnes said.

“We knew we had a tough sched-
ule coming. We knew we didn't have
the numbers we needed. But hey,
someway, somehow, I truly believe if
we'll keep working we'll find a way to
put together a good team.

“It’s still early and it’s certainly too
early to get frustrated as long as your
team’s trying to get better.”

Muoneke probably has made the
quickest adjustment to Barnes’ style.
His scoring is up nine points a game
over last season and he’s tied with
Kris Clack as the top rebounders with
8.3.

“I'm used to his type of coaching.
Run if the opportunity is there and
play solid half-court offense,”
Muoneke said.

“We're really waiting for that first
win. We truly believe that once we get
that, we can go on a roll. | can guar-
antee you in January, everybody will
be talking about the streak we went
on.”

Texas next travels to Oral Roberts
and San Diego before returning
home to play No. 21 Utah and Wis-
consin.
