“Wisdom Is Better Thas Rubles"—Pro-
verbs 8 1 ll—Religlon the tuly Tree
Basis of Human BSociety---Dearth of
Traih Hanctisg the Death-Bed

Bmooxryw, Feb. 11, 18i4.—In the
tabernacle this forenoon Rev. Dr.

Four times does
Solomon use it as a symbol by which
to extol wisdom, or religion, always
sctting its value as better than rubles.

The
anclents thought that amber was
made of drops of perspiration of the
goddess Ge. The thunderstone was
supposed to have drog ped from a storm-
cloud. The emerald was sald to have
| been made of the fire-fly. The lapis
lazuli was thought to have been born
'of the ery of an Indian giant. And
{modern mineralogists say that the
preclous stones were made of gnsesand
liguids. To me the ruby seems like a
spark from the anvil of the setting
| sun.

The home of the genuine ruby s
Burmah, and sixty miles from its cap-
itul, where lives and reigns the ruler,
| called, “Lord of the Rubies” Under
| careful governmentul guard are
theso valuanble mines of ruby kept.
Rurely has any foreigner visited them.
When a ruby of large value was dis
covered it was brought forth with
elaborate ceremony, @ procession was
formed, and with all bannered pomp,
military guard and princely atten-
lants, the gem was brought to the
king's palace.

This certifies that there exists in the
United States of Amcriea an associa-
tion domposed of about three hundred
elubs having an aggregate member-
ship of about 40,000 individuals
from the United States and
forelgn countries, which said as
sociation is known and designated
&8s the General Federation of
Women's Clubs, and has been formed
to bring into communication with one
another the various women's clubs
throughout the world, that they may
compare methods of work and become
mutuslly helpful. Constitutions of
clubs applylng for membership should
show that no sectarinnism or political
test is required, and that, while the
distinctively humanitarian movements
may be recognized, their chief purpose
is not philanthropie or technieal, but
social, literary, artistic or scientific
culture.

The following erops were planted,
sach extending seross the five plots:

The ecarly beets mua-
tured and were marketed early and
but little difference In yleld was
aoted between the tiled and untiled
dota. Up to the period of harvest-
ing this crop, there was an abun-
fance, although not an excess of
nolsture.
