Experts probe sites; 100

believed buried near border

CIUDAD JUAREZ, Mexico (AP) — FBI fo-
rensic experts joined Mexican soldiers and
ski-masked police Tuesday in searching two
desert ranches near the border for the bod-
ies of more than 100 Mexican and U.S. citi-
zens, apparent victims of a drug gang.

A convoy of 16 vehicles, many with U.S.
license plates, rumbled through the white
iron gates of Rancho de la Campana, 10 miles
southwest of Ciudad Juarez, at midmorning
— joining scores of Mexican soldiers and po-
lice already working around the baby blue
buildings in the hilly, scrub desert. Some ve-
hicles had newspaper taped over the win-
dows to conceal what, or who, was inside.

Attention seemed concentrated around a
concrete barn-like structure where workers
were using a backhoe.

Attorney General Jorge Madrazo said in a
television interview that investigators suspect
the victims were killed by the Juarez drug car-
tel, once Mexico's largest cocaine smuggling
outfit. He said more than 100 people could
be buried on the ranches just across the bor-
der from El Paso, with 22 believed to be U.S.
citizens.

Three dead in Philadelphia

apartment blaze

PHILADELPHIA (AP) — Fire swept
through a boarding house early Tuesday; kill-
ing three men and injuring four others, offi-
cials said.

Firefighters arriving at the three-story
building found it engulfed in flames, Chief
Henry Dolberry said.

Most of the building’s 11 residents had
lived there for more than five years, working
intermittently as security guards and cooks,
apartment manager Bill Smith said.

“They’re like sons to me. They come to me
for food, for help, I loan them money, set
them up,” Smith said.

Identities of the three dead men, who were
found inside the building, were not available.

Of the injured victims, one was in critical
condition at Temple University Hospital with
severe burns. The others were in fair or good
condition.

U.S. diplomat detained in

Moscow on spying allegations

MOSCOW (AP) — Threatening to further
strain already thorny relations, Russia said
Tuesday its security services caught a U.S.
diplomat trying to collect secret military in-
formation from a Russian citizen.

Russian security officials said Cheri
Leberknight, a political attache at the U.S.
Embassy in Moscow, worked for the CIA and
was caught red-handed.

The brief detention dominated Russian
newscasts Tuesday, with beaming Russian
intelligence officials stating they had not lost
their touch when it came to grabbing spies.

“The recent operations of Russian agents
clearly testify to the fact that we not only
haven't lost our mastery, but we're ready to
actively counteract intelligence agents of the
richest countries of the world,” said
Alexander Zdanovich of the Federal Security
Service, the main successor to the Soviet KGB.
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Police use tear gas on demonstrators

WTO protesters block streets, force
cancellation of opening ceremonies

SEATTLE (AP) — Police in riot gear fired
tear gas and red pepper spray Tuesday at
demonstrators who blocked streets and
forced cancellation of the opening cer-
emonies of the largest trade event ever
staged in the United States.

Parts of this normally laid-back Pacific
Northwest city almost took on the look of
abattle zone as police confronted protest-
ers who chained their bodies together so
that officials’ motorcades couldn’t get
through.

President Clinton, who had hoped to
use the meetings of the 135-nation World
Trade Organization to showcase the ben-
efits of free trade, told reporters in Wash-
ington that he was “very sympathetic”
with the concerns being expressed by la-
bor unions and environmental groups.

“I think we should strengthen the role

and the interest of labor and environment in
our trade negotiations,” said Clinton, who is
scheduled to address the WTO ministers on
Wednesday.

Clinton, however, spoke before the con-
frontations in the streets of Seattle. The White
House gave no indication of any alternation
in plans for Clinton to address the delegates.

However, disappointed WTO officials said
that the Geneva-based trade organization
had decided to scrap plans for U.N. Secretary
General Kofi Annan and Secretary of State
Madeleine Albright to address an opening
session, which was to be held in the ornate
Paramount Theater.

Instead, the WTO went straight into the
first of a series of plenary sessions, where
trade ministers from different countries are
allowed to address the meetings.

A disappointed WTO Director General
Mike Moore vowed that, despite the rocky
start, the assembled nations would succeed
in launching a new round of multinational
trade negotiations to lower tariffs and other
barriers on agriculture products, manufac-
tured goods and service industries such as
banking and insurance.

“This conference will be a success. The
issues are far too important to be ignored,”
Moore said.

Ground broken on new union

Texas Tech officials hosted a
groundbreaking ceremony for the new
6,000-square foot Tech Federal Credit
Union building Tuesday near the tempo-
rary commuter lot east of the Tech Free-
way.

The building is scheduled to be com-
pleted by the summer of 2000.

I'he new building will be located at the
intersection of the future Texas Tech Bou-
levard and Knoxville Avenue.

The Tech Federal Credit Union is a non-
profit organization that has a limited
membership. Their membership includes
faculty and staff members at Tech, Tech
Health Sciences Center, Lubbock Chris-
tian University and the Children’s Home
of Lubbock.

The panel wanted to find a design that
represented all the students and their memo-
ries of Tech, said Melissa Hancock, a senior
public relations major from Lubbock, who
served on the panel.

“We looked at class rings that were suc-
cessful at other universities and what sym-
bols were most important,” she said.

“Some liked the Bell Tower to the crest, but
the most known and used symbol is the
Double-T.”

Hancock said the traditional design will be
used from now on.

“Tech is building the first official class ring
(tradition), and that’s why this ceremony is
so important because it’s setting a solid tra-
dition that was once lost,” Hancock said.

Their offices are located in the west wing
of the Administration building. However, the
presentlocation is only 1,200 square feet and
is not big enough to handle its operations.

Tech Credit Union Manager Ellen Hein
said the location of the new facility is impor-
tant.

“With Texas Tech University, the Health
Sciences Center and LCU — the three main
parts of our membership, we are proud that
our new building will be centralized between
the three.”

The new building will have four drive-up
windows, a 24-hour ATM and parking spaces
for employees and patrons.

The main reason the credit union wants
to expand is to include Tech students in their
membership. Hein said the addition of stu-
dentmembership has been on the agenda for
a while now.

Schools including Vanderbilt University,
Brigham Young University and Abliene Chris-
tian University were present to obtain tips on
how to start and design a lasting ring tradi-
tion.

Mitchell Taub, trademark and licensing
director at Vanderbilt, said the ring tradition
is important and wants to bring the ring back
to their school.

“I'm impressed with how Tech has brought
it back — we plan to follow in your tracks,”

Taub said.

“Both activities will give students a chance
to become aware of HIV and AIDS and to re-
alize that there are programs on campus to
make students aware that the virus does go
on,” Valentini said.

During the discussion for the Celebration
of Living Campaign, people who are either
infected or affected by the epidemics will pro-
vide students with their personal battles with
the diseases.

She also said the speakers for the discus-
sion will provide students with their perspec-
tives on the deadly illnesses.

Texas Tech has another national

championship team, but this team
does not compete on a field or court.

The Tech Meats Judging Team
traveled to Dakota City, Neb., for the
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meat judging Intercollegiate Na-
tional Championship and returned
with their third championship in four
years.

The victory marks the fifth na-
tional championship for the Tech
Meats Judging Team.

Out of a possible 4,000 points, the
team earned 3,840, and was led by
Greg Schilling, a junior agriculture
major from Slaton.

He said the team had to sacrifice
much of their time in order for them
to be successful.

“There's no acceptance process in
orderto be a part of itall,” he said. “If

Schilling scored 995 points for the
Tech team and was the highest indi-
vidual point scorer in the contest.

“It feels good to excel in such a
great tradition,” he said. “There’s no
other team at Tech that has had this
much success in such a shortamount
of time.”

A trophy was presented to the
team at the competition in Dakota
City, which they will keep for a year.
If Tech wins another championship
in 2000, they will be able to keep the
trophy permanently.

Tech also captured the national
championship in 1989, 1991, 1996
and 1998.

The competition was Nov. 16 to
Nov. 21. The teams judged retail cuts
of beef, pork and lamb.

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ACLU sues Utah over adoption policy

SALT LAKE CITY (AP) — The
American Civil Liberties Union is su-
ing to block a rule that prohibits un-
married couples in Utah from
adopting children in state custody.

The state Division of Child and
Family Services claims its new rule
was designed to protect children
from potential abuse at the hands of
unrelated adults.

The ACLU suit, filed Tuesday in
state court, argues that the rule is

“grounded in irrational fear and
prejudice toward same-sex couples”
and violates the Utah Constitution.
The ACLU, which is representing
two gay couples, joins with the ad-
vocacy group Utah Children, which
sued the division last month. That
lawsuit claims the rule, which went
into effect in September, goes against
the best interest of children and con-
tradicts the state’s own push to ex-
pand the pool of adoptive parents.

We just
finished Thanksgiving,
and we are looking at
lots of travel through
the Christmas holidays.

And, of course, we an-
ticipate the huge cel-
ebration that will occur
everywhere Dec. 31.

Here are six tips to
follow to keep from fall-
ing asleep behind the wheel:

1.) Start your trip by getting enough sleep
the night before.

2.) Avoid driving during your body’s “down
time” or the time of day or night that you get

most sleepy.

3.) Talk with your passenger if you have
someone else in the car; a passenger can let
you know if they think you are acting too sleepy
to drive.

4.) Make sure both people in the front of the
car are awake; a driver who needs rest should
go to the back seat, buckle up and sleep.

5.) Schedule a break every two hours or ev-
ery 100 miles.

6.) Last ditch effort to stay awake — buy
one of the little cheap egg timers at a dollar
store or discount store; if you find yourself
unable to stay alert, pull off to the side of road
where you are not in danger of someone hit-
ting your car and take a 15 to 20 minute nap.
Set the timer very near your head so when it
goes off, it will wake youup; a 15 to 20 minute
power nap can keep you going for another
four hours.

Students; this will provide you a safe ride
home at the end of the evening so you have
no excuse to drive drunk.

This is
an awareness event about drowsy driving.

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Tech offers new fellowship

For the first time ever, the Howard Hughes
Medical Institute Association at Texas Tech is
accepting applications for fellowships to help
develop new multimedia technology for pro-
fessors to use in the classroom.

Tech received a $2 million grant in 1998
from the HHMI to help science faculty teach
new technologies in the classroom and labo-
ratory.

The only other Texas school to receive a
grant this size in 1998 was Rice University,
which received $1.6 million.

Alex Nicoll, technology coordinator for the
HHM]I, said the institute is looking for up to 12
undergraduate students for the new fellowship.
These students will work to develop new tech-
nologies for professors to use while teaching
courses in science.

He said they are looking for interested stu-
dents from any major, including electrical en-
gineering, computer science and even science.

“We need science majors to keep the pro-
grams true to life,” Nicoll said.

The technology fellows will receive training
in producing multimedia systems for the class-
room.

Julie Isom, project coordinator for HHMI,
said schools must be invited to apply for grants
from the HHMI.

She said Richard Blanton, director of the
HHM], is responsible for receiving the invita-
tion.

“This is all due to him,” she said. “He made
the connections and asked how we were going
to get this grant.”

Isom said the Tech HHMI already has two
other fellowships established, the HHMI Un-
dergraduate Research Fellowship and the
HHMI Science Education Fellowship.

Nicoll said students must have good aca-
demic standing, but there are no other GPA
requirements.

"There are no specific GPA requirements,”
he said. “I've found that requirements like
that weed out a lot of good people.”

Interviews of applicants will be conducted
as part of the selection process.

Positions are available only to full-time
undergraduate students. Nicoll said their
grant does not fund graduate student pro-
grams.

Because of university regulations, stu-
dents will work a maximum of 20 hours each
week during the semester and 40 hours a
week during the summer.

The fellowship is an ongoing program and
students will reapply at the end of each year.

HHMI is a national medical research or-
ganization founded in 1953 that supports re-
search at universities and academic medical
centers across the United States. The institute
provides grants for biomedical research and
gave more than $91 million to U.S. college
and universities in 1998.

Applications can be found rooms 25 or
108 Biology, or the Honors College office, lo-
cated in 103 Holden Hall.

Fellowship awards will be announced in
late December. Students will start the pro-
gram at the beginning of the spring 2000 se-
mester.

In addition to teaching,
Casadonte also participates in sev-
eral research projects.

“One of the reasons I came to
Texas Tech was because of the em-
phasis Tech put on research,”
Casadonte said.

He has mentored more than 40
students, ranging from high school to
graduate level, in the area of research.

In the spring of 2000, Casadonte
will have the opportunity to visit the
University of Savoie in France on a
Fulbright grant.

Casadonte and other scientists
will conduct research in the area of

variable frequency sonochemistry.
Sonochemistry is the interaction of
sound in chemical processes.

“A good teacher is always learn-
ing,” Casadonte said.

He said he believes teaching does
not just happen in the classroom.
Students must be allowed to learn
through research and community
activities.

Casadonte is one of the advisers
for Mortar Board and also helps with
the American Chemical Society Stu-
dent Affiliate.

He has developed a series of
chemical demonstrations, which he
performs. The demonstrations were
designed to involve students.

Casadonte has taught these dem-
onstrations to the American Chemi-
cal Society Student Affiliate group.
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LUBBOCK (AP) — New Mexico

him. New Mexico State was 6-5 this
year.

“He took over a program that was
pretty low,” Myers said.

“I think the fact he had a winning
year his third year is a pretty good ac-
complishment.”

The Aggies were 3-8 in 1998 but
were tied or leading with two min-
utes to go in four games that they
wound up losing.

Any coaching candidate will have
to present a convincing case that he

can add life to the Red Raiders’ of-
fense, Myers said. In 1998, Samuel’s
team averaged 462.2 yards per game,
which ranked 13th nationally.

“Iwanted to talk to him just about
his offense, his offensive philosophy
and kind of what he does,” Myers
said.

“We're looking for somebody
that’s pretty wide open. I don’t know
whether he’s an option coach. In our
discussions, he’s talked about throw-
ing the ball quite a bit.

“I want to see kind of what he’s
doing.”

NMSU led the Big West Confer-
ence in rushing offense in 1997 and
1998, and had an 1,800-yard passer
this season in K.C. Enzminger.

Samuel, a native of Trinidad, West
Indies, moved to New Jersey at age 10
and played defensive end at Ne-
braska from 1974-77.

He coached Nebraska's rush ends
and outside linebackers from 1986-96.

Samuel will be the second candi-
date to be granted a formal interview
for the job since Dykes announced
his retirement Nov. 20.

Clemson assistant head coach
and offensive coordinator Rich
Rodriguez, 36, visited Lubbock twice

last week and also said he met with
university representatives in Dallas.

Myers said he has no in-person
interviews scheduled beyond
Tuesday’s meeting with Samuel.
However, Myers said he still wants to
discuss the Tech opening with Okla-
homa offensive coordinator Mike
Leach, 38.

Texas Tech cannot hire a new
coach until Dec. 7 because state law
requires that the job opening be
posted for 10 working days.

But Myers told the Lubbock Ava-
lanche-Journal he would like to hire
someone “by next week.”

“I don't know that we could have
anybody in place by then, but that’s
what we'd like to do,” Myers said.

Mich., and the Music City Bowl in
Nashville, Tenn., are two at-large
bowls that have yet to be filled.

The only other way Tech could
earn a bowl bid isif the Big 12 can land
two squads in BCS bowls.

Kansas State (10-1 overall) is
ranked sixth in the latest BCS poll and
has an outside shot of being the sec-
ond conference team to earn a spot
in a BCS bowl.

The Tech squad continues to work
out by lifting weights and running and
will strap on the gear as soon as word
of a bowl game is announced.

The Red Raiders’ last contest was
Oct. 20, when they defeated Okla-
homa 38-28, but senior cornerback
Anthony Malbrough said the wait
does not bother him.

“We have some time off to help
nurse any injury, but besides that, we
are still staying in shape,” Malbrough
said. “When we do geta bowl bid, we'll
just come out like it was any other
week and work hard to get prepared.”

Tech senior defensive end Taurus
Rucker said the waiting period can be
tough, but it is unavoidable.

We did
our job, and that's all we can do about
it right now.”

NEWYORK (AP) — Richie Phillips’
21-year reign as head of the baseball
umpires ended Tuesday when his
members voted to form another
union.

In a mail vote conducted by the
National Labor Relations Board, 57
umpires voted to form a new union,
35 voted to retain the existing union
and one vote was voided because an
umpire signed the secret ballot.

Under federal law, a majority de-

termined the result of the election.
The NLRB will certify the election
as official in seven days unless an ob-
jection is filed. In the weeks leading
up to the election, most AL umpires
appeared to support the dissidents,
headed by AL umps Joe Brinkman,
John Hirschbeck and Dave Phillips —
who is not related to Richie Phillips.
Most NL umpires backed Richie
Phillips and union president Jerry
Crawford, who sat with his elbows on

In Tech’s last outing, the Red Raid-

Tech was led by forward Brodney
Kennard who pulled down nine
boards against the Miners.

Kennard said the Raiders have to
toughen up on the boards if they are
going to defeat the Eagles.

Three games into the season, the
Red Raiders still are getting to know
each other, but Young said everybody
is getting better acquainted with
each other with each game.

“Everybody is learning each
other’s game, and we're getting bet-
ter as we go,” he said. “That’s going
to be the key, to get better every
game, if we're going to play good in
conference.”
