To Grow Corn~" Rain or No Rain."

(Southern Farm.)
I have never known a seed that
would sprout or germinate without
some moisture; in fact, the moisture

is all that is needed to sprout seeds. l

Seeds will sprout and come to the
surface without drawing anything!
from the soil but moisture and heat; |
then they need something else; a
new process takes place, and the |
new plant then draws from the sml
and atmosphere. But after corn is well
up, it can be cultivated with little or
no rain—according to the nature of
the soil—and then yield surprisingly.
You at once ask how it is done,
Well, it is very simple, yet it is
done upon scientific principles. Na-
ture makes the corn, but you must
understand her doings, and give her
the necessary material with which to
do the work. The material consists
of hard bottom and plenty ot loose
soil.  Investigation has proven to
me that a certain amount of moisture
rises through the earth every night,
Now when the land is broken and
planted, the moisture cannot rise
any higher than to the depth to
which the ground is broken, hence,

to begin with, we must “lay off"" the!

ground to be planted to corn very|

exceed six inches,
Do not plow your corn until it is
six inches high, unless it becomes
very foul; then plow asdeep as the
ground was broken, no decper.
The other plowings shoulld
frequent and  shallow,

be
in order to|

keep the surface loose and free from |

weeds,  Mr. Wellborn is right, so
far as corn is concerned, at least,
when he says roots will not cateh in
loose, fresh broken earth,

So you sce what roots your corn|

does have are down in the ground

| where moisture will reach them, and

you have no roots near the surface
to be withered by the scorcling rays
of King Sol, thereby injuring the ma-
turity of your corn.

Do not be afraid of plowing, no
matter if the dust covers you, so
you dont plow too deep® The more
you plow the more open an loose the
top soil will be, and the looser the
soil the more moisture it will absorb
from the atmosphere,

Keep weeds and grass down at
all events. It is surprising how
much one weed in or near a hill of
corn will impede the maturity of
corn. More especially is this the
case in time of drouths, when your
crop needs all the plant growing ele-
ments it can get.

For the same reason that this
method makes corn in dry weather,
it will also make it in wet weather;
because the roots of the corn are
down on the hard ground where the
pores carry off the surplus of wa-
ter from about the roots—neo roots
will appear except near the hard
ground, when corn is treated in this
manner.

Do not plow your land too wet;bet-
ter not plow at all than plow too wet
and then let the hot sun peur down
upon it,

In 1890, I cultivated four acres of
a fifty acre field, (all in corn) and
made more corn than the other forty-
six acres made. This may seem un-
reasonable to some, but I am res=
ponsible for what I say, and should
only be too glad to produce any
amount of evidence if necessary,
My four-acre patch was the wonder
of the season. The other forty-six
acres were pulverized and the corn
was planted near the surface,on a
fine, loose bed. Result very plain
to a thinking man. The season was
very dry and the corn “‘burnt up” in
the hill. Again, the same thing was
tried with like results, I never fail
to make corn if it comes up and gets
fairly started to gowing before the
ground gets dry. Many make the
mistake of plowing corn too young.
If the weeds grow faster than the
corn use the hand hoe—pretty tedi-
ous but it saves money,

Labor unions are as old as organized
soclety, for the renson that they have
thelr orlgin in human nature, Men en-
gaged in the same pursuits naturally
combine to better thelr condition, and 8o
we are not surprised to read in one of
the most philosophic works that has
yet heen written—Cassagnac's “History
of the Working Classea”—that “trades
unfons have existed sinee the time of
Solomon, and among the Greeks from
the time of Theseus,” says the Chicago
Times-Herald,

The organization, therefore, of a new
unfon would hardly exclte the most trl-
fling comment, unless, Indeed, rome
novel feature were attached to It, and
that I8 precisely the case with the
American Industrinl unlon, that was

formally instituted on Sunday last. The |

his scholarly hand by quoting from
| heathen poots, and making arguments
| nbout the resurrection that stand as
| firmily a8 on the day he planted them;
and 8t, John shows his hand by taking
his Imagery from the appearance of the
bright waters spread around the Island
of Patmos at hour of sunset, when he
spenks of the sen of glass mingled with
fire; seores of hands writing the par-
ables, the miracles, the promises, the
hosannas, the raptures, the consola-
tions, the woes of ages, Oh, the Bible
is 80 human: so full of heart-beats: so
sympathetio; 8o wet with tears; so tri-
umphant with palm branches, that It
takes hold of the human race as noth-
Ing else ever can take hold of {t—each
writer In his own style; Job, the sclen-
tifie; Solomon, the royal-blooded; Jere-
miah, the despondent; Danlel, the ab-
stemlious gad herole—why, we know
thelr style 8o well that we need not
look to the top of the page to see who
|# the author. No more consplouous the
uplifting wing of inspiration than the
hand, the warm hand, the flexible hand,
the skilIful hand of human Instrumen-
tality. “The likeness of the hands of &
man was under \he wings."

Again, behold this combination of my
text In all succesaful Christlun work.
We gtand ar kneel in our pulpite, and so-
clal mectings, and reformutory assocl-
atlons, offering prayer. Now, If any-
thing has wings, it is prayer. It can fly
farther and faster than anything I can
now think of. In one sccond of time
from where you sit It can fly to the
throne of God and alight in England, In
one second of time from where you slt
it ean fly to the throne of God and alight
in India. It can girdle the earth in a
sghorter time than you can seal a let-
ter, or clusp a belt, or hook an eye.
Wings, whether that prayer starts from
an infant's tongue or the trembling lip
of a centenarlan, rising from the heart
of a farmer's wife standing at the dash-
ing churn, or before the hot breath of a
country oven, they soar away, and
pick out ull the shipping on the earth,
on nll seam, the craft on which her
sillor boy Is voyaging. Yea, prayer can
fly clear down into the future. When
the father of Queen Victoria was dy-
Ing he asked that the infant Viotoria
might be brought while he sat up in
bed; and the babe was brought, and the
father prayed: “If this ohlld should live
tc become queen of England, muy she
rule in the fear of God!" Having ended
his prayer, he sald: "“Take the child
away."” But all who know the history
of Bngland for the last Afty yenrs know
that the prayer for that Infant more
than seventy years ago has been an-
swered, and with what emphasis and
o Mection milllons of the queen’s subjects
have this day In chapels and cathe-
drals, on land and wsen, supplicated:
“God save the Queen!” Prayer flles not
only across continents, but across cen-
turles. If prayer had only feet, it might
run here and there and do wonders, But
it has winge, and they are as radiant
of plume, and as awift to rise, or sawoop,
or dart, or circle, as the cherubim's
wings which swept through Ezekiel's
vislon.

TOOTHSOME SHAD.

A Fow Purticnlars as to Their Appesr~
ance on the Coust,

The shad begin to appear in the riv-
org about the 15th of March, and they
continue to arrive until the middle of
June. It is n remarkable fact that each
colony I8 Invariably divided into three
grand divisions, which arrive at differ-
ent times, thus making three succes-
sive shoals, or, as the fishermen call
them, “runs.” The first run I8 both
small in numbers and especlally poor
in gquality, and 1t I8 Interesting to ob-
serve that this is true of the herring
us well as of the shad, This advance
guard s largely composed of what are
Kuown as “hickory” shad, and they dif-
fer from the others In such marked de-
gree as to form a distinet wvarlety.
The fishermen in the Chesapeake bay
' have an un-Mosale legend that at the
creation there were a greal many
small bones left over, and that to dis-
pose of them the “hickory” &had was
made, A few days after these skir-
mishers have passed up the river the
second or great run begins, and contin-
ues three or four weeka, After the fish
appear nothing will disturb their con-
stant upward progress excopl cold
weather, which, Inopportunely arelyv-
ing, will cause them to seek the pro-
tection of the mud at the bottom of
the river, where they remain until the
chill has left the water, It 18 impossi-
ble to estimate the number of fish en-
tering a river In one of these runs,
The estimate of two millions which has
been made for the Delaware Is very
moderate, in view of the fact that more
than ten thousand shad have been
taken in one haul of the selne In the
waters of that river. The third run
s small like the first, and though the
fish are fine In quality, It recelves lit-
tle attention. It is probably composed
of stragglers from the main body, who
are somewhat tardy in their arrival.

Ruapid Growth of Fungl

The rapidity with which many, if not
all, fungl grow baMes calculation: the
greéat puffhall, Iycoyerdon giganteum,
will grow as large as a peck measure
in forty-elght hours, and specimens of
Agaricus campestris have developed
from the button—of the size of 4 pea—
to & mushroom as large as a coffee sau-
cer in a nlght. But this great increase
I8 not actual growth: these species are
many weeks forming under the surface
of the ground; thelr cells are amall and
closely packed. When the proper de-
gree of molsture and heat around this
inciplent fungus coinclde, It rapldly
absorbs molsture and, stimulated by the
heat, swells to ita full size in a few

! hours.—Hoston Transcript,
