“This is a business deal, there's no other emo-
tion in it,” Smith said. “We're going to go back
to the city, plain and simple, and make sure we're
getting the best deal.”

Smith said while the university still has acon
tract with the company through 2020, he is look
ing at competitor prices to ensure Tech is receiv
ing the best price for utilities

“As a fiduciary agent, I'm looking at a
midcourse correction to ask for revised rates,”
Smith said

LP&L could be over-charging Tech more than
$1 million, he said.

“We could save $1 million to $1.8 million,”

he said. “Clearly, as a state agency, we need to do

what's fiscally responsible for our taxpayers.”

LP&L Director Paul Thompson said the uni
versity is receiving the best rate and has achieved
millions in savings during its relationship with
the company.

“I think when the university looks at the sav-
ings with LP&L they’ll continue to be an LP&I
customer,” Thompson said

In addition, Thompson said the university
might have received false information concern
INg energy rates

“I think some of the information that the SPS
(Southwestern Public Service) folks have sent
them is misleading,” he said
Smith said if proven the university has not

been receiving the lowest rate, Tech might seek

legal action to recover the lost funds. The Lub-
bock City Council sets the rates.

Senate to address parking, attendance

Texas Tech student senators will vote tonight
on several issues ranging from Senate absences
to traffic and parking woes, Senate President
Kelli Stumbo said.

According to Senate Bill 37.04, members of
the Student Senate want to extend the current
absence policy, which governs official Senate
meetings, to committee meetings throughout the
Student Government Association.

“I think this resolution will really improve
the Senate because it will provide a structure to
the Senate that we haven't had before,” said
Michae! Burns, College of Business Administra-
tion senator. “Most of our work is done in these
committee meetings that consist of eight or nine
members.”

Currently, there is no attendance policy gov-

emning attendance at committee meetings. Ac-
cording to the standards and conducts rule, each
senator is allowed no more than two unexcused
absences or four overall absences at Senate meet-
ings before they are in danger of being impeached.
If this bill is approved, Stumbo said, it will be
placed into effect immediately to be extended to
committee meetings.

If this change is approved, the chair and co-
chair of each committee will be responsible for
tracking absences in their committees and de-
ciding which absences should be excused or un-
excused. Each committee also will be required
to furnish the Rules and Administration Com-
mittee a copy of the roll sheet from each meet-
ing as a check on the committees.

“When a student runs for these posi-
tions, this is what we are going to expect
from them if they are elected,” she said.
“If this is a requirement that they can-
not meet, then don’t run.”

Eric Crouch, operations manager at
Traffic and Parking, said the overselling
of lots is something that occurs across
the Tech campus and at other universi-
ties.

“This isnot a practice that is unique
to Texas Tech,” he said. “If the univer-
sity provided enough parking spaces for
the permits it sells, the price of parking
permits would be outrageous.”

In the past, Crouch said, Traffic and
Parking has not had a problem with the
overselling of the Law School lot. He said
since the problem has been brought to
his attention, he has been researching
the demand for the lot and possible ways
to make adjustments.

“What has happened is the Law
School has scheduled a heavier volume
of classes on Monday mornings and that
is when the major problem is occurring,”
Crouch said. “We are looking into the
best way to adjust it accordingly for next
year.”

According to the resolution, students
who have permits have become upset
because Traffic and Parking officials have
ticketed students for parking in unautho-
rized spaces, likely because the lot was
oversold.

“Most of the people who have re
ceived citations in that lot have been
ticketed for parking in no parking zones,
which are in place for safety rcasons,”
Crouch said. “Just because a person has
a permit doesn’t give themaright to cre
ate their own space.”

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Taliban leader Omar key to defeating enemy

ELUSIVE TARGET:
Pakistani president says
secretive figure should
be taken out first.

WASHINGTON —- He has run the
Texas-sized country for five years but few
know what Afghanistan’s leader looks
like because there is a ban on photogra-
phy and television. Only rarely does
Mullah Mohammed Omar issue policy
statements.

In normal times, he conducts busi-
ness while sitting on a bed, his compan-
ions seated on the floor before him.
Slllll‘lt' nul('[\hl\nrc used to give instruc-
rnons.

Not one to follow the crowd, Omar
has been using these somewhat offbeat
practices since his Taliban movement
seized power five years ago.

In the aftermath of the Sept. 11 ter-
ror attacks against the United States,
there is no more important target for

American military planners than Omar

with the exception of his radical Is-
lamic co-religionist, Osama bin Laden,
whom Omar has sheltered in the coun-
try since 1996.

While one of the world’s poorest
nation’s is up against America’s high-
tech military machine, Omar and his
movement have survived more than
three weeks of air attacks and outlasted
predictions of an early defeat.

Pakistani President Pervez Musharraf
said recently that bin Laden would be
easy prey for the United States once
Omar is out of the way.

“It could be over in one day if you
take out Mullah Omar and his leader-
ship,” Musharraf told U.S. reporters.
“Once you've dene that, the campaign
is over.”

When the U.S.-British air war on
Afghanistan began Oct. 7, Omar’s of-
fice building in the southern Afghani-
stan city of Kandahar was among the
targets. Two weeks later, Army Rang-
ers and other special forces hit a resi-
dence of Omar in Kandahar. He is be-
lieved to have survived the attacks un-
harmed.

Within hours of the Sept. 11 suicide

hijackings, President Bush said Omar was
no less of a target than bin Laden.

“We will make no distinction be-
tween the terrorists who committed
these acts and those who harbor them,”
l]k‘ \,“(I.

Ahmad Rashid, a Pakistani journal-
ist who has written a new book called
“Taliban,” says some of Omar’s followers
contend he was chosen as their leader
because of his piety and unswerving be-
lief in Islam rather than his military or
political gifts.

Omar began as a mullah, or preacher,
in his village of Singhesar where he held
prayer services in exchange for money
to feed his family. He fought Soviet oc-
cupiers of Afghanistan during the 1980s
and, in the process, lost an eye when he
was wounded. Appalled by the perceived
excesses of post-Soviet era warlords in
Afghanistan, he and his allies formed the
Taliban in 1994 and seized power in
1996.

He has not led his countrymen to the
promised land. Countless thousands of
Afghans have fled to neighboring Paki-
stan and Iran. Hunger is widespread. He
is encircled by enemies and is repudiated
in varying degrees by governments

around the world.

Before the bombs started dropping,
Omar outlined his grievances with the
United Srates in a radio interview.

“America controls the governments
of the Islamic countries,” he said, accord-
ing to a translation. “America keeps af-
ter them until they do its bidding. But
these governments are very distant from
their own people.

“The people ask to follow Islam, but
the governments do not listen. The
people are powerless against their gov-
ernments, because they are in the grip
of the United States.”

Omar would rather face international
censure than turn over bin Laden to a
third country for trial, as the United
Nations demands. The Afghans say tra-

Also Wednesday, a post office spokes-
man said an employee at a second re
gional mail facility in New Jersey was
suspected to have skin anthrax, and
White House spokesman Ari Fleischer
said a co-worker of Nguyen has a suspi-
cious lesion that has been tested. There
are no results yet, he said at the White
House

“Somebody is trying to kill the
American people by sending anthrax
through the mail,” Fleischer said. “The

Educators say more laid-off workers
are applying for teaching jobs. North
Texas districts from Garland to Mansfield
and in between report an increase in
their pool of substitute teachers and more
people seeking teacher training or alter-
native certification.

In the Birdville school district, north-
east of downtown Fort Worth, 100 more
substitutes are available than a year ago.

“It’s not just people from the airlines,
but from other industries that have been
laying off,” Suzy Compton, who coordi-
nates personnel services in the Birdville
district, said. “You notice it. It’s just not one
person coming in saying, ‘I got laid off.”

Victor Leos, a personnel director for
the Garland district, said: “We've got a
flood of them, both subs and permanent
teachers. ... Most of them are here on
the premise of looking for something to
carry them over until something opens
in their area.”

It's too early to tell whether there are
more emergency teacher permits being
issued this school year, according to the
State Board of Educator Certification.
But the two state education service cen-
ters in the Dallas-Fort Worth area re-
ported increased participation in their
certification programs. ‘

The jobless rate in Dallas rose from
3.2 percent to 5.4 percent from Septem-
ber 2000 to September 2001, its highest
level since 1994, the Texas Workforce
Commission said, equaling almost
51,000 more people out of work.

tainted letters are contaminating other
mail or that the spores are sickening
people by means other than the mail.

Dr. Anthony Fauci of the National
Institutes of Health said worries about
“cross-contamination” — anthrax spores
sticking to pieces of mail at postal facili
ties — have grown with the new cases

“We really need to do — the public
health officials, the forensic group — has
to do a real full court press on trying to
track this down. This is critical,” he said
on NBC's “Today” show.

The inspector in charge of the U.S.
Postal Inspection Service's main foren
sic laboratory told The Associated Press
\X('dnv\\’.l\ that he believes there have
been three anthrax-tainted letters sent
through the mail, despite concerns from
medical experts that not all envelopes
containing anthrax had been found

“I still think we’re dealing with three
letters,” said Roy W. Geffen, who runs
the lab in suburban Virginia. “That’s the
best information we have.”

In New York, Mayor Rudolph
Giuliani said the city is awaiting defini-
tive test results on a telephone bill en-

velope received by a man in Queens. The
envelope, with a brown smear, initially
tested positive for anthrax but a subse
quent test came back negative. The more
definitive results may come back
Wednesday night, Giuliani said.

['he latest victims raised the number
of confirmed anthrax cases to 17 nation
wide since the outbreak began in early
Oxtober. Ten have the inhaled form, in-
cluding the four who died. The others
have less-severe skin infections.

Four of those skin-anthrax cases
and two more suspected cases — are
linked to city media outlets.

Nguyen, an immigrant from Vietnam
who lived alone and commuted to the
Manhattan Eye, Ear and Throat Hospi-
tal by subway from the Bronx, worked
in a basement supply room. Until re-
cently, the space had included a
mailroom, but there was no evidence of
any suspicious letter

Fleischer said preliminary tests at
the hospital and at Nguyen’s home
were negative for anthrax. He cau-
tioned, however, “these are prelimi-
nary negatives. There have been
changes in the past” from other pre-
liminary test results,

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“Clearly in the case of Mrs. Nguyen,
we do not know how she contracted the
anthrax,” he said.

Thomas Rich, a co-worker of
Nguyen, said “almost everyone in the
hospital came in contact with her,” be-
cause she delivered supplies to various
departments and offices

Up to 2,000 hospital workers, patients
and visitors who have been o the hos
pital since Oct. 11 are being offered an
tibiotics, officials said Tuesday

The hospital was closed and other
hospitals in the city were alerted to take
precautions and report any suspicions

Nguyen had been too sick to help the
health and criminal investigators trying
to find the source of her infection by re
constructing her social life, commute and

routines at the hospital.

Writer's days in jail top 100 mark

HOUSTON (AP) — In the more
than 100 days since a novice crime
writer was jailed for refusing to sur-
render her interviews for a book about
a Houston society murder, what she’s
missed most is what prompted a judge
(O I1ssu€e a contempt citation against
her

Vanessa Leggett longs to write
again, but also misses other aspects
of the life she led before refusing to
turn over her notes to a federal grand
jury.

Even so, l.(‘);g(’(( says she’s pre-
pared to remain behind bars until
January, perhaps beyond.

A photo of Leggett, 33, is posted
prominently on the Web site of the
Reporters' Committee for Freedom of
the Press and she holds the record for
the most time spent in jail for failing
to turn over information to authori-
fies.

Last weekend, she spent her 100th
day at the Houston Federal Deten-
tion Center.

Meanwhile, Leggett said she longs for
her husband, her home — and
Starbucks.

“I hear traffic reports about the free-
way stacked up in the afternoon, and |
wouid love to be in my car in the middle
of traffic going home,” Leggett told the
Houston Chronicle in Wednesday's edi-
tions.

And, although Leggett writes letters
to friends, she is wary of trying to do more
since all writings could be inspected at
any time and confiscated at the time of
her release

“The most frustrating thing is not to
have my computer,” she said. “I feel like
an amputee.”

The 5th U.S. Circuit Court of Ap-
peals has ruled that neither she nor any
other journalist has a qualified privilege
protecting confidential sources.

Prosecutors say she must obey a grand
jury subpoena to turn over all notes, in-
cluding copies, of conversations with
dozens of people regarding Houston
