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ABOUT THE PLATFORM.

Hon. Gordon BuiieU's Viewi on the
Financial Flank.

It will be remembered that Hon.
GordonRussell was,atthe late dem

ocratic stateconvention, the leader
of the fight made for the adoptionof
the minority report on platform,
which containedan explicit declara-
tion in favor of free coinage of gold
and silver at a ratio ot i to 16. He
madethe,ablestargumentbefore the
conventionon that sideof the ques-

tion and sincethat time hasreceived
many letters from all parts of the
stateaskinghis views on, and con-

struction, of the financial plank as
adopted,to which he lias replied in

an open letter through the press.
Democratswho arc wedded to the
i G to i theorywill find much com-

fort in what he says. We regret
that we havenot room for his entire
letter, but give below as much of it
as we havespacefor:

"Does the action of the state con-

vention in voting down the minority

report precludea free silver iG to i

constructionof the financial plank
adopted?"

The gist of the inquiry now is, can
a democrat now advocate free and
unlimited coinage of gold and silver
at a ratio of i to 16 without being in

revolt against the platform? Like

yourself, I contended for this doc-

trine before the convention, and I

now know of no reason why anydem-

ocrat should abandon cither the
platform or thoseviews of the coin-

age question which the rank and
file of the party entertain. There is

certainly nothing in the platform it-

self which calls on any democrat to

muzzle his convictionson this great
question. The financial plank is al-

most an exactcopy of the financial

plank of the national platform.
When the committee reported the
national platform a delegate from

Colorado moved to amendthe finan-

cial plank by inserting therein the
word "free." This amendment was

voted down by the convention. And
while a few contended that this act
was a repudiation by the national
conventionof free silver coinage, it

was neverso understoodnor accept-

ed by the great body of the
democracy. As an evidence of
this fact, in the debate over
the repeal of the purchasing clause
of the Shermanact, every democrat
who fought for free and unlimited
coinage of silver and gold at the ra-

tio of 1 6 to i pointed to the national
platform as the expression of his

faith.
SenatorGeorge G. Vest, who has

always voted for the free and un-

limited coinage of both metals at
a ratio of iG to i, in that debate,
speakingof the fiancial plank in the
national platform, said: "It was as

well known that the democratic
party stood upon the doctrine of bi- -

metalism as that it met in Chicago,

and nomiatedG rover Cleveland for

presidentof the United States."
SenatorJohn W. Daniel, a great

lawyer and a great law writer, dis-

cussing the meaningof our national
plank pn finance, in a speech deliv-

ered in the Senate of the United
States,Sept. 17th 1893, analyzed
the plank in a lawyer like way.section

by section. And he demonstrated
beyond doubt or cavil that our plat-

form demandedthe restorationof

as it existedbefore the act
of 1873. Theseexamplescould be
multiplied very greatly.

Upon the other hand, Senator
Daniel W. Voorhees,who stoodwith

the president on the purchasing
clauseof the Shermanact, but who

has always voted for the treecoinage

at a ratio of 16 to 1, in a speech de-

livered Aug. 23, 1893, said; "Be-

ginning with the first speechI made
before this body and down to the
presenthour, I can recall no vote or
word on the subject of the coinage
and circulation of silver which I
would now changeor blot from the
recordif I could."

SenatorGordon,who ,stood with
SenatorVoorhees in that memorable
debate,said: "If, then, hostile leg--
illation dealt the unjust blow to sit
verj friendly legislation should make
the attonument and restore to its
rightful position this great metal up-

on which, in the almost unanimous
judgmentof the people, so much of
their future prosperitydepends.

Thesedemocratswho I have quo-

ted were never known to bolt a dem-

ocratic nomination or wage war
againsta democratic platform; yet,
in 1893 they denounced thedemone-
tization act of 1873 and fought for
the restoration of silver to its old
placeas a money metal. Not one
of them were charged in so doing
with being in rebellion against the
national platform, thoughthe nation-

al platform which adopted it refused
to allow the words "free coinage" in

the financial plank.
In the stateconventionthere was

no effort to amend the financial
plank submitted by the majority of
thecommittee. There was a major-

ity report of sixteenplanks, covering
as manydifferent subjects. There
was a minority report of as many
planks discussingas many subjects.
There was a motion made to substi-

tute the entirereport of the minority
for the entire report of the majority
of the committee. And this motion,
not a simple motion to amend the
financial plank, was voted down.

In the debatebefore the statecon-

vention no one contended that the
acceptanceby that body of the ma-

jority reportwould or could be tor-

tured into an cxpresion against free
silver. That contention was left
for a few camp followers, who no
more representdemocraticsentiment
in Texas thandocs a'Hottentot rep-

resentthe sentiment of enlightened
civilization.

It is admitted by all that there is
a very large and respected element

the ratio of iG to 1. Another cle-

ment in theparty opposesthis policy.
The evident purposeof the minority
was to make an explicit declaration
of party faith for the affirmative of
this proposition, while the majority
wanted to presenta plank which ev-

ery democrat couldconstruefor him-

self." Let us sec if this is not so."
He goeson by quotations from the

speeches of the leadingadvocatesof
the majority report and shows that
to make a platform on which all

I intend to vote
the ticket, the whole ticket
and nothing but the ticket. I
intend to stand upon the platform
and defend it. I believe that the
free and unlimited coinage of silver
and gold at a ratio of 16 to 1 will

maintain both dollars in circulation
on a parity. No democrat ever de-

sired a dishonestdollar. I am will-

ing to try this ratio and if it be dem-

onstrated to be wrong, then I am

ready to go to some other ratio or

safeguard,I intend, if I make any

speechesin the campaign, to take

this pasitionon the coinage question.

WON HIS SPURS.

He commandeda bnttallion
in OoX GeorgeCrook's llig Horn and
Yellowstone expedition against hitting
Dull nnd the hloux, fighting in the
battle of Tongue River or Hose lind
creek where ho received that severe
wound by which his left eye was de-

stroyed. He was carried oil the field
on an Indian trarols polesdragged
behlmt a pony and, as he did not re-

alise tie general expectationby dying
promptly of his wound, but seemed
likely Co get better, he was sentdown
to Calilornla on a three months'leave
of absenceto get well if he could. In
seventy days he was back with his
cotnmaid, too eagre to get at the In-

diansagain to waste any more time
on n mere wound.

In 1S0J-9- when the WoundedKnee
campaign occurred, Gen. Henry and
his command were stationedat Port
Iloblnson. Gen. Miles sent to him bv
.'o- neck. sergeantof the Indian scouts,
a despatchadvising him of the peril
ous situation at line Kiuge agency
Immediately on receiptof the dispatch
"righting Guy" mounted threecom-
panies of the Ninth United Mutes
Cavalrv (colored), and rode, without
unsaddling, and in twenty-on-e hours,
the distance of 101 miles to Gen.
Mlles's relief. And' It is still talked
of among the cavalrymen that ho did
not bring in from that long and hard
ride one fcore backed horse. His men
were well taught how to ride and to
care fcr their animals. As soon as he
arrived he held n hurried consulta-
tion With Gen. Miles and his stair.
The dangerous position of the Seventh
cavalry at Wounded Knee being made
known to him, he ordered his men to
mountat once and ride to the succor
of their comrades. They had unsad-
dled, but when he said "mount," they
knew that was what he meantand
6eyed. Gen. Miles ordered him to
saddle up, but he replied that he had
no time for that; he was looking for
Indians, not saddles. Miles threat-
ened to court martial him for disobe-
dience but he replied indifferently:
"All right when we get back," and
galloped off. Ills command, riding
bareback, hardly drew rein until they
had ridden the fourteen miles, which
brought them to Wounded Knee in
time for battle. But for their oppot-tun-o

arrival the Seventh cavalry
might have beenannihilated, as were
Custer and hismen. For this achieve-
ment "Fighting Guy" was again com-
plimented in special orders Issued by
the War Department. Nothing more
was heard of the threatened court
martial.

Deeming that he hadfairly earned a
rest, for a time at least, Gen. Henry
choseas his place of duty Fort Miles,
at Washington, near to his family. It
is the only cavalry post In the service,
and the men under ills commandare
as perfect ridersas any army in the
world can produce. They do not deem

"York harbor. The crew of tho queer
vesseldescribe her bs a whalcback,
nays the Now York World, and in cer-
tain respectsshe is one. Hut she is so
different from tho McDougall typo of
whaleback, first introduced on the
great lakes, thatshe may be said to
represent a particular type of her
own. Insteadof the homely conical
bow she hastho straight and sharp
stem nnd tho samerounded stern and
counter as tho Atlantic tramp. Hut
with this all her similarity to tho
common type of steamship ceases.
A few yards abaft the stemplece
the sham Vow merges into the
turtle-bac-k deck of tho whale-bac-k,

and thence- nft the whalcback
type is prominent until the deck
rises to meet tho stern proper. Just
above the bulge of her freeboard If
it may be called that there is on
each side of the vessel a walk which
extends from the bow nearly aft to
the stern. These walks aro about five
feet wide, and in wet weathermust
be treacherous. Above and between
them istho deck proper. A little aft
of amidship Is the bridge and forward
deckhouse, and it Is from the peculiar
burhl ol these structures that the
vesseltakes unto itself so much the
appearanceof a warship, In con-
struction they are almost identical
with the superstructure of an Ameri-
can cruiser, and coupled with two
short pole masts, aurmotinted by tops
the similarity is enhanced. Tho
bridge rests upon the lower work of
the deckhouse,and with side wings
covers tho breadth of the ship. Tho
entire structuro is built of heavy steel
plates, and is well calculated to stand
the assaultsof the heaviest tea.

Afjother peculiarity of this peculiar
craft is the manner in which sho is
steered. Insteadof hersteam steering
gear being attached to the rudder
quadrantover the ship's median line,
it works at the starboardside and is
operated by a single steelshaft that
passesalong from tho bridge. The
engines of the Turret Age are of the
triple-expansio- n typo andare capable
of developing f03 registered horse-
power.

Ilaat ai an AnlUrptlc
An eminent surgeon has been ex-

perimenting upon certain classes of
wounds and in surgical operations,
with tho view to testing the efficacy
of heat as anantiseptic. One of his
methods is to touch tho exposed sur-
faces with bits of ubsorbent cotton
dipped in boiling water. He finds
tho healingprocess is greatly facili-
tated by this application, and that,
too, without tho cumbersomeand ex-
pensive apparatusnecessary for ordi-
nary chemical antiseptics Attention
is also called to tho importanco of
properly cleansing all instruments
used forany purpose whatsoever. It
is not enough that thoy bo dipped in
some antiseptic solution uud wiped
with a bit of cotton-wast- as is too
often the case. It is recommended
thata vesselof boiling water be leapt
at hand, and thatall instruments bo
put in this and allowed un-

til thoroughly heated. The water
must bo kept at boiling heat by
meansof an alcohol or other lamp,
else there is no use in dipping tho in-

strumentsatall. There is too much
carelessnessin tho cleaning of all
such appliances, andmany deathsare
unquestionably traccablo to this
cause. There is quite too little atten-
tion givey to tho curative properties
of heat. The subject lias begun to
attract the notice of nme of
tho more advanced thlnUcn umuug
medical men. It is declared that a
high degree of hoat is of great value
when a diseaseis to bo brought to u
crisis. One author assertsthatobsti-
nate ulcers, even of long standing,
and wounds that refuse to heal, may
bo brought into active conditions and
speedily made healthy by packing tho
affected parts with hot water bottles
or bags. Over the immediate open
surfacea pad of lint, inado slightly
damp with glycerine and water, Is
placed. This must be constantly
watched, und renewed as often as it
becomes tilled with the discharged
matter, which it speedily takes up.
The heat Induces activity and in-

creasedcirculation, and the pad takes
up the poisonous emanationsas they
accumulate. It is a positively demon-
strated fuet that intenseheat steadily
applied will break up any caso of
pnoumonis in the earlier or middle
stages, and there are many who do
not believe thata fatal termination to
this diseasela at all necessaryunless
there are other complications. Sim--'

ply dry heat is too easy of application
and to unscientific for the ordinary
medical man. It will thereforeprob-
ably never be possible to mako this a
favorite fo:-- of treatraont

FOR POULTRY KEEPERS.

rian for Keeping the IIn ftuu rife
From Vermin.

Homo yenra sltioo, whon removing
to a now plnco whoro thoro was a.
scarcity of outbuildings, our poultry
was put Into a collar to roost. The
hotiso was an unused kitchen and
tho walls wore of brick. lho in-
terior was dry and with a tempera-
ture qmto uniform tho 3 car round,
bolng warm in wintor and cool lu
summer. Altogothor tho busoinont
proved a very good placo for poul-
try, and after a fow months I con-oltid-

to fix It up pormanontly. On
removing tlio format rooits and
nosts to provldo bottor ones, I was
surprlsod to find that thero vas no
vormln upon any of tho timbers nor
nnywhoro within tho collar. Tho
poultry must havo hud vermin whon
they worn first put Into tho base-
ment, for tho old house from which
they wero token showed It plainly
enough. I now put tho basomont in
thorough ordor, everything tidy,
with now nustsand roosts.

From that tlmo on I watched tho
collar closely for vermin, but nono
woro over observed thoro. I kept
poultry in that basomont for about
six yours, a tlmo long enough oor-taln- ly

to tost thoroughly tho muttor.
and from boglnnlng to end no ver-
min woro ever soon therein. I am
sure of this fact, for tho discovery
wus so romarkablo that I n.ado

examinations to soo If anv
vormln could bo found, and to dls-covo- r.

If I could, tho causo of its ab-
sence. It certainly was now to
1110 to havo a poultry houso with-
out vermin, and I novor had poultry
In healthier condition or laying bat-
ter than during thoso six years.

I found tho poultry buslnoss both
pleasantand profitable. Yet I novor
could docldo what it wus that kept
tho parasitos away from tho fowls
und tho house, oxcept it may havo
bcon tho brick walls that wcro al-

ways a llttlo cool and moist to tho
touch of tho hnnd, and probably not
suited to the lifo of tho vermin.
Whatevertho truo causomay bo, tho
fact remains that this basomont
poultry houso. with walls of brick,
surroundod by ca-t- h tioa-l- to tho
top on tho outsido, with a good roof
overhead, and kopt clean and itf,
made a roosting placo whoro no ver-
min would come to feod upon and an-
noy tho fowls.

Whon a boy of 10 yearsold. then
at school In New Orlouns, it wus
plannedfor mo to spend tho summer
months on tho Montosano bluffs,
four mllos abovo tho city of Baton
llougo. Solocting n boat on which
to mako tho trip, I cast my oyo
down tho river column of L'Absillo
(tho Boo). In that column appoarod
n cut of a magnificent nt?amor. with
two hugo pipos und decoratodwith
flags nnd pnnnunts dlspluv'od from
sovoral flagstaffs. In finish tho cut
was vory attractive and in sl.o it
was about ten times as largo as tho
steamboat cuts of to-da-y. Under
tho glaro of this magnificent craft,
on paper, wus tho following logond,
viz:

Farly on Sunday I went on board
tho Miami to select my stntoroom.

plno planks,tho bod clothes
of which lookod us though thoy
might have sorvod through ono or
two earlier generations without bo
lng subjectedto any procossof foup
and wator. But thcro woro so many
other points of sharp contrast be-

tween tho aetual Miami and tho

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CROZIER'S HISTORY.

LEFT ON A BARREN ROCK IN
THE PACIFIC OCEAN.

Description of Fearful Scnnm on thu
Dk of a Wrackrd Htoamar Tha
Uaait Cant Intu tha Nra Submitting oo
Cruiulx of llnnltack ami Water.

Thoro appoarod on tho stroots of
Lawrencoburg,Ind., rccontly a re-
markable old man. His thin and
scattering hair was illvorod with tho
frost of noarly four scoro years. His
wan and beardloss faeo boro the
marks of bitter suffering, but his
tall, sparo form wns as straight as
an arrow, and his stop that ot a
much youngerman. Ho is known by
thousandsot poisons throughout the
adjacent portions of Ohio, Indiana
nnd Kentucky as "Old Perry Cro- -

r.lor."
It was in December, 1861,"ho

said to a St. Louis Republic corre
spondent "I hud taken passageon
the steamerWinflold Scott to go from
Sun Franciscoto Panama. Captain
Hudd was In commnnd. It was
ubout midnight I could not sleep
and was walking tha deck nnd watch-
ing tho hugo foam-creste- d billows.
Tho captain and his friends woro in
the room having a marry tlmo with
wino aud cards whon tho steamer
struck a rock. F.vory soul on hoard
was arousedby tho torriblo shock.
Tho captain rushed irom his room
andsoolng tho situation guvo ordors
through his trumpet to back the
vessel and thon rush hor with
all forco possllilo lorwatd so as to
land hor us far as possible up tho
rldgo ot rocks that roso in jugged
form ubovo the top of tho roaring
surf that shot its foaming spruy In
fleecy clouds aroundour vessel.

Tho boat roso with tho swoll of
the sea, and, propelled by all tho
forco of her powerful engines,saomed
to almost leave its bod of tumbling
wators, and leaped high up on thn
jutting roof of rooks, whoro it hung
for several hours swaying at tho
raorcy ol tho surging waves. Every-
thing wns confusion. Tho boat was
bending and breaking to pieces, and
ovorybody was trying to get oft it as
fast as possible. In tholr excite-
ment many sprang from tho wrecked
vessoland wero dashed to death on
tho hard-face- d rocks, or woro swal-
lowed up in thn swirling wators.
Ovor fifty personslost tholr livos in
this manner.

"Many heroic scones were wit-
nessed, nnd all tho strongest tralt3
in human characterwero plainly

"Tho avaricious loadod himself
with his worldly treasures, thus In-

creasinghis weight and making his
doscont down tho blistering ropo
moro torriblo on his tendor hands.
Others showed tho noblonossot tholr
naturosby trying to help tholr fam-
ily or frlonds first and looking after
tholr own safety afterward. A do- -

votod mother bound two small chil-
dren to hor parson aud reached tho
rock In safety with hor precious bur-do- n.

Tho husbandund fathor hav-
ing becomo bowlldcrod with fright,
leaped overboardand lost his llfo
boforo tho ropo escape had been
provided.

A young son, aboutnlnotocn years
of age, with his invalid father strap-
ped to his back, mado tho foarful do-

scont, and although his hands woro
burnod to tho bono hy slipping down
tho greasedropo, ho rojoiccd at pre-
serving tho llfo of his sick parent,
unmindful of his own sufferings.
But the poor man ncvor survived the
shook ot his unfortunato condition,
and died tho following day, and tho
braveboy who fueod death in his ef-

fort to savo that father, saw his
corpso consigned to tho rotnorsolcss
waves that broke nbout the baso of
tholr cheerlessrotroat

Strong but;snlllshmon fought like
maddenod boastsand trampledovor
tho weak and helpless In tholr furi-
ous offorts to bj tho first in leaving
the stranded steamer. I was about
the last one to loavo tho boat boforo
sho went to plecos. As I was hang-
ing over tho edgo of the vessel, and
suspended fully sixty feot above tho
rook, tho steamerbroko In two, and
I was jerked by the momentum high
In tho air aud sent swinging liko a
pendulum baokward and forwurd
over tho turbulent wators.

Two men, who wero on tho ropo
with mo, loosonod their grip and
foil Into tho raging sea and disap-
peared forever. 1 hold on to the
swaying ropo with all tho tonaclty
I possessed. My arms wore almost
wrenched from tholr snekots, tho
cords and muscles painod as it thoy
woro being torn asunder, and my
hands burnod as it claspinga coal of
flro. Yet llfo, amid all thoso tor-
ments, was too sweet to surrender,
und I huggedthat ropo with a grip
that could not bo broken off. My
strength was giving out when ono ot
the crow caught tho swinging rope
aud pullod mo to tho rook.

Merciful Provldouce did not for-lak- o

us. Tho winds that hod proved
our destructionnow provod a bless-
ing, for they blew to tho rook sov-or- al

casks of drinking wator that
had escaped from tho bold of tho
brokon steamer and a number ot
boxes ofprovisions,with many arti-
cles that in our destitute condition
contributed to our comfort.

For thlrtoon wearisome daysand
nights ot wintry weather wo wero
huddled, without proteetlon or
shelter, on our dosolate and isolated
quarters,and with only tho scantiest
allowance for our sustenance. A
few mouthfulsot hard tack and sev-
oral tablespoonfulsof water once a
day was each.one's apportionment.
Fortuuately wo wero able to capture
a few sealions, and they contributed
largely to our support But many
wero unableto enduretho hardships
we were undergoing' and died.
When death claimed a victim tho
body was cast Into the sea. Sev-

eral became craned from their suf-
ferings and ended their exlsteaoe.
One big follow below beeama Insane
and attempted, to murder hit com-
panions- He Injured several per-
sons severely beforo he was over-powor-

and tied with rapes. On
the thirteenth day attar our dla-att-or

the steamorGolden Gate, hav-
ing bcon curried out of its courseby
a storm, discovered our distress
signalsandcame to our rescuerad
wo wero taken aboardand Uadly
cared for. How many Uvea rsre
let 7 never inquired, but thora wero
a great many, I know.

Chicago' Milk Trail..
Chicago's milk trado is considered

ono of the small Items in the city's
commerceandyet it is one of thoso
small things thatgo to show tho great-
nessof the city, says a writer in Chi-
cago Evening Post. Only a mighty
metropolis with an Immense popula-
tion could consume GO,U0o,U0O gallons
of milk annually. Vet this 1 the
quantity which Is delivered here from
thesurroundingcountry. Tho value
of this milk Is not less than S4,S0O,OOO
at wholesale. It costs the consumers
not lessthan 813,000,000 Tho dally
receipts by rail average 13,500 cans of
eightgallonseach, or 103,000 gallons,
Tho supply U never loss than 12.000
cans perday. His never more than
10,000cans, but tho average for the
yearround is as already stated. The
aggregatereceipts for 18!M wero in tho
neighborhood of 0,000,000 cans, from
the transportationof which the rail-
roadsbringing them Into tho city

a revenue of about 81.000,000.
This milk was shipped by 3.200 dairy
farmerswho owned from nlirhtrnn in

jtwenty-flv- o milch cows each. It re-- ,
quires four milch cows to make up an
eight-gallo- n canof mill; perday. On
arrival In Chicago this milk was re-
ceivedby 1,150 milk dealers, who mod
3.3S0 wagons in its distribution to
consumers In tho city. The supply of
milk Is largestduring tho months of

. JuneandJuly. It issmallestduringNo--
Vcmber.Dccember.Jnniiiirv and KWirn.
ary. Until quiterecentlymilk shipments
to Chicagowere not made from points
more than fifty miles from the city.
It was claimed that they could not be
with profit, but last year the Chicago,
Milwaukee A St Paul took a new de-
parture and extended itsmilk ter-
ritory to seventy-nin-e miles from the

city. New York drawsIts milk sup-
plies from a district that extends 2.0
miles from tho city, but tho system
pursued in handling Is quite dif-
ficult and muchmore expensive than
that followed here.

It is taken into the
city night Here no refrigerator
car areused andthe milk arrives in
the city about 10:30 in tho forenoon.

abundant supply to meet all the
city's demands can usually be ob-

tained. There have been occasions
when, owing to some exceptionaland
unforeseen circumstances, supplies
have run short, but this hasbeen but
for a very short time. Still the city
mllkdealera have active competitors
in theoreameries thatare quite num-
erousthroughout the entire territory
from which the city draws its milk
supplies, and tho presence of these
creamerieshasrenderedcareful nurs-
ing necessary to develop the milk
trade of the city andbring to It the
proportions it ha assumed. This
nursing has been doneby tho rail-
roads engaged in the trade, aad
those that have done the moat
aurslng have secured by far
the largestmilk traffic. Among the
railroadsmaking a specialty of the
milk traffic the Chicago fc North-
western stands nt It Is
known a the pioneer line in the milk
business. The first canof milk trans-
portedby rail was over that road.
The first shipment amounted to two
cans perday, or sixty-fou-r quarts,and
the revenue received was SO cent.
That was nearly forty yearsago. Tho
company hasfrom time to time, given
special attention to the transportation
of milk, arranging special time carda
and constructlog special car for
transportation,and ha on it track
in Chloagosevendepotsused for milk
trafflo exclusively.

ing sheep, for we fall to see that salt
can possibly do any harm to ntock
unless It be to pregnant ewes, and In-

deed It would bo very salty bay that
would bring about abortion ia
the sheep pens. On general princi-
ples it may be assertedthat-perfectl-

cured hay ncedB no condlmint or
preservative other than its own fine
aroma and thatwhich .sun and wind
gave it; but how small a proportion
of the hsy crop annually harvested
can be considered perfectly cured,
hence needing no adjunct to render
It more palatable. Much of It would
mold in the mow or stack unless lib-

erally salted, having been cut extra
early or in weather that did not al-

low of thorough drying In tho Odd,
tho latter being the common rea-
son for salting hay in Urcat
llritaln, where, however, salt Is not
as a rulo given to stock "Atraight" on
the pasturesor among the feed daily,
ns is tho custom here. In that coun-
try, too, where hay is seldom put up
so perfectly ns here account ot ex-

cessivemoisture, it Is a commonprac-
tice to use an aromatic powder to
sprinhlo upon tho hay, layer by layer,
as It Is trampled Into tho stackor mow.
Such "spice," as called, comes
high, and as a rulo could be com-
pounded very cheaply did tho owner
know tho ingredients, but which ho
buys at 1,000 per cent profit in the
shapoof condiment. Thefine enicll of
the stuff is duo to a little powdered
fenugreek, which may bo purchasedat
smnll cost from any largo city drug
house. It Is tho chief ingredient of
vnluo in a hay spice, as imparts a
pleasantodor, cloaking tho mustincss
due to mold or old age. To give the
spicebulk corn meal andother cheap
and finely groundfeedsareadded and
the condiment further medicated by
an admixture of such drugsas pulver-
ized gentianand gingerroot, and per-
haps a certainpercentageof saltpeter.
In storing hay, whether a condiment
Is used or not and we coubider
ono entirely superlluous in most
cases the chief point should
be to see that tho hay is properly
spread out and trampled. Much of
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tho spoiled hay resultsfrom tho now
fashionableway of dumping tho hay
in mammoth heapsover the mow just
as the fork brought It up from the
wagon Often these "forkfuls" arebo
heavy that the men in the mow can
not or do not care to tackle them, and
so they ere left like islands here and
there,the restof thehay being packed
in aroundthem. Theresult is that In
a hay mow so filled there are numer-
ous air channels left at the walls,
aroundeach beamand "island," and
here the mold will bo found to congre-
gate,and in Iowa many a barn burned
from spontaneouscombustion in clover
hay might have stood to-da-y had the
green stuff been properly trampled
andkept from freecirculation of air.
The new implements for mowing and
stackinghay aregreat time and labor
savers, but thefan&er should seeto it
most carefully that In tho hurry to
finish the harvest theyoung fellows
do not merely dump his hay into the
mows la which it was wont to be so
thoroughlyspread and trampled. The
old way Insured good, sweethay with-
out condiments; the new way is apt
to givo other results, so in tho lan-
guageof Will Carleton, "You'd bettor
look out" Farmer'sReview.

Trof. Sheldon writing tho London

Live Stock JournalAlmanac.describcs
what ho calls tho Derbyshire "Duno-stono- "

sheep. In part ho says: I
havo a lucid recollection of a great
snow which fell, a good many years
ngo, when I was a lad at homeon my
father's farm, at Lo Fields, In tho
southernpart of I'cak county. It foil
In th'o night and the sheep sheltered
themselves,as usual, under tho vari-
ous new walls, of which my father
built miles during his occupation of
tho farm. Driven by a f arlous wind,
thesnow gatheredin big drifts under
tho walls which run right across the
currentof the gale, and scoresof sheep
wero burledunderfour or five feet of
tho whlto blanketof winter. To find
wheic all the burled sheep were was
no little task, for they had thorun of
a dozenor fifteen fields. Somoof them,
indeed, were not releasedfor nearlya
week from their prison of snow, and
it was a relief to seo how very little
harm they had taken; they had
been warm enough, anyway, and
though no food could be got
nt, they took no great harm
for want of It Urcathlng wo might
think would bo difficult, but their
warm breath found Its way to tho
walls closo underwhich they lay. and
these provided manr avenuesfor air,
whilst in other cases tiny chimneys
wero formed to the surface of the
snow. All available handswere soon
at work with long rods rakehandles
they were, chiefly poking down
through every square foot of snow,
until tho end of a rod would prod
something solter than tho frozen
ground; then would tho men go to
work with spades to dig away the
snow, and the sheep was "pulled out
by the scruff of tho neck." Beforeall
the fcheephad been found, on thatand
an adjoining farm, the frozen snow
would carry a light youth like me,
and the prodding could be dono with
better effect and lessdiscomfort But
it had to be done with caro nil the
time, or a sheep'seye might have been
missing, or a rib broken, or a life lost
The animals were helpless enough,and
apparently content, when bared of
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snow, but they soon recovered the
useof their limbs, and of their appe-
tites soonei stllll

Inrinsnce or rirst Parent.
Q Ilenry S. Russell says: I am a thor-
ough believer in the power of the first
parent to mark all the succeeding pro-
geny. I believe that the sire of the
mare's first foal has an influence upon
every one of her progeny, fading out,
perhaps, as it goeson. It Is not nec-
essary to rofer to my own experience,
except in one celebratedcose. At the
beginningof this century, the Duke
of Richmond, I think it was, or some
celebratedstatesman,took a very fine
thoroughbredmitre to the Zoological
gardens in London, and had her
crossed with a wild striped ass, a
quaggafrom the Capaof Good Hope;
andshe had a foal in due course of
time, bearing the stripes of the
quagga. Shewas afterwardput to a
thoroughbredhorse, andshe threw a
foal from the thoroughbred horse
stronglymarked with the stripes of
thequagga-- Theycontinuedto brcod
her; andshe hadseven or eight foals
beforo she got through, every one of
which bore the marks of that first im-
press, fainter and fainter toward the
last I have refused, in several in-

stances,to have a mare covered by a
horse thatoncebelonged to me, whose
form I wished to see in the colts, be-
causethe mare had been previously
coveredby notoriousscrubs;and I had
no idea that the subsequentcover
could prevail over thatinfluence. I be-

Mantels and rets vs. Silage.
In bulletin No 20 of tho Penn-

sylvania experiment station, Prof.
At S. Waters and It. .1. Weld report
tho results of a comparison of the
yields of dlgcsttblo matter produced
by mangels, sugar boots and silsgo
corn when grown under similar condi-
tions, and also a comparison of the
meritsof roots and sllago for the pro-
duction of milk and butter.

On fairly goodupland clay limestone
soil, made rich enough for a fair crop
of corn or beets,and tinder reasonably
good field culture, tho following re-

sults wero obtained:

In other words, as much digestible
organic matter was produced by ono
acre of corn as was secured from al-

most two acresof beets.
Similar although very much less

striking results wero obtained at the
Maine state experimentstation in a
comparison of tevcral clubsc of for-
age crops, and involving In eachcase
two year'swork. At the Ontario ag-
ricultural experiment station sllago
corn gavo second highest yield of di-

gestiblematerialper acre as tho aver-
age of two seasons comparisonsof six
types of forage crops, ltoth of these
experimentstations aro out of the
corn belt, and a less favorable show-
ing for corn was to bo expected.

In tho Pennsylvania experiments a
careful nccount of the cost of growing,
harvestingand storing the two crops
was kept with the following results:
Costof one acreof beetsin pit. ..50.07
Costof oneacreof corn in silo 21. 13

In 1800 the costof one acre of beets
was SOU.

Tho Wisconsin experimentstation
reportsthe cost of one ncro of sugar
beetsfrom a two-acr- e field, without
charging rent of laud and using no
fertilizers, at 853.80.

The Ohio experiment station grew
sugarbeets at a cost of 831.30 per
acre in 1800, andS33.84in 1S01, making
no charge for fertilizers or rent of
land.

The average cost per acre of sugar
beets, when grown on a commercial
scale in California, as reported by
sevenlargegrowers, was S48.85.

At tho United Mates sugarbeet ex-

periment station, Schuyler, Nub., the
cost peracre in IblU was S10.78, exclu-
sive of fertilizers andrent

In specialcasesthese Uguresmay bo
considerably reduced for both crops,
bnt it is believed that the relation
between them given abovo is

correct for average
conditions.

In si feeding trial involving two lots
of five cows each and covering three
periods of twelvo days, 100 pounds of
digestible matter in the bilage ration
produced 131.02pounds of milk and
"ill pounds of butter, while an equal
amountof digestible dry matter in the
form of rootsproduce 137.30pounds of
milk and C 53 pounds of butter a dif-
ference in tho butter produced of 10.4
per cent Hut when the two lots of
conswero fed alike on a combined ra-
tion of beetsandbilage, thesilagelot
produced, per 100 pounds of digestible
mutter consumed, 130 pounds of milk
and u.70 pounds of butter, and the
roots lot 150 poundsof milk and C. 10

poundsof butter, thusshowing an ap-
parentsuperiorityof the cows consti-
tuting the silage lot When this is
takenaccountof it leavesa net gain
in feeding value of thesilage over the
rootsof 5 per cent

Similar resultswero obtainedat this
station In 1890.

which grows "wild" upon a soil is
also to some extent Indicative of its
chemical composition. The hardwood
trees(oak, hickory, etc.), for instance,
the 06hcs of which contain a great
deal of potashand considerable phos-
phoric acid, will only grow spontane-
ously upon soil rich In potash and
fairly well supplied with phosphates.
The cedar and certaingrasses,whose
ashescontainmuch lime, grow natur-
ally upon limestone soils. The pine,
which contain but little ash, grow
naturally upon poor soil, aa it make
but asmall demand upon the soil for
food of any kind. It frequently hap-
pens thatwhenhardwood timber(oak,
hickory, eta) has been out
off from a tract of land and
the soil cultivated for a con-
siderable period of time and
then thrown out of cultivation, it la
followed by a spontaneousgrowth ot
pine (old field pine especially). This
Indicates that the soil originally con-
taineda sufficient supply of. available
potash andphosphoricacid compound
to supportttie growth of hard-woo-d

tree. Thetimber la it growth,how-
ever, followed by a period of exhaust-
ive cropping, exhaustedthe soil of it
availablemineral food, andthe subse-
quentspontaneousgrowth upon it,
therefore,would only be pine tree
andsimilar vegetation requiring bat
little mineral food. During the growth
of thepine the aalnerala of the soil
undergoadditionalweatheringandde-
composition, thusatorlagup ia theaoil
a fresh upp)y of availableplant food.
