til quite cured, then head and thresh,
or if not ready to thresh haul where
wanted and build into long ricks, the
heads in the center, and cover with
bay or something that will shed the
rain. Ot course if the farmer can
provide himself with long narrow
cribs thorougly ventilated and per-
fectly dry then, the best and most
satisfactory way is to head in the ﬁ_eld
and crib at once. As to thresing

A fact of importance which has been
smphasized is the value of cooling the
milk ns thoroughly as possible as soon
as milked. When drawn from the cow,

r. the milk will become
1¥. but never becomes
paoler than the alr,  The bacteria wiiich
have gotten into the milk will there-
for+ have the very bost
rapid multiplication and the milk will
sour very rapidly. If, liowever, the
milk i2 cooled to a low temperature im-
medintely after it s drawn, the bacteria
growth is checked at once and will not
begin again with much rapldity untll
the milk has become warmed once more
This warming will take place slowly,
and therefore the cooled milk will re-
main sweet many hours longer than
that which 1s not cooled. A practical
knowledge of this fact will be of great
value to every person handling milk.
Early cooling to as low a temperature
as is practicable is the best remedy for
too rapld souring of milk.—Department
of Agriculture,

But if the trouble appears after a fow
hours, and then grows rapidly worse
until it reaches a maximum, he may Le |
psaured that the remedy Is to be sought,
not In changlng the food of the cow, hu: |
in greater care in the mansgement of
the dairy or barn.—Agricultural Re-
port.

Muke Improvements.—Why not tear
out all the permanent fixtures in the
hen house and destroy the mites hidden
behind and under them? Then make
arraugements to put the roosts back
and the nests in such shape that they
can be read'ly taken out and coal olled,
See that the roosts are all on one level
and not too high. Bumble foot becomes
very frequent among flocks of heavy

A few loads of sand or gravel to fll
in the low places around the hen house
will prevent dampness, and when the
land is elayey enable you to get rid of
much mud, Mud should never be al-
lowed 4round the hen house. Band,
gravel, coal ashes or sod should prevent
such & nulsance from ever exlsling.—

The Inventor of the Tolka.
