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The plant will grow from this
stored food until it produces
enough leaf surface to manufac-
ture its food and support new root
growth. If these plants are grazed
off as soon as the new leaves be-
gin to appear the plant will be
severely damaged, and a short
drouth during the summer may
kil it. Grass must have leaves to
manufacture food in order to de-
velop a good root system. If a
good root system is not produced,
grass is easily killed by over-
grazing or short dry periods.

When only about 4 of the an-
nual growth of native grasses are
grazed off, the root system of the
plant can contnue its develop-
ment without injury to the plant.
When more than '; of the leaves
are removed the root growth of
the plant stops gnd the plant is
weakened,

To properly manage his range-
land, a farmer or rancher should
be able to recognize the better
grasses that grow on the type of
soll available. Grazing should be
controlled to prevent overuse of
the better grasses. This will allow
the best grasses to increase and
produce more vegetation which
will produce more beef. Short
periods of deferment durlng criti-
cal growing periods will help to
improve range condilion and in-
crease plant vig‘gr.
