The Texas Tech chapter of the Ameri-
can Association of University Professors
met Monday to discuss the emptying of
seemingly random departmental monetary
accounts by university officials.

Professor of history Ed Steinhart said a
system-wide “sweeping” of departmental ac-
counts is occurring throughout the univer-
sity without explanation.

“The main questions here are why is
there a sweeping of accounts, and where is
that money going?” Steinhart said. “The
suspicion is that there is a deep financial
crisis going on at the university.”

Giaccardo said he is concerned about the
administration’s lack of communication in
regard to the account seizures.

“I think the AAUP chapter at this time
is very, very confused,” Giaccardo said.
“We're even more concerned that through-
out the university, we have heard from fac-
ulty, associate deans, deans, and they are
also very concerned. The lack of commu-
nications on this issue from the adminis-
tration to the people who are most affected
needs to be more clear and more timely.”

Vice President for Fiscal Affairs Lynda
Gilbert, Dean of Architecutre Andrew
Vernooy and Tech President David
Schmidly did not immediatley return
phone calls. Chancellor David Smith was
out of town and was unable to be reached.

Giaccardo said he hopes for adminis-
trators to make public why the university
is emptying certain accounts.

“We're hoping that our representatives
on the Faculty Senate in the near future
will ask the administration to come and ex-
plain and communicate to our representa-
tives why that happened and to make it
public,” he said. “Why did it happen, and
where did the money go?

“It’s such a mystery right now, and it
shouldn't be,” he said.

Dean of Arts and Sciences Jane Winer
declined to comment on possible reasons
for emptied accounts, but said there has
recently been dismay in how the univer-
sity is managing its departmental accounts.

“There's been a lot of confusion about
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accounts and keeping up with them in re-
cent months,” Winer said. “There’s no
question that it’s been really tough recently
to figure out the accounts.”

Provost William Marcy said although
he was unaware of all the reasons the uni-
versity may be taking funds from certain
accounts, one reason may be the
university’s policy of reclaiming unused
funds from each academic year.

“One thing that is a factor at the end
of each fiscal year is funds not expended
do not carry over,” he said. “The unused
funds are automatically lapsed at the end
of the fiscal year back to the university. At
the same time, there may be other issues

WASHINGTON — U.S. forces killed a
top associate of Osama bin Laden in Yemen
in a missile strike, expanding the war on ter-
ror with America’s first overt attack on sus-
pected al-Qaida operatives outside of Afghani-
stan, a U.S. official said Monday.

Qaed Salim Sunian al-Harethi was one of
several al-Qaida members traveling by car in
northwest Yemen when a Hellfire missile
struck it Sunday, killing him and five others.
The official, speaking on the condition of
anonymity, said the attack was believed to
have been conducted by a CIA aircraft, pos-
sibly a missile-carrying Predator drone.

Sanchez finishes his
campaign in hometown

LAREDO (AP) — After 14
months and hundreds of public appear-
ances across Texas, Democrat Tony
Sanchez on Monday spent his last full
day of campaigning for governor in the
friendly confines of his hometown.

Former Gov. Ann Richards was
with Sanchez, who recent polls showed
to be trailing Gov. Rick Perry in the
final days before Tuesday's election.

“So this must be Tony Sanche:
country,” Richards said to hearty
hundred
Laredoans. “Tomorrow we're going to
make history in Texas.”

In Cedar Park, north of Austin, a
morning Republican rally seemed
more like an early victory party.

Perry, relaxed and looking rested,
spent most of his speaking time to pro-
mote fellow Republicans John
Cornyn, running for the U.S. Senate,

cheers from several

and lieutenant governor hopeful
David Dewhurst.

“I want you to act like the future
of the state of Texas is at stake, be-
cause my friends, it is,” Perry said.

The Sanches rally was supposed to
be outdoors at San Agustin Plaza in
downtown Laredo, the same place that
the Democrat announced his candi-
dacy in September 2001.

Rain and cool temperatures drove the
gathering indoors, where Sanchez re-
minded his listeners of the importance
that they do whatever they can to get
out the largest possible vote on Tuesday.

“The time for campaigning is
over,” he said. “The mantle of respon-
sibility has been passed on to you all.”

Richards said she had watched
Sanchez grow as a candidate during the
race, saying he had worked hard to over-
come his naturally reserved persona.

“Ithasn’t been easy for him, but Tony
Sanchez has done it because he believes
in the future of this state,” Richards said.

Sanchez touched on his usual
stump topics of the need for economic
development and health care and edu-
cation reform, and he repeated his oft-
made charge that Perry’s campaign
attacks on Sanchez have stripped the
governor’s office of its dignity.

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Bush will offer revised

resolution this week

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Bush administration has completed
a new round of negotiations with
critics of its tough stand on Iraq and
plans to give the U.N. Security
Council a revised resolution this
week.

State Department spokesman Ri-
chard Boucher said Monday the ad-
ministration hoped for council ap-
proval within two days after the reso-
lution is submitted.

A White House meeting was
called for later Monday so Secretary
of State Colin Powell can confirm the
planned revisions with Vice President
Dick Cheney, Secretary of Defense
Donald H. Rumsfeld and Condoleezza
Rice, President Bush’s national secu-
rity assistant.

The revisions go a long way toward
taking into account the views of other
countries, Boucher said. He added that
the “bottom line” of the U.S.-British
draft under discussion for two months
had been retained.

France, Russia, China, Mexico and
other members objected to threaten-
ing Iraq with war at least until after
U.N. weapons inspectors have been
dispatched to conduct new searches
for hidden caches of chemical and bio-
logical arms in Iraq.

“We think there's general agree-
ment that there needs to be a strong
resolution,” Boucher said. “We ad-
here to our core position that there
must be a clear statement of Iraq's fail-
ure to comply with its obligations.
There has to be a tough inspection
regime, and there have to be serious
consequences in the event of new
Iraqi violations.”

“Serious consequences” has been
a stumbling block so far. France, Rus-
sia and some other members fear
that the United States would con-
sider the phrase an automatic trig-
ger for military action if Iraq resisted
inspections.

The proposed resolution would
make clear that Iraqi President
Saddam Hussein's palaces would not
be exempt from the inspection.

Palestinian suicide
bomber strikes Israel

JERUSALEM (AP) — A Pales-
tinian suicide attacker blew himself
up Monday while grappling with an
Israeli security guard at a shopping
mall in a Tel Aviv suburb, killing the
guard and another civilian and
wounding 12 other people, including
two infants.

The bombing — the 81st by Pal-
estinian militants in two years —
marked a first test for Israel’s new de-
fense minister, Shaul Mofaz, who was
sworn in Monday. Mofaz is known for
his hawkish views and is an advocate
of tough military action against the
Palestinians.

Against the backdrop of violence,
Prime Minister Ariel Sharon’s govern-
ment fended off three no-confidence
votes in Israel’s parliament. Sharon
rejected calls for early elections, and
was searching for partners to stabilize
his coalition and recapture a majority
in the legislature.

In the Monday evening bombing,
the assailant, identified as 20-year-old
Nabil Sawalha, blew himself up in a
shopping mall in Kfar Saba, a town
northeast of Tel Aviv just across the
West Bank border from the Palestin-
ian town of Qalgiliya.

Police said one of the Israeli dead
was a mall security guard who
struggled with the bomber, stopping
him from entering a crowded appli-
ance store and thereby avoiding more
casualties. The bomber blew himself
up as he wrestled with the guard, po-
ll\ ¢ \Hd.

The other victim’s body was so
badly mutilated that officials were
working to determine the gender and
identity.

“It seems that the alertness of the
security force here prevented the ter-
rorist from entering the shop which
would have caused a great disaster,”
national police chief Shlomo
Aharonishki told Israel television.

“I went into the mall and in a pas-
sageway there was the guy who blew
up, in a pool of his own blood,” a wit-
ness'who gave his name as Ron told
Israel Radio. .

The College of Human Sciences,
Agriculture, and Arts and Sciences
have put together a pilot program
to export U.S. cotton to Vietnam,
which will benefit the city of
Lubbock’s cotton and textile indus-
try, and economic development.

The project brought in nine
Vietnamese from various companies
attending a “cotton school” this
week to leamn about the quality of
Texas cotton, said Shelley Harp, as-
sociate professor of merchandising
and team director. They will discuss
new uses and products and the lat-
est marketing techniques of the in-
dustry.

The itinerary his week comprises
of lectures, tours and dinners to get
the men acquainted with West
Texas culture, said Diane Oliver,
deputy director of the Vietnam Cen-
ter. The purpose of the event is to
begin trading cotton with Vietnam
since there is not trade within the
countries now.

This will give long-term benefits for
West Texas growers in particular, and
for the U.S. textile and garment indus-
try in general, Oliver said.

The Vietnamese team also will visit
Buster’s Gin near Ropesville and tour
the Plains Cotton Cooperative
Association’s American Cotton Grow-
ers Mill at Littlefield.

At the end of the cotton school,
the Vietnamese group will receive cer-
tificates noting their completion in the
cotton school.

Lubbock is one of the world’s larg-
est cotton producers, Harp said. The
team received $100,000 in grant money
from the U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture to provide a school for the Viet-
namese to learn the differences in qual-
ity from U.S. cotton and the cotton
they import now, mainly from Russia
and Africa.

Vietnam has not imported cotton
from the United States because of the
expense, but when looking at the “big
picture,” the cotton from Russia only
gives Vietnam about 60 percent to use
after processing. The quality of U.S.

cotton would give them about 99
percent after processing, Oliver said.

Under a recent ratified trade
pact, Vietnam has agreed to open
its market to industrial and agricul-
tural goods from the United States,

Oliver said.

Vietnam is planning to invest
$785 million in garment and textile
production during the next five

years, he said.

Harp said there would be two
phases of this project. Phase 1 will

get the Vietnamese better ac-

quainted with the cotton industry.

In March, Phase 2 will send a
team of Tech representatives to Viet-
nam for a two-week assessment to
follow up and see how companies

are benefiting.

The team will bring presenta-
tions and will be able to answer any
questions that come up in the new
production of cotton in Vietnam,
Harpsaid. The grant will be used to

cover these expenses.

“We see an opportunity for a win,

win situation,” Harp said.

The CIA declined comment.

A Yemeni official, speaking on
condition of anonymity, said, “Au-
thorities have been monitoring this
particular car for a while, and we be-
lieve those men belonged to the al-
Qaida terror network.”

Many al-Qaida operatives fleeing
the U.S.-led war on Afghanistan have
joined comrades in Yemen. After the
United States detected growth in al-
Qaida presence there this spring, hun-
dreds of U.S. troops deployed to
Djibouti, the tiny African nation fac-
ing Yemen across the Red Sea, offi-
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cials said. The Marine amphibious as-
sault ship Nassau recently replaced the
USS Belleau Wood in the waters be-
tween the two nations.

Inside Yemen, U.S.-trained
Yemeni troops deployed to suspected
al-Qaida hotbeds in August.

In addition to al-Harethi, at least
one more Yemeni al-Qaida operative
linked to the Cole attack, Mohammad
Hamdi al-Ahdal, is thought to be in
Yemen, U.S. officials say. In the Cole
attack, two suicide bombers slammed
an explosives-laden boat into the hull
of the ship, killing 17 U.S. sailors and
disabling the vessel.

Also believed to be in Yemen are
Shaykh Dabwan and Suwaid, de-
scribed as al-Qaida operatives who
plan and provide support to terror
operations, and an al-Qaida commu-
nications expert known as Miqdad,

said a U.S. defense official, speak-

ing on condition of anonymity.

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Gov. Perry increases speed limit to 65 mph

HOUSTON (AP) — Residents in
the eight counties around Houston
will soon see the unpopular 55 mph
speed limit — imposed earlier this year
as part of a clean air plan — slowly
fade in their rear view mirrors.

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While state officials had given the
go-ahead to raise the speed limit, fi-
nal approval was needed from the U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency.
That approval arrived in the hands of
Texas Department of Transportation
officials in a letter signed by EPA Re-
gional Administrator Gregg Cooke on
Monday morning.

Dave Bary, spokesman for the
EPA’s regional office in Dallas, said
while the approval was ready for
Cooke’s signature on Thursday, the
regional director was out of town last
week.

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Bone marrow donors have chance to save lives

Scott Brem of Amarillo was diag-
nosed with leukemia Dec. 7, 1989,
After being diagnosed with leukemia
he said he underwent a long year of
chemotherapy and radiation to re-
move malignant white cells from his
body.

In November the following year,
doctors gave Brem less than two weeks
to live, Brem said, and only a 10 per-
cent chance of surviving, if given a
transplant in time.

Fortunately, Brem received his
transplant in time and is alive to tell
his story.

To assist others in life-threaten-
ing situations, donors are needed for
a bone marrow drive, which will take
place Wednesday and Thursday in
the Robert H. Ewalt Student Recre

ation Center.

The drive will be from 3 to 7 p.m.
on both days and is attempting to gain
support for National Bone Marrow
Awareness Month.

The bone marrow drive taking
place this week will create a list of
those who come to donate and add the
list to a national registry of bone mar-
row donors.

The donors will be contacted if
they are a match for a patient and are
needed to give their own bone mar-
row to assist a patient suffering from
leukemia or other blood-related dis-
eases.

If a student is a match, all their
expenses will be paid for the donation
process. Students who donate will re-
main on the list until the age of 60.

Betty Blanton, associate director of
Recreational Sports, said 88 percent

of bone marrow donors on the na-
tional registry are white.

“I would strongly urge any student
who is of Hispanic or African-Ameri-
can descent to get out on Wednes-
day and Thursday and donate,
Blanton said. “The fact of the matter
is that we have a very low number of
non-Caucasian donors, and those
people who are diagnosed with leu-
kemia that are among the black and
Hispanic communities need dona-
tions, t00.”

Blanton said it is common that
people needing bone marrow trans-
plants can only receive donations from
inside their own ethnic groups because
of the genetic make up of blood.

“College students are looking for
ways to give back to the community,”
Blaton said. “And this way has the
potential to save a life.”

Donors of bone marrow can assist
patients who are terminally ill from
the effects of blood and bone marrow
diseases, mainly leukemia.

According to the National Can-
cer Institute’s Web site, it is estimated
that about 27,000 adults and 2,000
children are affected with leukemia
each year. The disease tends to be
more common in males and in chil-
dren and affects more of those who are
of Caucasian descent. It is not a com-
mon disease among those of African-
American heritage.

Leukemia is a cancer of the blood
that results in the overproduction of
white blood cells. White blood cells
are the key component in fighting in-
fection. When these cells are overpro-
duced, usually the overproduced cells
mutated and are unable to fight in-
fection like normal white blood cells

do, according to the Cancer Institute’s
Web site.

This becomes a problem for the
body when it becomes infected inter-
nally, is bruised or is bleeding. Doc-
tors normally use radiation and che-
motherapy on their patients tokill the
mutated white cells, but in the pro-
cess, bone marrow becomes damaged
and cannot produce as many red blood
cells and blood platelets as it needs to
sustain a healthy person.

When doctors found a viable do-
nor, they gave Brem increased treat-
ments of radiation and chemotherapy
to kill the mutated white cells. The
treatment almost killed him; and af-
ter his new bone marrow was injected
into his bloodstream, he had to spend
the next few months of his life in a
germ-free bubble because chemo-
therapy had destroyed his immune

system, he said.

He has lived the better part of the
last decade in good health, he said, and
has had no real remission of his can-
cer because of bone marrow donation.

“Since my transplant, I have en-
joyed a wonderful life. I have gotten
married, had children; I go mountain
biking, jet skiing, and had my donor
not taken the time to do something
for someone else, I wouldn't be here
today,” Brem said.

Brem said most people do not get a
chance to be in a position to save a life.

“Very few people get to be in the
situation to do something heroic and
courageous like save people from a
burning building, or detain an armed
robber during a holdup,” he said.
“There is no risk involved in donat-
ing your time, and a blood sample. It
changed my life.”

Their overall goal is to raise 1,500
pounds of canned goods, she said.

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Abbott also addressed the situa-
tion in Tulia, which Attorney Gen-
eral John Cornyn is working on.

His focus also is on protecting
vulnerable people, he said. He wants
to ensure children are safe from
sexual predators, both on the
Internet and on the ground. The
Internet is especially a big concern
of his, because the attorney general
is actively involved in Net-based
crimes.

Abbott said he also will focus on
child support services to make sure
the 1 million children who fall un-
der its umbrella are properly taken
care of.

“Failure to pay child support is a
form of child abuse,” he said.

Abbott ended with a final re-
minder for everyone to make his or
her voice heard in selecting officials.

Brian Collins, an assistant pro-
fessor in the department of political
science, said the election taking

place today is important because of
the far-reaching effects it will have.

“It’s important because the con-
trol of the House and the Senate is
at stake at the national level,” he
said. “A few districts may mean the
difference between a Republican-
controlled House and a Democrat-
controlled House.”

Currently, the Democrats control
the Senate, with 50 seats. The Re-
publicans lost control in 2001 after
Vermont Sen. James Jeffords turned
independent, leaving them with
only 49 seats. The Republicans have
a majority in the House by about
seven seats. The election could go
either way, Collins said.

Both major parties also are work-
ing hard to increase voter turnout
for this election, which Collins sees
as important to the democratic pro-
cess. Voting is one of the few ways,
and sometimes the only way, for the
average citizen to make his or her
voice heard.

One vote also can swing the elec-
tion, as evidenced by the 2000 presi-
dential election, which the vote

count was close in several states,
including Florida and New
Mexico.

“There’s the realization that
your vote can actually end up se-
lecting the candidate,” Collins
said. “Go ask all the people in
Florida who voted for the Green
party.”

Barrett Brannon, a sophomore
business major from Dalhart, said
he used early voting and it is defi-
nitely important.

“You're voting on who's going
to make decisions for us,” he said.

Brannon said people who do not
vote do not have the right to com-
plain about who is elected.

Laura Putnam, a senior adver-
tising major from Grapevine, said
she is registered but she is not vot-
ing because she would have to
drive home to do so. She said vot-
ing is important if a voter feels pas-
sionately about an issue or a can-
didate, but only then.

“I really care about who the
president is, but everything else,
I'm not that involved in,” she said.

“Four (thousand) or $5,000,
and all of a sudden it was gone,”
he said. “The concern from our
point of view is why is such a little
bit of money being taken off the
table?”

Giaccardo said he is concerned
that if the reason for the sweeping
of accounts is not made public, fac-
ulty members will be left to assume
the worst.

“I am very worried what will
happen to the faculty is what we
go on when we don't have the
facts,” he said. “ When that hap-
pens we go off of rumor and innu-
endo, which is almost always
wrong. The facts are always better
and clarity is always better.”

Andrea Cooper tells about her daughter Kristin’s rape and subsequent de

A crowd of people poured into the
Red Raider Ballroom at the Student
Union Monday night to listen to An-
drea Cooper tell her daughter’s tragic
story of acquaintance rape and conse-
quent suicide.

About 700 chairs were set up in
the ballroom and many people stood
against the walls around the room.

Cooper, a professional speaker and
mother of the victim, Kristin Cooper,
travels to more than 45 schools a year
telling her daughter’s story in hopes
of helping others with rape, depression
and suicide issues.

Cooper said Kristin committed
suicide Dec. 31, 1995. She said she did
not know Kristin had been raped un-
til two weeks after her daughter’s
death. Effects from Kristin's rape led
Kristin to her death, she said.

“Kristin’s Story” is an educational

and motivational story Cooper has
shared with many. She said she has
taken it as her mission to speak about
these issues and share her story with
others.

“There was such a need because
nobody talks about rape,” Cooper said.
“It’s like this big, hidden secret. If 1
keep silent about it, it is just going to
keep happening.”

Cooper said her main objective in
sharing this story with others is to en-
courage people with these problems to
get help.

“I just hope it leads them to going
to professional counseling,” Cooper
said. “People think they can handle it
by themselves, but they can't. And
that's when it leads to suicide.”

The message is not just for women,
Cooper said. She said she also has a
message for men and how to support a
rape victim.

“I have found so many women will

tell their male friends before their fe-
male friends,” Cooper said.

Cooper said one in three women
will be raped in their lifetime, and one
in four women will be sexually as-
saulted or raped while in college.

She also said 85 percent of rape
victims are raped by someone they
know, and 95 percent of rapes are
never reported.

“Until women get strong enough
to report, nothing will change,” Coo-
per said.

Cooper said victims of depression
show several signs, and she wants to
make others aware of these signs so
they can help those who need help.
She said one of the signs of depressed
people who are on the verge of com-
mitting suicide is that they are happy.

“Many times before they kill them-
selves, they get happy because they
found a way out,” Cooper said. She
said she noticed this happiness with
Kristin when she came home for
Christmas in 1995.

WACO (AP) — Fired Baylor
coach Kevin Steele said the shrink-
ing time frame he was given to turn
around the program made his job vir-
tually impossible to complete.

“To turn around a program and
build a program pretty much from the
depths in 3 1/2 years is difficult to do,”
Steele said Monday, a day after he was
fired. “I was very disappointed in the
demands and the allotted time
frame.”

Steele will coach the final three
games of his fourth season, starting
Saturday at No. 4 Texas. The Bears
(3-6, 1-4, Big 12) then play No. 1
Oklahoma and Oklahoma State.

While Steele didn't elaborate on
those demands, he knows “we cer-
tainly needed to win more football
games.”

Steele is 9-33 overall and the
Bears have won just one of its 29 Big
12 games. Steele reportedly has at
least two seasons left on his contract,
but the only private school in the
conference refuses to release or con-
firm contract details.

“It’s tough. It’s a process, and it
takes time,” Steele said during the
weekly Big 12 coaches teleconfer-
ence, his first public comments since
the firing. “I'm very proud that we

“Being more physical and emo-
tional is my strength,” Johnson said.

Duke received 38 of 44 first-place
votes from a national media panel for a
total of 1,093 points.

Tennessee, which has led the pre-
season poll a record 10 times, received
four first-place votes. LSU and Con-
necticut each had one.

AtNo. 3, LSU has its highest rank-
ing since the Lady Tigers were second

March 8, 1978. Fourth is the lowest
for Connecticut since it was No. 4 in
the final poll of the 1998-99 season.
Connecticut lost four senior start-
ers from a team that went 39-0 and
gave the school its third NCAA title.
The Huskies had been No. 1 in 19
straight polls and 49 of the last 56.
Kansas State, which went 26-8 last
season using freshmen and sophomores,
wasfifth, and Stanford was sixth. Texas
Tech, Purdue, Georgia and Notre

Ohio State passes
Miami for No. 2
in BCS standings

(AP) — Look who's No. 2 in the
new Bowl Championship Series
standings.

Ohio State, helped by a big qual-
ity win over Washington State earlier
this year and Miami's drop in The
Associated Press poll, has overtaken
the Hurricanes in the standings re-
leased Monday.

The Buckeyes jumped three spots
and nudged past defending champion
Miami, which stayed unbeaten while
posting its school-record 30th con-
secutive win Saturday, 42-17 against
a weak Rutgers team.

But the Hurricanes had to rally in
the fourth quarter, and that cost them.
Oklahoma remained No. 1 while
Ohio State moved into second with
5.57 points, 0.44 ahead of Miami.

The top two teams in the final BCS
standings released Dec. 8 will play in
the national title game at the Fiesta
Bowl in Tempe, Ariz., on Jan. 3.

“We are proud of what our young
men have done to date,” Ohio State
coach Jim Tressel said. “But we know
if we don’t play our best road game of
the year at Purdue, we won't be No. 2

next week.”

Ohio State has a 6.17 composite
total, compared to Miami's 6.01. But
the Buckeyes got a 0.6 deduction for a
25-7 victory over Washington State
on Sept. 14. Miami has no bonus-
point deductions.

During the past three seasons,

Texas Tech quarterback KIiff

Kingsbury has completed 263 passes
to receivers Carlos Francis and Wes
Welker for 3,263 receiving yards, but
this story is not about the triplets of
Tech, because against Baylor it was
their backups along with the rest of
the Tech reserves who got an oppor-
tunity to shine.

Tech quarterback B.]J. Symons
threw for 95 yards and three touch-
down passes during a 62-11 rout of
Baylor. Two of his touchdown passes
were to Welker and Francis’ backups,
Dupree Scovell and Armon
Durrough. Symons and Scovell
started the backup action on the day
with a 38-yard pass that put the Raid-
ers ahead 49-3. A day later, Scovell
remembered his first touchdown re-
ceptions well.

“B.). looked at me and told me I
had an outside release,” Scovell said.
“After | caught it, I didn't even think
about being tackled. It was pretty fun,
pretty emotional. | acted like a fool
afterward.”

Durrough also got his first touch-
down catch in the game off of a
fourth-quarter pass from Symons.
The three-yard pass split two defend-
ers and put the culminating touch on
the game for Tech.

“B.). was trying to get me in the
zone,” Durrough said. “We ran a short
slant route, and I put a pretty good
move on a guy off the line of scrim-
mage. B.J. just threw in between two
defenders.”

Symons’ day was a hot topic at the
post-game press conference and at
practice the next night. The two re-
ceivers were pleased to speak about
Symons’ performance.

Durrough said he was impressed
with Symon’s performance, but said
the quarterback’s showing against the
Bears was anything but shocking.

“It was a great performance by
B.]., but to be honest with you, |
wasn't shocked,” Durrough said. “The
throws he made in the game are the
same throws he makes in practice all
the time. It also was important to his
confidence. He knows he can make
those throws in practice, but to get
in the game and make those will help
him next year.”

Scovell was in agreement about
Symons potential, and said he is del-
egated to the bench simply because
he plays behind Kingsbury.

“We feel like at any other school
in the nation he'd probably be
starter,” Scovell said. “We have a
Heisman candidate on the team, but
he’s waiting his time.”

Being a backup is part of the game,
and Scovell is a humble recipient of
his role. Scovell said his job is to be
ready to take Welker's place on the
field.

Scovell and Welker also are room-
mates off the field, and Scovell said
the living arrangement is a fun envi-
ronment formerly full of pranks.

“We had to call them off though
because each one was worse and
worse,” Scovell said.

The two players are the same age,

which may hamper Scovell’s chances
of jumping to the first string, but in
the case of Symons he will have a year
to be the starter if he retains his cur-
rent role.

Many were wondering who could
fill the shoes of the Heisman candi-
date Kingsbury, and Symons hopes
his performance answered some of
those questions.

“There's a lot of questions that
coach Leach faces,” Symons said.
“People want to know who's going to
be the quarterback when Kliff is gone.
I think being able to play well will
show people I am capable of doing
that.”

Symons reiterated that he was
happy to get a shot at extended play-
ing time despite how he played and
said after how well he played, it is
even livelier.

“There's a little more pep in your
step maybe when you get significant
minutes on the field and you getina
thythm. Then you wake up the next
day knowing you threw three touch-
downs,” Symons said.

Symons admitted to beinga little
nervous his first play in the game
knowing he would be on the field
for a longer amount of time than
usual.

A couple of plays later, he found
Scovell streaking toward the end
zone.

The touchdown receptions by
Scovell and Durrough further deep-
ens a receiving corps for both quar-
terbacks that many speculated might
be the deepest in the nation.

This season 18 different play-
ers have receptions for Tech.
Against Baylor, two receivers,
Slade Hodges and Joey Hawkins,
caught their first passes for the
Raiders, and Scovell said he was
happy to see the deeper reserves
get some time in the game.

“It was great to see the guys be-
hind me play,” Scovell said. “I've
been where they are. Day-in and day-
out you bust your ass to prove your-
self. Coach Briles and I were talking
about it, and the later it happens for
you the more you appreciate it. You
definitely cherish your moments
here.”

Durrough, who has seen signifi-
cant playing time in the offense this
season, said the new receivers get-
ting into the action will improve
practice and is a great bonus for
those players.

“It’s exciting because those guys
come out here every day and bust it
at practice, but they don’t have an
opportunity to do it on game day,”
Durrough said. “It's going to make
practice a lot better. With everybody
getting into the game, they feel like,
‘yeah I'm a part of this team.”
