The $38 million project is funded
completely by Tech students through
their $91 per semester student union
fee, $58 of which goes to construction.

Candidates drilled in forum

Candidates running for Student
Government Association executive
positions took center stage Tuesday in
the Student Union courtyard to give
students their views, answer spur-of
the moment questions and tell stu-
dents why they are the most qualified
candidate.

The panel that asked the 11 can-
didates questions was made up of cur-
rent SGA President Kelli Stumbo and
University Daily managing editor
Courtney Muench. The two went
back and forth asking their own per-
sonal questions and posing questions

from the audience.

“Itis very important that when you
go into a meeting with the adminis-
tration, you have to listen,” Brown
said. “You can’t go in there with guns
flying because you won't get anything
accomplished. It is very important to
build a good working relationship with
the administration.”

Constancio said the SGA and ad-
ministration have to throw personal
agendas out the door.

“We have to work rogether as a
team, not as individuals. That is very
important,” he said. “I will build that
team. You have to be level headed.
You have to listen.”

Nichols said both sides must be
taken into consideration.

“It is very important for the SGA
president to be reasonable and flex-
ible,” she said. “You have to under-
stand both sides and be able to tie
those in a way that both sides are sat-
isfied at the outcome.”

Student fees also were a topic of
concem.

Brown said fees are important for
students to pay.

“I understand where the fees are
going,” he said. “Without fees, this
building we are standing in would not
be here. We hate to charge more

through blue waters that leaves their arms
sore and hearts pounding.

Next, they hop on their bikes and fly down a
blacktop road as they try to keep their legs in solid
circular motion.

Finally, they complete their long journey by
running with every ounce of energy they have left,
with the wind in their ears and their hearts pro-
fusely beating as they pass the thousands of spec-
tators on the sideline to the finish.

This is the experience of a triathlon competi-
tor.

Much preparation, training and dedication is

needed to be one of these competitors, and stu-
dents found help and information on cycling skills
Tuesday.

The Robert H. Ewalt Student Recreational
Center held a cycling meeting as part of a triathlon
workshop Tuesday.

Janda Ibbetson, assistant director for Recre-
ational Sports’ Fitness and Wellness Center, said
this workshop is being held to instruct people on
how to handle the cycling portion of a triathlon.

“They will be discussing training methods,” she
said. “As well as cycling technique and the cor-
rect bike fit.”

The series of workshops is being held by Tim
Key, a triathlon participant in the Ironman com-
petition and a coach, whose motto is “success

equals consistency over time.”

“You have to add patience to that also,” he said.
“Go out the door and be patient with everything.”

Most people who attended the workshop had
no experience in the field of cycling but did have
experience in running or swimming.

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Tech responds to Gov. Perry’s criticism of center

At a time of financial crisis for

the state, Gov. Rick Perry ques-

| tioned the wisdom in some of Texas
Tech’s expenditures.

“We must ask ourselves if spend-
ing half a million dollars on a Cen-
ter for Financial Responsibility is
truly financially responsible,” he
| said in his State of the State address

to the Texas Legislature on Feb. 11.

Vickie Hampton, an associate
professor of financial planning, gave
the governor the benefit of the
doubt concerning his statement,
saying his speechwriter probably

thought it would make a catchy
phrase.

“l would suspect he had no idea
about what the Center did,” she said.
“I have to think if the governor had
looked at what was being done, he
probably wouldn’t have included it.”

The state government provided
$500,000 to start the Center, which
Hampton said was given over a period
of several years. However, more than
that has come in through other grants.

“You can see the half a million has
already brought in more than half a
million,” she said.

Interim President Donald Haragan
agreed, saying using the Center was

not a good example to demonstrate
financial irresponsibility.

“We leverage and bring in quite a
bit of dollars of non-state money,” he
said, adding Perry’s choice of words
was somewhat unfortunate.

The main function of the Center
is to educate people and make the
American population more literate
about financial planning, Hampton
said. There is too much debt nation-
wide and not enough money in retire-
ment savings.

“Nationally, there is a huge push
for financial literacy,” she said. “Some
people do OK, but a lot of people
don't.”

LUBBOCK (AP) — A deco-

rated Army veteran who blames
childhood abuse and exposure to
nerve gas during the Gulf War for
his killing of a female soldier has
asked President Bush to spare his
life.

As the president considers send-
ing thousands of Americans into an-
other war against Iraq, Louis Jones
Jr. is scheduled ro die by lethal in-
jection March 18 at the federal
prison in Terre Haute, Ind. He has
exhausted his appeals.

Jones, 52, admitted killing Pvt.
Tracie McBride in 1995 after kid-
napping her from Goodfellow Air
Force Base in San Angelo and rap-
ing her.

Girl dying because of

organ transplant error

DURHAM, N.C. (AP) — A-17-
year-old girl who mistakenly received
organs with a different blood type is not
expected to live more than a few days,
a family friend said Tuesday.

Jesica Santillan, whose family
moved to the United States from
Mexico so she could get a heart and
lung transplant, was in critical condi-
tion, said Richard Puff, a spokesman for
Duke University Hospital.

“She’s only got a couple of more
days to live on this heart-lung machine,
and she's already experiencing damage
to her kidneys,” friend Mack Mahoney
told ABC's “Good Morning America.”

The girl's own antibodies are attack-
ing the organs, he said, and she almost
died from a heart attack Feb. 10.

South Korean subway
fire kills 120 people

DAEGU, South Korea (AP) —
Fire raced through two crowded sub-
way trains in South Korea on Tuesday
after a man ignited a carton filled with
flammable material, killing about 120
people and injuring at least 138, offi-
cials said.

A suspect police said had a history
of mental illness was under interroga-
tion in Daegu, South Korea’s third-larg-
est city. Police still did not know what
motivated the attack or what substance
the attacker used to start the blaze.

Many of the injured were seriously
hurt, authorities said.

The fire started in one six-car train
at a station, igniting seats and spread-
ing to another train also stopped at the
station, officials said.

cades ago, accusing Washington of
planning an attack.

A spokesman of the North's Ko-
rean People’s Army said “the situation
on the Korean Peninsula is getting ex-
tremely tense” because of alleged U.S.
plans to send reinforcements and build
a naval blockade to prepare for a pre-
emptive attack. The nations are locked
in a dispute over North Korea's nuclear
program.

North Korea “will be left with no
option but to take a decisive step to
abandon its commitment to imple-
ment the Armistice Agreement ... and
free itself from the binding force of all
its provisions,” said the unidentified
spokesman, quoted by the North's
state-run KCNA news agency.

Armed forces of the two Koreas
were in the middle of their annual win-
ter training. But South Korean and
U.S. officials saw no immediate indi-
cation North Korea planned to launch
a major attack across the border.

White House spokesman Ari
Fleischer said the threat is part of a se-
ries of statements from Pyongyang, “all
of which only serve to hurt, isolate and
move North Korea backward.” He said
the standoff remains a matter for the
international community.

Fleischer said the United States
“reacts somewhat judiciously to the
statements North Korea makes.
There’s a history of bravado in some
of their statements.”

Even if Tuesday’s announcement is
largely symbolic, any change in the
armistice — the only existing legal in-
strument keeping an ‘uneasy peace on
the peninsula — could greatly increase
tensions and uncertainty.

The 1950-53 Korean War ended
with an armistice, not a peace treaty,
leaving the peninsula still technically
in a state of war. The frontier is the
world’s most heavily armed with most
of the nearly 2 million troops of both

ing 37,000 Americans stationed in the
South.

The threat was the latest North
Korean move in an international dis-
pute over its suspected nuclear weap-
ons development.

Recent decisions by North Korea
to restart its nuclear facilities and with-
draw from the Nuclear Nonprolifera-
tion Treaty have been widely viewed
as attempts to increase tension and
pressure Washington into direct nego-
tiations on a nonaggression pact. The
impoverished North also is desperate
for food and energy aid.

The North has long been under-
mining the armistice, calling it a “use-
less scrap of paper.” It has refused to
participate in armistice commission
talks.

Also Tuesday, China received
North Korea's foreign minister for a
brief visit that Chinese officials said
ended with both sides expressing hope
that the nuclear standoff can be re-
solved peacefully.

Paek Nam Sun met with China’s
vice foreign minister, Wang Yi. Paeck
was passing through Beijing en route
to a meeting of nonaligned nations in
Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia, according to
Foreign Ministry spokeswoman Zhang
Qiyue.

“The two sides expressed wishes
to solve this problem on the Korean
Peninsula through dialogue,” Zhang
said.

Maj. Ha Ju-yeon, a spokesman at
the South Korean Defense Ministry,
said there were no unusual move-
ments by North Korean troops Tues-
day along the 150-mile border.

“The neatest thing about this whole
project is that everyone who has worked
on this has had complete student in-
volvement from construction to design
to picking out furniture and colors,”
Stumbo said. “It’'s going to be a phe-
nomenal building.”

The glass-gathering pavilion will be
the main entrance to the Student
Union, facing north once construction
iscomplete. The pavilion wallsare made
of limestone but feature a unique type of
limestone found at the quarry in Leuters
called turkey tracks, Harrison said. The
stone is inlaid with fossilized animal
pieces used to add texture without the
expense of intricately carved stone.

“It’s likely to be the only building
with a significant amount of stone be-
cause it was so difficult to cut,” Harrison
Sklld.

To add a West Texas feel, the firm
used designs inspired by cattle trucks
throughout the addition, including on
the handrails along one of the staircases
and within the walls of the building.

“(HHPA) likes to tie in regional
(aspects),” Harrison said.

On the first floor will be a Barnes
and Noble bookstore that will house a
Starbucks cafe. The cafe should seat
about 60 people, said Tom Shubert,
managing director of Student Union
and auxiliaries. Instead of murals of
writers and poets typically found on the
walls of Starbucks cafes, the cafe will
feature murals reflecting Tech life.
Scenes will include sports, student and
alumnae achievements, news events
and West Texas scenery. Along the
walls of the bookstore will be posters of
different Tech events.

Also featured in the addition will
be a mini-theatre with 100 seats, two
TV lounges that will seat about 50
people each and a new computer room
with 30 stations for students to access
computers in the same way they do at
the Advanced Technology Learning
Center.

The addition also will house SGA
offices on the third floor. Student Union
administrative offices also will have
views overlooking the campus in the
southern direction toward 19* Street.

The inner area of the third floor will
comprise cubicles for use by student
organizations that request space. There
will be 66 offices for student organiza-
tions with file-cabinetsand drawers that
may be locked. Although Shubert said
the process is not yet ready, organiza-
tions will be able to pick up packets to
make a request for a cubicle at an un-
dermined time.

The goal of the building is to make
students feel relaxed, Shubert said.

Eight reflection rooms will be built
where current SGA offices are located.
They will be individual rooms for pri-
vate study or relaxation open to any
students.

After phase two is completed in fall
2004, buildings will be joined by an
open walkway.

The food court will be remodeled
and able to seat more than 600 students,
also allowing more space for six food
vendors.

Floerke said she wants to sit down
with CitiBus and reach a deal before
the fall term.

“I am concerned about the fee
being optional,” she said. “If you
make it a minimal cost and make it
available to everybody, so if they use
it one day or every day, it will ben-
efit every student. If it becomes op-
tional, I would like to work out
something this summer to see if I can
reach an agreement with CitiBus
before next fall.”

Lair said the fee should not be
optional.

“Not enough students will put
into the bus system,” he said. “We
have to work together here. Even if
you don’t use one service, you are
going to use another one that another
student doesn't use. Everybody needs
to maximize all the services here at
Tech.”

All three also want to increase
voter turnout and improve commu-
nication with the city of Lubbock.

Students can cast their votes Tues-
day and Wednesday.

their business, I know what students
are up against,” Mayekawa said, add-
ing he suggests students go online to
www.irs.gov for filing assistance.

Robert Ricketts, director area of
accounting at the Jerry S. Rawls Col-
lege of Business Administration, rec-
ommends students file as quickly as
possible if a refund is expected.

“Keep in mind you can't get more
than has been withheld,” Ricketts
said.

Ricketts also recommends stu-
dents consult with their parents
about whether they will be claiming
them asa dependent. If students are
filing themselves as their own per-
sonal exemption, Ricketts said, this
might prevent parents from benefit-
ing from claiming their child as a
dependent.

“Often times it’s better for them
to claim it,” Ricketts said. “Talk to
them about which return would get
the most tax savings.”

The last day to file taxes is April
15.

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Faculty address academic freedoms

Risks are what drive people to
challenge the norm. These people
leave conventional wisdom behind in
search of a new way of thinking.
Though they may travel alone, they
strive to understand what stirs them
in their souls.

Texas Tech'’s responsibility to fos-
ter a creative-thinking environment
was the focus of Tuesday evening’s
“Taking Risks in Academia.” The
educational forum featured faculty
from various disciplines of the uni-
versity discussing the risks and
choices involved with handling po-
tentially controversial issues.

The event was in conjunction
with the Tech Department of The-
ater and Dance production of “An-
gels in America, Part One: Millen-
nium Approaches.” The play ad-
dresses issues of spirituality, politics,
sexuality and artistic responsibility.
The production also contains adult
situations, language and nudity.

Fredrick Christoffel, chairman for
the Department of Theater and
Dance, acted as mediator for the dis-
cussion.

“The ‘Kilgore’ play, as it is called,

Tyson-Etienne fight is on

LAS VEGAS (AP) — Mike
Tyson suddenly changed his mind
Tuesday, saying his bout with
Clifford Etienne is back on.

The unpredictable former heavy-
weight champion chartered a private
jet to fly to Memphis, Tenn., and
planned to fight Etienne as scheduled
Saturday, manager Shelly Finkel said.

“He woke up today and called
and said, “I want to do it,” Finkel
said. “He's leaving today.”

The decision came less than 24

hours after Tyson's camp called off

the fight.

Tuesday’s news was the latest in
a series of twists, bizarre even by
Mike Tyson standards.

Tyson'’s handlers waited days for
him to give them some sort of signal
on his willingness to fight. They de-
cided to pull the plug on the bout,
scheduled for Saturday, after the
boxer missed a flight to Memphis for
the second day in a row Monday.

The official word was Tyson was
too sick to fight. But even before he
became ill Friday, Tyson left trainer
Freddie Roach waiting for him at the
gym for three straight days while stil]
having time to get a large tattoo on
the left side of his face.

Monday's press release announc-
ing that the fight was off had hedged
on why, saying Tyson “reportedly came
down with a severe case of the flu.”

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Red Raiders pull out slugfest

Following Sunday's 8-5 loss to San
Francisco, the Red Raiders came into
Tuesday’s showdown with Texas Chris-
tian University ready toredeem them-
selves. Texas Tech took the game 15-
11.

In the bottom of the second in-
ning, Tech pumped out six runson five
hits and one error. The inning began
with junior second baseman Josh
Haney's triple to right center field and
was followed by a flurry of hits.

Haney said the start was a good
one, but it was countered by struggles
in the field.

“We started off pretty hot, but we’re
going in the wrong direction,” he said.
“We need to pick it up and get going
in the right direction. We're starting
to hit the ball well as a team, but our
pitching’s got to pick it up and so does
our defense.”

Also in the second inning, sopho-
more rightfielder Madison Edwards
tacked on a two-run double, and senior
leftfielder Scooter Jordan added a single
that ricocheted off TCU pitcher Patrick
Newbum and resulted in two runs on
the play. Techhelda 7-1 lead going into
the top of the fifth inning.

Sophomore pitcher Tanner
McElroy pitched three scoreless in-
nings before giving up a run in the
bottom of the fourth and walking two
straight to start the top of the fifth.
Tech pitchers struggled for the next
four innings as Tech's lead evaporated,
a problem head coach Larry Hays said
is becoming all too common.

“It’s just more of the same,” he said.
“We're playing consistent baseball.
Every game’s a nightmare.”

The game progressed into the bot-
tom of the eighth with the score tied
at 11-11. The Raiders needed some last
minute heroics to pull out a win. They

got what they needed from the No. 9
hitter in the lineup, sophomore
catcher Cooper Fouts.

TCU walked five hitters in the
inning, two resulting in runs for Tech.
With two outs and the bases still
loaded, Fouts had Tech’s only hit in
the four-run inning when he took the
2-2 pitch into center field, scoring two.

“1 was just trying to battle,” Fouts
said. “(1) was just trying to get it done
anyway | can ... The team has had to
battle for three weeks, and | was the
one who came up in the right situa-
tion, and it just fell in for me."

That hit put the score at 15-11 in
Tech’s favor going into the top of the
ninth. Since the Raiders have struggled
with both starting pitching and the
bullpen this season, the four-run lead
was tenuous at best.

In stepped junior reliever Juan

Razo, who struck out one hitter, forced
a groundout, gave up a single and
fanned one to end the game. Razo said
it was a good feeling to come out and
finish the game for the team, but it is
only the beginning.

“It feels real good to go in there
and shut it down and stop the bleed-
ing,” he said. “But we still have a lot of
work to do. There're still a lot of runs
being scored. It’s a team thing, not in-
dividual. We need to step it up as a
whole pitching staff.”

Despite the struggles, Hays said the
Raiders have shown heart

“We're doing it the hard way, and
there're a lot of negative things there,
but man, our team keeps playing hard
and playing well in a lot of ways,” he
said. “If you could just take out a few
things each game, boy, we'd be play-
ing like gangbusters.”
