Many peo-
ple have very hazy notions as to the
distinction between the Cubans and
the Spanlards In Cuba, The terms are
by no means interchangeablo, When
a Cuban speaks of a Spanlard on his
island he means a4 man of Spanish blood
who was born in 8pain. 1f his sons are
born in Cuba they are Cubans. In the
course of one or two generations they
become thoroughly Cubans In senti-
ment, and hate the Spaniards as bitter-
Iy as though their ancestors had Hved
on the island a couple of centuries. We
can hardly realize the cordinl hatred
with which these two peoples regard
one another. Associated in business,
speaking the same language, attending
the same churches, meeting a hundred
times a day, they never commingle as
once people. They searcely ever form
mutual friendships, and, lo soclety, if
not in business, each goes his own way,
It is a disgrace for a Cuban girl to
marry a Spaniard. Her mother will not
invite a Spanish youth to her house un-
leas she Is certain he Is to become a
Cuban in sentiment.

The world does not present a
stranger anomaly than the relations ex-
isting between these two kindred peo-
ples. The explanation Is not far to
seek, It Is found In the abnormal po-
litieal relations of the two cmsses. The

‘all. They have thelr treasures In banks
that never break, and will be milllon-
| tlres forever. But I thought It would
ib-- appropriate, to-day, and useful, for
me to talk about the trials and tempta-
tlons of our business men, and try to
fer some curative prescriptions.

In the first place, I have to remark
that a great many of our business men
feel rulnous trials and temptations
coming to them from small and lmited
capital in business, It ls everywhere
understood that It takes now thres or
four Umes as much to do husiness woll
as once It dld. Once, a few hundred
dollars were turned  Into  goods—the
merchant wonld be his own store-
sweeper, his own salesman, his own
oookkeeper; he would manage all the
|iﬂuln| hmself, and everything would
be net profit. Wonderful changes huve
ome; costly apparatus, extensive ad-
vertising, exorblitant store rents, heavy
taxation, expensive agencles are only
parts of the demand made upon our
ommercinl men; and when they have
found themselves In such  elreum-
stances with small capital, they hiave
tometimes been tempted to run aguinst
the rocks of moral and financlal de-
|ltru:‘1lcm, This temptation of lmited
| sapital has rulned men In two ways
Sometimes they have ahrunk down un-
|10r the temptation. They have ylelded

| the battle before the fret shot wias

|rend-r|-nl. Thelr knees knocked  to-

{gether at the fall of the auctionser's
' hammer. They blanched at the finan-
elal perll.

wanted to buy, and down when they
Iwanted to sell, and unsaleable goods
were on the shelf, and bad debts In
thelr ledger. The gloom of their coun-
tenancea overshndowed even thelr dry
goods and groceries.  Despondency,
coming from limited eapltal, blasted
them., Others have felt It In & differ-
ent way, They have sald: “Here [ have
been trudging nlong. I have been try-
Ing to be honest all these years. |
fAnd It I8 of no use, Now It Is make or
break.” The small sraft that ecould
have stood the stream, I8 put out be.
yond the light-house, on the great sea
of speculation. He borrows a few thou-
sand dollars from frionds, who dare
nat refuse him, and he goes bartering
on a large scale, He reasons in this
way: “Perhaps, T may suceeed, and If
T dom't T will be no worse off than I
am now, for a hundred thousand dol-
[lars taken from nothing, nothing re-
maina.' Btocks are the dice with which
he gambles. He bought for a few dol-
laras vast tracts of western land. Some
man at the East, living on a fat home-
stead, meots this gambler of fortuns,
and 18 persvaded to trade off his es-
tate, for lots In a western clty with
large avenues, and costly palaces, and
lake steamers smoking at the whurves,
and rall-trains coming down with
Nghtnthg speed from every direction.
There it I8 all on paper! The clty has
never been bullt, nor the rallroads con-
structed, but everything polnts that
wiay, and the thing will be done as sure
as you live, Well, the man goes on,
atopping at no fraud of outrage, In
his splendld equipage he dashes past,
while the honest laborer looks up, and
wipes the sweat from his brow, and
says, “I wonder where that man got
all his money."” After awhlle the bub-
ble bursts, Creditors rush In, The law
clutehes, but finds nothing in {ts grasp,
The men who were swindled say: “I
dont’ know how I could have ever
been decelved by that man;” and the
pletorials, In handsome wood-cuts, set
forth the hero who In ten years had
genlus enough to fall for $150,000!

And that is the process by which
many have becn tempted through limi-
tutlon of capltal, to rush Into laby-
rinths from which they could not b ex-
tricated, I would not want to block
up any of the avenues for honest accus
mulation that open before young men.
On the contrary, I would like to cheer
them on, and rejolce when they reach
the goal; but when there are such mul-
ttudes of men golng to ruln for this
life and the life that is to come, through
wrong notlons of what are lawful
spheres of enterprise, It Is the duty of
the Church of (od, and the ministers
of religion, and the friends of all
young men, to utter a plain, emphatic,
unmistakable protest. Thess are the
influences that drown men In destrue-

tio rra v

It Is Now Proposed to Incase the Fronch
Cuirassiors In Jackets,

Some prominent French military au-
| thoritles have proposed that alumi-
| num culrasses should be constructed
for the cavalrymen, and they hive
glven thelr reason therefor in a very
cogent fashlon. A cuirass of aluminum,
it appears, would be lighter than one
made of any otWer metal known, and
experiments have proved that alumi-
num can resist with ease sword thrusts
or bayonet lunges. Belng so light it
would make of the calvrymen who wore
it @ much more serviceable and active
warrior, and the lessening of weight
would be very perceptible as regards
the horse. Bullets striking it directly
would surely pierce it, but for that mat-
ter a bullet at measureably close range
will go through any shield or cuirass
that has yet been made.
