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Suspected boat in fatal hit-and-run accident located

A  boat suspected to be involved 
in the fatal hit-and-run accident in 
Horseshoe Bay at Lake LBJ has been 
identified, according to a press re­
lease from the Texas Parks and W ild­
life Department.

T h e  accident occurred May 26 
around 2 :30  a.m., resulting in the 
death of former Texas Tech student 
Laura Putnam. T h e boat Putnam was 
on, which the others on the boat said 
had fully operational stem lights, was 
struck by another boat in the driver’s 
center section. Also on board at the 
tim e o f the accident were Justin 
Moore, Putnam’s fiancée, and Jerry

L ee C yp ert, 
who, accord­
ing to a previ­
ous press re­
lease , d e ­
scribed  the 
s u s p e c t e d  
b o at as a 
white ski boat 
with a reddish 
stripe.

T h e  boat that has been identified 
matches that description and also has 
a damaged propeller.

Game wardens received a search 
warrant and obtained samples of the 
boat, according to the release.

Public Information Officer for

Parks and Wildlife Kristen Everett con­
firmed the boat’s owners were Berke­
ley and Vincent Dawson, also the own­
ers of Bud Co. in San Antonio.

T he press release also said the 
authorities are awaiting the results of 
the tests o f the samples taken to the 
Texas Department of Public Safety’s 
crime lab in Austin to compare the 
suspected boat to the victims’ boat.

Everett said there is no set time 
frame for when the test results will 
be available.

She said the suspected boat was 
discovered on a patrol of the lake.

“W henever something like this 
happens, (the game wardens) have 
it in the back of their minds that

that’s the boat they’re looking for,” 
she said. “So when they found the 
boat that matched the description, 
they got the search warrant."

Everett said the Dawsons have 
since cooperated fully with law en­
forcement officials.

Bob Newman, friend of and at­
torney for the Dawsons, said the 
brothers were unaware how their 
boat could had been involved.

“They were asleep in bed at the time 
and have no idea who possibly could 
have been dnving the boat,” he said.

G iven the evidence, Newman 
said the Dawsons expect the tests to 
confirm their boat’s involvement.

“At this point in time, we have

no reason to believe that it is not our 
boat,” he said.

Everett said that although the 
Dawsons own the suspected boat, it 
is still unclear who may have oper­
ated it at the time of the accident.

“Just because they own the boat 
doesn't mean they were operating it,” 
she said. “Our main concern is to find 
the person who was operating die boat”

T he Dawsons’ primary concern, 
Newman said, is helping the Putnam 
family.

“Their hearts and prayers go out 
to the Putnam family,” he said. “They 
cannot imagine the tragedy... they 
are absolutely shocked that their boat 
was involved in this.”

Wilson anticipating changes as HSC president

RAs to receive less pay because

A fter changing jobs just three 
weeks ago, Dr. M. Roy W ilson is 
ready to make some changes for the 
better as new president of the Texas 
Tech Health Sciences Center.

W ilson began his role as presi­
dent June 9, taking the place o f Dr. 
David Sm ith  who was appointed 

c h a n c e llo r  in May 2 0 0 2 . Before 
com ing to T ech , W ilson served as 
the dean of the School of Medicine 
and V ice President for H ealth S c i­
ences at C reighton University in 
Om aha, Neb.

W hen administrators first con­
tacted him about the position at the 
H SC , W ilson said he warmed up to 
it in stages. T h e  more he learned 
about it, the more interested he be­
came in the position.

“1 thought there was a lot of un­
tapped potential,” he said. “(There 
are) a lot of opportunities that if the 
institution was guided in the appro­
priate direction, we coukl make a big 
difference between individuals and 
health officials.”

During his first three weeks at 
Tech, Wilson said he has been famil­
iarizing himself with the H SC  and 
his new position.

“First o f all, I think it's really im­
portant that a new person takes a 
little bit of time to observe the insti­
tution and not try to impose (their)

differences on a new situation,” W il­
son said.

W here are we and where do we 
want to be in five years are two im­
portant questions the H SC should 
consider, Wilson said, and there are 
some visions he already wants to get 
started on.

Wilson said he wants to focus on

increasing the research capacity of 
the H SC. In order to be an excel­
lent health sciences campus, re­
search has to be a part of the port­
folio, he said.

“In the évolution of the matu­
ration of the health sciences cen-

Resident Assistants in the fall 
may see less money in their monthly 
paycheck, but D ree  tor of Housing 
and Resilience Life Sean Duggan said 
because of more expensive housing, 
RAs will actually be receiving an 11 
percent pay increase.

Between the professional staff of 
the Housing and D ning department, 
the RA council and administration, 
a new stipend has been developed for 
the allocation of the RA  salaries.

“RAs employed at Tech have al­
ways had their room and board cov­
ered, as well as a monthly paycheck," 
he said. “Since housing costs have 
gone up we had to  use a larger 
amount o f their salary to cover the 
extra costs.”

D ’aun Green, associate director 
of residence life, said the reason for 
the large increase is because there has 
not been a major increase in the past 
few years.

"Housing and Dining is an auxil­
iary department, which means the 
money we spend is the money we 
raise,” she raid. “Usually the increase 
is pretty steady so we don't normally 
see a big jump like this.”

O th e r  th an  the d ecrease in 
monthly payments, RA s will also

find they have been downgraded 
from the Platinum meal plan to the 
D am ond m ealjilan.

“It is disappointing that we won’t 
be getting all the same benefits we 
used to,” said Katie Walker, a senior 
mathematics major from Lubbock 
and current RA . “Also you have to 
realize that if someone is that con ­
cerned with the money aspect, they 
shouldn’t become an R A .”

T he process of becoming an RA  
is extensive, and most of the people 
who arc chosen are not the type that 
would complain about this type of 
change, Green said.

“T he type of RA s that are most 
successful are those that want to help 
students and be a role model,” she 
said. “Most of them realize the pack­
age they arc receiving is very gener­
ous; it is actually more than some 
graduate students are making.”

Under the new plan, a first year 
RA will receive a total of $8,719 in 
housing compensation and monthly 
paychecks. Those in air-conditioned 
halls will receive $110 monthly and 
those in non air-conditioned halls will 
receive $194 monthly. Green said the 
difference is because of the high costs 
of the air-conditioned buildings.

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New Associate Vice Provost adds flair to international affairs

T h e Texas Tech International 
Cultural Center is alive and refreshed 
this week with the hinng of a new 
Associate Vice Provost for Interna­
tional Affairs. Ambassador Tibor P. 
Nagy Jr. said he is ready to get started 
in his new position.

Nagy was the U .S . ambassador 
to Ethiopia from 1999 to  2002 . He 
was born in Budapest, Hungary, 
and arrived in the U nited States as 
a political refugee in 1957. He re­
ceived his bachelor’s degree from 
Tech in 1972, and is happy to be 
back on campus.

He will be running the office of 
international affairs, which encom­
passes students abroad as well as for­
eign students studying here. He will 
also be in charge of the International 
Cultural Center and will be recruit­
ing students for the Texas Tech C en ­
ter in Seville, Spain.

T he campus in Seville is for Tech 
students to go and study Spanish ar­
chitecture and culture, however, not 
all of the students who attend the 
school are architecture majors.

“W e have had several Spanish 
and h is to ry  m ajors go th e re ,"  
Nagy said. “T h e  opportunity to 
study abroad is a good option for
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T ech students."
Nagy said studying abroad is a 

valuable experience, and he plans on 
making that an option for everyone 
who is interested.

“My goal is to increase the aware­
ness of international programs at 
Tech,” he said. “1 want to increase 
the number of Tech students who 
study abroad, and the number o f for­
eign students who come here. The 
most important thing is promoting 
international issues within the uni­
versity and the outside community.” 

Nagy said he expects his biggest 
problems will relate to the budget.

“It’s difficult to expand without 
the funds we need," he said. “W e at 
Texas Tech could get access to inter­

national developm ent funds that 
would help.”

There are federal grants sent to 
universities to help pay for interna­
tional studies as well as development 
and humanitarian projects.

“T h e U .S . government is in the 
process of increasing development 
areas, and Texas Tech has expertise 
in some of them,” Nagy said.

T h e  In ternational C e n te r for 
Arid and Semi Arid Land Studies is 
one o f the programs that might be 
receiving some of these grants. T he 
1C A SA L S, w hich was created in 
1966, is a program at Tech that con ­
ducts research locally and interna­
tionally about arid and semi arid re­
gions o f the world.

“A fghan istan  happened, Iraq 
happened, and the government will 
be spending a lot o f money over 
there,” Nagy said. “T he IC A SA LS 
might be able to provide valuable 
research in those regions.”

T h e  government does not desig­
nate a certain amount o f money for 
every school; universities have to 
co m p e te  for th ese  grants. T h e  
IC A SA L S  is in charge o f coordinat­
ing research teams that are capable 
of competing for research funding in 
the international arena.

Coordinating the IC A SA LS, the 
office o f international affairs and the 
International Cultural C enter will 
keep Nagy busy, and he said he is 
ready for the challenge.

Midnight Rodeo closes doors due to lack of business, revenue

Midnight Rodeo, after 15 years of 
two-stepping and beer drinking, has 
closed its doois for the last time in 
Lubbock. The bar, which was located 
at University Avenue and South Loop 
289, decided to shut down last week.

Although many Texas Tech stu­
dents went to the bar frequently, the 
bar was not making enough money.

“If a business is not profitable, it 
closes. It’s that simple,” said Mark E. 
Easterling, contact person from Mid­
night Rodeo’s Web site in an e-mail.

T he grand opening of Graham 
Central Station, a bar similar to the 
Rodeo, could have something to do 
with the closing.

“1 would im agine th a t the

owner(s) saw the new competition on 
the horizon,” Easterling wrote. “Per­
haps instead of throwing good money 
at bad business to try and stay in the 
game, they thought a new place would 
be a better plan of attack.”

Midnight Rodeo, traditionally a 
profitable enterprise, has been on a 
downward slope in the recent years.

“M id n ig h t R o d eo 's  num bers 
(traffic and sales) have been down 
year over year for the past five (co n ­
secutive) years,” Easterling wrote in 
the e-mail.

In recent years, M idnight Rodeo 
has been a hot spot for country mu­
sic concerts and a place to  go on 
Thursdays for "College N ight,” but 
these events were not bringing in 
the revenue.

“O nly bands like Cross Canadian 
Ragweed and Jason Boland seemed 
to bring out the ‘college crowd’,” 
Easterling said.

Som e students at Tech are disap­
pointed that the bar closed.

“O h  man, that was a fun place to 
go to,” said Kevin Pierson, a junior 
v o ca l p erfo rm an ce  m a jor from 
Friendswood. “1 used to go there all 
the time. The concerts were fun, and 
you could have a good time out on 
that dance floor.”

O ne of the more popular aspects of 
M idnight Rodeo was the Piranha 
Room, the non-country side of the bar.

“I’m not much of a country per­
son, so we pretty much stayed on 
the rock side,” said Manuel Tersero, 
a sen io r psychology m ajor from 
H obbs, NM . “I haven’t been out 
there in years, but I thought it was 
pretty cool.”

W ith so many bars in Lubbock to 
go to, Everett Day, a law school stu­
dent from Bellville said the Rodeo 
was a secondary option for some.

“I wasn’t a big fan o f it,” Day said. 
“I usually stick to  C ricket’s, Klusoz, 
and T h e Spoon. I’ve heard Graham’s 
is O K , but I probably wont make it 
out there.”

W ith  the closing of Midnight 
R od eo, G raham  C en tra l Station 
could be holding the reigns of the 
concert industry in Lubbock bring­
ing in bands like Thrift Store Cow ­
boys on  Ju ly  1 a cco rd in g  to 
lonestarmusic.com. It is one of the 
biggest bars in Lubbock, and it offers 
different genres of music much like 
the Rodeo.

Midnight Rodeo is a chain and 
still has bars open for business in 
A u stin , Katy, San  A n to n io  and 
Amarillo.

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ter, research has got to become an 
integral part of that to become ex­
cellent,” he said. “Quite frankly, be­
cause of the complexity of the health 
sciences, in order to be an outstand­
ing teacher, you have to be on the 
cutting edge of research.”

T h e  H SC , as in any institution 
o f higher education, has multiple 
m issions, and research is one o f 
these said Elmo Cavin, external vice 
president and ch ief financial officer 
for the H SC .

“W ith any institution o f higher 
education, research is a major com ­
ponent o f what we do,” he said. “( It) 
will only bring enhancem ent to the 
reputation o f Tech to continue to 
research meanings of quality educa­
tion and patient care.”

Forming more meaningful part­
nerships with the Lubbock com mu­
nity is another area W ilson wants to 
focus on.

"W e need to  becom e more o f a 
p artn er w ith the com m u nity  to

prom ote a healthy Lubbock,” he 
said. “1 think we need to take more 
o f a leadership position with health 
prom otion as opposed to just treat­
ing disease.”

Dr. Roderick N aim , senior asso­
ciate dean for the Creighton medi­
cal school, said while Wilson was at 
Creighton, he had a very positive 
impact on all aspects of its mission, 
including working with the sur­
rounding community.

“He built a very strong relation­
ship with the community of Omaha 
and Nebraska," N aim  said.

W ilso n  said som etim es th e 
C re ig h to n  m ed ical sch o o l was 
thought of as being isolationist, and 
even though he does not think the 
H SC  has that same reputation, form­
ing partnerships are very important 
in achieving goals beneficial for the 
institution and the city.

“T h a t’s why I had the idea o f a 
healthy Lubbock, where the H SC  
and Lubbock partner so the people 
o f Lubbock are healthier," he said

Dr. Patti Patterson, vice presi­
d en t for rural and com m u n ity  
h ealth , said partnering w ith the

com m unity is exactly where the 
H SC  needs to be.

“I think his ideas are good, and I 
think we will be further developing 
partnerships with local organuations 
to improve health in Lubbock and 
the surrounding com m u n ity ,” 
Patterson said.

Targeting health disparities be­
tween different populations is also an 
area where the H SC  can take lead­
ership, W ilson said.

In health  disparities betw een 
different populations, he said he 
means the differences in health  
outcom es betw een people o f dif­
ferent incom es, races and rural or 
urban areas.

“T h ere  are certain  types o f dis­
eases that affect different popula­
tions, and there are also different 
factors that influence these health 
disparities, and these are areas we 
can investigate to  becom e a real 
leader," W ilso n  said. “It really 
should not make that much o f a 
difference if you’re black or white, 
poor or rich , urbanite or farmer in 
terms o f what your expectations 
are for h ea lth .”

“1 am working in W all Hall 
next year, but if 1 had known about 
this earlier, 1 probably would have 
applied for a non air-conditioned 
hall,” Walker said. “You don’t re­
ally use the air conditioning that 
much unless you are living there 
during the summer."

Duggan said the only discour­
aging factor of the plan is that 
many RAs have little or no other 
income, so a lower monthly pay- 
check means less spending money.

“It is a damper for those students 
who need more cash in hand," he 
said. “But those that have to pay

for college themselves will value their 
housing being paid for."

Walker said new RAs have an ad­
vantage because they have never had 
the expenence of the old benefits.

“It is harder for those o f us who 
were RA s this past year because we 
know what we are used to,” she said. 
“T h e new RA s shouldn’t have a 
problem getting adjusted because the 
plan is still very generous."

Duggan said that most other col­
leges in Texas do not even give their 
RA s a monthly paycheck.

“I know o f quite few schools that 
only cover housing for their RA s,” 
he said. “W e want ours to know that 
we value their work and their time. 
T hat is why we go the extra mile to 
give them what they need."

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Iraqi dem ocracy starry-eyed dream Letters to the Editor

Growing up as most Americans 
have, in the vast and uncelebrated 
blandness th at lies betw een our 
nation’s coasts, I’ve come to know a 
certain archetype of person that I’ve 
com e to call the Disillusioned Sub­
urbanite.

In my countless midnights spent 
in Irving’s Airport Freeway Denny’s,

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Affirmative action Parking problems at 
decision is victory Music building

The affirmative action victory 
presents an opportunity for us to 
think about the leadership role 
Tech can play in taking ambitious 
steps tow ards ensu ring  th a t 
underrepresented minorities have 
a strong presence on campus. O ne 
way we can do so is by expanding 
traditional notions o f mentocracy.

T h e  m ajor reason there has 
been litigation over affirmative 
action is because o f left wing ac­
ceptance of rather conservative 
notions of what constitutes merit. 
Our unwillingness to be creative 
in formulating different models 
and definitions of merit has un­
avoidably led to aggressive attacks 
on actual practices. In other words, 
is the affirmative action onslaught 
really surprising given that we de­
fine merit one way, but practice its 
implementation by mak ing excep­
tions for qualities that don’t fit the 
definition (i.e. race)?

Make no mistake about it, 1 am 
unabashedly suggesting that in ­
vidious forms of difference can and 
should be included in definitions 
o f merit. W ho we are, how others 
perceive its and how we perceive 
and react to other people’s percep­
tions of us, influences the sorts of 
people we are. These reactions and 
states o f being contribute to the 
betterm ent o f organizations as 
much as, if not more than GPAs 
and test scores.

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Free speech controversy, lawsuits not unique to Tech

After University officials denied 
Jason Roberts permission to  voice his 
opinion in a non-designated free 
speech area on campus grounds, the 
Texas Tech law student joined nu­
merous other students all over the 
country in their fight against speech 
codes made by universities that are, 
in their opinions, violating their First 
Amendment rights.

Som e students say being told 
when and where they can speak goes 
against the rights that are provided 
for them by the Constitution.

Vice President for Student A f­
fairs, M ichael Shonrock, said that 
common sense must prevail.

“Any college can establish time, 
place and manner,” he said.

Director o f the C enter for Cam ­
pus Life, Gregory Elkins, said the 
2 0 0 3 -2 0 0 4  Student H andbook is 
under review.

“T h e free speech area (in  the 
handbook) is under consideration,” 
he said. “There will be changes to 
that section."

Elkins said the changes that will 
be made to the Student Handbook 
will go into affect, at the latest, this 
coming fall semester.

According to the Student Affairs 
Web site, the following policies will he

in affect in the new Student Handbook.
Instead of having one free speech 

area there will be six: T he original 
free speech gazebo, the northernmost 
one-third of the Engineering Key, the 
northeast side o f the Student Union 
building, the southernmost one-third 
of the area betw een the Student 
Union and the Library, the courtyard 
between the Jerry S. Rawls College 
of Business Administration building 
and the Architecture building and 
Urbanovsky Park.

T h e  new policy on requesting a 
free expression activity outside of 
these areas states that a request 
must be turned in two business days 
prior to  the activity, not six as it 
used to be, and that the request will 
be rev iew ed  fo r “n o n -c o n te n t  
based criteria" only.

It also states that students may be 
subject to discipline for actions such as 
illegal activities, restricting the move­
ment of any person on campus and ac­
tivities that involve physical, verbal or 
written acts or communications that 
cause physical or psychological harm.

A ssociate General Council for 
Tech Victor Mellengersaid the poli­
cies have been in the revision pro­
cess since February and March and 
that Robert's lawsuit just happened 
to come up a couple of weeks ago.

“W e received a letter from FIRE

(Foundation for Individual Rights in 
Education) and that made (Tech) 
review the policies and do some up­
dating,” Mellenger said.

Lexie Smith, a senior photo com­
munications major from Albuquer­
que, N.M., said she sees both sides.

“People have 
to feel safe coming 
here; they want to 
know they won’t 
be harassed,"
Smith said. “But at 
the same time 1 do 
not think that we 
as students should 
have our First 
A m e n d m e n t  
nghts taken away.”

According to 
his lawsuit, Rob­
erts was denied 
permission by the 
Center for Cam ­
pus Life to use the 
com er of Akron Avenue and 15th 
Street near the campus bookstore to 
voice his opinion that “homosexual­
ity is an immoral, sinful ami unhealthy 
lifestyle, and to pass out leaflets c it­
ing scriptural basis for this view."

In the lawsuit it states that Roberts 
wants it declared that many of Tech’s 
manuals, including the Student Hand­
book, are unconstitutional because

“they violate the nghts to freedom of 
speech, freedom of press, the nghts to 
due process, and the n gilts of equal pro­
tection” all of which are guaranteed to 
Roberts and others under the Consti­
tution of the United States.

Other cases similar to Roberts’ have 
been appearing 
all over tire state.

According to 
the  A ssociated  
Press, R uben 
Reyes, a student 
at the University 
o f  T exas at El 
Paso, asked per­
mission to hold 
p ro tests  about 
en v iro n m en ta l 
dangers, the ad­
ministration and 
censorship mul­
tiple times.

He was 
turned down ev­

ery time by officials saying the stu­
dent union, where he wanted to talk, 
was not one of the two “free-speech 
zones” on the campus.

At the University o f Houston, an 
anti-abortion group took their issue 
to a judge when they wanted to dis­
play pictures o f dead fetuses outside 
designated speech zones.

According to the AP, the judge

struck down the policy saying it 
granted the dean “unfettered discre­
tion” to decide what speech to allow 
outside the zones. The st udents then 
sued again w hen the un iversity 
changed its policy to ban all speech 
outside the four designated zones.

Many organizations are coming 
together to stand up for student’s 
rights when it comes to free speech.

According to a press release from 
the Liberty Legal Institute, a legal or­
ganization commuted to the defense 
of First Amendment nghts and one 
of the organizations representing Rob­
erts, T ech’s policies are too stringent.

“T h e Tech speech codes are some 
of the most restnctive in the nation," 
said Kelly Shackelford, ch ief coun­
cil o f Liberty Legal Institute.

Instead o f suing the university 
itse lf, acco rd in g  to  h is  law suit, 
Roberts is suing individual school 
officials at Tech .

Hiram S. Sasser, a staff attorney 
for the Liberty Legal Institute, said 
there are legal reasons why it has to 
be done this way.

“W e have to sue them in their 
individual capacity when seeking 
damages, Tech can not be sued for 
damages,” he said. “If we do not sue 
for damages, Tech could change the 
policy to get nd of the lawsuit and 
then change the policy back again.”

The free speech 
area is under consid­
eration.

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Iraqi scientist gives documents about Iraq’s nuclear weapons program
W A SH IN G T O N  (A P ) —  A 

former Iraqi nuclear scientist has pro­
vided American authorities parts and 
documents from Saddam Hussein’s 
nuclear weapons program that he claims 
to have buried more than 12 years ago,

the White House said Thursday.
T h e  scientist, M ahdi Shukur 

Obeidi, said he acted on the orders 
of Saddam’s government as “part of 
a high-level plan to reconstitute the 
nuclear weapons program once sanc­

tions were ended,” said W hite House 
spokesman Art Fleischer.

“W e ’re going to  co n tin u e  to  
work with Dr. O beidi in order to 
evaluate the docum ents and the 
equipment which he has provided,” 
Fleischer said.

The W hite House spokesman said 
the d evelopm ent buttressed the 
administr- tion's claim that Saddam 
had weapons of mass destruction and 
concealed them..

He said O beid i told U .S . offi­
cials he had been interviewed as re­
cently as last fall by inspectors from 
the International A tom ic Energy 
Agency, the U .N . nuclear w atch­
dog agency, “but he did not reveal 
any o f  th is.”

"T h ro u g h o u t th e  e n tire  in ­
s p e c t io n  p ro c e ss , Ira q is  w ere 
scared to  d eath  to  ta lk  becau se 
they would die if  th ey  w ould ,” 
F le isch e r  said .

U .S .  a u t h o r it ie s  reg a rd

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Supreme Court strikes down ruling on ban of gay sex in Texas
W A SH IN G TO N  (A P) —  The 

Supreme Court struck down a ban 
on gay sex Thursday, ruling that the 
law was an unconstitutional viola­
tion of privacy.

The 6-3 ruling reverses course from 
a ruling 17 years ago that states could 
punish homosexuals for what such laws 
historically called deviant sex.

Laws forbidding homosexual sex, 
once universal, now are rare. Those 
on the books are rarely enforced but 
underpin other kinds of discrimina­

tion, lawyers for two Texas men had 
argued to the court.

T he men “are entitled to respect 
for their private lives," Justice A n­
thony M. Kennedy wrote.

“T he state cannot demean their 
existence or control their destiny by 
making their private sexual conduct 
a crim e,” he said.

Justices John Paul Stevens, David 
Souter, Ruth Bader Ginsburg and 
S te p h e n  Breyer agreed w ith 
Kennedy in full. Justice Sandra Day

O 'Connor agTeed with the outcome 
of the case but not all of Kennedy’s 
rationale.

Chief Justice William H. Rehnquist 
and Justices A nton in  Scalia and 
Clarence Thomas dissented.

“The court has largely signed on 
to the so-called homosexual agenda,” 
Scalia wrote for the three. He took 
the unusual step of reading his dis­
sent from the bench.

“The court has taken sides in the 
culture war,” Scalia said, adding that

he has “nothing against homosexuals.”
Although the majority opinion 

said th e case did n o t “ in v o lv e  
w h eth er the g o v ern m en t must 
give formal recognition to  any re­
lationship that hom osexual per­
sons seek to enter,” Scalia  said the 
ruling invites laws allow ing gay 
marriage.

“This reasoning leaves on shaky, 
pretty shaky grounds, state laws lim­
itin g  m arriage to  o p p o site -sex  
couples," Scalia wrote.

Thomas wrote separately to say 
that while he considers the Texas law 
at issue “uncommonly silly,” he can­
not agree to strike it down because 
he finds no general right to privacy 
in the Constitution.

Thomas calls himself a strict ad­
herent to the actual words of the 
Constitution as opposed to modern- 
day interpretations. If he were a 
Texas legislator and not a judge, 
Thom as said, he would vote to re­
peal the law.

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ACC invites Miami, Virginia Tech to join, Syracuse disappointed
G R E E N SB O R O , N .C. (A P ) —  

T h e A tlantic Coast Conference put 
a surprising twist on its six-week ex­
pansion saga.

O n Wednesday, the A C C  invited 
only Miami and Virginia Tech to 
leave the Big East and form an 11- 
team conference, passing over Bos­
ton College and Syracuse.

Many expected Miami to receive 
an invitation after the A C C  voted 
M ay 13 to expand, but Virginia 
T ech  didn’t com e into the picture 
until last week.

A C C  co m m issio n er Jo h n  
Swofford said neither school had ac­
cepted an inv itation  yet, but he 
didn’t expect any problems.

“It's their decision to make at this 
point,” he said.

Miami’s executive com mittee of

its board o f trustees was to meet 
Thursday afternoon w ith school 
president Donna Shalala. A  high 
ranking Miami official, speaking to 
T h e  Associated Press on condition 
o f anonymity, said a vote on the 
A C C ’s invitation would take place 
at that meeting.

T h e  u n iv ers ity  sched u led  a 
news conference for later Thursday 
to , according to  the school’s re­
lease, “discuss the possibility" of 
accepting the offer.

C lem so n  P resid en t Jam es F. 
Barker, head o f the league’s Council 
o f  Presidents, said Miami and Vir­
ginia Tech would be a great addition 
to the A C C .

“These two institutions repre­
sent and share the values for which 
the A C C  has long been known,”

Barker said.
Barker said the invitation to Vir­

ginia Tech, a dark horse candidate 
that was added last week at the in­
sistence o f Virginia, was “subject to 
final completion of the conference 
bylaw requirements” —  a site visit 
that was under way Wednesday in 
Blacksburg, Va.

Virginia Tech’s governing board, 
meeting earlier Wednesday, unani­
mously authorized president Charles 
Steger to negotiate a deal with the 
A C C . Steger said he was “inclined 
to accept” the offer.

Any school leaving the Big East 
will have to pay a $1 million pen­
alty, and that amount doubles after 
June 30.

Boston College said the Big East 
was discussing future conference con­

figurations among all its members. Its 
statem ent noted that Miami and 
Virginia Tech are included in those 
discussions, which is likely to mean 
the Big East is making the would-be 
defectors a counterproposal to keep 
them from bolting.

D ie  statement said the schools 
will address “those issues that have 
caused several Big East institutions 
to consider conference withdrawal.” 

Syracuse spokesman Kevin Mor­
row said the school was “disap­
pointed” and that it would work with 
the Big East to “help it become an 
even stronger conference.”

“We have faced challenges be­
fore, and we’ve always been up to the 
task. We will be again,” Morrow said.

Swofford refused to give the ex­
pansion vote breakdown, although

he said there weren’t enough votes 
for a plan to add only Miami.

“I th ink the Big East will re­
cover,” Swofford said. “It isn’t an ac­
quisition, it isn’t a takeover because 
th e  only  way we ca n  grow is if 
schools want to com e jo in  us by 
choice. 1 think it’s been very mis­
represented in some quartets.

"1 th in k  th is league and the 
people in this league conducted  
th em se lv es  very ap p rop riate ly  
through this process.”

T h e  A C C  presidents voted to 
expand on May 13, and conference 
officials visited M iami, Boston C o l­
lege and Syracuse to assess their fa­
c ilities . Virginia T ech  cam e into  
the picture as part o f a compromise 
suggested by V irg in ia  president 
Jo h n  T. C asteen III.

Agassi, Williams advance to third round at Wimbledon in straight sets
W IM BLED O N , England (A P ) 

—  W ith an overhead slam on match 
point, Andre Agassi punctuated a 
polished performance in the second 
round at Wimbledon.

Agassi dominated the baseline, lost 
his serve only once and beat Lars 
Burgsmuller 6 -3 ,7 -6 (4 ), 6-3 Thursday.

T h e second-seeded Agassi had 31 
winners anil just 14 unforced errors. 
He won 11 o f 12 points when he

came to die net.
“A  good horse is going to jump 

as high as they need to,” three-time 
Wimbledon champion Boris Becker 
said. “Andre is doing that.”

Agassi will n ext play No. 27- 
seeded Younes El Aynaoui, who beat 
Nicolas Massu.

Serena Williams, the top-seeded 
d efen d in g  w om en ’s ch a m p io n , 
smacked 22 winners and defeated Els

Callens 6 -4 ,6 -4 .
Maria Sharapova, a highly touted 

16-year-old Russian m aking her 
W im bledon debut, upset No. 21 
Elena Bovina 6-3 , 6-1 . Two-time 
Grand Slam champion Mary Pierce, 
who is unseeded, upset N o. 14- 
seeded Eleni Daniilidou 6-4, 6-1.

French Open champion Justine 
H en in -H ard en n e  and Je n n ife r  
Capriati also advanced.

O ther m en’s winners included 
Tim Henman, the lone British player 
left in the tournament, and French 
Open champion Juan Carlos Ferrero.

Greg Rusedski was fined $2,500 
by the tournament for his profane 
tirade during the final set of his loss 
Wednesday to Andy Roddick. Tan­
trum expen John McEnroe found the

punishment surprisingly lenient.
“ T h e y  ca n n o t be serio u s,” 

McEnroe said. “I’d be in jail for that."
Agassi, who overtook Lleyton 

Hewitt for the No. 1 ranking earlier this 
month, improved his record this year 
to 32-4- The 1992 Wimbledon cham­
pion is favored by London oddsmakers 
to reach the final against Roddick.

Agassi lost his serve in the open­
ing game o f the second set against 
Burgsmuller, then broke back in the 
eighth game when the German made 
three unforced errors. Agassi quickly 
took charge of the tiebreaker and 
breezed through the final set.

“I’m doing what 1 need to do,” 
Agassi said. “It’s always sort o f nice 
to play those tight sets and play the 
big points well, and today 1 did that."

F a r n s w o r t h ’s 
penalty reduced

C H IC A G O  (A P ) —  C h i­
ca g o  C u b s p itc h e r  K yle 
Farnsworth had his suspension 
reduced from three games to 
two for his brawl with Paul W il­
son last week in Cincinnati.
