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Students, professors, advisers worried about class availability

Texas Tech administrators re-
cently said class availability should
not be a problem for the fall, but
many students’ still question it, not
wondering whether they will get the
classes they need but whether they
will get classes at all.

Student Government Associa-
tion President Jeremy Brown said
that students getting the classes they
need is a problem and a frustrating
one for students.

“We are trying to solve the prob-
lem by having students take classes at

other times, rather than the normal
-2,” Brown said. “We are also trying
to get teachers to teach more classes.”
Stephanie Hays, associate vice
president for enrollment manage-
ment, said that every effort is being
made to get students into classes.
“They may not get their first
choice, and they may not get their
preferred time, but we are trying to
get everyone a full load,” Hays said.
Alec Hartline, a senior public re-
lations major from Littlefield, said
that it is a big deal when you need
classes you cannot get.
“There are marketing classes that

the only people that can get in are
seniors,” Hartline said. “I am a se-
nior, and I can not get in.”
Hartline said there are many
people in the business college, and
there are not enough sections.
“They need the appropriate
amount of sections for the number
of students,” he said.
Hays said that it is constantly a
challenge of managing resources.
“We are working on a balancing
act of student money and state
money,” she said. “We do not want
to end up with a lot of empty seats
and sections.”

Fall tuition to remain same, spring in question

Following tuition deregulation,
state universities are considering or
are already raising tuition, but for the
fall semester at Texas Tech, students
can expect to pay what they were
originally told.

“Fall tuition rates will stay exactly
as they are published for the upcom-
ing fall semester,” said Becky Hyde,
director of student and university fi-
nancial services.

After fees were raised in Febru-
ary from $44 to $46 and then state
deregulation, tuition has been a con-
cern for many students.

Erin White, a sophomore cell and
molecular biology major from Or-
ange, said her parents will be relieved
to know that tuition will not be go-
ing up anymore for the fall.

“With two children in college it
makes it hard when our tuition is
raised,” White said.

Chairman for the Board of Re-
gents for Tech, Bob Black, reassures
students tuition will not be raised
anymore for the fall.

“We think that we can get by this
fall without it,” Black said.

As for the spring, it is a different
story, looking forward, officials ex-
pect an increase in tuition at Tech.

“I expect an increase,” Hyde said.
“But until the regents meet I could
not even guess as to how much.”

Vice Chancellor for News and
Information, Cindy Ruegeley, said
no decisions would be made until at
least October.

Black said although the board will
be looking at raising tuition in the
spring, its main goal is the students.

“We want to keep it as low as
possible,” he said. “Accessibility for
the students is very important. There
is such a thing as pricing yourself out
of the market, and that is not what

Layoffs not probable at Tech; UT, A&GM cut jobs

Despite the loss of the Excellence
Fund, Chancellor Dr. David Smith
said, unlike the University of Texas
and Texas A&M University, Texas
Tech will not be losing a large por-
tion of its faculty in the fall.

“Although the veto of the Excel-
lence Fund had no effect on UT or
A&M campuses directly, it certainly
affected other schools in their systems,”
Smith said, “Even if the Fund had not
been vetoed, the state had already been
making changes to the budget which
would affect this sort of activity.”

According to stories appearing in
The Battalion, A&M’s student newspa-

per, 35 staff positions were eliminated
in late June. Originally 250 positions
were slated for removal, but because of
the January hiring freeze, 211 of those
positions remained unfilled.

UT, which enabled its hiring freeze
in November, eliminated more than
120 positions on the main campus and
hundreds more at the other UT satel-
lite campuses such as UT-Dallas and
UT-Arlington, according to a story in
The Daily Texan. UT Medical Branch
at Galveston took a heavy blow with
660 staff losses and they expect at least
100 more before September.

Although no notable staff elimi-
nations are occurring at Tech, Presi-
dent Donald Haragan said a few ad-

ministrative positions have been
quietly eliminated.

“It is just a matter of doing what
is best for Tech,” Re said. “It's better
to stay a little bit ahead than to keep
playing catch up.”

Smith said with Tech nearing its
largest enrollment, hopefully the
campus will be able to work together
to cut comers so no specific depart-
ment will be left in the cold.

“There are ways to cut down on
costs without just eliminating fac-
ulty,” he said. “With all the students
we are going to see in the fall, we
need the faculty. We will see what

Robert Wermnsman, instructor in
the School of Mass Communica-
tions, said he has worked here since
1994, and it has always been diffi-
cult to get certain classes.

“For one of my classes we are now
having five writing labs, whereas in
the past we have only had four,”
Wernsman said. “We are actually
offering more availability.”

As for the incoming freshman,
advisers are busy right now trying to
get every new student a full schedule.

“People say there is nothing there
but I can send them away with a full
12-hour schedule,” Advisor for the

School of Mass Communications,
Janet Wright said.

Hays said measures are being
taken in order for every freshman at
orientation to get a chance to take
the classes they want.

“We open new seats and sections
right before each orientation,” she
said. “But we are not going to teach
everything in the fall, some may
have to wait and take certain classes
in the spring.”

The first confirmed discovery of
West Nile Virus in mosquitoes oc-
curred June 30. Steven Presley is a
research coordinator for the Admi-
ral Zumwalt Research Program at the
Texas Tech Institute for Environ-
mental and Human Health. He also
oversees the institute’s research on
mosquitoes in the Lubbock area.

With the first human cases of West
Nile surfacing, Presley said people
need to identify warning signs.

“If you see sick or dead birds, that's

The reason for the lack of knowl
edge, Camden said, is the new de-
velopments in vector control to
contain the spread of these viruses,
a technology that keeps these vi-
ruses to a minimum in the United
States. Here in Lubbock, he said the
goal is to raise public awareness, not
create a panic.

If a human contracts West Nile,
Presley said the medical options are
limited. According to the Center for
Disease Control’s Web site, treat-
ment options for West Nile Fever are
few in number and basic.

“Treatment is supportive, often
involving hospitalization, intrave-
nous fluids, respiratory support and

Texas’ congressional districts. The
Democrats hold a 17-15 advan-
tage, but Republicans say that does
not reflect the state’s increasingly
Republican voting patterns.

prevention of secondary infections
for patients with severe diseases,”
according to the Web site

Presley said West Nile follows
the same pattern as most other vi
ral diseases.

“About the only thing you can
do with most viruses is treat the
symptoms and let the virus run its
course,” he said.

Despite the human cases,
Presley said there is not cause for
great concern.

“It’s nothing to panic about, his-
torically,” he said. “It is a short his-
tory, three years. But it's generally
only affected the elderly, the very
young or the immunocompromised.”

There is a possibility, Presley said,
of the virus changing and affecting
previously unaffected people.

“There have been some reports,
and there may be more reports of

Perry did not mention congres-
sional redistricting in his prepared
remarks Thursday at the Texas
Hospital Association headquar-
ters, but when questioned by re-
porters, he said redistricting is
important and will be addressed by
the Legislature.

When asked why not drop re-
districting from the agenda this
session so that the Democrats
would come back and address
other issues such as spending and
health care, Perry said, “That's
like negotiating for hostages.”

[he fact that West Nile is new
to the Lubbock area, Presley said
could mean the virus will act differ
ently than it has elsewhere.

“Since it’s new to the area, and
the population here is basically
naive, or hasn’t been exposed to it
before, the virus may manifest itself
differently here,” he said.

Above all else, the public needs
to remain informed on preventive
measures, Presley said.

“The importance of all this infor-
mation getting out is that the public
be made aware again of the signifi-
cance of it,” he said. “Keep repellant
on their children. Everybody should
wear repellant, especially if they're
out around dusk or dawn.”

Perry, saying the governor is push-
ing redistricting on behalf of na-
tional Republican leaders.

“Our constituents know where
we stand. They know where the
governor has failed to lead,” said
Sen. Leticia Van de Putte of San
Antonio, chairwoman of the Sen-
ate Democratic Caucus.

As long as the Senate Demo-
crats stay away, business in the
chamber stops. It takes two-thirds
of the Senate’s 31 members to form
a quorum and allow the chamber
to take up business. Senate rules
also require that two-thirds of the
chamber support a bill before it can
be taken up for debate.

Democrats were able to block
a vote on redistricting during the
first special session because of the
two-thirds rule. In the second spe-
cidl session, Republican Lt. Gov
David Dewhurst was arranging the
order of bills so that only a major-
ity of senators could vote to de
bate a bill on the Senate floor
That move prompted the walkout

According to the Associated
Press, Texas A&M will raise the
tuition rate on their main campus
by 20 percent in the fall, which
means a student with a 12-hour
workload will owe an additional
$108 a semester.

The AP that this is a small overall
increase that shouldn’t cause signifi-
cant hurt.

other projects may be put on hold.”

In January, Tech administrators
were instructed by a letter from Gov.
Rick Perry that all Texas state insti-
tutions and agencies must trim 7 per-
cent from the 2003 fiscal year gen-
eral revenue budget. With the veto
of the Excellence Fund a few months
later, Tech has done well with the
hand it has been dealt.

“Research was the main thing af-
fected by the Excellence Fund,
which is unfortunate,” Smith said.
“But since Tech is seeing so much
student growth, it is definitely im-
portant to keep up in other areas of
university development as well.”

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Why is rape so d|ﬁerent"

omething has been bothering

me ever since L.A. Laker

Guard Kobe Bryant was first
charged with sexual assault in Eagle
County, Colo., earlier this month.
For the longest time, | couldn’t fig-
ure out exactly what it was that just
didn’t feel right. It took the actions
of syndicated radio talk-show host
Tom Leykis for me to put my thumb
on the issue or, more correctly, the
question that had been buzzing like
a gnat in the back of my thoughts.

Why is the name of Bryant's ac-
cuser being hidden from the public?

The standard answer is that a so-
cial stigma is placed on rape victims
apd making them reveal their iden-
tity forces them to relive the incident
all over again. This answer, at least to
me, only spawns more questions.

I first find myself wondering who
perpetuates this social stigma. Be-
yond that I'm curious as to why the
privacy of rape and sexual assault vic-
tims seems more important than that
of victims of other violent crimes.

After research and reflection, I've
come to what might be called a contro-
versial conclusion concerning the stig-
matization of rape victims. ['ve decided
that the two largest groups that contrib-
ute to a victim’s problem after an inci-
dent are insensitive men and (gasp!)
some of the very women's groups female
victims look to for support.

That’s right. I went there.

[ willingly concede that a large
share of the blame rests with male
chauvinists. These guys are the ones
who say things like, “She was asking
for it with a skirt that short.” This
kind of insensitivity is wholly unac-
ceptable. Idiots such as these, unfor-
tunately, are not the only ones whose
hands are dirty in this situation.

As with all problems, follow the
trail of money and power that can
be gained from them, and you will
find at least some of the persons re-
sponsible for their perpetuation. In
the case of sexual assault, all roads
lead to women's groups.

Over the years, rape issues have
become a cornerstone of the femi-
nist platform. If these issues were al-
lowed to slip too deep into the so-
cial background, the status and in-
fluence of women's organizations
would diminish greatly. To prevent

this, they spread the idea that the
trauma sustained during rape is mark-
edly different than that received dur-
ing various other violent offenses and
therefore requires wholly different
consideration.

This special consideration only
adds to the stigma surrounding rape
because it forces victims to be separated
from even the victims of other violent
crimes. They become totally isolated,
like the lepers of the assailed. The in-
teresting thing to me is that the ones
who constantly press the issue are
middle-aged, middle-class white
women who are among the least likely
to be victims of sexual assault.

The thing that bothers me about
the act of withholding rape victims'
names is not that it exists but that it
seems to be the only crime for which
such consideration is given to the
victim. You could go tum on the
news today and find out every grue-
some detail of the death of Baylor
basketball player Patrick Dennehy,
but you will not find the name of
Bryant’s accuser.

People argue sexual assault is dif-
ferent from other violent crimes be-
cause it’sa violation of a person’s body.
The idea that this is a violation is true,
but how is it any more of a violation
than getting stabbed 17 times by
someone who is robbing you?

Maybe it's just me being some in-
sensitive white male, but | personally
see little difference between the two.
If we keep the identity of the raped a
secret, then the same should be done
for the murdered. If we reveal the
names of the murdered, we should do
the same with the names of the raped.
In the words of George Carlin, “Let’s
not have a double standard here. One
standard will do just fine.”

In the seemingly endless ocean of
mediocre to half-way decent films
released this year with only a few
lighthouses, there is a lifeboat called
“Seabiscuit.” The remarkable story
of a racehorse during the height of
the Depression years is both fascinat-
ing and emotionally involving.

In what could have been simply
a typical sports movie with the un-
derdog working tc succeed in the
end, this film does something inter-
esting by adding in elements of his-
tory and human struggle without
completely losing its main focus.

While the focus is the horse and

his three human companions, the
film also delves into the history of
the time. Throughout the film,
which spans nearly thirty years be-
ginning in 1910, the narrator tells
us about historical events that were
prevalent in our country at the time.
But the historical aspect of the film
is not told through a dry timeline of
events, but rather with an empha-
sis on how people were responding
to the events surrounding them.
During the Depression, the narra-
tor tells us, “In a time when people
needed a drink the most, you
couldn’t get one.”

Even when the story of the
horseracing really kicks into high
gear, the film never forgets the on-
going human struggle of the times.

The story itself centers on three
men. The first is a self-made mil-
lionaire named Charles Howard
(Jeff Bridges) who made his fortune
by making his own improvements
on automobiles. But after he suf-
fers a significant loss in his life and
his wife leaves him, he re-marries
and decides to go into horseracing

and breeding.

new to the program this year.

“With the discount program, we
are really trying to strengthen the ties
between the community and the stu-
dents,” Mitchell said.

Amy McBride, coordinator for the
SRRC said its mission is to promote
activities and enthusiasm that will
lead to a life long involvement and
donor relations with Texas Tech ath-
letics and the Red Raider Club.

“The great thing about joining the
SRRC is that if you get into a habit of
donating when you are a student, you
will keep donating after you graduate,”

said Kristel Schwintz, a public rela-
tions major from Alice. “It’s just a
good way to give back to your school.”

Dupree Scovell, president of
SRRC, said the club is basically “fans
of the fans.”

Dotson tells newspaper he shot Dennehy in self-defense

WACO (AP) — The Baylor
University basketball player ac-
cused of shooting a former team-
mate insisted he was not a bad per-
son and said “some things happen
that aren’t in your control.”

Carlton Dotson, in a jailhouse
interview with The Dallas Mom-
ing News, suggested the slaying of
Patrick Dennehy was in self-de-
fense and said he had been hear-
INg voices.

“If someone points a gun at you
and shoots and it doesn't go off,
what would you do?” he asked. “If
someone 1s p\“n[lng a gun at you
and they start putting more bullets
into the gun, what would you do?”

Asked what he did, Dotson only
laughed and did not answer, the
newspaper reported.

Dennehy was missing about six
weeks before his decomposed body
was found July 25 in a grassy field
four miles from the Baylor campus.
Investigators had been searching
for the 21-year-old at a nearby site
police say Dotson provided to them
after his July 21 arrest.

Dotson told FBI agents he shot
Dennehy after the player tried to
shoot him, according to the arrest
warrant affidavit. A preliminary

autopsy report
released
Wednesday
said Dennehy
was killed by
guns hot
wounds to the
head, and
listed homicide
as the cause of
death.

De La Rosa said
Dotson was being “cowardly” in his
account to the newspaper.

She said Dennehy sometimes
got into a “tiff” with a teammate
on the basketball court but never
would have pretended or tried to
shoot anyone. “He understood the
seriousness of guns,” De La Rosa

After his arrest, Dotson told the
AP he “didn’t confess to anything.”
Since then, Dotson has not re-
sponded to a request from the AP
for an interview. His attorney
didn't return calls for comment
Thursday.

Dotson, 21, remains jailed with-
out bond in his home state of Mary-
land and awaits extradition to
Texas, which could take as long as
three months.

“I'm really not a bad person,”
he told the newspaper. “Some
things happen that aren’t in your
control.”

been hearing voices that say, “We
are many. We are strong. We are
behind you.

Dotson was placed under suicide
watch Tuesday as a precaution but
it was lifted Wednesday, said correc-
tion officer Sgt. Charles Mench.
