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Presidential candidate Whitmore looking forward to visit

The second Texas Tech presiden­
tial candidate, Jon Whitmore, will 
be on  cam pus W ednesday and 
Thursday.

W hitmore, provost at the U ni­
versity of Iowa, will undergo a series 
of meetings with Tech administra­
tors, faculty, students and members 
of the Lubbock community.

The first presidential candidate, 
Brady J. Deaton, visited the campus 
on July 24-

A 21-member search committee 
began a search in the spring to fill 
the opening left by David Schmidly

after he accepted a position to be­
come president of Oklahoma State 
University.

Whitmore said he learned about 
the position  when Senior Vice 
C hancellor Richard Butler con­
tacted him in April. Butler sent 
Whitmore information on Tech and 
made a personal visit, which helped 
increase his interest in the presiden­
tial opening, Whitmore said.

Butler said Whitmore was one of 
the first four or five out of 18 indi­
viduals he personally met with to 
discuss the position, and he feels 
good about the  possibility  o f 
Whitmore's candidacy.

“I like him,” Buder said. “He’s got 
good ties to Texas. He’s got good con­
tacts, and he knows something about 
fund raising, which is going to be an 
important (component of the presi­
dency)."

Prior to his position at the U ni­
versity of Iowa, W hitmore served 
as the dean of the College of Fine 
Arts at the University of Texas for 
six years. W hitm ore said he en ­
joyed his time in Texas and would 
like the opportunity to come back 
to the state.

“We lived in Texas for six and a 
half years, so I got familiar with the 
people and the culture,” he said.

“T hat was one thing in particular 
that made me very interested in (this 
position).”

W hitmore received bachelor’s 
and master’s degrees in speech from 
Washington State University, and he 
received a Ph.D. in dramatic arts 
from the University of California.

A t the  U niversity  of Iowa, 
Whitmore oversees 11 colleges, in­
cluding those in the health sciences, 
campus-wide information technol­
ogy, libraries, student academic af­
fairs and financial aid. His responsi­
bilities include strategic planning, 
university administrative and budget 
policies and diversity efforts.

Whitmore said it would be fun 
and challenging to work with the 
Tech faculty, deans and administra­
tors, and the current position of the 
university makes the position entic­
ing as well.

“It’s clear from the strategic plan­
ning that (Tech) really has the am­
bition to nse up and be a top tier re­
search institution,” Whitmore said. 
“(Tech is) already well-known, and 
it’s possible to raise (the university's) 
stature. There is potential for further 
advancement."

Chancellor Dr. David Smith said

Iraqi volunteers to begin military training
BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) —  The 

U.S. military took 400 volunteers for 
the new Iraqi army to the northern 
city of Kirkuk on Monday to begin 
two m onths basic train ing, and 
A m erican forces passed a third 
straight day without reporting the 
loss of a soldier in combat.

According to  the military au­
thorities in the Iraqi capital there had 
not been a U.S. soldier killed in ac­
tion since late Friday nigh t

In recent weeks, Amencan forces 
have seen near daily casualties in at­
tacks by Saddam Hussein loyalists 
and others. The insurgency has killed

52 American soldiers since May 
1, when President Bush declared 
major fighting over.

The Iraqi army recruits were 
taken to Kirkuk and on to a U.S. 
base under heavy guard for fear Iraqi 
resistance fighters would attack the 
convoy of red and white buses.

The recruits sent north Mon­
day make up about half the first 
hatch due to begin training under 
U.S. instructors this month. More 
than 12,000 Iraqi soldiers are 
scheduled to be ready for service 
by year’s end and 40,000 by the 
end of 2004-

DriveAn theater to bring back good old days

The simple pleasures of life are 
many times overlooked in today’s fast 
paced society. People have forgotten 
what it was like to get off work at 5 
p.m. on the dot. They have forgot­
ten what it was like to sit down at 
the dinner table with the whole fam­
ily and enjoy a meal together.

Ryan Smith wants to help remind 
people about the simple pleasures of 
life, and he is starting in Lubbock by 
opening the Stars and Stripes Drive- 
In off Clovis Highway between 
Quaker and Frankford on August 19.

Smith was bom in Dallas and at­
tended Southern Methodist Univer­
sity for his undergraduate degree, he 
then started law school there hut did 
not finish after deciding to stay here in 
West Texas and pursue the movie busi­
ness as his family before him had done.

“I grew up hearing about the Sky- 
Vue,” Smith said. “There was always 
something different about it from 
other places; the people here really 
enjoy (drive-in movie theaters).”

Stars and Stripes will be a double 
feature drive-in theater. The first 
screen is 45 feet by 90 feet tall and 
accommodates 600 cars. The second 
screen will be 35 feet by 70 feet and 
holds 400. And Smith said if the

demand arises there is enough room 
to add a third screen which would 
hold anywhere from 200 to  2 50 cars. 
The area in front of the screens will 
be paved in order to save movie goers 
from being sandblasted by Lubbock’s 
famous dust storms.

Cost of a ticket will be $5, and 
children the age of 5 and under will

get in free.
After narrowing down on the 

possibilities Smith decided on the 
name Stars and Stripes for a couple 
of reasons.

“1 wanted something patriotic,” 
he said. “But this also has a double

months, consists of 21 students ac­
cepted from Tech, Lubbock Chris­
tian University, Wayland Baptist 
University and South Plains College.

Harua said in order to be accepted 
into the program, students had to  fill 
out an application through their col­
lege and were evaluated on several 
different areas.

“We really looked for people who 
were emerging leaders and interested 
in learning about Lubbock and the 
opportunities Lubbock has to offer," 
she said. “We want the smart and tal­
ented students from local colleges to 
want tostayhere after they graduate.” 

Hanza said one of the main points 
the program will try to emphasize is 
that by staying in Lubbock, gradu­
ates may find themselves with a bet­
ter quality of life, even if they are 
making less money.

“There’s no need to move away, 
really," she said. “Sure, you may be 
making $100,000 in a big city, but if 
you’re spending all that money on 
your cost of living, you’ll be left with 
hardly anything.”

According to www.salary.com, the 
cost of living is 14 percent higher in 
Houston and Dallas than it is in Lub­
bock, meaning that a graduate can 
earn $35,000 per year in Lubbock and 
need to earn $4,900 more per year in 
a larger metropolitan area to have die

same kind of amenities.
Student Government Associa- 

tion  External Vice President 
Colton Batchelor, also a member 
of the inaugural Focus Lubbock 
class, said one of his main goals for 
the program is to work on bridg­
ing the gap between the commu­
nity and the students of Tech.

“I am really thinking of this as 
a learn ing  experience and a 
chance to disseminate informa­
tion about die students to the busi­
nesses and leaders of Lubbock,” he 
said. “I think this program will 
have an extremely great impact on 
the overall relations between stu- 
derits and the community.”

Regarding his plans in Lubbock 
after graduation, Batchelor, who 
is studying business and strategic 
planning, said although the pro­
gram will help him meet people 
in a networking capac ity, he is not 
completely sure the route he is go­
ing to take post-graduation.

“I am going into this program 
with an open mind and an open at­
titude,” he said. “I’m pretty much 
like any other col lege student in that 
way. If something opens up for me | 
here when 1 graduate, that’s great. If 
something opens up somewhere 
else, that’s great, too. I think that 
the main benefit of this program is 
for the leaders of Lubbock to be in­
formed of what the community and 
the students want, and 1 think this 
is a great outlet for that to happen.”

President
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Whitmore is very strong in his ca­
pabilities as an administrator and 
leader and that he understands the 
critical importance of students as 
well as faculty.

Smith said because W hitmore 
has served at a Big 10 Conference 
school he understands the complexi­
ties of a large university.

“He’s had a track record of aca­
demic and research success in running 
a large university,” Smith said.

An open meeting with Tech stu­
dents and the Student Government 
Association is scheduled from 11:15 
a.m. to 12:15 p.m. Thursday in the 
Red Raider Lounge of the Student 
Union Building. Whitmore said he 
is looking forward to meeting with 
the students.

“(Students) are the real reason the 
university exists,” he said. “They usu­
ally have good questions, and I’d like 
to talk with them about their goals.”

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Liberians welcome first foreign troops, more en route
MONROVIA, Liberia (AP) —  

W est Africa’s first troops landed 
Monday on an international rescue 
mission for Liberia, greeted by over­
joyed civilians who spilled onto the 
airfield by the hundreds, screaming, 
“We want peace!”

Nigerian soldiers in green cam­
ouflage and flak vests leapt from 
white U .N . helicopters on to  the 
tarmac at Liberia’s main airport, out­
side the country’s besieged capital.

Machine guns at the ready, they 
crouched, taking up defensive posi­
tions on the landing strip.

West African leaders promise 
an eventual 3,250-strong deploy­
m ent charged with helping end 14 
years of conflict in the war-ruined 
country —  and overseeing the de­
parture of warlord turned-president 
Charles Taylor.

As an armored personnel carrier

with mounted machine guns rolled 
off one of the later flights, scores of 
Liberian onlookers evaded security 
and ran toward the troops. “N o 
more war. We want peace,” they 
chanted, at one point lifting a com­
m ander, Col. Emeka Onwuam a 
Egbu, to their shoulders.

Outside the terminal, two women 
danced in the rain, celebrating the 
arrival of the desperately hoped-for 
peace troops.

Even as peace troops landed, 
small-arms fire echoed in the neigh­
borhoods of tin-roof shacks near Old 
Bridge, focus of a nearly two month 
attack as rebels try to push from 
M onrovia’s port into downtown, 
heart of Taylor’s government.

C ol. T heoph ilus Taw iah of 
Ghana, the new force’s chief of staff, 
said he knew how much Monrovia’s 
trapped people had been waiting for

the day. “And we hope to live up to 
their expectations,” Tawiah said.

Authorities said 192 men and 
33,000 pounds of equipment would 
deploy Monday. The West African 
deployment is to be followed within 
months by a U.N. peacekeeping force.

“We are ready. I can assure you of 
that,” said Capt. Aliyu Jibril, com­
mander of the first units to arrive. 
J ibril said the troops had a mandate 
that allows them to fire to protect 
themselves and civilians.

O n Sunday, two of three U.S. 
warships full of Marines arrived off 
the country’s Atlantic Ocean coast, 
ready if ordered to deploy to support 
the peacekeepers, although their ex­
act role remained unclear.

“We will have to see,” if the Ma­
rines come ashore, said American 
Ambassador John Blaney, who was 
among the U.S., Liberian and Nige­

rian officials greeting the troops.
The United States, which over­

saw Liberia’s 19th-century founding 
by freed American slaves, has been 
under international pressure to in­
tervene in the conflict.

In Monrovia, residents near the 
city’s embattled port heard cheers and 
watched flares go up over the war-ru­
ined city — rebels, celebrating the 
arrival of the West African troops.

“1 want to see them with my own 
eyes. And when 1 do, even though I 
have no food, my belly will be big, 
and I will be happy,” said Bangalu 
Wonwondor, a 62-year-old refugee.

Allan Doss, U.N. Secretary-Gen­
eral Kofi A nnan’s representative in 
Sierra Leone, saw off the first troops 
from neighboring Sierra Leone ear­
lier Monday.

“I wish you God speed and well 
in this historic mission to Liberia,”

Doss said. “T he people of Liberia 
have suffered a lot, for too long. They 
need your help.”

In all, 675 N igerian  soldiers 
and 18 of their officers assembled 
on the airfield to take part in the 
first deployment.

W est A frican  leaders have 
promised the force to quell fight­
ing in Liberia, where two months 
of rebel sieges on  the capital have 
killed more than 1,000 civilians 
o u tr ig h t and left the  refugee- 
crowded city of more than 1.3 mil­
lion wracked by disease and desper­
ately short of food and water.

The Nigerians, the first arrivals, 
are leaving a U .N . mission in Si­
erra Leone, where large-scale mili­
tary intervention by Britain, neigh­
boring Guinea and the U nited Na­
tions helped end a vicious 10-year 
civil war.

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Driving range, clubhouse, pro shop nearing completion

Finishing touches are being put 
on the temporary clubhouse, and the 
parking lot is being paved. W hen 
that work is complete, the driving 
range at the Jerry S. Rawls Red 
Raider Golf Course will be ready for 
its first ball to be hit.

Paula Gamer, department man­
ager, said she is looking forward to 
finally getting part of the course run­
ning and estimated one and a half to 
two weeks before the range is ready.

Like the golf business everywhere, 
weather is always monitored closely, 
and G amer said last week there was 
a difficult decision to make -  to want 
rain or not to want rain.

“It’s a double-edged sword," she 
said. “We want rain on the golf 
course, but we want the parking lot 
to get finished. So I’m leaning toward 
no rain.”

Head Golf Professional Leon van 
Rensbuig said rain would have set the

parking lot back about a week and de­
layed the opening of the dnving range.

The range will be top-notch for 
Texas Tech’s golf teams. Construc­
tion on three hitting bays equipped 
with video cameras is being com­
pleted as well. Van Rensburg said 
those hitting areas will be exclusively 
for the golf teams and will be a way 
to improve the team through lessons 
and recruiting.

“1 think this is going to be a great 
recruiting tool for the golf teams,” 
he said. “1 think the coaches and 
players are just as excited about it 
as 1 am.”

Men’s coach Greg Sands said he 
is ready for the new technology for 
the range because it will allow prac­
tice when Mother Nature will not.

“It’s a really neat concept in that 
if it's a really windy day, or a rainy 
day or it’s just too cold on a winter 
day we can still practice,” he said.

The move to video is one a many 
other teams are making, and Sands

said Tech will be following in their 
footsteps. The cameras and software 
is the same equipment used by Tiger 
Wood’s swing coach Butch Harmon 
at his facility.

“A lot of programs have this type 
of technology as well, so it’s kind of like 
keeping up with the Joneses,” he said

Although the video cameras will 
be an asset to the team. Sands said 
he wants his players to use it in mod­
eration. He does not want to see his 
players become addicted to the video 
and turn into perfectionists with 
their golf swings.

“You don’t want to be thinking 
about too many things when you 
stand over the golf ball,” he said. “If 
you are, 1 think it can hurt you more."

The temporary clubhouse is up 
and running with only a few cosmet­
ics to be finished inside and out. 
Cleanup will be done inside and the 
deck is being finished outside.

Patrons at the Red Raider Golf 
Course will have top-of-the-line

equipment to purchase as well. The 
pro shop is stocked with Tttleist golf* 
balls and clubs from Titleist, Cleve­
land, Ping and Taylor Made.

When the project is finished and 
ready to swing into action. Gamer

said it will be an emotional moment 
for her because of all the hard work 
that has gone into making the golf 
course so great.

“I’ll cry,” she said. “I’ll shed a tear, 
for the pride of it.”

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‘American Wedding’ one movie too many, ‘Gigli’ falls flat

It was nearly a lose-lose situa­
tion for patrons wanting to see the 
new movies opening over this past 
weekend.

“American Wedding"
“A m erican W edding,” a.k.a. 

“American Pie 3” is supposedly the 
final installment in a series that was 
really never meant to be a series in 
the first place. As a fan of the first 
two “Pie” films, I have to say 1 wasn’t 
that excited at the prospect of an­
other slice.

And it’s not just me -  several cast 
members including Chris Klein, 
Mena Suvari and Tara Reid all opted 
out of this movie. In this case, it’s 
best to quit while you’re ahead.

Just to give you an idea of what 
to expect, the film opens with Jim 
(Jason Biggs) and Michelle (Alyson 
Hannigan) having dinner at an up­

scale restaurant. He’s just about ready 
to pop the question, when she de­
cides to go under the dinner table 
and pop something else.

Aw, isn’t that precious?
Of course, Jim’sdad shows up, and 

chaos ensues.
This is, however, what “Pie” fans 

want to see. But following this open­
ing scene, there's not a laugh to be 
had for quite some time. Not that 
they don’t try.

You see, the filmmakers caught 
on that they had a funny character 
with Steve Stiffler (Sean William 
Scott) in the first two films and de­
cided to  make him the focus of this 
third movie. It turns out to be a mis­
take because Stiffler isn't as funny in 
this movie -  he’s actually pretty ob­
noxious.

Then the filmmakers make the 
biggest mistake in the movie toward 
the end by actually giving Stiffler a 
heart with feelings to accompany.

It’s just a mistake to take a small 
character who works only in small 
doses and make him the focus.

In fact, the first half of the movie 
or so is pretty lackluster with few 
laughs. But then the movie started 
to slowly grow on me. There are sev­
eral big laughs late in the movie 
which made me come away from the 
movie liking it somewhat, but then 
I had to remind myself how bad the 
first half was.

O n the positive side Eugene Levy 
is still fun as Jim’s dad. In fact, the 
relationship between Jim and his fa­
ther may be the best thing about the

series. That strong point is contin­
ued in this film.

I could have easily done without 
this third slice of “Pie,” but those sim­
ply wanting another romp in the 
raunch, won’t be disappointed.

“Gigli”
Ben Affleck and Jennifer Lopez’s 

first movie together finally hits the­
atres after repetitive delays. It’s not 
worth the wait.

The plot has Affleck as Larry 
Gigli (sounds like “Jee-lee” not 
“Giglee”) a thug working for the 
mob. W ith his thick accent and 
leather coat, he struts around with 
few worries. T hat is, until he is 
asked to kidnap the autistic brother 
of a federal prosecutor in order to 
get the charges dropped against a 
head mobster.

Gigli’s boss didn’t trust him  to 
handle the job by himself, so he 
paired him up with Ricki (Lopez), a 
contract killer to baby sit Gigli on 
the job.

The movie is pleasant for a short 
while, but the charm wears away 
quickly.

Gigli is sure he can coax Ricki 
into bed, and he does. But hold on, 
Ricki only plans to sleep in the bed 
because she’s a lesbian and makes it 
very clear that she isn’t interested in 
his equipment.

In fact, later, the two have a long 
discussion on who has better sex 
organs-m en or women. Affleck 
bravely defends his penis in a ma­

cho-m an speech. Lopez gives a 
speech about how sexual the female 
anatomy is. It's a shamelessly sexy 
scene and after a speech like that, 
it’s understandable why she’s an ada­
mant lesbian.

It’s ridiculous, then, when Ricki 
decides to have sex with Gigli, and 
it’s incredibly UNsexy when they do. 
She lays on the bed and tells him, 
“It’s turkey time! Gobble, Gobble!” 
and he moos like a cow afterward.

You think I’m kidding? I wish 1 were.
T he real cu lp rit beh ind  this 

mess is director M artin Brest, who 
also wrote the screenplay. Some 
critics are com paring “G igli” to 
Kevin S m ith ’s “C hasing  Amy,” 
which also stars Affleck as a man 
who falls for a lesbian.

The difference is, “Amy” is an 
intelligent, funny, and edgy com­
edy with legitimate questions about 
sexuality w ithout easy answers.

“Gigli” is none of these.
It's no wonder that the studio 

pushed back the release date several 
times on “Gigli.” But you can only 
delay an inevitable train wreck for 
so long.

Texas Tech football officially 
starts W ednesday, and th e  Red 
Raiders are reporting for duty today.

The 2003 campaign gets under­
way this week as the Raiders start 
two-a-days in preparation for their 
season opener against Southern 
Methodist University on Aug. 30.

Two-a-days serve as the chance 
for the team to set the foundation 
for the upcoming season and start off 
on a good note.

“Since the Tangerine Bowl we’ve 
been looking forward to this,” said se­
nior wide receiver Wes Welker. “We’ve 
been busting our butts, and it starts back 
in spring workouts. You look back at all 
the preparation you did, and if you have 
a great year, you have a great year.”

All the hard work starts early and 
ends late, but the end result is re­
warding to die players.

“Two-a-days are extremely busy," 
Welker said. “Your day starts at seven 
in the morning and goes until nine 
at night. ...By the end it’s a neces­
sary evil for you to be successful.” 

Linebacker Mike Smith said he 
is ready for that 
necessary evil to 
start.

S e ten c ich ’s new 
defensive system will be more of 
an aggressive style of football. 
Smith likes the system because he 
gets to  do what linebackers love- 
h itting  people.

“Coach Setencich is old school,” 
Smith said. “He likes to hit people.” 

Personnel-wise the Raiders are 
not much different from last season, 
and Smith said that will be an ad­
vantage to Tech. The defense loses 

L a w r e n c e  
Flugence and 
A aron  H u n t as 
two of the team’s 
leading tacklers, 
and the offense is 
less one Kliff 
Kingsbury.

But W elker 
said Tech fans can 
expect B.J. 
Sym ons to  take 
the reins well for 

the offense at quarterback.
"N obody  know s to o  m uch  

about him , except for when he 
came in those few games,” he said. 
“But when he did come in he fed

the ball around.”
Som ething the Raiders have 

to  overcome every year is media 
p red ic tio n s  and  low e x p e c ta ­
tions. W elker and S m ith  b o th  
said the team  does n o t really care 
about preseason pred ic tions any 
m ore because  it  h a s  b eco m e 
com m onplace.

“It’s the same underdog position 
we’ve been in,” Welker said. “It’s 
just another year, and we’ve got to 
prove people wrong.”

Smith agreed with Welker and 
said the team enters every season hav­
ing to make people eat their words.

“They do it every year,” he said. 
“We don’t get too upset about it. 
...We have to show every year what 
we can do.”

This year the team is taking the 
approach of improving upon last 
year and getting better every day, 
which is one of head coach Mike

L each’s m ottos. S m ith  said the 
Raiders will not be satisfied with a 
low-key bowl game this season.

“We just want to play better and 
better,” he said. “We want to get to 
a better bowl game this year and im­
prove on everything.”

D e fe n s iv e  l in e m a n  A d e ll  
D uckett said im provem ent will 
m ean a b e tte r  atm osphere and a 
team  th e  fans are bound to  e n ­
joy w atching.

“It’s going to  be an explosive 
team to watch,” he said. “The de­
fense has a lot of young guys, new 
faces, and I think it’s a team people 
are going to enjoy watching.”

W ith this being Welker’s senior 
season, he said he wants to go out 
with a bang at Tech and leave a 
mark on the Big 12 Conference.

“T h is  is really  my last h u r­
rah ,” he said. "So, I’m ready to 
get after it .”

Dotson’s father claims son never mentioned hearing voices
FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) — 

The father of Carlton Dotson, the 
former Baylor University basketball 
player accused of killing an ex-team­
mate, says his son never told him he 
was hearing voices.

Carleton Dotson, the father, ap­
peared at the Kent County Deten­
tion Center in Maryland just as vis­
iting hours were about to end Sun­
day afternoon, tire Fort Worth Star- 
Telegram reported Monday.

The younger Dotson is being held 
without bond in his home state of 
Maryland awaiting an extradition 
hearing later this month.

Carlton Dotson, 21, was arrested 
July 21 and charged with murder in 
the death of Patrick Dennehy, whose 
decomposed body was found July 25 
in a Waco field four miles from the 
Baylor campus. Dennehy, who was 
missing about six weeks, died of gun­
shot wounds to the head, according 
to a preliminary autopsy report.

The elder Dotson said he has 
never discussed the murder charge 
with his son.

Asked whether his son seemed

disoriented during the Sunday visit, 
Carleton Dotson said: “He seemed 
normal. He was smiling. We were 
talking, just talking about father and 
son stuff. Basically it was just about 
being strong.

“Somebody’s supposed to come see 
him, some psychiatrist or something. 
He said he's looking forward to see­
ing him or whatever,” Dotson, 38, told 
the Fort Worth newspaper outside the 
detention center in Chestertown, 
Md. “He’s in good spirits.”

Carleton Dotson said his son dis­
puted the reported circumstances 
regarding an interview published 
last week.

The paper reported that Dotson talked 
about hearing voices and described a 
self-defense shooting scenario.

Carlton Dotson didn't know that 
the woman who visited him Wednes­
day was a Dallas Morning News intern 
and didn’t realize he was talking to a 
news reporter, his father said.

The younger Dotson’s attorney 
has said she misrepresented her­
self, bu t the Morning News has 
stood by the in tern , who has said 
she did not take notes or record 
the interview.
