The University Daily

ack Frost decided to bite at Texas

Tech students during a snowy day

on Thursday. To compensate, ad-

inistrators worked hard to make sure
the day ran smoothly, while students
were considering the rest of the day.

“The best is to get in sweats and
lay in bed,” Tricia Manuel said.

The sophomore human develop-
ment and family studies major from
Houston said the weather gets cold in
Houston, but the humidity helps keep
the conditions warmer than Lubbock.

There will be a chance of more
snow in the Lubbock area Friday, with
a possibility for more Friday night. Ac-
cording to the National Weather Ser-
vice Web site, the snow advisory

weather should clear up by Saturday.
Until then, Maj. Gordon Hoffman of
the Tech Police Department said stu-
dents should be careful on the icy roads.

“People need to remember to slow
down and allow more distance be-
tween cars,” he said. “You can’t drive
like you do when the pavement is dry.
You need to drive defensively.”

Throughout Lubbock, Hoffman
said more than 100 accidents occurred
Thursday. At Tech, he said there were
afew accidents, but he would not have
the incident reports until today. Stu-
dents who did make it to campus may
have found it difficult to find a park-
ing spot.

Col. Buddy Knox, director of Traf-
fic and Parking, said the weather
caused the department to exercise the
new power-icing program. The C-10
and C-12 lots of the commuter park-
ing lot on Indiana Avenue were closed
Thursday because of possible damage
from falling ice.

When a snowy or icy day occurs at
the Tech campus, Knox said ice can
collect on the tower and wires of the
large tower located in the parking lot.
If a large amount of ice collects on the
wires, then ice blocks can fall and
cause damage to vehicles or people.

Lawmakers discuss gay marriage amendment

LEGISLATURE DIVIDED:

9 Leaders trying to find
wording for amendment

BOSTON (AP) — Legislative leaders met Thursday morning to try to
find words that would ban gay marriage but legalize civil unions, expressing
optimism as they reconvened their constitutional convention.

The leaders said they hoped to finally reach an agreement after two other
versions of a proposed constitutional amendment banning same-sex marriage
were narrowly defeated during the much-anticipated convention’s opening
day Wednesday.

“Things break down in this building by the minute, but it's going to be
interesting,” said Senate Minority Leader Brian Lees, a Republican.

SOAC discusses possible

Massachusetts was thrust into the epicenter of the contentious social po-
litical, religious and legal debate over gay marriages in November when the
state’s Supreme Judicial Court ruled it was unconstitutional to ban gay couples
from marrying, a decision that was reaffirmed last week.

“We're talking about a wide, wide variety of options and potential amend-
ments,” said House Speaker Thomas Finneran, an ardent opponent of gay
marriage. “Nobody’s in a position, really, to insist on anything other than
good faith efforts on all sides. We're open to all sorts of ideas.”

Any constitutional amendment would ultimately need the approval of
voters in a ballot in November 2006.

The convention’s frenzied first day unfolded before more than 4,000 spec-
tators in the Statehouse and reflected a Legislature deeply divided about how
to respond to the court’s 4-3 ruling. The session resumed Thursday in a much
more subdued setting, with fewer protesters ar.d spectators showing up at the
Statehouse. As legislators returned to the House chamber, gay-rights advo-
cates chanted “No discrimination!”

With the possibility of a future tu-
ition increase and $20 advising fee at
Texas Tech, Student Government
Association President Jeremy Brown
discussed these and other issues with
members of the Student Organization
Advisory Council Thursday night.

Members from student organiza-
tions filled the mini-theater of the
Student Union Building to listen and
discuss issues important to the student
body of Tech. The main complaint
Brown said he hears from students and
student organizations is the lack of
communication between the SGA

and the student population.

“This is the chance to bring every-
one together from across cam-
pus once a month to dis-
cuss spread informa- 0
tion so you know
what’s going on
around campus,” he
said.

The meeting
opened with a dis-
cussion on a possible
$20 advising fee.
Alisa Abuzeineh,
SGA interim vice
president of graduate affairs, said the
fee would only apply to undergradu-
ate students of Tech.
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Terry said the administration and
the SGA has received complaints of
bad advisers at Tech. Some
departments may
have sufficient ad-
visers, but the fee
would be an
across-the-board
fee to improve ad-
vising across the
Brown

campus,
said.

One student
said  students
would be required
to pay more for something they already
pay for while other students would pay
for something they do not use.

Brown said the deans of colleges
he has communicated with are in fa-
vor of the fee. He said he believes
there needs to be more money to
improve the situation, but he does
not believe a $20 fee is necessary.

If the fee is enacted, Brown said
he has been assured the money would
go strictly to advising. In an open
vote, despite the assurance, a major-
ity of the attendants disagreed with
the proposed fee.

Many students also disagreed
with a possible tuition increase to be
enacted in the fall 2004 semester.
However, Brown said the increase

Nation faces
blood shortage

BEHIND ON BLOOD: Shortage links to
fewer people donating blood than is typical.

While some students are focus-
ing on a holiday revolving around flow-
ers and candy this February, some people’s at-
tention is on matters outside the foil-wrapped,
heart-shaped box.

Dale Millhauser, the health and safety ser-
vices director for Lubbock’s American Red
Cross, said there is a national blood supply
shortage.

“There’s a shortage nationwide because less people are donating blood

than they used to,” she said.

There are several reasons why people are not as ready to donate some-
thing personal as blood, Millhouser said. Some do not recognize the need
for blood donations, and others are concerned about contracting blood
diseases such as HIV.

“That’s not true,”
for each person,” she said.

she said. “They use individual, sterile equipment

College-age people are not as prone to donating blood as generations
before them, Millhauser said.

“I don't want to stereotype students as not giving, but the elderly and
people in their mid-30s are more likely to donate blood,” she said.

i Students are more likely to jump at a chance to donate things they
can be paid for, Millhouser said, such as plasma. Others are inexperi-
enced and scared.

“Some people are just plain scared of needle sticks,” she said.

Laura Hartin, a freshman multidisciplinary studies major from Sul-
phur Springs, said a professor in one of her classes asked students how
| many of them had never given blood. She said she was shocked to see
nearly half of the 300-seat lecture hall raise their hands.

“I was shocked to see that not very many people have given blood,”
she said.

Hartin said she has never donated blood herself because she is afraid

Poll: Public’s trust
in Bush at low point

WASHINGTON (AP) — The public’s trust in President Bush is at
the lowest point of his presidency, with about half of those surveyed
saying he is honest and trustworthy and almost that many saying he is
not, according to a poll released Thursday.

The ABC News-Washington Post poll found that 52 percent felt
Bush was trustworthy, while 42 percent did not. The poll found public
support for the war in Iraq slipping and people were about evenly split
| on whether they approve of the job he is doing as president or not.

For the first time in this poll, support for the war dipped just below
half, 48 percent, with an equal share, 50 percent, saying it was not worth
fighting.

More than half in the poll, 54 percent, said that the Bush adminis-
tration intentionally exaggerated the threat from weapons of mass de-
struction in Iraq, but more of that group says administration officials
exaggerated the threat than said they lied.

Sixth inmate put to

death Thursday night

HUNTSVILLE (AP) — A former
bull rider from New Mexico headed to
the Texas death chamber Thursday night
for fatally slashing and stabbing two young
women more than 10 years ago while he
was on probation for a drug conviction.

Bobby Ray Hopkins, 36, was the
sixth Texas inmate put to death this year
and the second in as many nights.

Hopkins insisted he wasn't respon-
sible for the slayings of Sandi Marbut, 18,
and her cousin, Jennifer Weston, 19, at
their apartment in Grandview in Johnson
County, about 35 miles south of Fort
Worth.

Marbut was cut about 40 times with
a dull knife, its blade blunted to about 3
inches. Weston, a cousin from Indiana,
had 66 wounds.

Their bodies were found July 31,
1993, by Marbut’s father, who lived across
the street.

“Unless you've experienced it, you
can’t imagine it,” Terry Marbut, who
planned to wimess the execution, told
The Associated Press. “It changes your
perspective on everything. It was ex-
tremely traumatic.”

Hopkins' lawyers filed motions for
clemency, for a reprieve and asked in ap-
peals that DNA evidence used at
Hopkins' trial be retested. They also were
questioning the legality of his confession.

Hopkins, from Lea County, N.M.,
was on probation for dealing cocaine
when his name surfaced as authorities
canvassed a crowd that gathered where
the killings occurred. Bystanders told of-
ficers Hopkins, who was wanted for a pro-
bation violation, previously was at a party
there and had argued with Sandi Marbut
over $40 missing from her purse.

A Texas Ranger tracked down
Hopkins. A blood spot on his boot
matched the blood of the victims. A
bootprint from the slaying scene matched
Hopkins' boot.

Hopkins was questioned eight times
and held in isolation for 15 days, refusing
to confess. A detective he knew from
Hobbs, N.M., came to talk with him and
duringa four-hour interview Hopkins told
how he went to the home, a struggle en-
sued and he stabbed Marbut. He also said
he was cut in the fight.

Students suspended

after beating student
JACKSONVILLE, Fla. (AP) —

Seven middle school students were
suspended and a school bus driver was
placed on leave after the beating of a
12-year-old student was captured on
a surveillance camera aboard the bus.

The tape, which was broadcast on
local and national television, shows
several Landon Middle School stu-
dents punching the boy for about 30
seconds last week as he cowers in his
seat.

The boy, who was not seriously
injured, will be allowed to transfer to
another school, Marsha Oliver, a
spokeswoman for Duval County
schools, said Wednesday.

The students’ names were not re-
leased because of their ages. The old-
est attacker is believed to be about 15,
and no arrests were made, authorities
said.

A hearing officer will determine
the punishments for the suspended
students, Oliver said. Penalties could
include expulsion, she said.

The bus company, First Student,
refused to identify the driver. He is on
leave; a review of his conduct will take
a few days, said John Ziegler, the
company’s vice president.

The driver said he pulled over af-
ter making a turn and asked the vic-
tim if he needed help or wanted to
return to school. After finishing the
route, the driver took the tape back
to the school, Oliver said.

The victim, whose name wasn’t
released, told The Florida Times-
Union that he believed the driver
should have intervened.

“He didn’t stop the boys or any-
thing. He just let them off at their
stop,” he said.

The bus company has a policy of
not touching students to break up a
fight. Last year, a Duval County bus
driver was seriously injured when he
tried to intervene.

Drivers are supposed to notify their
dispatcher or contact the Jacksonville
Sheriff’s Office if there is trouble on
the bus, Oliver said. While he did net
do so, she said, she did praise him for
retrieving the video.

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British Airways scraps
flight for security fears

LONDON (AP) — A much-dis-
rupted British Airways flight from Lon-
don to Washington, D.C. hasbeen can-
celed again over security fears, the air-
line said Thursday.

British Airways said Flight 223 from
Heathrow to Washington’s Dulles Air-
port would not fly on the coming Sun-
day. Monday’s Flight 263 from London
to Riyadh, Saudi Arabia also was
scrapped.

The airline said the decision “fol-
lows government advice to cancel
those flights for security reasons.” The
184 people booked on the Washing-
ton flight and 149 Riyadh passengers
would be rebooked on other flights or
given a refund, the airline said.

BA said the return flights to Lon
don would operate as scheduled.

Flight 223 has been delayed or can-
celed eight previous times this year be
cause of U.S. security alerts. Saudi
flights also have been canceled several
times.

Officials in Britain have refused to
say what intelligence prompted them
to advise cancellation of the BA flights,
but U.S. authorities have spoken of a
“specific and credible” terrorist threat
to international flights.

Dennis Murphy, a spokesman for
U.S. Department of Homeland Secu-
rity, said the decision to cancel the
flight was based on British intelligence,
but that U.S. intelligence officials had
shared information.

Murphy said the United States had
“specific and credible” threat informa-
tion for the flights currently canceled,

Disruption to flight 223 began Dec.
31, when the plane was kept on the
tarmac at Dulles for several hours after
landing, while U.S. authorities ques-
tioned passengers and crew.

BA scratched the same service the
following two days and several times
after that, most recently on Feb 2.
When the flight has gone ahead, it has
sometimes been delayed for hours for
stringent checks on passengers. The
carrier’s two other daily flights to Wash-
ingtonshave not been affected.

Last August, BA suspended service
to Saudi Arabia, where the British gov-
ernment warns of “a continuing threat
of terrorism,” after local authorities
broke up a cell that reportedly was plot-
ting an attack on a British plane. Ser-
vice was restored in September.

Several Paris-based Air France
flights to the United States and a Con-
tinental Airlines Glasgow-to-Los An-
geles flight also have been canceled in
the past few weeks.

Air France said Thursday that its
flights were running normally and there
had been no cancelations for security
reasons.

Some European officials have ques-
tioned the need for the flight disrup-
tions, and Britain’s pilots’ union has
expressed concern over the “erratic”
nature of the intelligence leading to the
cancelations.

On Thursday, the group's general
secretary, Jim McAuslan, accused U.S.
officials of overreacting. “Safety and
security is our priority but we now be-
lieve that the United States intelli-
gence service is jumping at shadows,”
he said.

A USS. request for armed “sky mar
shals” to travel on flights thought to be

at risk also has caused friction, with
Britain's Air Line Pilots’ Association

expressing strong opposition to the
idea.

Thursday.

To help students find parking
spots, workers from Traffic and Park-
ing were in the parking lot to direct
students to locations wnth available
spots, Knox said.

“We just try to save students time
and effort and give them good park-
ing places,” he said. “You know, we
try to use common sense.”

To prevent any transportation
problems, Knox said the department
coordinated with Citibus to inform
them of the changes.

The department also conducted
changes due to students parking ille-
gally on campus.

Students who were unable to find
a parking spot parked illegally. Usu-
ally the department tows students, but
the conditions were too slick for tow

trucks to be available, Knox said. In-
stead of towing, students who parked
illegally were given a ticket.

The weather did not just cause
parking problems, but a stall in con-
struction projects. Vice President for
Operations Max Hinojosa said con-
struction projects are discontinued
temporarily when bad weather oc-
curs.

Any projects that involve con-
crete, waterproofing and roadwork
cannot be completed because of freez-
ing weather, Hinojosa said.

“There is no sense to put people
out there and get them hurt,” he said.

One student who did come to
campus Thursday was not happy
about the experience. Chris Snow, a
junior history major from Holliday,
said the weather is similar to that of
his hometown, but, nonetheless, it
was not enjoyable.

“Well, I'm not happy about it,” he
said.

would be necessary to develop the
growth of the campus.

If tuition were increased at Tech,
the money from the student body
would go to many things. Brown
said many professors on campus
have not had a raise in five years.
A percentage of the funds would go
to give faculty members a raise,
while another portion of the funds
would go to hire more faculty.

“The main purpose of the in-
crease is to hire more faculty,” he
said. “The majority of the money
would go there.”

As with the previous tuition in-
crease, Brown said money would go
into financial aid to help the stu-
dent body. If the tuition increase is

enacted, he said the provost and
president of the university have told
him that there would not be an-
other increase for two years.

Although tuition has not been
decided on, an extended fall break
for the fall 2004 semester is “pretty
much a go,” Brown said. There is
still debate on what part of the se-
mester the break would be imple-
mented in.

“There are two options,” Brown
said. “We could have a full week for
Thanksgiving or, in mid-October,
we could have a Thursday and Fri-
day off.”

SOAC is a development from
Student Senate legislation that
would require registered student or-
ganizations to have a SOAC repre-
sentative attend meetings, Carmen
Terry, SGA chief of staff, said.

Teacher suspended after student poses in boxers

HOUSTON — A high school
art teacher who asked a student to
pose for classmates wearing only
boxer shorts has been suspended.

Karen Fearon, an advanced
placement art teacher at The
Woodlands High School near
Houston, was suspended with pay
pending the outcome of an inves-

tigation.

“I asked him if he’'d feel com-
fortable wearing them in class. At

'Yeah, I will," Fearon told Houston
television station KPRC. “Before
I knew it, I turned around to get
the paper and supplies and he had
dropped his pants in the class.

South Korean researchers win
race in cloning of human embryo

WASHINGTON (AP) — Re-
searchers in South Korea have become
the first to successfully clone a human
embryo, and then cull from it master
stem cells that many doctors consider
key to one day creating cures for diabe-
tes, Parkinson’s and other diseases.

This is not cloning to make babies,
but to create medicine.

[t immediately revived controversy
over whether to ban all human clon-
ing, as the Bush administration wants,
or to allow this “therapeutic cloning”
that might eventually let patients grow
their own replacement tissue.

“We have to do this research be-
cause of its promise for treating disease,”
said Dr. Moon Shin-yong of Seoul Na-
tional University, who co-led the new
research.

Without cloning, stem cells won’t
be genetically identical to the patient
who needs them, causing “a rejection
problem, and we would like to over-
come it,” Moon told The Associated
Press. “This kind of science should be
conducted in South Korea and in the
United States. It is very important to
medicine.”

Embryonic stem cells are the body's
building blocks, cells from which all
other tissue types spring. They're
present in an embryo only days after
conception and are ethically sensitive
because culling stem cells destroys the
embryo.

Scientists have used therapeutic
cloning to partially cure laboratory mice
with an immune system disease. And
they can cull stem cells from human

105 left over in fertility clinics.
Attempts to clone human embryos,
to supply stem cells, have failed until
NOW.

The Seoul scientists say they suc-
ceeded largely because of using ex-
tremely fresh eggs donated by South
Korean volunteers and gentler handling
of the genetic material inside ther.

Moon and colleague Woo Suk
Hwang are discussing the research
Thursday at a meeting of the Ameri-
can Association for the Advancement
of Science. Details will be published in

the journal Science.
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anticipated proof that human therapeu-
tic cloning is possible, said stem-cell re-
searcher Dr. Rudolf Jaenisch of the
Whitehead Institute for Biomedical
Research in Cambridge, Mass.

“It’s not of practical use at this
point,” Jaenisch cautioned.

Years of additional research are re-
quired before embryonic stem cell trans-
plants could be considered in people,
he stressed.

Ciritics immediately urged Congress
to ban all forms of human cloning. The
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House last year voted to do that, but the
Senate stalled over whether there should

be an exception for some research.

“The instrumentalization of human
life for the benefit of others demeans the
value of all human life,” said Sen. Sam
Brownback, R-Kan., who has sponsored

legislation for a complete ban.

There's nothing to stop the next
cloned embryo from being used for preg-
nancy, contended Richard Doerflinger
of the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bish-

ops.

the backing of a simple majority of
the Legislature this year, then again
in the 2005-06 legislative session be-
fore it could wind up on the Novem-
ber 2006 ballot for voters to consider.

Wednesday was a day of impas-
sioned debate about the meaning of
the constitution, the lessons of sla-
very, and the importance of preserv-
ing an institution that has existed as
a heterosexual union for millennia.

The poll highlighted Bush's

vulnerabilities after a month domi-
nated by the Democratic presiden-
tial campaign and an admission by
administration officials that
banned weapons may not be found
in Iraq.

A tracking poll by the National
Annenberg Election Survey found
that Bush'’s overall job approval
dropped sharply in late January af-
ter David Kay, the former chief
U.S. weapons inspector in Iraq,
said he did not think those weap-
ons existed.

In a matchup with Democratic
front-runner John Kerry, Bush
trailed the Massachusetts senator
by 51 percent to 43 percent.

The public remains strongly
supportive of Bush on his handling
of the campaign against terrorism
and his leadership skills — with six
in 10 or more approving of him on
terrorism and saying he is a strong
leader.

Almost half in the poll, 47 per-
cent, said the economy has gotten
worse while Bush was president —
reflecting recent signs that con-
sumers are growing more anxious
about the economy. Only four in
10 said Bush understand the prob-
lems of people like them.

Friday the 13th — a long, haunting history of mystery

iday the 13th is great — it’s the perfect excuse to

blame my misfortunes on something other than

myself. Car accident or bad test grade? Blame it

on Friday the 13th. Wet your pants, blame it on the

“Devil’s Dozen.” However, if you're going to blame such

incidents on superstition, then it’s important to know
how Friday the 13th originated.

There is actually a word for the fear of Friday the 13th
— paraskevidekatriaphobia (try and use that term casu-
ally at a frat party!). It arises from a fear of the number 13
and of Fridays. Although there are others, the most promi-
nent theory of origin is rooted in Christian theology.

In Leonardo da Vinci’s renaissance masterpiece “The
Last Supper,” there are 13 guests. Historians believe Jesus
to have been the 13th guest at the feast, just before his
Crucifixion. If one were tostart counting around the table
with Judas, the betrayer, then Jesus would be the 13th guest.
If the count began at Jesus, then Judas was number 13,

Some people believe there was a 13th tribe of Isael,
although the Bible proclaims only 12. Members of this tribe,
viewed as “witches,” sought to destroy followers of God.

In Wiccan and Pagan covens, 13 members cast the
circle and there are 13 lunar months in the pagan cal-
endar. Since the number 13 was sacred to most Pagan
traditions, it’s not surprising that the number was con-
sidered evil in early Christianity.

Reportedly many unlucky events have happened on
Fridays. For instance, Biblical events like the Crucifix-
ion, Abel’s murder and the Great Flood all are rumored
to have occurred on Friday’s. Until recently, Friday was
the sixth day of the week. The Biblical association of the
number six rests in the mark of the beast that is 666.

Another source of the superstition rests in Norse

culture. In ancient Norse mythology, their hero Balder
was killed at a banquet by the god Loki. Before he died,
the party total was brought to 13, hence the malevo-
lent aura which surrounds the number.

The legend is associated with capital punishment. In
the British tradition, 13 steps led up to the noose and
Friday was the conventional day for public hangings.

Another eerie story surrounds the day Friday. Sail-
ors were especially superstitious of the day and often
refused to ship out on Fridays. Legend says that in the
1800s a British ship called HMS Friday was commis-
sioned to prove the superstition a fallacy.

The crew was selected on a Friday, the captain was
named James Friday and the ship set sail on a Friday.
The ship disappeared forever. As fishermen say, “A
Friday's sail, always fail.”

[n more recent history, new superstitions about the
number 13 have evolved. Notable serial killers have 13
letter names. Jack the Ripper — 13 letters, John Wayne
Gacy — 13 letters. Charles Manson, Jeffrey Dahmer and
Theodore (Ted) Bundy each have 13 letters.

Many American buildings have floors that skip from
12 to 14. State lotteries of France and Italy never sell tick-
ets with the number 13 on them. American school multi-
plication tables stop at 12 times 12, even though there is
no reason to do so, except for the ancient superstition.

Is all this just a superstition, or is there some truth to
the mystery?

A 1993 British Medical Journal found that even
though fewer people chose to drive on Friday the 13th
than on other Fridays, the number of hospital admis-
sions was significantly higher on Friday the 13th.

If you don’t subscribe to the ancient Friday the 13th
superstition, then you'll probably take little notice of
the day that comes around once a year.

However, if you do believe in magic, then be careful!
Don’t walk under a ladder, move into a new home, take
a trip or flip your mattress. To be on the safe side you may
even want to find a four-leaf clover or a rabbit’s foot.

Ingredient in this sweet treat helps improve cholesterol

Chocolate — friend or foe? As Valentines Day nears, Red Raiders might
be interested to know that by giving their loved ones chocolate, they might be
benefiting their sweethearts in more than one way.

Recent studies have shown the cocoa-based confection is not as bad as
people may think. Doctors have discovered the tasty treat holds many health

benefits.

Fiona Prahbu, an assistant professor and pre-doctoral
director for family medicine with the Texas Tech Health
Sciences Center, said chocolate’s main health benefits

are the chemicals, called flavanols, it contains.
“Specific types of flavanols called catachins and
epicatachins help improve cholesterol and decrease for-

mations of plaques,” she said.

Plaques clog up arteries, and chocolate acts as an an-
tioxidant, cleaning up and reducing some of the damage,

Prahbu said.

Chocolate has also recently been known to reduce
blood pressure and increase blood flow, she said.

Chocolate’s history is as deep as it is sweet.

Chocolate is made from the seeds of the tropical ca-

cao tree, Theobroma Cacao.

Theobroma is Greek for “food of the gods.”

According to BBC.com, the Aztecs were the first
humans to make chocolate. They discovered they could
make a nourishing drink by crushing the cacao beans into a paste and adding
spices. During the 16th Century, European explorers brought the Aztec’s choco-
late drink back from their travels and added sweeter flavorings, and it soon

became a renowned and expensive luxury in Europe, according to the BBC.

Prahbu said there is often a misconception that chocolate alone is good for
you, when in fact it is the components of coco that hold the health benefits.
“Chocolate is a candy; it contains sugar and fat, which are definitely not
good for you; the coco part is the part that holds the nutritional value,” she

said.

most nutritional benefits, Prahbu said.

“Dove Dark Chocolate has the most flavanols out of any chocolate - most
of the commercial chocolates sold today don't contain many health benefits,”
she said.

Stephanie Hayes, a sophomore English major from Denton, said it didn’t
make a difference with the public if chocolate was good for you or not.

“ guess finding out that it has some health benefits is
good, but people are going to eat it because it tastes good
— not because it may be healthy,” she said.

The cocao -confection may hold health benefits, but
studies show chocolate also contains many psychological
benefits as well.

Prahbu said chocolate releases endorphins, which are
hormones that give individual feelings of pleasure and
well-being.

“Seratonin is what we use in many antidepressant drugs
and chocolate has shown to have the same properties that
Seratonin has - therefore chocolate can, in some people,
stimulate positive feelings,” she said.

According to the BBC, there are many reasons choco-
late makes people feel good.

The Web site claims that chocolate contains a natu-
ral “love drug” called Tryptophan, which the brain uses
to make seratonin, causing the consumer to produce feel-
ings of ecstasy and elation.

The BBC also claims that chocolate contains the same ingredient as Can-
nabis, anadamide. Anadamide acts as a neurotransmitter targeting the areas
in the brain that THC targets, however experts claim an individual would
need to eat several Kilograms to seek the same effects as Cannabis.

Prahbu said that while chocolate does contain health benefits -
likely people would get the benefits from consuming minimal amounts.
