“The effects of exposing minors to sexual material before they are ma-
ture enough to understand its consequences and far-reaching psychological
ramifications compels a school district to step in and draw such a line,”

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One dead in wreck
following car chase

MOORE (AP) — A pickup
truck loaded with at least 10 people
rolled over following a chase, kill-
ing one of the occupants, a state
trooper said Thursday.

Several others were seriously in-
jured in the crash of the extended-
cab pickup late Wednesday night,
which followed attempts by a Zavala
County sheriff’s deputy to.stop the
vehicle for an unspecified traffic vio-
lation. The truck’s driver was ar-
rested.

A Department of Public Safety
trooper who declined to be identi-
fied told The Associated Press at
least one of the truck’s occupants was
injured seriously enough to be trans-
ferred to a San Antonio hospital

The sheriff’s deputy chased the
truck, which was eastbound on U.S.
57 about one mile west of Interstate
35, when its driver failed to stop.

DPS officers assisted the deputy
in the chase.

Law officers tried to stop the ve-
hicle by throwing spikes in the road.

As the truck tried to negotiate
the turn from U.S. 57 onto [-35, it
hit an embankment and flipped
where the interstate crosses the U.S.
highway.

One person in the truck died
when he was ejected from the ve-
hicle, authorities told the San Anto-
nio Express-News in Thursday’s edi-
tions. Law officers said at least 10
people were packed into the cab and

State troopers in Pearsall were in-
terviewing some of the truck’s occu-
pants early Thursday.

Convicted killer to be
tried for earlier killing

DETROIT (AP) — Michigan’s at-
torney general plans to prosecute a con-
fessed serial killer for a 1979 slaying to try
to prevent the man’s scheduled release
from a Texas prison in two years.

Attorney General Mike Cox said
Thursday he would file a first-degree
murder charge against Ceral E. Watts, 50,
for the 1979 stabbing of a Detroit woman.

The government is barred from us-
ing Watts' admissions in 13 other kill-
ings under a plea bargain for the burglary
sentence he has been serving since 1962.

“This man is a confessed killing ma-
chine who has promised to kill again,”
Cox said at a news conference.

The murder charge expected later
Thursday involves Helen Dutcher, 36,
whose body was found in the driveway of
a dry cleaners in suburban Ferndale.

The break came in January, after Cox
appealed for public help in the case. Cox
declined to say what the witness said or if
it differed from the original information.

It was not immediately clear whether
Watts has an attorney at this point. The
office ofhis 1982 attorney, Zinetta Burney,
said Burney no longer represented him
Burney did not immediately return a
message seeking comment.

Though Watts was suspected in a se-
ries of savage stabbings, hangings,
stranglings and drownings in Texas an1
Michigan in the late 1970s and early
1980s, police could never connect him
to the crimes. Desperate to close the cases,
prosecutors agreed to a plea bargain that
included immunity from his confessions.

In 1982, Watts pleaded guilty to bur-
glary with intent to commit murder for a
break-in at the Houston home of two
women, whom he assaulted. Houston
police interrupted the attack.

Watts admitted he killed 13 women,
directing police to the grave sites of two
women and a missing 14-year-old girl.

Because of the immunity deal, he was
sentenced to 60 years in prison for the
burglary charge.

Watts told authorities at the time he
would kill again if he got out, but authori-
ties thought the sentence was enough to
put him behind bars for life. However,
mandatory release laws aimed at reliev-
ing prison crowding require Watts be dis-

charged May 8, 2006. He will be 52.

German court gives
9/11 convict a retrial

KARLSRUHE, Germany (AP) —
The only person in the world convicted
in the Sept. 11 attacks won a retrial
Thursday after an appeals court faulted
Washington for refusing to allow testi-
mony from a key al-Qaida captive.

I'he Federal Criminal Court over-
turned the conviction of Mounir el
Motassadeq, a Moroccan, leaving Ger-
man prosecutors with little to show for
their efforts to pursue suspects who may
have belonged to the Hamburg cell that
included three of the suicide hijackers.

A month ago, el Motassadeq’s
friend Abdelghani Mzoudi was acquit-
ted of identical charges of giving logis-
tical aid to the cell. Relatives of Sept.
11 victims again expressed frustration
and Germany’s top security official, In-
terior Minister Otto Schily, called
Thursday’s ruling “regrettable.”

El Motassadeq, 29, remains in the
Hamburg prison where he was serving
the maximum 15-year sentence for
more than 3,000 counts of accessory to
murder and membership in a terrorist
organization. Presiding Judge Klaus
Tolksdorf said he is still “under a high
degree of suspicion.”

That comment resembled remarks
by the presiding judge in Mzoudi's case,
who had said the acquittal was “norea-
son for joy” and came not because the
court believed Mzoudi was innocent
but because there wasn’t enough evi-
dence against him.

Lawyers said they would seek el
Motassadeq’s release and planned to in
troduce new evidence in the retrial that
was critical to Mzoudi'’s acquittal. El
Motassadeq has denied involvement in
the Sept. 11 plot.

“I believe he is guilty,” said Stephen
Push, founder of the New York-based
Families of Sept. 11 group, whose wife
was aboard the plane that crashed into
the Pentagon. “It’s unfortunate that the
conviction wasn't upheld.”

In Washington, the Justice Depart
ment said the court ruling was a Ger
man affair.

“We will continue to cooperate to
the fullest extent possible with Ger
many in the fight against our common
foe, the terrorists,” spokesman Mark

Corallo said.

he race is on. Super Tuesday has

its name for Democratic presiden-
tial hopeful, John Kerry.

As Bush said Wednes-
day in California, “In fact,
Senator Kerry's been in
Washington long enough
to take both sides on just about every issue."

But, Kerry has much support from many
high profile Democrats, and he has the ad-
vantage of many Bush White House mistakes.

There is the whole war in Iraq,
Halliburton, the war in Afghanistan, War
on Terror and the outsourcing of many
American jobs. There are also the potential
problems with Bush's strong stance against
gay marriage with him even calling for an
amendment to the Constitution.

T'hen, you have the Bush immigration
plans and a budget that is estimated to cause
2.75 trillion dollars in deficits.
