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Tribal leaders negotiating surrender of militants

W ANA, Pakistan —  Fighting between Pakistani troops and suspected al-Qaida militants 
ebbed Sunday as tribal elders said they would try to negotiate an end to the largest battle yet 
against suspected terrorists along the Afghan frontier.

A  25-member council is to begin talks with the militants Monday morning under the 
protection of a white flag, said Brig. Mahmood Shah, chief of security for the tribal area in 
South Waziristan province.

Pakistani forces took advantage of Sunday’s pause in fighting to search nearby homes. 
The military believes a “high-value*’ target is holed up in the besieged area, but it is uncertain

if it is al-Qaida commander Ayman al-Zawahri, Uzbek militant Tahir Yuldash or another 
terrorist.

Some 5,000 to 6,000 Pakistani forces are fighting 400 to 500 foreign militants and Yargul 
Khel tribesmen. Shah speculated the shooting had abated because the militants were conserv­
ing ammunition.

“They may be facing a shortage of ammunition. Heavy firing has almost entirely stopped 
and they are only using light weapons,” he said.

Shah said two Chechens were killed trying to break through a military cordon Sunday. 
The military has arrested more than 100 suspects but has refused to give updates of casualties.

In neighboring Afghanistan, U .S. Ambassador Zalmay Khalilzad told The Associated Press 
the United States was “very encouraged” by the ongoing Pakistani offensive. He said senior 
Taliban and al-Qaida leaders were plotting attacks on Afghan and U.S. targets from Pakistan.

"W e know several key Taliban figures are there, and there is some sense that some of the 
remaining al-Qaida leaders are in the border area on the other side,” Khalilzad said.

“It’s just not real life.”

However, M assey-Stokes said, 
there are alternate causes of anorexia 
nervosa.

“Eating disorders are extremely 
complex,” she said. “There’s not one 
cause.”

Red Raiders build houses during Spring Break

There was no clubbing. There was no 
drinking. There was no beach. But nine stu­
dents said they loved their spring break in the 
middle of the desert.

The students set out to help people from 
another community by building houses with 
Habitat for Humanity.

"This is our first time to go,” Jocelyn 
Knochel said. “W e’re excited.”

Knochel, a junior nursing major 
from Plano, said she was glad 
she spent her spring break 
helping others.

Tech Habitat went to 
Los Lunas, N .M ., and 
helped frame one house, 
put up fences and dry wall 
another house.

Every m orning the 
group would wake at 6:45 
a.m. so they could drive to their worksite at 
about 8 a.m. They stayed and worked on the 
different houses until between 3 and 4 p.m'. 
Every night they were in bed by about 10:30.

At the different work sites, the New Mexi­
can desert surrounded them with bright sun­
shine and nice weather with the mountains 
looking on in the distance.

They stayed at a hotel donated to the 
Habitat chapter in Los Lunas. It had no fur­
niture, T V  or radio. Tire students slept on 
sleeping bags and air mattresses on the floor.

“It’s great to see that Habitat is working 
and strong and doing great things for people 
in need," Knochel said.

The Los Lunas Habitat chapter is the sec­
ond largest affiliate in the West, Charles Elliot 
said, building about 30 houses a year

Elliot, a senior architecture major from 
Lubbock, said building houses for people out­
side of the Lubbock community helped spread 
a good reputation for Tech and was rewarding 
for him and the other students.

“It’s been neat, working with other chap­
ters and students from different universities,” 

he said. “People who do work with 
Habitat all have a common inter­

est and are willing to take time 
out of their lives to help 
people. 1 think it’s amazing 
how Habitat for Human­
ity cam e to geth er for 
people less fortunate."

M egan Sch n e id er 
agreed. She said she went 
on the trip to help build 
houses and left ready to do 

more in the Lubbock community.
“W e’re all really pumped to work with 

other people and each other,” the freshman 
architecture major form Lawton, Okla., said. 
“It’s definitely been a good deal. I’m excited 
to build again next fall and build on out play­
ground.”

The playground is something Tech Habi­
tat has been working on for about a year. Lo­
cated in north Overton, it is for the commu­
nity to enjoy and is not yet paid for.

Elliot said the group has been raising 
money for a while, and they are close to their

Purple house 
case set for trial

The residents of the purple house at 25th Street and 
Indiana Avenue have jumped many obstacles in dealing 
with a local housing ordinance regarding the number of 
residents in a house.

Regardless, the city of Lubbock informed the residents, 
landlord and attorney that their presence will be neces­
sary for a criminal trial that will begin next month.

After a complaint was filed in October, the landlord 
and residents of the house received citations for being in 
violation of a Lubbock ordinance stating no more than 
two unrelated people can live in a home zoned as a single­
family residence.

In protest, Bill Davis, the landlord’s brother, began 
painting the house purple. Since then, the residents and 
Davis have started a Web site and painted polka dots on 
the exterior of the home. Due to illness, the landlord, 
Virginia Shuman, was unable to speak about the matter.

However, Davis said he did not believe anyone in­
volved with the purple house, whether tenant or owner, 
was in violation of the ordinance. W hen the original 
notification came to the residents, the city informed them 
they would need to move out of the house by the end of 
October.

The city informed the residents if they did not move 
out within that time period, then legal action would be 
taken. In October, Brian Bosworth, a purple house resi­
dent and a junior business major from Grand Prairie, said 
he, his roommates and their landlord would take the ar­
gument to court because he believes they have a legiti­
mate lease.

“If you pay the ticket, you are considered guilty. If you 
don’t go to court, then you are guilty,” Bosworth said. “So 
it’s like you are guilty either way.”

Since the residents did not pay the citation or move 
out, the case will go to court. Jury selection will begin for 
the criminal trial on April 13, said Elizabeth Nelson, the

Student stabbed 
at South Padre

STUDENT FATALITY: C ollege  
student stabbed to death while 
vacationing on spring break.

BRO W N SV ILLE (A P) —  A college student was 
stabbed to death early Saturday while on spring break at 
South Padre Island.

David Garcia, 23, a kinesiology student from Alamo, 
separated from friends about 4 a.m. and met a man who 
stabbed him in the neck, said Cameron County Chief Park 
Ranger Gus Reyna.

Garcia was taken by ambulance about 25 miles to 
Brownsville’s Columbia Valley Regional Medical Center 
where he was pronounced dead, the Brownsville Herald re­
ported in Sunday editions.

A helicopter based in Harlingen tried to fly to the is­
land to transport Garcia to the hospital, but the pilot had 
to turn back because of heavy clouds, said Rene Perez, Val­
ley Air Care director of Transport Services.

Police were looking for a heavyset man wearing a white 
muscle T-shirt under a Hawaiian shirt.

He was last seen driving a green Jeep Cherokee, Reyna 
said.
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City begins construction to 
widen Milwaukee Avenue

With construction on the Marsha 
Sharp Freeway picking up speed, a 
plan to pave and expand 4 miles of 
Milwaukee Avenue could relieve con­
gestion on other roads, Lubbock City 
Councilman Tom Martin said.

O n Tuesday Craig Farmer, manag­
ing director of planning and transpor­
tation, will present to the Lubbock 
City Council plans for the develop­
ment of Milwaukee Avenue, located 
west of Loop 289.

Farmer was unavailable for com­
ment.

Martin, the Council member for 
District 5, conceived the project to 
pave and expand Milwaukee Avenue 
from 34th Street to 98th Street, de­
veloping it into a six-lane thorough­
fare.

“The Council will decide whether 
we want to move ahead," he said. “1 
think there is plenty o f support to 
move forward.”

Forward movement would include 
engineering and design work that nor­
mally takes four to six months.

Martin said the lack of a north 
south major thoroughfare west of 
Quaker Avenue inspired him to de­
velop a plan.

“You basically have a six-mile 
stretch, from Quaker Avenue to F.M. 
179, that you can’t go north/south in 
Lubbock," Martin said.

Slide Road does not extend north 
past 4th Street. Construction on Loop 
289 and the Marsha Sharp Freeway 
caused traffic to become congested, as

citizens use Slide Road to travel north 
and south on the west side of Lubbock, 
Martin said.

The road also is frequently used 
because of the retail stores and restau­
rants located on Slide Road.

“It is the busiest street in Lubbock," 
Martin said. "It is almost impossible 
to get down Slide quickly.”

Milwaukee was expanded from 4th 
Street to 34th  Street beginning in 
spring 2001. The project was finished 
in spring 2003. The two mile stretch 
expanded to a six lane paved road with 
a continuous left turn lane.

“There is no Milwaukee existing 
right now,” Martin said. “It ends at 
34th.”

Cotton fields currently surround 
Milwaukee Avenue. Martin said this 
will allow for quicker construction be­
cause no side streets will be needed to 
detour traffic. Construction can be 
completed in larger sections.

“It allows to pave an entire mile in 
one stretch," Martin said.

Construction could be completed 
within a year of the start date, he said.

The area around Milwaukee is be­
ginning to grow and develop. It will 
be cheaper and more efficient to pro­
ceed with the paving before the area 
is fully developed, Martin said.

Five people own the land encom­
passing Milwaukee from 34th Street 
to 98th Street. The landowners con­
tribute 30 percent of the construction 
costs, and the City covers the addi­
tional 40 percent to pave the thor­
oughfare.

Martin said he received positive 
feedback from the developers as to

contributing to the paving.
“They are very interested in do­

ing that,” he said.
The total cost of the project is 

about $12 million, Martin said. The 
developers’ cost is $4 million, with 
the city paying the remaining $8 
million, he said.

There are several options the 
Council could decide to pursue to 
come up with the funds.

The developers could pay the 
city’s cost. The city would then re­
imburse the developers throughout 
a 20-year period.

The Council could borrow the 
funds through a bonding procedure.

Martin said the Council probably 
will borrow $800,000 a year from the 
Gateway StTeet Project Fund to pay 
the city’s construction costs.

This $3.6 million fund generates 
money through 40 percent of fran­
chise fees. It was approved during a 
February City Council meeting.

T h e  Gateway S treet Project 
Fund will not be established until 
O ct. 1, but Martin said once estab­
lished it will be the type of fund 
needed for projects like the Milwau­
kee Avenue expansion.

“The good news is we have a 
way to finance it,” he said. “We 
have the funds to do that."

Martin said he is excited about 
the project and hopes the Council 
will act on project plans.

“I’m ready to get it built,” he 
said. “The residents in my district 
are ready to have a north/south ar­
tery to get up to 4th. They wish it 
were built now.”

attorney for the landlord and resi­
dents.

S in ce  the charge is a violation 
o f the ordinance, the crime is con ­
sidered a misdemeanor, she said- 
However, the city has to prove any 
wrongdoing by the residents and 
the landlord.

“They have to prove my clients

are in violation  o f the city  ordi­
nance,” Nelson said.

Lubbock C ity  A ttorney A nita 
Burgess could not be reached for 
com m ent, nor could the residents 
o f the purple house. Davis said al­
though he believes the residents did 
not violate the ordinance, the city 
would still have a hard time prov­
ing it if they did.

“W e believe that the city ’s got 
to prove guilt before anything can 
happen ,” he said. “W e feel they

haven’t broken any laws. T he city 
is going to try to prove that they 
have.”

In addition to fighting the or­
dinance in  the court system, the 
residents of the purple house and 
members of Texas T ech ’s Student 
G o v ern m e n t A sso c ia tio n  are 
working to get more Tech  stu­
d en ts  re g is te re d  in  L u b bo ck  
County so if the issue comes to a 
v o te  s tu d e n ts  h av e  a loud er 
voice.

CO LLEG E STA TIO N  (A P) —  
Texas A&.M U niversity’s Interna­
tional Agriculture Office has helped 
plant about 800 acres of demonstra­
tion plots in Iraq to teach the country’s 
farmers how to boost their crop yields.

T he university was chosen five 
months ago to lead a $107 million, 
three-year project to help rebuild the 
country’s agriculture, which has been 
declining for years. After decades of 
n eg lect and poor p lanning, the 
amount of irrigated farmland is about 
one-third what it was in the 1970s, 
officials said.

The tiny parcels of land planted 
under Texas A & M ’s guidance contain 
new varieties of winter wheat, barley, 
chickpeas, lentil and vetch, said Ed 
Price, the university’s associate vice 
chancellor for international agricul­
ture.

T h e  high-yield seeds are well 
known among American farmers, but 
are new to many who farm in Iraq.

Price traveled to Iraq in Decem­
ber to help form a local advisory com­
mittee and map out a yearlong plan 
for crop demonstrations, the Bryan- 
College Station Eagle reported Satur­
day.

The group worked with Iraq’s Min­
istry of Agriculture and staff at the 
University of Baghdad, hiring a uni­
versity employee to oversee the dem­
onstration plots.

“1 guess the bottom line in all of 
this is our Iraqi colleagues are very 
capable and quite determined to be in 
charge of this,” Price said.

T he group soon plans to start 
planting summer crops such as rice, 
com  and cotton, Price said. The new 
demonstration plots should be started 
by the end of March.

Price said he plans to send more 
faculty members to Iraq by the end of 
the year.

He said he had hoped to have al­
ready sent faculty members by now, 
but they ran into some snags with the 
U.S. Agency for International Devel­
opment, which is funding the project.

“The commitment is still there —  
it’s just been that mobilizing funds has 
been more problematic for them ,” 
Price said. “But it’s fine because ev­
erything is in the field.”

B O STO N  (A P ) —  About 200 
international students at the Univer­
sity of Massachusetts have refused to 
pay a new student fee, a protest that 
could result in dismissal from the 
school and loss of their student visas.

The $65-per-semester fee for for­
eign students was designed to compen­
sate for cuts to the budget o f the 
university’s international programs 
office.

It appeared for the first time on 
spring-semester bills due this month.

Part of the fee will also help pay 
for a new federal student tracking pro­
gram called the Student and Exchange 
V isitor In form ation  System s, or 
SE V IS, which Congress created to 
prevent terrorists from entering the 
country on student visas.

International students nationwide 
are required to register through the 
system before receiving visas.

Critics of the fee say it’s unfair to 
ask the 1,600 foreign students to pay 
for a system created to monitor them 
and wrong to ask only foreign students 
to bear the costs.

“Everyone’s scared, but I’m willing 
to take it as far as I can,” said George 
Liu, 31 , a graduate student from 
China. “I don’t want to lose my stu­
dent status, but (the fee) is an insult, 
because it’s so discriminatory.”

U niversity spokesman Patrick 
Callahan said the budget for the in­
ternational student office was cut 
$240,000 last year, and the new fee 
would provide a little over $200,000. 
A  small amount would help track for­
eign students, as required by the law.

“SEVIS is mandated," he said. "We 
don’t have a choice."

The Graduate Employment Orga­
nization, a union that represents 1,000 
international graduate students at the 
university, has urged students not to 
pay the fee.

The university’s Web site tells stu­
dents that to remain in good stand­
ing, they must meet financial obliga­
tions by all required deadlines. The 
consequences could include dismissal.

Chris Vials, president of the GÉO , 
said school administrators agreed to 
meet with opponents of the fee. He 
said a better solution would be a $5 or 
$10 fee for all students.

A n n iversary  marked 
w ith m ore attacks

BAGHDAD, Iraq (A P )— The first 
anniversary of the start of the war that 
ousted Saddam Hussein was a day like 
many others in Iraq: a mortar attack in 
a northern city, an attempt to kill a pol• 
tician and news of a U.S. Marine cut 
down by rebel fire.

Overall, Saturday was average by 
recent Iraqi standards.

The millions of Iraqis who exulted 
in Saddam’s downfall did not publicly 
celebrate the day, nor were there street 
protests from those who enjoyed his pa­
tronage —  partly because public gath­
erings are vulnerable to suicide attack­
ers, car bombs, shootings and other vio­
lence.

Even those who opposed Saddam are 
uncomfortable with the invasion and 
extended occupation of Iraq by foreign 
armies.

Many Iraqis fear daily they will be 
caught in the crossfire of the conflict 
between U.S. forces and anti-American 
insurgents and other shadowy assailants, 
and said they felt more insecure now 
than they did before the United States 
launched military strikes.

O n Sunday, two mortar rounds 
landed in the headquarters of the U.S.- 
led coalition, an American official said, 
while a third round landed on a street 
outside the compound. The U.S. offi­
cial, who spoke on condition of ano­
nymity, said it was not clear if anybody 
was killed or wounded.

Another U.S. military official said 
staff at the headquarters were instructed 
to move to bunkers following the blasts. 
People in the neighborhood outside die 
compound earlier said an explosion 
damaged some cars but caused no casu­
alties.

H o u r  after U.S. Marines officially 
took control Saturday from the 82nd 
Airborne Division of a swath of terri­
tory west of Baghdad, die U.S. military 
said rebels had killed a U.S. Manne in 
the area, Anbar province, a day earlier. 
Two M arines also died in combat 
Wednesday in Anbar, which includes 
parts of the so-called Sunni Triangle 
where guerrilla attacks have been fierce.

A  rocket attack Saturday evening 
near the restive city of Fallujah killed 
two U.S. soldieR and wounded six, a 
U.S. military official said.

At the handover ceremony at a U.S. 
base in Ramadi, Marine commander 
Maj. Gen. James Mattis issued a warn­
ing to insurgents.

Texas Tech’s heavy civil team did 
notice. It helped give them more of 
an edge, naming them the first team 
from Tech to be sent to the national 
tournament.

Tech has been sending teams to 
the regional com petition for five 
years.

The six-member heavy civil team 
won first place at the Region V com­
petition in February, sending five se­
niors and a junior to Orlando, Fla., 
March 10 through March 13.

Team members tackled real-life 
roadway construction bids.

Team members C lin t Humes, 
Marvin Garcia, Mike Jones, Steve 
Thomas, Mike Fowler and Daniel 
Horton spent the month between 
competitions preparing.

T h e y  
worked on 
projects most 
c o m p a n ie s  
spend about 
two to three 
weeks on ,
Fowler said. Fowler is a senior con­
struction technology m ajor from 
Midland.

Tech competed against six other 
universities in Orlando.

Oregon State University, North 
Dakota State University, Clarkson 
University, Auburn University, Uni-

versity of Cincinnati and Brigham 
Young University all had teams in 
the heavy civil category.

The team took on small tasks as­
sociated with the real job and spent 
16 straight hours working on it, 
Fowler said.

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Massey-Stokes said. She said it is diffi­
cult for her to remember the number of 
times she has heard such reasoning be­
hind anorexic behavior.

“It’s pervasive in this culture, as far 
as emphasis on thinness,” she said. “By 
the time they reach college age, I’m not 
surprised.”

One in four college females hits an 
eating disorder, Massey-Stokes said.

“I’m never surprised,” she said. “It’s 
too commonplace.”

The onset of anorexia usually occurs 
between the ages of 16 and 18, Massey- 
Stokes said.

Tina, a 21-year-old junior English 
major from Clyde, said her preoccupa­
tion with dieting and thinness began 
when she was almost 16.

“They say it can be triggered by 
things,” site said. “Mine was a relation­
ship with a guy —  basically, it was just 
wanting attention.”

Tina said a friend of hers was bulimic, 
and to her knowledge, it is common for 
people suffering from eating disorders to 
know others with the same affliction.

“It was just a hard time,” she said. “1 
got really depressed.”

Anorexia also may be linked with 
mental disorders such as depression or 
bipolar disorder, Massey-Stokes said.

Ann Thompson, a nutritional con­
sultant, helps people suffering from eat­
ing disorders sort out their destructive 
thinking patterns in relation to food.

“Sometimes we see a combination 
of anorexia and bulimia, but they are two 
different diseases,” die said. “They’re like 
a coin; for a while they’re on one side, 
and dien the other can show.”

Tina said she was classified as 
anorexic bulimic, although she rarely 
practiced bulimia at the beginning ofher 
disorder. She said she began to realize 
how serious her condition was when she 
began bulimic liabits more and more 
often.

“It's a total refusion of eating,” she 
said. “It’s a really messed up tiling. I think 
that most anorexics are really obsessed 
with exercise.”

Anorexics often turn to controlling 
their food intake because they cannot 
control stressful situations and difficult 
relationships, Massey-Stokes said.

“You can look at them as maladap­
tive ways of aping,’’she said. “But I don’t 
want to gloss over it and say that’s what 
it is.”

Possible symptoms of anorexia in­
clude excessive exercising, severe weight 
loss and infrequency of eating. Massey-

Stokes said anorexics also face denial 
about their addiction, not believing oth­
ers’ perceptions of their appearance.

Anorexics are fairly easy to identify 
because self-starvation is noticeable.

Tina said because she ran track, hid­
ing the effects of her disease was easy. 
After a while, she said, her best friend 
figured out what was going on and told 
Tina’s grandparents. Although she was 
initially angry, Tina said she is grateful 
she had the support of her friends and 
family through her recovery.

“I think it’s great to be healthy,” site 
said.

As a result ofher anorexia, Tina said 
she lost her menstrual cycle for three 
years but did not suffer any long-term 
medical effects.

Anorexics face serious medical con­
sequences including weakness, dehydra­
tion and cardiovascular problems.

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N C A A Marching On
Lady Raiders defeat Maine to reach NCAA tournament 

second-round game against Louisiana Tech Bulldogs

M ISSO U LA , Mont. —  In a game 
that pitted two o f the nation’s best 
defenses against each other in the 
opening round of the N C A A  Tour­
nament, the No. 14 Texas Tech Lady 
Raiders retained its focus and defeated 
the Maine Black Bears 60-50.

The win against Maine (25-7) al­
lowed Tech to reach the second round 
o f the tourney where the team will 
play Louisiana Tech, which defeated 
M ontana 81-77 on Saturday.

In its game against the Black Bears, 
Tech (25-7) shut down Maine’s super­
star and Am erica East Conference 
player of the year Heather Ernest. The 
forward shot l-of-9 from the field and 
had three points on the night. Stop­
ping her was Tech’s game plan, and 
senior forward Jolee Ayers-CurTy said 
the team did it extremely well.

“W e focused a lot on her in pre­
paring for this game,” she said. "They 
center a lot of their offense around her. 
She is a style player we’ve seen a lot 
of. She’s a great player, and I think we 
just doubled her and showed her some 
things she wasn't ready for.”

Ernest entered the game averaging 
16.5 points per game. She was disap­
pointed with her performance but 
gave credit to a great defensive strat­
egy and execution by Tech.

“They’re just very physical,” she 
said. “Everywhere 1 turned there 
seemed to be somebody else besides 
the girl that was on me. My shots just 
didn’t fall for me. You shoot 1 -9, it isn’t 
pretty.”

The 50 points scored by Maine is 
the second lowest Tech has ever given 
up in the first round of the N CA A  
Tournament. Seven steals by Tech and 
13 Maine turnovers aided the Lady 
Raiders, but Tech’s ability to neutral­
ize the 3-point threat of Missy Traversi 
helped as well.

Traversi hit two long balls in the 
first half, but she was held to one more 
3-point attempt in the second half.

Tech also kept Maine from getting 
good looks at the basket, and when 
the Black Bears did get looks, they did 
not go in. Maine shot 33.9 percent for 
the evening. The Lady Raiders flirted 
with shooting 50 percent in the first 
half, but a 7-of-26 performance in the 
second half showed how tough both 
teams were on defense.

Maine also had an uncharacteris­
tic night from the free-throw line. The 
Black Bears are seventh in the nation

as a team in free-throw shooting per­
centage, and Tech head coach Marsha 
Sharp said she did not want the team 
to give the Bears many opportunities 
at the line. Maine shot 10-of-18 from 
the line, lower than their 76 percent 
average.

“We particularly didn’t want to put 
them on the free-throw line," Sharp 
said. “Honestly, I bet they’re a little 
amazed they missed the shots they did 
because they’re such a good free throw 
shooting team.”

Something Sharp said she was not 
surprised by was the quiet but big night 
senior forward Casey Jackson had for 
her again. Jackson pulled down 12 re­
bounds to set up Tech's offense and 
get second chance opportunities. She 
finished with 13 points to reach her 
fourth double-double of the r cason.

“To have a double-double tonight 
and to hold their leading scorer who’s 
used to getting just under 17 points to 
three, she played the role exactly like 
we wanted it,” Sharp said. “She does 
all the hard stuff. She does the blue 
collar type of stuff for you, and she did 
that again tonight.”

Jackson was aided by freshman 
Alesha Robertson, who led Tech with 
16 points and was 8-of-lO at the free- 
throw line. Sharp said Robertson’s 
minutes, along with the minutes 
played by the other underclassmen 
helped them mature as players.

T he team’s experience is some­
thing Sharp said she is glad to have 
heading into the second round against 
a 22-8 Louisiana Tech Bulldog squad 
that has reached the N C A A  tourna­
ment for 22 consecutive years.

"There’s no substitute for experi­
ence,” Sharp said. “W e’ve told our kids 
for two months if they hung in there 
in the Big 12 there would be some pay­
off.”

The Bulldogs are averaging 83.6 
points per game and is led by forward 
Amisha Carter, who is averaging 17.3 
points and 10.5 rebounds per contest. 
She is complemented by forward Trina 
Frierson who is averaging 16.1 points 
per game and guard Erica Smith-Tay- 
lor who leads the Bulldogs in steals this 
season with 101.

Tech will play the Bulldogs today 
at 10 p.m. and the game will be tele­
vised on ESPN or ESPN 2.

Raiders win tiebreaker match against New Mexico St. Joe’s

Texas Tech men’s tennis coach 
Tim Siegel may not need a haircut, 
but he’s getting one thanks to a bet he 
made with his team.

Siegel told the players if Tech could 
beat the No. 65 New Mexico Lobos 
in their final non-conference match 
of the season they could shave his 
head. Thanks to a 4-3 win by the Raid­
ers, Siegel will soon be bald.

“I’m ready to do it,” junior Esat 
Tanik said. “I’m the team’s certified 
barber so 1 get to do the honors.”

The Red Raiders began winning two 
of the three doubles matches to take a 
one point lead going into singles play.

Siegel said the momentum was on 
Tech’s side, but it was almost lost in 
singles play.

“We were up 2-0 and all the mo­
mentum was on our side,” he said. “We 
won the first set in every match ex­
cept for one. But give it to New

Mexico because they fought back.”
Tlae Lobos took a 3-2 match lead 

with two Tech players still playing, No. 
4 seed junior Michael Innerebner and 
junior No. 1 seed Jakob Paulsen.

Innerebner won the first set o f his 
match against Hiroud Akhavan 6-4, 
then lost a tiebreaker 12-14 to drop 
the second set.

The third set was no problem for 
Innerebner as he won 6 -3 , acing 
Akhavan on match point to knot the 
match up at 3-3 with the No. 1 seed 
match remaining.

Siegel said Innerebner has struggled 
lately but made a strong strewing Sunday.

“I’m so proud o f Michael," Siegel 
said. “He’s struggled big time lately, but 
he showed me so much battling back 
in that match."

W hen Innerebner’s match ended 
all eyes shifted to court one for what 
became an epic college tennis match 
as Paulsen faced Divan Coetzee, the 
No. 22 ranked player in the country.

Paulsen was down 3-5 in the third

and deciding set facing triple match 
point when he rallied.

Paulsen ended up winning the 
next three games before Coetzee 
forced a third set tiebreaker. The key 
to the rally was the support from the 
home crowd, Paulsen said.

“It was the most intense match I’ve 
ever played in,” Paulsen said. “I’ve 
never played for such a loud crowd. It 
was unbelievable. I thank them for the 
support, that’s how 1 pulled it off."

Paulsen said he is always confident 
drat he can defeat anyone in the coun­
try, and Siegel agreed.

“He proved he can play with anyone 
in America,” Siegel said. “He just beat a 
top 20 college player. To do that under 
the pressure he was under ranks up at the 
top of matches I’ve seen of all time.”

Although Paulsen was confident, 
he was a little worried.

“W hen I was down 5 to 3 facing 
three match points I hit some unbe­
lievable shots,” Paulsen said. “I was 
kind of worried, but there's nothing

The Texas Tech women’s tennis 
team is continuing to build their pro­
gram, and coach Cari Groce is happy 
with the progress the team has made 
this season.

“We're getting the program started 
this year,” she said.

Groce said despite the loss there 
were some positives to come out of the 
weekend.

“It was a good finish to a long week­
end,” she said. “We beat two teams this 
week in Air Force and UTEP that beat 
us last year, so that was good.”

Baylor won die third through sixth 
seed singles matches, but Tech’s top 
two players Irina Tereschenko and 
Kendall Brooks were able to gain up­
set victories.

Tereschenko beat No. 38 ranked
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Carolin Walter 4 -6 ,6 -2 ,12 -10  to gain 
one point for Tech.

She said it was a good win for her con­
fidence to beat a ranked player like Walter.

“This match, and my singles match 
in particular, was good to test our abil­
ity,” she said. “The whole week we 
prepared well. All 1 had to do today 
was execute what I've learned, and I 
think I was successful doing that.” 

Tereschenko said she is happy with 
where the team is at this point in the 
season.

“I’m very comfortable,” she said. 
“I think everyone is showing good ef­
fort. People are executing well under 
pressure and that’s important.”

Brooks won her No. 2 match against 
Daniela Covello 1-6, 6-4 ,6-2  to finish 
off a good weekend for her personally.

BUFFALO, N.Y. (A P) —  Jameer 
Nelson and Delonte W est showed 
why they’re one of the best backcourts 
in the nation.

And it’s because of them that Saint 
Joseph’s is heading to the N C A A  
tournament’s round of 16 for the first 
time in seven years.

St. Joe’s heat Texas Tech 70-65 on 
Saturday and will play Wake Forest in 
the next round.

West was on early and Nelson im­
pressive late, the two combining for 
39 points against Tech.

West’s contributions were particu­
larly important, scoring 11 of his 15 
points during a 24-2 first-half run. The 
outburst came after Nelson struggled, 
missing five of his first six shots.

“That’s why we’re a backcourt tan­
dem, we know each other’s needs,” 
West said. “I wasn’t going to let the 
game get too far away from us.”

Nelson, who scored 14 ofhis 24 points 
in the second half, deferred the credit to 
West, who also added eight assists.

“People are just now noticing him, 
that he’s one of the best players in 
country," said Nelson, a player of the 
year candidate. “I need him to be a 
first-team All-American with me.”

T h e Hawks (2 9 -1 ) continue to 
prove worthy of their No. 1 seed, and 
will meet fourth-seeded Wake Forest 
(21-9) in next week’s East Rutherford 
Regional semifinal.

Texas Tech coach Bob Knight is a 
Hawks believer.

“I told (S t. Jo e ’s co a ch ) Phil 
(M arte lli) th at th e ir team , from 
watching the film, I really liked and 
enjoyed watching them play,” Knight 
said. “It’s good for kids to see a really 
good team play the way those kids do.”

Andre Emmett, the Big 12’s all- 
time leading scorer, led Texas Tech 
(23-11) with 18 points.

For Knight, it marked the second 
time he’s left Buffalo with a tourna­
m ent loss. K night coach ed  what 
proved to be his last game with Indi­
ana when the Hoosiers lost an open­
ing round game 77-57 to Pepperdine 
in the 2000 tournament.

Saturday’s game was much more 
compelling, not decided until the fi­
nal moments.

Texas Tech erased a seven-point 
deficit by tying the game at 60 when 
Emmett hit one of two free throws 
with 5:09 remaining.

Pat Carroll responded with a 3- 
pointer, putting Saint Joseph’s ahead. 
Nelson followed with a 3-pointer and 
then hit two free throws on the Hawks’ 
next two possessions, giving Saint Joseph’s 
a 68-62 lead with 75 seconds left.

T h e  Red Raiders offense went 
cold, missing six of its last seven at­
tempts, including Jarrius Jackson’s 
awkward 3-point attempt with five 
seconds left.

Tech’s Michael Marshall was im­
pressed by how Sain t Joseph’s re­
sponded in the first half.

“W e saw how scrappy they could 
be,” said Marshall, who scored 14. 
“They made a run on us and that just 
put us behind.”

It all began with the Red Raiders 
up 21- 12.

Dave Mallon hit a 3-pointer, and 
W est follow ed by scorin g  S a in t 
Joseph’s next nine points.

After hitting 18- and 8-footers, 
West put the Hawks up 22-21 with a 
3-point basket with 9:45 left in the half. 
He then capped the run -  in which 
Saint Joseph’s hit eight straight shots -  
by completing a strong drive with a 
layup, giving the Hawks a 36-23 lead.

The Red Raiders seemed stunned 
during that eight-minute stretch, miss­
ing n ine o f 10 a ttem p ts before 
Marshall hit a 16-footer to cut the lead 
to 36-27 with 3:44 left.

“It’s not a sense of relief,” West said. 
“We got down and we reeled them back 
in. We showed our toughness today."

The Texas Tech baseball team’s Sunday slugger didn’t appear at the plate, 
but the Red Raiders were not deterred.

Junior shortstop Cameron Blair, who has hit three of his four home runs 
on Sunday games, was not at Dan Law Field Sunday for undisclosed reasons, 
hut his absence did not stop live other Raiders from hitting doubles in Tech’s 
5-3 victory against A C C  powerhouse Clemson.

Senior relief pitcher Steve Gooch said Tech was still capable of hitting 
although its leadoff batter did not play.

1 m real surprised it didn’t affect us because (Blair's) a real key player on 
our team, he said. We handled it well, and it’s a sign of our team.”

O n the mound, G ooch allowed two hits and one earned run in two and 
two-thirds innings pitched. His performance earned him the save, which makes 
two for him this season.

Before G ooch took over the mound, junior pitcher Michael McGowan 
started tor the Raiders, pitching six and one-third innings. During his time, 
he allowed two runs on four hits, and he had four strikeouts in 99 pitches. 
McGowan said with the series tied 1-1 after a Raider 7-3 loss Friday and a 13- 
10 win Saturday, he was not feeling too much pressure on his throwing arm.

It s easy to pitch when you have a good defense behind you,” he said. “1 
bad to work on throwing strikes. 1 got a little tired there in the seventh, but 1 
could’ve gone another.”

Clemson took an early lead in the game, but with Tech trailing 0-1 in the 
third junior first baseman Matthew C oco hit a double in that inning to lead 
off a three-run outing. In the fourth, the Tigers answered back with one run.

In the sixth inning, McGowan walked three players setting up possible 
runs for Clemson, but Tech managed to gain three outs before any runners

made it across home plate.
Two RBI doubles by Tech junior third baseman Josh Haney and junior left 

fielder Ryan Andrews in the sixth capped off a two-run inning, giving Tech 
the series win, 2-1, against Clemson.

Head coach Larry Hays said he was pleased with the overall performance 
of Tech, but mostly the pitching.

"I was happy to see us pitch nine full innings," he said. “W e handled 
strikeouts, and if we wouldn’t have gave us six hits, we could have done more 
damage.”

W ith Clemson reaching the College World Series two years ago, Hays 
said the win was a plus for Tech.

“It was huge for us. There were two teams out here, and they didn’t hesi­
tate to put some arms out there against us. They didn't throw anything cheap. 
We needed the success."

After falling to New Mexico Tuesday and Friday’s loss to Clemson, Haney 
said the Raiders showed what they are capable o f doing.

“It shows the fight this team has, and we can’t look at it like a pressure 
situation,” he said. “We had good approaches, and a few breaks. We just had 
to role with it.”

W ith the game being fairly close, Haney said he will be looking forward to 
more games similar to it.

“Those are good games, when they are pretty close,” he said. “It put a little 
pressure on us, but Gooch seemed to come out and handle it well.”

Clemson scored one run in each of the third, fourth and eighth innings, 
but Tech’s three-run third inning and two-run sixth inning came out on top.

The Raiders will try to continue their success to Midland to face Houston 
at 7 p.m. Tuesday, before beginning Big 12 conference play against Texas 
A&.M at 7 p.m. Friday in College Station.
