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Football player dies after Accused kidnapper to Suicide bomber kills

HOUSTON (AP) — A 15-year-
ld high school football player died
ifter he collapsed at the end of a
two-hour afternoon practice session,
1 school district spokeswoman said.

[van Okafor, a member of Alief
[aylor High School’s junior varsity
team, was walking off the field at
the end of practice Monday when
he complained he didn’t feel well,
\lief Independent School District
pokeswoman Paula Smith said.

He was taken by golf cart to a field
house and lost consciousness while
ittempts were made to cool him off
with ice, Smith said in Tuesday’s edi-

on of the Houston Chronicle.

Paramedics were called to the
chool, and Okafor was flown to Me-
morial Hermann Hospital, where he
lied, Smith said. The exact cause of
feath had not been determined.

Smith said the players had just
finished a light practice and were not
wearing their full protective padding.

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SALT LAKE CITY (AP) — A
judge on Tuesday found the homeless
man charged with kidnapping Eliza-
beth Smart competent to stand trial.

The ruling came at the start of
what had been expected to be a three-
day hearing to gauge the mental state
of Brian Mitchell, 50.

Salt Lake County District At-
torney David Yocom said he and
Mitchell’s attorney, Kim Clark, had
been in negotiations over waiving
the hearing.

Clark said at the hearing that the
defense reached a “tactical decision”
after a judge ruled the competency
proceedings would be open.

The defense had sought to close
the hearing, arguing media reports
concerning Mitchell’s mental state
would taint the jury pool if he were
found competent.

Two court-appointed experts ap-
parently could not agree on the issue
of his competency. Both evaluators did
agree he suffers from a narcissistic delu-
sion. Mitchell, who describes himself as
a prophet, had refused to cooperate.

A handcuffed Mitchell, bearded
and with long gray hair, did not speak
during Tuesday’s hearing but nodded
twice when Judge Judith Atherton
asked if he agreed with the decision,
and if he understood what it meant.

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MOSCOW (AP) — A woman |

strapped with explosives blew her-
self up outside a busy Moscow sub-
way station Tuesday night, killing at
least 10 people and wounding more
than 50 — the second terrorist at-
tack to hit Russia in a week.

Seven days earlier, almost to
the hour, two Russian jetliners
crashed within minutes of each
other in what officials say were ter-
rorist bombings.

All 90 people aboard the aircraft
were killed, and the investigation
has focused on two Chechen women
believed to have been passengers.

A militant Muslim Web site
monitored in Cairo published a
statement claiming responsibility
for the bombing on behalf of the
“Islambouli Brigades,” a group that
also claimed responsibility for the
airliner crashes.

The veracity of the statements
could not be confirmed immedi-

The statement said Tuesday’s
bombing was the group’s response
to Russian President Vladimir Putin,
“who slaughtered Muslims time and
again.” Putin has firmly refused
to negotiate with the rebels in
predominantly Muslim Chechnya,
