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Chili Cook-off cancelled after electrocution

The Sigma Alpha Epsilon Chili Cook-off 
was called off on account o f rain. Saturday’s 
festivities were cancelled due to poor weather 
conditions and a lightning incident.

Kelly Layne, ch ili chairm an o f Sigma 
Alpha Epsilon, said the decision to cancel 
was made collectively after one person was 
electrocuted.

“A security guard was mildly electrocuted 
behind the backstage," he said. “W e were 
then warned by the Red Cross and sheriff's 
department that we were putting people’s 
lives at risk.”

The decision came seven hours after the 
gates opened, Layne said.

“T h e  decision was made at 11 a.m. by

members of the sheriff’s department, Buffalo 
Springs Lake and the committee o f S  AEs who 
organized the cook-off,” he said.

“We were told by the sheriff's department 
that if we didn't shut it down, they most 
likely would.”

Although the cook-off was cancelled , 
Texas Tech students who bought tickets had 
the opportunity to see Jason Boland play for 
free at Wild West, Layne said.

“W hen the concert started, it was past 
capacity, and after that, it was one out, one 
in,” he said. “W e did everything in our power 
to make the best of the situation.”

Layne said rescheduling the cook-off is not 
feasible and the profits will be donated to the 
Muscular Dystrophy Association.

“W e will donate the money because that

is our philanthropy,” he said. “Due to the 
magnitude of the event, we just can’t have 
another chili cook-off until next year.”

The cancellation was the first in 29 years 
of the event, he said.

“We know the tickets said rain or shine, 
hut we are more concerned about people’s 
safety,” he said. “W ere sorry about the refunds 
as well, but we had to make a decision.” 

Aaron Peters, a junior computer science 
major from Houston, said he had the inside 
scoop on Jason Boland’s free performance.

“I found out from some friends that Jason 
Boland went to Wild West and did a free 
concert,” he said. “He played for a little two 
hours and put on a really awesome show.”

Florida evacuated 
because of Jeanne

W E ST  PALM BEA CH , Fla. (A P) —  Hurricane Jeanne 
got stronger, bigger and faster as it battered the Bahamas and 
bore down on Florida Saturday, sending huge waves crashing 
onto beaches and forcing thousands into shelters just weeks 
after Frances ravaged this area.

About two million people, from near the state’s southern 
tip to the Georgia border, were urged to evadiate as Jeanne’s 
sustained wind strengthened to 115 mph from 105 mph 
earlier in the day. It was expected to come ashore around 
midnight Saturday on the state’s central Atlantic coast and 
then turn to the north, a move that could devastate east and 
central Florida.

“Yesterday I was hoping we wouldn’t lose power again,” 
said Lynn Tarrington of Lake Worth, who was leaving her 

“ horn? near the water early Saturday. “Now I'm hoping I have 
a house left when I come back.”

In Stuart, palm fronds whipped amid waves of horizontal 
rain. Debris flew and crashed, making a steady roar.

A hospital lost part of its roof, allowing water to leak into 
the building, said Tom McNicholas, an emergency manage­
ment spokesman in Martin County. Dozens of patients at 
Martin Memorial Hospital North in Stuart were moved to 
other fkxtrs, but no injuries were reported.

Streets were deserted, and sections of coastal highways 
were flooded.

Waves 24 feet high were reported ahead o f Jeanne and 
were moving toward the coast, where six-foot storm surges 
were expected. Powerful swells knocked pieces of mobile 
homes out to sea on the central coast.

Earlier, the Category three storm tore across the Baha­
mas, leaving some neighborhoods submerged under 5 feet of 
water. N o deaths or serious injuries were reported there, but 
the storm was earlier blamed for more than 1,500 deaths in 
floods in Haiti.

The hurricane will he the state’s fourth of the season—  an 
ordeal no state has faced since Texas in 1886.

Jeanne was headed toward the same place Hurricane 
Frances came ashore three weeks ago, leaving behind piles 
of debris that officials feared would turn into deadly, home- 
destroying missiles in Jeanne’s wind.

“I really can’t believe it’s happening all over again —  and 
right in the same place," said Charity Brown, who moved to 
West Palm Beach from Chicago three months ago with her 
children, ages 5 and 3. They hid in a closet as Frances tore 
the roof off their apartment. That hole is now covered by a 
tarp, so the family took shelter Saturday at an elementary 
school that was filling with evacuees.

“I’m going to get out of (Florida). It’s scary. It's crazy.”
Jeanne follows Charley, which struck Aug, 13 and dev-

Quaker Avenue closed because of construction

Those considering a trip involving Quaker Avenue in the 
next week may find themselves on a detour.

As more construction is necessary for the initial phases 
of the Marsha Sharp Freeway, the city of Lubbock has given 
the go-ahead for a private contractor to complete a pipeline 
relocation project in the area o f Quaker Avenue, said Mike 
Gilliland, an engineer and interim supervisor over pipeline 
reconstruction for the city.

“This is the final touches on a project that we have been 
working on for the past year," he said.

Essentially, the existing water supply pipelines under the 
future freeway need to be replaced because of their deteriorat­
ing condition. In the place of the existing pipelines, Gilliland 
said the city would install two 24-inch water supply lines to

provide the apartments, homes and businesses in the area 
with adequate water.

According to the city of Lubbock, through traffic between 
Fourth Street and 19th Street along Quaker Avenue would 
be closed from Sunday through Friday. Before the weekend 
began, city workers began placing signs and barricades to 
inform drivers in advance of the construction, according 
to the city.

However, since students and other Lubbock residents 
need access to homes and businesses, Gilliland said residents 
would be able to travel to their homes from Fourth Street 
to 17th Street, with detours at Raleigh and Peoria Avenues. 
This modification, unfortunately, means all through traffic 
would be completely closed between 17th Street and 19th

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Amarillo sues prostitute House votes to protect Repeated U.S. strikes 
to get HIV treatment Pledge of Allegiance kill 15 in Fallujah

AMARILLO (AP) —  In an attempt 
to get an HIV-positive prostitute to 
seek treatment and stop spreading the 
infection, Amarillo officials have filed 
a lawsuit.

“The Public Health Department 
assists many people with AID S, and 
this single case is the very rare ex­
ception where a person who is H IV 
contagious is noncompliant with the 
health authority,” Amarillo City A t­
torney Marcus Norris, whose office 
filed the civil action in Potter County 
on Wednesday, told the Amarillo 
Globe-News.

“We believe that by her conduct, she 
poses a health threat to the community, 
and so we’re going to have to try to get 
the court to intervene and help."

The woman, identified in court 
papers only by the initials T.T., has 
infected at least one person with HIV 
by engaging in prostitution and has 
refused efforts by local health officials 
to get her to act responsibly and to 
seek treatm ent, according to court 
documents.

“This is a very last-ditch effort,” 
said Dr. J. Rush Pierce, public health 
authority for the R i-C ity -C ou n ty  
Health Department. “We would not 
be doing this if we had been able to 
get this woman to behave responsibly 
with regard to sexual activity  any 
other way.”

W A SH IN G TO N  (A P ) —  In a 
vote with election-year consequences, 
the House sought to assure that God’s 
50-year place in the Pledge of Alle­
giance will be safe from federal court 
challenges.

The bill, approved on a 247-175 
vote Thursday, would prevent federal 
courts, including the Supreme Court, 
from ruling on whether the words 
“under God" should be stricken from 
the pledge.

The legislation drew strong protests 
from Democrats who said they want 
“under G ixl” to remain but viewed the 
measure as an unconstitutional attack 
on the judicial branch. They said the 
legislation was meant mainly to force 
them into a controversial vote just six 
weeks before the election.

The bill has virtually no chance of 
clearing the Senate this year, but the 
issue was important to conservatives 
intent on getting lawmakers on the 
record on topical social issues such as 
gay marriage and flag burning.

In a similar vote in July, the House 
voted to prevent federal courts from 
ordering states to recognize same-sex 
unions sanctioned in other states.

Supporters said state judges, and 
not unelected federal judges, should 
have jurisdiction over whether chil­
dren should use the words "under God” 
when they recite the pledge.

BA G H D A D , Iraq (A P) —  U.S. 
warplanes, tanks and artillery repeated­
ly hit at Abu Musab al-Zarqawi’s terror 
network in the insurgent stronghold of 
Fallujah on Saturday, while two British 
Muslim leaders came to Baghdad to try 
to convince his followers to release a 
British hostage.

The strikes in Fallujah targeted two 
buildings where militants were alleg­
edly meeting and a cluster of rebel-built 
fortifications used to mount attacks 
on nearby Marine positions, the U.S. 
military said. Doctors said 16 people 
were killed and 37 wounded.

In other violence, an American 
soldier was reported killed by a bomb 
Saturday, and the U.S. military said 
four Marines died in separate incidents 
Friday. A  statement said the Marines 
were involved in a security operation 
in Anbar province, which includes Fal­
lujah, Ramadi and other places that see 
frequent clashes between U .S. forces 
and insurgents. No further details were 
disclosed.

In Baghdad, gunmen fired on a 
vehicle carrying Iraqi National Guard 
applicants, killing six people, police 
said. The attack was the latest in a 
militant campaign that targets Iraqi 
security units and recruits in hopes of 
undermining U.S.-backed efforts to 
build an Iraqi force capable of taking 
over security from American troops.
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Shooting at Butler University  
basketball game leaves two dead

IN D IA N A P O L IS  (A P ) —  A 
man fatally  shot a B utler U n i­
versity police officer outside the 
school’s basketball arena Friday, 
triggering a m anhunt that ended 
with police shooting a suspect who 
later died.

T h e  suspect, identified as Kah- 
dir A1 K hattab, 26 , was taken to 
a hospital in c r itica l con d ition , 
p o lice  said. He died about six  
hours later, said Frances Kelly, 
ch ief investigator for the M arion 
County coroner’s office.

K elly  said th e  natu re  o f A1 
K h attab ’s wounds would n ot be 
known until an autopsy, planned 
for Saturday, was conducted.

T he 3 1 -year-old officer, Jam es 
D avis, was ca lle d  a fte r  p o lice  
received a report of a suspicious 
person inside H inkle Fieldhouse, 
w here th e  w om en’s b ask etb a ll 
team was practicing, police Sgt. 
Steve S ta letov ich  said.

T h e  man was outside the build­

ing when Davis arrived. W itnesses 
reported hearing a single gunshot, 
then seeing the man pick up a gun 
and run away, Sta letov ich  said. T h e  
gun belonged to Davis, he added.

Davis was shot once in the head 
and was pronounced dead at a hos­
pital, S taletov ich  said.

Hundreds o f o fficers searched  
nearly three hours before finding 
a man who m atched the gunm an’s 
description about 10 blocks from the 
crim e scene, S ta letov ich  said.

A l Khattab fired at the deputies, 
who shot back and struck him  sev­
eral times, said Capt. Phil Burton, 
spokesman for the M arion County 
Sh eriff’s Department.

Staletovich  said he did not know 
what behavior by the man prompted 
the in itial call to police.

W hile  officers poured into  the 
neighborhood, the private univer­
sity and nearby schools locked down 
their buildings.

Brady Sch u tt, who lives across

the street from a Butler dormitory, 
said the mood was “surreal” as he 
looked out his window at officers 
in bulletproof vests and helicopters 
whirling overhead.

“A lot o f students are kind of 
freaked out by i t ,” Sch u tt said.

T h e  suspect was sh o t about 
three blocks from the governor’s 
residence. N either Gov. Joe Ker- 
nan or first lady M aggie Kernan 
were hom e at the tim e, authori­
ties said.

D avis, who was married with 
three children, had been a member 
o f  th e  sch o o l’s 16-person police 
force for less than two years, S ta le ­
to v ich  said.

Last m onth, Patrolm an Tim o­
thy Laird o f the Indianapolis Police 
D epartm ent was killed the shoot­
out on  the c ity ’s south side.

Tax cuts make it 
through Congress

W ASH IN G TON  (AP) —  Legisla­
tion extending three popular middle- 
class tax cuts for the rest o f the decade 
sailed through Congress by lopsided 
votes in both the House and Senate, 
giving President Bush a major legisla­
tive victory on his signature economic 
issue, tax relief.

Many Democrats complained dur­
ing debate Thursday that the majority 
Republicans who control Congress 
should have offset the lost revenue to 
keep the nation’s soaring deficits from 
getting worse.

But in the end, large numbers of 
Dem ocrats supported the package, 
something that Republican tax-cut 
proponents had counted on occurring 
with a congressional election only 40 
days away.

T he $ 145.9 billion tax cut package 
was approved in the House by a 339-65 
vote, with 125 Democrats joining 213 
Republicans and one independent in 
voting for the proposal. In the Senate, 
the measure passed by a 92-3 vote.

W h ile  no House R ep u b licans 
voted against the tax cuts, the three 
sen ators o b je c tin g  included two 
Republicans, Sens. L incoln Chafee 
of Rhode Island and Olympia Snowe 
of M aine, who joined Sen. Ernest 
H ollings, D -S .C ., in voting “n o ." 
All three have been critical of the 
government’s inability to get soaring 
deficits under control.

“I for one am very reluctant to 
saddle future generations with the bill 
for this fiscally ruinous policy,” Chafee 
said in a statement.

Bush, whose campaign was hoping 
for a high-profile victory on taxes in 
the closing weeks of the presidential

race, praised the congressional votes 
and said his tax relief was “putting 
more money into the hands of the 
American people and helping to grow 
our economy.”

Sen. John Kerry, his Democratic 
opponent, said he also supported the 
middle-class tax cuts. “M illions o f 
American families are being squeezed 
by the weak Bush economy, falling 
incom es and rising health  costs,” 
Kerry said, adding that as president 
he would roll back Bush’s tax cuts for 
the wealthiest families and use the 
savings to invest in health care and 
education.

T he tax package Congress passed 
will affect an estimated 94 million 
Americans, mainly through its provi­
sion to extend a broader 10 percent 
tax bracket, which helps reduce taxes 
for virtually all taxpayers. T he pack­
age also keeps the per child tax credit 
at $1 ,000  and retains the provisions 
providing married couples relief from 
the so-called marriage penalty.

T h e  package extends the child 
credit for five years, the marriage 
penalty relief for four years and the 
expanded 10 percent tax bracket for 
six years.

W hen added to the tax relief Bush 
persuaded Congress to pass in 2001, 
all of the provisions will have the ef­
fect o f keeping the popular provisions 
on the books through the rest of the 
decade. After 2010 all o f the tax cuts 
are due to expire.

Bush, in the statement released 
by the W hite House, said Thursday’s 
congressional action “brings us one 
step closer to making the tax relief 
permanent.”

Parties split over 9/11 legislation
W ASH IN G TON  (A P) —  House 

Republicans say legislation they intro­
duced Friday will make America safer 
by including the Sept. 11 commission’s 
suggestions to improve intelligence, im­
migration and national security.

Democrats decried the legislation as 
a partisan bill that expands government 
powers too far.

Speaker Dennis Hastert, R-Ill., called 
the 335-page proposal “the most compre­
hensive effort yet introduced that deals 
wi th the problems una ivered by the 9/11 
commission.”

The House Republican bill includes 
creation of a national intelligence direc­
tor and counterterrorism center, new 
anti-terror and immigration enforce­
ment powers, stronger identity theft and 
money-laundering preventive measures 
and other recommendations the GO P 
links to the report of the independent 
committee that investigated the Sept. 
11,2001, attacks.

“The bill represents the best thinking 
of those most knowledgeable about the 
intelligence community and the prob­
lems that beset it,” said Rep. Christopher 
Cox, R-Calif., chairman of the Hixise 
Homeland Security Committee.

Some lawmakers already are ( ipposing 
the measure, saying Republicans refused 
to work with Democrats to develop a bill 
that would represent both sides.

“Instead of acting in a bipartisan 
manner, the Republican leadership is 
intixxlucing a bill, written behind closed 
doors, that attempts to score partisan 
(mints and goes far outside the recom­
mendations of the 9/11 Commission, 
said the House Dem ocratic leader, 
Nancy Pelosi of California.

“It’s as if the commission's recom­
mendations have been supersized with

inelevant fat and lard, representing a 
wish list of past reactionary proposals 
that would diminish our civil liberties,” 
added Rep. John Conyers of Michigan, 
ranking Democrat on the House Judi­
ciary Committee.
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NAACP flounders 
far from principles

Spiraling downward for some 
time, the N AA CP has entered 
the ultimate stages of futility. 

O f course, the famed N A A C P will 
continue to exist, hut sadly with­
out the positive origins that made 
it great. Instead, it offers sad and 
futile promises of a lowest common 
denominator, coupled with concern 
over finding fault rather than creat­
ing results. O r as President Bush 
would call it, “The soft bigotry of low 
expectations.”

Blacks, in their loyal devotion 
to the NAACP, have repeatedly let 
opportunities escape them as they’ve 
stared at hollow leadership. N AA CP 
President Kweisi Mfume and Chair­
man Julian Bond have led this gross 
betrayal o f Martin Luther King Jr.’s 
original dream. Ultimately, the prob­
lem doesn't stop there, but with every 
civil rights leader who politicizes the 
greater cause.

After all the accomplishments of 
the ‘60s, what further purpose does the 
NAACP serve? What positive influ­
ences do they have on the daily lives 
o f black families? They’re actually 
much better at taking issues, such as 
the death penalty or guns, and label­
ing them “civil rights” issues. These 
aren’t civil rights issues. But if you’re 
the NAACP, you might as well abuse 
the system and see how much it gives.

T h e  volunteers take classes and 
train at the R H C  to ensure the best 
displays and exhibitions possible.

“A lot o f our volunteers have a 
love for history and have an interest 
in sharing that with other people,” 
she said.

Members from the Tech com mu­
nity also volunteer at the event.

"Traditionally we have the Texas 
Tech Saddle Tramps help us with the 
stick-horse rodeo, and the kids just 
love it," Gray said. “They  run the 
barrels and show the kids how to do 
the different events.”

Survivors speak of plane crash
K A L 1SP E L L , M o n t. (A P )  —  

W hen the fog rolls into the mountains 
o f western Montana, all a pilot can do 
is clim b and hope nothing emerges 
from the clouds in his path.

This week, something did, and all 
five people aboard a small plane were 
given up for dead.

Two days after the crash, Matthew 
Ramige, hobbled by a broken back 
and severe bums, and Jodee Hogg, 
bruised and burned with a sprained 
ankle, emerged from the wilderness 
after spending 29 hours hiking five 
miles to get off the mountain west 
o f G lacier National Park to reach a 
highway for help.

N eith er survivor has given an 
interview to the media, but from their 
hospital beds they have spoken to law 
officers, medical workers and family 
members.

Hogg, 23, and Ramige, 29, were 
among four Forest Service workers

on board the plane headed for the 
Big Bear-Bob Marshall Wilderness 
Monday to survey vegetation and fix 
telecommunications equipment.

But soon after takeoff, pilot Jim 
Long, 60, found him self caught in 
stormy weather. T h e  peaks o f the 
Rockies can be treacherous due to 
unpredictable winds, and a blanket of 
low and thick clouds makes it worse, 
veteran pilots say.

Long’s plane was unable to clear 
a ridge, so he began to turn around, 
Hogg told a local sheriff. W ithout 
navigation aids, the clouds can be­
come blinding.

“You can’t see forward, you can’t 
see behind you, you can’t see right or 
left," said Robbie Holman o f W hite- 
fish, a pilot o f 40 years. “So all you can 
do is go up. You don’t do that unless 
things have closed in so bad you don’t 
have any choice.”

As Long began to turn, the plane

hit Mt. Liebig, above the timberline 
at about 6 ,500 feet, just 15 minutes 
after takeoff.

T h e  plane clipped a rock and 
broke into pieces, with the front 
portion flipping over and coming to 
rest upside down. By that time, the 
plane was on fire.

“Even before they stopped, there 
was fire in the aircraft,” Flathead 
C ounty Sh eriff Jim  Dupont said 
Hogg told him . “She recalls tre ­
mendous pressure, heat and then 
a flash.”

A t least four of the five people 
survived the initial impact.

But the flames were growing. 
Hogg opened a door, unlatched her 
seat belt and fell from the overturned 
plane onto the snowy ground. “She 
turns around, reaches for M att and 
his foot was caught,” Dupont said. 
“She was pulling on him and got 
him out.’’

Street, he said.
Despite the closure o f certain  

sections o f the avenue, G illiland  
said customers o f the businesses at 
the intersections of 19th Street and 
Quaker Avenue and Fourth Street 
and Quaker Avenue would still have 
access from 19th Street and Fourth 
Street. However, drivers should find 
another route that does not involve 
driving on Quaker Avenue.

Cody Brockman, assistant man­
ager of the Blockbuster Video at the 
intersection of 4th Street and Quaker 
Avenue, said most of the customers 
of the store usually come into the 
parking lot through the Fourth Street 
intersection.

Although he said he does not 
believe the construction would hurt 
business, he said any construction in 
the areas of Slide Avenue and Indi­

ana Avenue would greatly affect the 
revenue of the establishment.

“If those areas were under con­
struction, it would affect everyone 
coming from the loop and Tech, and 
that would hurt,” Brockman said.

A t the other end of the construc­
tion, Josh Diehl, store director for 
the Hollywood V ideo located  at 
the intersection of 19th Street and 
Quaker Avenue, said the construc­
tion p ro ject certainly would cut 
down on the amount of traffic that 
passes the store from the avenue, 
which, he said, could have an effect 
on the business.

However, Diehl said he could not 
determine the effect the construction 
would have on Hollywood Video, 
since it has only been in business 
since April 2003.

Businesses would not be the only 
things affected by the pipeline con­
struction. Texas Tech students who

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GPA requirement for admissions tightened

(U-W1RE) SAN FR A N C ISC O —  
The University of California Board of 
Regents tightened the GPA require­
ment for U C  admissions at its meeting 
Thursday in front of tears and shouts 
from students in the audience who 
decried the decision they said would 
curb minority enrollment.

U C ’s governing board raised the 
minimum GPA for U C  admission from 
2.8 to 3.0 for fall 2007 by a 16-4 vote 
after three hours of heated arguments 
about limiting access to UC.

“It’s extremely important that the 
university set clear (eligibility) stan­
dards that are easily understood,” said 
U C  President Robert Dynes.

Tire decision comes after a May 
study reported more high school gradu­
ates were UC-qualified than prescribed

by the California Master Plan for 
Education— a 40-year-old docu­
ment that guides higher education 
standards for the state. U C  has 
consistently given eligibility to the 
top 12.5 percent o f the state’s high 
school graduates targeted in the 
document.

The new requirements will close 
the door for between 700 and 750 
students looking to enroll in a UC.

Students from throughout the 
state flocked to the meeting and 
blasted the vote as a “punishment" to 
hard-working high schtxil students. 
They closed the meeting by chant­
ing, “Education is a right, not for the 
rich and white."

Some regents echoed students’ 
sentiments that reducing access to 
U C  is unfair to students who come 
from low-funded high schools.

“A student that is coming from an 
underserved community that doesn't 
have the privilege of the AP classes 
that inflate their grade are not going to 
have the privilege of coming into this 
community,” said Eligio Martinez, a 
UCLA student and member of the U C 
Student Association.

Six dissenting votes came with 
passionate speeches touting the need 
to expand U C  access beyond the goals 
targeted in the 1960 Master Plan.

“You cannot deliver a skilled work 
force by simply looking at a 1960 well- 
intentioned approach and expect that 
the same conditions that existed in 
1960 will exist in 2007,” said Assembly 
Speaker Fabian Nunez, D-Los Angeles, 
who also is a regent.

Nunez’s concerns about limiting ac­
cess were echoed by other regents.

“Personally, I believe that if the

organization is not growing, it’s dying. 
It’s all about access and eligibility,” said 
newly appointed Regent Frederick Ruiz. 
“It’s a real-life issue, and we need more 
time and more data to really validate 
this decision.”

Nunez proposed stalling the deci­
sion, but was met with fierce opposition 
from other regents who said delay­
ing notice of more stringent eligibil­
ity standards would leave high school 
students scrambling to meet the new 
requirements.

The new requirements were largely 
justified as a precautionary move in 
the face of unsteady state support to 
U C  that would not allow funding to 
accommodate more than the top 12.5 
percent of high school graduates at a 
U C  campus, some regents said.

Accepting too many students to U C  
would cause overcrowding in classrooms

and limit instructional support, said 
Regent Sherry Lansing.

“We are in this position because we 
don't have the money," Lansing said. “If 
we start to accept a higher level of stu­
dents that are coming to this university, 
they will find that the quality of their 
education will slip greatly.”

Chairman of the Board of Regents 
Gerald Parsky stressed that the new 
eligibility requirements were subject 
to changes and readjustments over the 
next two years.

Dynes has recommended the regents 
reconvene to discuss adjusting eligibil­
ity after an analysis of the high schtxil 
graduating class of 2005 is conducted.

Dynes suggested an additional tweak 
to the minimum SA T score require­
ment if the new GPA standard lands 
U C  eligibility less than the prescribed 
12.5 percent.

Officials investigate alcohol’s role in student death

(U -W IRE) BOULDER, Colo.—  
C h i Psi fraternity members told 
pledges, including late University of 
Colorado freshman Gordie Bailey, 
that finishing the alcohol provided 
at the initiation ritual is a tradition, 
said Boulder, Colo., police chief Mark 
Beckner in a statem ent released 
Wednesday.

T h e  Boulder police released 
details outlining Bailey’s final hours 
and his alcohol-related death, but 
Boulder County Coroner Tom Faure 
said the autopsy and toxicology re­
ports will not he released for at least 
another week.

Bailey, a business major from 
Dallas, and 26 other pledges were 
blindfolded and driven to Gold Hill 
about 6 p.m. last Thursday, authori­
ties said. Once they reached their 
destination in the mountains west 
of Boulder, the blindfolded pledges 
were led to a campfire.

After about 15 minutes, pledges 
took off the blindfolds and the initia­
tion ritual began.

Pledges and fraternity members 
passed around bottles o f Ten High 
Whiskey and Carlo Rossi Wine, drink­
ing the alcohol for about 30 minutes 
before returning to the fraternity house, 
Beckner said.

A t approximately 11 p.m., the 
pledges returned to the Chi Psi house, 
where kegs of beer were provided 
for anyone who wanted to continue 
drinking, Beckner added. Whether or 
not Bailey continued to drink once 
he returned to the fraternity house is 
unclear.

Bailey was visibly drunk and began 
vomiting shortly after returning to the 
fraternity house, according to the police 
statement. By 1 a.m., Bailey was passed 
out in the library room of the first floor, 
and fraternity members proceeded to 
draw on his face with black markers as 
a joke, the statement said.

Members of the fraternity checked 
on Bailey for the last time at 4 a.m. 
and thought he was just sleeping off 
the alcohol. A t 9 a.m., police say, a 
fraternity member called the Boulder 
police because he said he could not tell 
if Bailey was breathing. Bailey was pro­
nounced dead after paramedics arrived

Friday morning.
There is no evidence that Bailey 

was forced to drink alcohol, according 
to police, but the pledges were told 
drinking the alcohol before leaving was 
tradition, causing some to question the 
possibility of hazing.

Hazing is outlawed by Inter-Fra­
ternity Council, Panhellenic Council, 
which governs sororities, and all na­
tional organizations. It includes a wide 
range of forced activities and situations 
“that are required for initiation into or 
continued membership in an organiza­
tion, regardless of the consent of the 
individual,” according to the greek 
affairs hazing policy.

Hazing is defined by C U  student 
affairs code of conduct as any physical 
or mental act that “puts a person in a 
stressful or dangerous situation.”

Julie Brooks, Boulder police public 
information officer, said hazing is not a 
main aspect of the investigation.

“W e’re lu iking at issuing low-level 
misdemeanors like minor-in-posses­
sion,” Brooks said.

She said alcohol was left in some of 
the bottles provided at the mountain 
initiation, and some o f the pledges

said they were not forced to consume 
alcohol.

Police investigators will continue 
interviewing cooperating members of 
the fraternity, Brooks said. Members 
of the fraternity are cooperating mini­
mally, and others will not comment and 
have sought attorneys, she added.

Leaders of the Greek community 
have been cooperating with the univer­
sity by meeting with C U  administration 
this week as part of Chancellor Richard 
L. Byyny’s plan to have the university 
review its relationship with the greek 
system, said CU-Boulder spokesperson 
Pauline Hale on Thursday.

The meetings give members of the 
greek community an opportunity to 
talk about issues related to the greek 
system, including trouble with alcohol, 
Hale said.

“Alcohol is a problem the campus 
has been dealing with for some time,” 
Hale said. “W e’ve taken a number of 
initiatives to educate our students that 
just went into effect this fall. We will be 
looking at those initiatives and evaluat­
ing their effectiveness as well as discuss­
ing with the community any other steps 
that need to be taken,” Hale said.

L a s t c h a n c e  to
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Drinking water not just important for hydration

Move over lipstick and foundation, 
there is more to water than hydration.

Liz Inskip-Pualk, community pro­
grams coordinator for the Department 
of Rural and Gimmunity Health, said 
water affects the body on all levels 
because the body, including the brain, 
is made up of 75 percent water.

“So, drinking enough water helps 
blood volume to stay at the right level, 
which helps working muscles get the 
oxygen they need,” she said. “That’s why 
people get tired when they dehydrate."

Since the brain is 75 percent water, 
being hydrated helps a person feel 
better so they may concentrate more 
efficiently, Pualk said.

Water also aids the body in flushing 
toxins, keeps skin looking healthy and
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reduces the risk of kidney stones and 
constipation, she said.

“Not enough water increases the 
chance of dry skin,” she said. “If some­
one is well hydrated, the skin does not 
hang on the body.”

Drinking too much water is possible, 
Pualk said. That ex- cess does not
happen very often, 
but does sometimes 
among athletes.

“It’s difficult to see 
how much is too much, because it 
varies from person to person,” she 
said. “If you are a heavy sweater, 
you need to drink more than a 
person who is not.”

Pualk said to drink water in sips, 
not in gulps.

“In the course of a typical day for 
a student, take a drink every time you 
pass a water fountain, carry a bottle 
of water around and drink until your 
urine is clear, and you should he fine,” 
she said.

Many people have trouble telling the

difference between thirst and hunger, 
she said.

Hunger gives obvious signals, such as 
a growling stomach, but thirst is much 
more subtle, she said.

“People often confuse the two,” she 
said. “If you can’t tell if you’re hungry 
or thirsty, drink a glass of water,

and if you’re satis­
fied, you’re thirsty, if 
not, you’re hungry.” 

Drinking a big glass 
of water before and after meals 
can help people manage their 

weight because they eat less, 
she said.

Ginsuming six to eight glasses 
of water a day can be a bit over­

whelming for lots o f people, she
said.
“Have a glass with breakfast, be­

tween breakfast and lunch, with lunch 
and so on,” Pualk said. “Drinking water 
regularly throughout the day is more 
healthy for you."

Pualk said some drinks are better

than others, hut water always is a gixxl several D iet Cokes all day and go

arrives in theaters as dam­
aged goods.

D esp ite  th e  dam age d one to  
these goods, the film  still is largely 
e f fe c t iv e  w ith  n e a rly  c o n s ta n t  
suspense th rou gh ou t and a m ar­
velous perform ance from Ju lianne 
Moore, one of my absolute favorite 
actresses.

M oore is Telly, a m other and

w ife w ho lost her son , Sam , 14 
m o n th s ago. In  an A m elia  A ir- 
heart-type incid ent, Sam  boarded 
a p lane w ith several o th er c h i l ­
dren, w hich was assumed to have 
crashed. No bodies or rem ains of 
the plane were found, however.

M oore has been seeing a psy­
ch ia trist (G ary S in ise) about the 
trauma she is experiencing over her 
loss. Her doctor tells her she has 
a disorder called  par am nesia, in 
w hich people invent false realities. 
He tells her she had a miscarriage 
and= Sam  was never born.

B ut M oore w onders why her 
m em ories o f her son seem  to  be 
so re a l.

Answers to  these questions are 
provided, but they may not satisfy 
viewers.

That add­
ed up to C B S ’ first win in households 
and viewers on a premiere Thursday 
since the advent o f Nielsen’s "people 
meters” in 1987 —  the electronic sys­
tem that allows rapid viewer tallies.

Even Donald Trump proved no 
m atch for C B S ’s lineup. The fifth- 
season premiere o f “C S I" at 9 p.m.

EDT drew 30.6 million viewers, while 
“T he A pprentice,” Trump’s reality 
show on NBC, was watched by 15.9 
million.

Comedies, once the bulwark of 
the evening’s schedule for N BC, also 
proved vulnerable. T h e  “ Friends” 
spinoff “Joey” and “W ill &  G race” 
lagged behind “Survivor" for the 
second week.

The C B S  reality show drew 19.1 
million viewers, compared with 14.9 
million for “Joey” and 15.3 million 
for “W ill &  G race” in the 8-9 p.m. 
ED T time period.

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Soccer team hungry, finishes still starving

Friday night was Schlotzsky’s 
sandwich giveaway night for fans 
at R.P. Fuller Stadium , and the 
first 100 fans were given coupons 
for free deli sandwiches. The Texas 
Tech women’s soccer team, however, 
showed the real hunger.

The Red Raiders lost in double- 
overtime to Texas 3-2 on Friday and 
then fell on Sunday to Texas A & M  
in a 3-0 final. The coaches and play­
ers said they were happy with the 
effort against the Longhorns.

In the loss to Texas, the Raid­
ers were up 2-0 at one point and 
2-1 going into halftime. Tech coach 
Felix Oskam said he was proud o f his 
team’s mettle in the game against the 
Longhorns.

“I’m just unbelievably proud of 
how they competed,” Oskam said.

No television cameras were there; 
most stations chose to cover Friday 
night high school football games. 
The local stations missed a myriad 
of strange occurrences.

The scoreboard at the stadium 
was not functioning, meaning many 
late-arriving fans did not know Tech 
was leading the No. 22 ranked team 
in the nation.

Before halftime, a lightning delay 
of 79 minutes held the teams off the 
field and the fans out of the metal 
bleachers.

In the second half, an ambulance 
arrived to pick up Texas defender 
Charisse Co, who was kicked in the 
neck by an unidentified Tech player. 
C o laid on the field for more than 
18 minutes. Three police cars also 
arrived on the scene.

Overall, including the overtimes, 
the lights were on at R.P. Fuller for 
almost four hours in a marathon for the

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teams and the fans. The women played 
more than 100 minutes of soccer.

Freshman forward Priscilla Es­
quivel said her team felt the impact 
of the delays.

“It had a lot o f impact on our 
rhythm," Esquivel said. "W henever 
we came back out after halftime, we 
weren’t as focused as we were when 
we stepped out on the held in the 
very beginning o f the game.”

R ep resen tin g  a d ifferen ce  in 
coaching styles, Texas coach Chris 
Petrucelli used all but one o f  his 
available substitutes in the first half, 
while Oskam used only one Tech 
reserve.

“W e were ahead, so obviously

T ech  went up 2 -0  quickly on 
goals from freshmen Jenifer Thomas 
and Esquivel. Esquivel's goal was her 
seventh of the season.

T h e  9 0  m inutes o f regulation 
time finished in a 2-2 deadlock, but 
Tech had a chance to get the win 
with seconds left in the game. Junior 
Kim Warren had only the goalie to 
beat but put the hall inches above 
the top crossbar.

“T h a t’s a tough angle; the goal­
keeper came out charging. I was just 
glad that Kim (W arren) was able 
to get a touch on it,” Oskam said. 
"Unfortunately, it went over."

Tech lost in the second 10-min­

ute sudden death overtime periods.
Sunday’s gam e represented  a 

tough offensive and defensive chal­
lenge for the Raiders against the 
No. 14 team in the nation —  Texas 
A& M .

Representative of the mismatch 
was A & M  goalie Kati Jo  Spisak who 
is 6 feet 2 inches tall compared to 
Tech freshman goalie Tina Rincon, 
who is 5 feet 6 inches tall. The height 
advantage o f Spisak did not come 
into play, as Tech did not register a 
shot in the game.

R in co n , how ever, made n ine 
saves in the losing effort. Add those 
to her total from the game against 
Texas, and R in co n  registered 16 
saves during the weekend.

The offense also had a daunting 
assignment against a stifling defense, 
Oskam said. T h e  fans verbally ex ­
pressed their frustration much of the 
game when Tech midfielders would 
not come up to assist the forwards.

Esquivel, a forward, said this hurt 
the Tech attack.

“1 think (midfielders) were more 
worried about them coming back and 
attacking us,” Esquivel said. “So they 
weren’t ready to help support us.”

A & M  ju n io r  defender Emily 
DeWoody serves as the team’s final 
line of defense and was a major player 
in the Aggies’ shutout o f Tech’s of­
fense. Aggie coach G . Guerrieri said 
her role on the team is essential in 
A & M ’s Big 12 title hopes.

The rains slowed the greens and 
fairways and made the greens more 
forgiving by softening them up for 
easier approach shots. Players were 
able to hold the ball on the greens 
more than if weather conditions had 
been usual for a W est Texas day in 
mid-September.

“I ’m really  proud o f how we 
played. This field had so many great 
teams in it, and for them to come 
out and battle and the golf course 
is in phenom enal shape,” Totman 
said. “It didn't play how we’re used 
to playing it with a lot o f wind. W ith 
the rain the gteens were soft, so it was 
pretty much target golf this weekend, 
which is something we’re not used to 
out here at least.”

W h en  th e  cou rse was b eing  
designed, designer Tom Doak said 
he took the traditional West Texas 
wind into effect so that some o f the 
more difficult holes played directly 
into the wind. W ith light winds this 
weekend, Doak’s design did not pres­
ent its most difficult challenge.

“I don’t think any team got a true

taste of what T he Rawls Course is 
like and how hard it can be because 
the wind was down," Totman said. 
“For this golf course a major factor in 
how it’s gonna be and how it’s gonna 
play is the wind.”

Tech finished No. 7 in the tour­
nament with a two-day team total of 
609. The Raiders were led by fresh­
man Valeries Tan, who shot 75-73 in 
Tech's first home tournament at The 
Rawls Course. Sheila Mendez was 
just behind Tan with a two-total of 
152 (75-77). The event was won by 
Notre Dame with a team total o f 593. 
Big 12 Conference rival Oklahoma 
finished four shots back for second 
place. Katy Brophy of Notre Dame 
won the individual title for the week­
end by shooting a three-under 141. 
Oklahoma’s Aparo Gala was just two 
strokes back with a 143.

For the Raiders, the tournament 
gave them  a chance to  showcase 
the new course and to provide some 
competition on the course. Unfor­
tunately, the rain did com e, and 
Mendez said it took away a little bit

o f the home field advantage.
“It definitely didn’t play as hard as 

it has been,” she said. “I guess we’re 
used to playing some of this course 
with a really tough wind, and a 
couple o f the holes left a mark on us. 
Overall, it was a good tournament, 
and I’m glad that everyone enjoyed 
our new course. I’m glad the weather 
was nice, but I wish it would have 
been the way it has been all semester 
so we could have our advantage.”

T h e  entire Oklahoma Sooners 
squad said it loved the course and 
was impressed with how nice it looks 
for being such a young course. The 
squad does look forward to playing it 
again, likely in the Central Regional 
this spring, as Tech will host that 
event as well.

Despite a seventh-place finish, 
Totman said her team played well con­
sidering the No. 1 teain in the nation 
played along with two more top 20 
teams. She knows her team is on the 
verge of playing to its potential.

Coming back from the 25-point deficit to 
win the game is by far the largest in Tech’s 
history. Leach said he was most impressed his 
team’s attitude even when it was down, and 
that is the reason they won the game.

“We weren’t really happy with the way 
we played, just the mentality,” Leach said. 
“We turned it around in the second half, 
but we were still sloppy at times. It’s not 
like we're going anywhere. W e’re gonna 
play all 60 minutes of the game no matter 
what. Just staying with it and fighting to 
the end is what I’m most proud of.”

Tech quarterback Sonny Cumhie did 
not hurt the Jayhawks' chances with 
three interceptions in the first half. The 
passer finished the game 28-52 passing 
for 356 yards and two touchdowns, with 
four interceptions. Cumhie said it felt 
like everything was going into the wrong 
hands when he released the ball.

“There for a while I thought that 
everything that could go wrong throw­

ing the ball did, especially in that first 
half,” he said.

Cumhie said trailing throughout the 
first half did not have the Raiders worrying 
about what would happen, because right 
before and after halftime was a complete 
turnaround.

“We look at it like we’re down 25 points, 
yes, hut we’re still winning the game. It's just 
the confidence we have in our team,” he 
said. “I finally started hitting the receivers 
that were wide open, and the guys up front 
really established their dominance.”

W ith  15 seconds rem aining in the 
half, Cumhie com pleted a 32-yard pass 
to Haverty, bringing the lead within 19 
points.

Haverty said the quick six points did 
not turn the game over into the Raiders’ 
grasp, but the increase did help a little hit 
in their effort.

“1 wouldn’t say turning point, hut it was 
big. We knew we needed to score,” he said. 
“We kept saying let’s get one touchdown, 
put it in there and take away a little mo­
mentum so we could come out and do the 
same in the second half.”

After the break, Tech scored twice in 
the third quarter, bringing the game within 
the difference of a touchdown. But Haverty 
said without the defense’s help, the offense 
would not have been able to produce the 
points to defeat the Jayhawks.

“I've never seen a better defensive 
performance. They didn’t give up a point 
the whole second half,” he said.

The Tech defense forced Kansas to at­
tempt two field goals in the fourth quarter 
from 45 yards out and 4 3 yards out, the latter 
of which hit the left upright. Defensive back 
Chad Johnson took an interception for 56 
yards, setting up Henderson’s third quarter 
touchdown. Tech forced three punts by the 
Kansas offense following the play. Jabari 
Smith snagged a pick with less than a minute 
to go in the game, and Dwayne Slay captured 
the last interception with two seconds left, 
which Leach said was important.

“Now, that was probably a turning point 
of the game,” he said. “Getting that inter­
ception with two seconds remaining when 
they’re driving down the field.”

Every time Taurean Henderson gets 
ready to touch the hall, he has one 
thing on his mind —  touchdown. 
“The whole time 1 was thinking about 

getting the ball, I was thinking about 
scoring,” he said. “Every time I touch the 
hall, I think score, and 1 think I’m going 
to take it to the house.”

T h at m entality  sealed the 31- 30  
victory against Kansas Saturday in Law­
rence, Kan. Henderson had a 70-yard run 
for a touchdown with 2:37 remaining on 
the clock in the fourth quarter and Tech 
(4-1,  1-0 Big 12) trailing the Jayhawks 
(2-2, 0-1) ,  30-24.

He finished the night with 169 yards 
on the ground on 17 carries, a season high 
for the junior running back.

The same play was called throughout the 
game on eight occasions, Henderson said, hut 
in this instance, something was different.

“I noticed there was a big hole there, 
so the offensive line did a great job open­
ing that up for me,” he said.

Although the play turned out to be in 
the favor of the Red Raiders, Tech coach 
Mike Leach said Kansas may have taken 
double takes on the play calling and he 
may have had second thoughts about it, 
because it is not the norm for Leach’s 
multiple receiver offense.

“We just figured they were expecting 
the pass,” he said. “Sometimes they do
