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M any denied refunds for Chili Cook-off tickets

Upon learning no refunds will be given 
for the Sigma Alpha Epsilon Chili Cook-off, 
some Texas Tech students want answers.

N athan Harness, a graduate student in 
family financial planning from Harrison, 
said while the ticket said no refunds on the 
front, the back says otherwise.

“If you flip the ticket over, it says the 
ticket is a revocable license, which may be

revoked and admission refused upon refund­
ing the printed price thereon," he said. “To 
me, that means since I was refused admis­
sion, I should get my money refunded.”

Although he is aware some money is for 
philanthropy, Harness said he did not buy 
the ticket to donate to charity.

“T h e  thing about part o f the proceeds 
going to charity is that if I wanted to donate, 
1 could donate to my own charity,” he said. 
“I paid $20  to see Cross Canadian Ragweed,

and I was denied that, so 1 want my money 
back, or I want to see in writing that every 
bit o f my $20  went to charity."

Harness said he would like more trans­
parency on where the profits are going.

“I want to see an itemized list o f how 
m uch money goes to the bands, ground 
use, the charity donation and back to the 
fraternity," he said. “Its not my fault that 
the fraternity didn’t buy weather insurance 
or looked into the fine print on the tickets,

and I don’t feel I or anyone else should have 
to  pay for that.”

Brit Swanson, unit assistant director for 
Student Legal Services, said the clause on 
the ticket does not constitute a refund.

“Basically, the revocable license gives 
people the right to kick out a person who 
is being disorderly,” she said. “It does not 
overrule the no refund statem ent on the 
front o f the ticket.”

Kelly Layne, C h ili chairman for Sigma

Alpha Epsilon, said not only students are 
upset about the cook-off’s cancellation.

“W e’re very sorry about having to do 
this, and we really hate  to  do it to the 
students,” he said, “But we’re disappointed 
too, because we work on this all year long 
and to see it go down like that is really 
unfortunate.”

Layne said the difficult thing for people

House resolution about 
U.S. military draft unclear

A n e-mail stating the Selective Service is preparing to conduct a draft 
for the U .S. Armed Forces is misleading, the press secretary for U .S. Rep. 
Randy Neugebauer, R-Lubbock, said Tuesday.

U nder the House of Representatives’ resolution 163, all young 
persons in the United States, 
including women, would be 
required to serve in some sort 
of national defense capacity for 
24 months.

T h e  resolution has 14 co ­
sponsors, one of which is Rep.
Sheila  Jackson-Lee who rep­
resents H ouston. T h e  c o n ­
gresswoman said in an e-mail 
statement to The UD the act is 
not meant to require everyone 
to serve in a combat role. A c ­
cording to the statement: “HR 
163, known as the Universal 
National Service Act, calls for 
those who are between the ages o f 18 and 26 who choose not to serve 
in a component of the uniformed services can also choose to serve in 
a civilian capacity that, as determined by the President, promotes the 
national defense, including national or community service and homeland 
security.”

Lubbock to receive a $10 
million WaLMart store

The smiley face has done it again -  slashing prices and planning to open 
a Wal-Mart Supercenter in Overton Park.

Although this project might help cut down on lines for the chain of 
Wal-Mart stores in Lubbock, surrounding fixxl markets are weary because 
of the displacement of residential areas.

T he new $10  million store will be more than 200,000 square feet, 
located on the Southwest com er of Fourth Street and Avenue Q. Delbert 
McDougal, chief executive officer of McDougal Companies, said the build­
ing will have a more updated look with all the facilities and departments 
as the other Wal-Mart stores.

“This store is a new prototype," he said. “It’s something you haven’t 
seen in Lubbock.”

Ricky Smith, a sophomore construction technology major from McLean, 
said the new store will benefit the customers who shop at Wal-Mart.

“It will help to spread the crowds out on Sundays, because the lines are 
usually horrible,” he said. "It will also give Tech extra parking spaces.”

Smith said the new store will be a disadvantage for food stores in the 
surrounding area, but its development will help to create more stores in 
the area.

McDougal said Wal-Mart Inc. representatives came to Lubbock with the 
idea several months ago and finalized the plan with McDougal Companies 
60 days later.

“They are very excited about being a part of Overton Park and being 
close to Texas Tech," McDougal said.

Fines in mail for Texas drivers
AU STIN  (AP) —  Nearly 200,000 

Texas drivers are getting some bad 
—  and costly —  news in the mail.

The Department of Public Safety 
this week is sending notice that driv­
ers with drunken driving and various 
license and insurance violations since 
September 2003 owe fees on top of 
w hatever fines they already have 
paid.

The total amount: $67 million.
Approved hy the Legislature, the 

fees under the Texas Driver Respon­
sibility Program target habitually bad 
drivers and will help fund trauma cen­
ters and emergency medical services.

The program is expected to gener­
ate about $1 billion by 2008.

“Drunken and dangerous drivers 
can know that they will face stiff 
consequences in Texas,” Gov. Rick 
Perry said Wednesday during a visit 
to Parkland Hospital in Dallas, which 
received $2.3 million.

“Law-abiding Texans can know 
that we are not only discouraging bad

behavior with stiff penalties, but us­
ing the proceeds of poor judgment to 
benefit their loved ones when they are 
hurt in an accident,” he added.

The fines have been assessed during 
the last year, but the state couldn’t col­
lect the money until it had the proper 
computer software and a vendor. State 
lawmakers previously unlocked $1 
billion for the program, which will be 
replenished by collected fees.

About 5 ,000  notices are being 
mailed every day, DPS Director Col. 
Thomas A. Davis Jr. said.

Under the fee system, a driver with 
a first-offense DWI will pay $ 1,000 per 
year for three years. T he fine could 
double if the driver had a blood alcohol 
concentration o f . 16 or more. The legal 
limit for intoxication is .08.

A second DWI conviction within 
the three-year period brings an ad­
ditional $1,500 per year.

Other fines include $250 per year 
for driving w ithout insurance for 
driving with an invalid license and

$100 per year for driving without 
a license.

A ll fines are cum ulative, so 
multiple violations mean a bigger 
hit to the wallet.

Also, drivers who accumulate six 
points against their license for mov­
ing violations during a three-year 
period will be required to pay $100 
for three years. Additional points 
will cost another $25.

And drivers who commit three 
moving violations or cause two ac­
cidents within three years will pay 
an additional $100 to renew their 
license. Even moving violations 
committed in other states will affect 
a Texas license.

“Bad driving just got more ex­
pensive,” D PS spokesman Tom 
Vinger said.

Notices are being sent to the 
most recent address on file with 
DPS. Drivers will have 30 days after 
the notices are sent to either make 
payment or payment arrangements.

Defense lawyers say 
not told about evidence

G A L V E S T O N (A P ) —  A co n ­
demned inmate’s statement exonerating 
his fellow defendant was not received 
by defense attorneys, they testified 
during a hearing ordered by a federal 
appeals court.

Testimony by former prison guard 
Robert Etrl Carter, who was executed 
in 2000 for murdering his 4-year-old son 
and five others, was the only evidence 
placing Anthony Charles Graves at 
the crime scene. Graves, convicted of 
capital murder in 1994 for killing the six 
people in Burleson County, has been on 
death row for nine years.

Lydia Clay-Jackson and Calvin 
Garvie, Graves' attorneys, testified they 
never were informed that Carter had 
told prosecutors that he alone commit­
ted the murders of the Somerville family 
members. His statement exonerating 
his fellow defendant came amid hours 
of questioning the night before he took 
the witness stand and implicated Graves 
in the crime.

However, lawyers for the state 
countered that Carter told authorities 
during the same night of questioning 
that his wife and Graves had taken part 
in the slayings.

A former district attorney testified 
that nine years after a capital mur­
der conviction he “pieced together" 
a memory o f turning over crucial 
evidence to the defense attorneys who 
say it was kept from them during the 
trial. Charles Sebesta testified during a 
hearing to determine whether Graves 
deserves a new trial.

The hearing was ordered by the 
U .S. 5th Circuit Court of Appeals, 
partly in response to efforts by student 
participants in the Texas Innocence 
Network based at the University of 
Houston Law Center.

Vatican calls on U .N . 
to ban human cloning

U N ITED  N ATIO N S (A P) — The 
Vatican, in its first speech to the U.N. 
General Assembly, called Wednesday 
for a total ban on human cloning and 
criticized the war in Iraq and unilateral 
responses to terrorism.

A rch bish op  G io v a n n i Lajolo, 
secretary of the Holy See’s relations 
with states, spoke in broad terms and 
did not mention the U.S.-led coalition 
that invaded Iraq or the nations that 
have acted unilaterally against terror­
ists. He referred to Pope John Paul IPs 
fervent opposition to the Iraq war.

“Everyone can see that it (military 
action) did not lead to a safer world, 
either inside or outside Iraq," he said 
as the assembly’s two-week annual 
ministerial session neared an end.

He stressed, however, supporting 
Iraq’s new government in bringing 
normalcy and democracy to the coun­
try is imperative.

Regarding terrorism worldwide, 
the archbishop said nations must 
work together to tackle the growing 
scourge.

“It seems obvious that terrorism 
can only be effectively challenged 
through a concerted multilateral ap­
proach ... and not through the politics 
of unilateralism,” he said.

The fight against terrorism requires 
long-term action against terrorism’s 
underlying causes, Lajolo said, adding 
that the Roman Catholic Church aids 
in that work by promoting mutual 
understanding among religions.

The Vatican has had an observer 
mission at the United Nations since 
1964, and Pope John Paul II visited 
the General Assembly 25 years ago, 
but the Holy See has not addressed 
the assembly during the ministerial 
meeting before.

“If it ad­
dressed satanism or the occult in any 
way; religious viewpoints; violence 
would be another reason.”

Banning books shelters students, 
and they are going to encounter these 
issues when it is time to leave home

or school, she said. School should be 
a trusting environment where it is safe 
for students to talk about these issues 
with knowledgeable adults, she said.

In terms of reference to the o c­
cu lt, many question w hat makes 
Shakespeare's “M acbeth” different 
from other works.

“I’m just assuming that a lot of the 
people are intimidated by the word 
Shakespeare,” she said. “There’s actu­
ally really no logic to it.”

Sarah Arnold, a freshman history 
major from Round Rock, said she plans 
to read some banned hooks and really 
likes the “Harry Potter” series and 
"Hamlet.”

“In my opinion, 1 think no book 
should be banned," she said. “Even if 
you’re completely disturbed by it and 
don’t like it at all."

Erin Ellis, assistant librarian at 
Tech, said she thinks all banned books 
are available to check out at Tech’s 
library'.

to afford college tuition rates

(U -W IR E ) LO S A N G ELES— If 
higher education affordability were a 
class, the nation would be flunking.

A report compiled by the National 
Center for Public Policy and Higher Edu­
cation, a nonprofit institution for higher 
education research, concluded many stu­
dents would not be able to afford higher 
education in the near future.

“The nation’s colleges and universi­
ties have become less affordable for 
students and families compared with a 
decade ago,” wrote the authors of the 
“Measuring Up 2004" study.

Only two states have seen their 
higher education systems become more 
affordable overall since the last study, 
performed in 2002, while 17 states 
scored lower on every indicator of af­
fordability.

California is only one of three states 
to get a passing grade this year. It re­
ceived a B.

Minnesota and Utah, each scoring a 
C, were the other states to receive grades 
better than a D, while 36 states all across 
the country got failing grades.

Authors of the study could not be 
reached for comment.

Alisa C unningham , director of 
research at the Institute of Higher Edu­
cation Policy, a nonprofit organization 
in Washington, D.C., said studies like 
“Measuring Up” often paint a mixed 
picture.

“Different approaches show differ­
ent things," she said. “O n one hand, 
enrollment in colleges is increasing, on 
the other hand costs have increased as 
well.”

California’s good grade in afford­
ability can be attributed to its generous

funding of community colleges, which 
lowers tuition at those institutions, Cun­
ningham said.

“Because California has tradition­
ally supported its community college 
system, it’s easy for all kinds of students 
to start out at a local community college” 
before transferring to a four-year college, 
she said.

O ther states, by contrast, charge 
higher fees for attending community 
colleges, but also give more financial aid 
to those who qualify.

The study found college education 
affordability in California had increased 
during the past decade, but was lower this 
year than in 2000.

The percentage of annual income 
that an average family would pay for a 
public four-year university in California 
has decreased from 37 percent a decade 
ago to 32 percent today.

Private four-year colleges in the state 
stayed at about the same level in terms of 
afiti «lability. On average, students’ fami­
lies would pay 71 percent of their annual 
income for college expenses this year, as 
opposed to 70 percent in 1994-

The amount of the average financial 
aid package was taken into consideration 
when the expenses were calculated.

California led the nation in 2002 as 
the only state to receive an A in educa­
tion affordability.

As part of a plan to balance the state

budget, state universities denied admis­
sion to 11,400 eligible freshmen who 
would have entered this fall.

They were instead asked to enroll 
in community colleges for a couple of 
years. The students could then transfer 
to a four-year public university in the 
University of California or California 
State University systems before their 
junior years.

The cost of community college also 
has increased. Students will now pay $26 
per unit, a more than two-fold increase 
of the $ll-per-unit cost last year, even 
though the rate still is the lowest in the 
nation.

California is not alone in attempting 
to cut back on higher education. As the 
majority of states faced declining tax 
revenue and rising expenses in the past 
couple of years, higher education funding 
often was on the chopping block.

The University of Southern Califor­
nia has been dedicated to making sure 
students and their families can afford 
to attend the institution said David 
Glasgow, acting director of undergradu­
ate programs.

“U SC  tries its best to meet 100 per­
cent of individually determined financial 
aid for each student,” he said. “We try to 
meet the needs of every student.”

The university offers a number of 
programs to help defray the cost of at­
tendance, including grants, loans and

installment plans, Glasgow said.
Unique circumstances, such as 

death in the family, also will be taken 
into account when calculating indi­
vidual financial aid packages.

College students and their families 
have been trying to cope with in­
creased college expenses, said Loretta 
Hardge, director of communications 
at IHEP.

Gillege education provides skills 
that will place graduates at an advan­
tage in the job market, she said.

“We shouldn’t allow the ballast of 
college cost to scare students away,” 
said Hardge, adding the American 
higher education system is unique for 
a number of choices it offers prospec­
tive entrants.

"It’s important to emphasize there 
is a full range of colleges and universi­
ties in terms of price,” she said.

Glasgow said students will receive 
a full financial award if they apply on 
time and satisfy all eligibility require­
ments.

Alm ost five inches o f rain and 
cooler climates in the Lubbock area 
last weekend have put a damper on 
surrounding cotton farmers and their
crops.

According to the National Weather 
Service, Lubbock received 4.33 inches 
of rain in the past four days. This num­
ber makes the 2004 total rainfall higher 
than it has been since 1991.

Norm Hopper, the Associate Dean 
or the G illege of Agriculture Sciences 
and Natural Resources at Texas Tech, 
said the rain is not doing our cotton 
any good and that bright sunny days 
are needed soon, to ensure the con­
tinuation of the cotton’s growth and 
opening.

“If the cotton was already opened 
when it rained, then deterioration may 
occur lowering the seed and lint qual­
ity,” Hi ipper said.

Already, there has been more 
rainfall in 2004 than all previous years 
since 1991, with a total rainfall of 22.84 
inches after this weekend’s pour down, 
according to the National W eather 
Service.

Kent Bennett, with C otton  Lo­
gistics Inc., said if this kind of rainfall

would have happened ten years ago 
that it would be more devastating. 
Since crops now have chemical growth 
regulators, Bennett said they are less 
vulnerable to rain than before.

“T he damage is minimal, unless 
there is more rain to  com e in the 
future," Bennett said.

W illis Taubert, m anager o f the 
C otton C enter Farmers Coop., said 
this year’s crop depends on if the sun 
comes out in the future.

“Tire amount of rain hasn’t helped 
the cotton, but as long there is hot and 
dry weather to come, then the cotton 
will be okay,” Taubert said.

Hot, sunny and dry weather is per­
fect for growing cotton, he said.

“It is a good thing that most of 
the cotton has not begun to open yet, 
otherwise the problem would be much 
more of an issue," Taubert said.

Jeff Miller, an employee at Delta 
and Pine Land Co., said the rain posses 
a threat every year during harvest.

“If there is more rain to come, then 
our hopes and aspirations could be 
brought back down to a more realistic 
level," Miller said.

E d itorials are the short, un­
signed pieces readers see at least 
once a week on page 4- These are 
written by a member of the editorial 
board on a topic the eight editors 
have agreed is pertinent to discuss 
and to present to the campus.

T h e  ed ito ria l board consists 
o f all the editors: editor-in-chief, 
m anaging ed itor, news editor, 
lifestyles editor, copy editor, opin­
ions editor, photography editor 
and sports ed itor. T h e se  e ig h t 
people are responsible for editing 
m aterial turned in by reporters 
and colum nists, as well as laying 
out and editing the pages read on 
campus every day.

T h e  rep orters  som e readers 
have encountered at events and 
page 4 colum nists have nothing to 
do with the con ten t, form ation or 
writing o f these editorials. Editori­
als are the opinion o f the editorial 
board, not o f the entire University 
Daily staff.

Children and sexy television:
what TV  means to our youth
Firom date rape after-school 

I specials to the ladies o f “Sex 
and the City,” television is 

full o f sex. A  recent study found 
watching sexual T V  programming 
will increase sexual behav ior 
among teenagers. T h e  tone the 
study set was that of an alarmist 
paranoia. Forgive me if I am some­
what skeptical o f the findings.

A cco rd in g  to th e  R A N D  
Corp. study published in “Pedi­
atrics" online journal, two-thirds 
o f  T V  programming has some 
sexual co n ten t. T h is is a ll-in ­
clusive —  from jokes to kissing. 
The one-year study found viewing 
sexual content on T V  hastened 
teens' sexual acts.

To blame T V  for our social 
evils would be so easy, but I have 
two problems with that. First, I 
do not believe T V  is to blame 
for much of anything. Secondly, 
I have yet to decide if sex among 
teenagers is necessarily evil.

Let me explain myself. Numer­
ous studies have shown children 
are developing at earlier ages.

However, the R A N D  study does not 
prove causation, only that the two 
are linked. We now have a case of 
the chicken and the egg. T he pos­
sibility exists that teenagers who are 
more sexually curious and active 
seek sexual TV.

Let us look at an exam ple of 
adults watching sexual T V  —  porn. 
To he analogous to the study, watch­
ing porn would make adults have 
more sex. T h at idea is plausible. 
Plenty o f men’s and women's maga­
zines encourage bringing pom into 
the bedroom. T h e  tone o f  these 
articles is, “Right now you are hav­
ing sex. You want something more. 
Try porn!” I have no study to cite, 
but I believe people usually turn to 
pom after they already have dabbled
in sex.

Our society looks at teenage sex 
as bad because it has bad conse­
quences. O ur region has one of the 
highest rates of STDs and pregnan­
cies among teenagers nationally. 
Unplanned teenage pregnancies and 
STD s are detrimental to the person 
as well as to society. But sex does not 
cause these consequences. Ignorance 
and unprotected sex are the cause. 
O ur status-quo, abstinence-only 
sex-ed programs are a joke.

If teenagers were not forced to 
get their sex ed from the TV, things 
might be different.

To look at this survey and damn 
T V  would be easy. But, television is 
not the culprit. T V  has responded to 
our wonderfully capitalistic society 
—  more sex is demanded, so more 
sex is supplied.

Noting 9 0  percent of statistics 
are false also is important. That is 
not true. I just made that up, but 
you get the general idea. The RAND 
study followed 1,792 children, ages 
12 to 17. T hat is roughly 300 youths 
from each age group. There is little 
possibility 1 ,792 could be an ac­
curate cross section  o f teenagers. 
Also, parental permission had tit be 
obtained to study these teenagers. 
W hether parents will let their child 
talk to strangers about sex is a huge 
factor in this case.

T V  is no substitute for parents. 
Concerned parents should not only 
monitor what teenagers watch but 
also ask why are they watching it. 
Teenagers and ch ild ren  are not 
stupid. I grew up on a farm, and 
my m other is an OB/GYN nurse. 
I more than understood the birds 
and the bees and the consequences. 
No amount o f sexy T V  could make 
me forget.

The reason I am writing is because, 
like thousands of Texas Tech students 
and Lubbock residents, I purchased 
a ticket for the Chili Cook O ff put

on by Sigma Alpha Epsilon fraternity 
on Sept. 25. Although I understand 
and am sympathetic to the reasons for 
the event’s being cancelled, I am not 
understanding of how the situation 
was handled. We were told in The 
UD  article that ran Monday that 
the profits will be donated to charity. 
But, after doing some investigating, 
1 have discovered it is likely part 
of the profits will be used to “fund 
the organization" —  i.e., pad the 
fraternity’s pockets. 1 would prefer 
if the fraternity would refund my 
money and allow me to donate it to 
the charity of my choice. 1 do not feel 
1, or any of the others who purchased 
tickets, should have to pay for any of 
the costs incurred at the event. There 
are precautions the fraternity should 
have taken , such as purchasing

weather insurance for the event; we 
should not be punished for their lack 
of planning. 1 have purchased tickets 
to concerts and events in the past 
that were cancelled (some because of 
weather), and the full ticket price I 
paid always was refunded to me. They 
did not say, “Well, we need to cover 
our costs, so we’re going to keep the 
money” and hide under a charity's 
cover as though donating what is 
likely to be $1 of my $20 to charity 
somehow makes what they did OK. 
It is not OK; it is theft. O n the back 
of the tickets is printed, “This ticket 
is a revocable license and may be 
revoked and admission refused upon 
refunding the printed price thereon.” 
My friends and 1 arrived at the event 
and were refused admittance, yet 
the promise of refunding the printed

ticket price has not been fulfilled. 
Printing that statement on the back 
of the ticket made it a binding con­
tract, and a breach of that contract 
is illegal. W hat they did is illegal. 1 
know everyone is thinking, “Well, it’s 
just $20, and what can 1 do?” 1 think 
it is safe to say (and I am working on 
getting exact numbers) that several 
thousand tickets were sold to this 
event, and those proceeds amount 
to thousands of dollars.

She said draftees would be able 
to serve in non-military roles under 
this legislation.

Neugebauer’s press secretary Josh 
Noland said support for this piece of 
legislation is thin.

“It's not going anywhere," No­
land said. “Bills like this get intro­
duced fairly often.”

He said President Bush and the 
Department o f Defense have no 
plans to futther any draft legislation 
and are satisfied with the current 
number of troops.

“O ne benefit o f taking down 
Saddam (H ussein) is that fewer 
troops are needed,” he said.

Another example of the neces­
sity of troop realignment, Noland 
said, is W estern Europe, where 
troops who previously were present 
to help protect against the U SSR

now can be reallocated to other parts 
of the world.

He said in response to the e-mail, 
rumors should be regarded as rumors.

The Selective Service Web site, 
www.sss.gov, posted an official response 
to the rumors. According to the state­
ment: “Notwithstanding recent stories 
in the news media and on the Internet, 
Selective Service is not getting ready 
to conduct a draft for the U .S. Armed 
Forces— either with a special skills 
or regular draft. Rather, the Agency 
remains prepared to manage a draft 
if and when the President and the 
Congress so direct.”

M artin Edwards, a professor of 
political science at Texas Tech, said 
Congress might request a draft but 
probably willnot be sending draftees 
to Iraq.

“I don’t think a whole lot will get 
drafted to go to Iraq,” Edwards said. 
"Students should be more worried 
about finding a job after graduation 
rather than worrying about having a 
job with Uncle Sam.”

“T h e  unbelievable thing is that only 
two m onths earlier, I had been hav­
ing m eetings in W ashington with 
top officials from the W hite  House 
O ffice  o f  F a ith -B ased  and C o m ­
munity Initiatives to talk about my 
charity work.

“Had 1 changed that much? No. 
Actually, i t ’s the indiscrim inate pro­
cedure o f profiling th a t’s changed," 
Islam wrote. “I am a v ictim  of an 
unjust and arbitrary system, hastily 
imposed, that serves only to belittle

A m erica ’s image as a defender of 
th e  c iv il  lib e r t ie s  th a t so many 
dearly struggled and died for over 
the centuries.”

S in ce  he converted to Islam in 
1977, he said, there have been re­
peated efforts to link him to violent 
causes and groups.

“1 denounce all forms of terrorism 
and injustice; it is simply outrageous 
for anyone to  suggest otherw ise," 
he said, noting he has spoken out 
against the Sept. 11 attacks and the 
taking o f hostages in Iraq.

He has largely shunned music 
in re ce n t years, althou gh he did 
record a new version o f his 1971 hit 
“Peace Train” last year for the album 
“ H o p e ,"  w hich raised m oney for 
Iraqi children. O thers participating 
in the project were Paul McCartney, 
David Bowie and Avril Lavigne.

Islam told A B C  in an interview 
to be broadcast Friday on “20/20” 
that he has been a frequent U .S . 
visitor in recent years.

Assault lawsuit against Titanic’ 
actor, Leonardo DiCaprio, 
dismissed in New York Court

W A S H IN G T O N  (A P ) —  In ­
stead o f ca n v a s  and p a in t, D an 
Flavin created  art w ith fluorescent 
light tubes, a tech n iqu e that made 
him  an im p o rtan t figure in th e  
experim ental art world o f the latter 
20th  century.

T h e  N ation al G allery  o f A rt is 
showing the first U .S . retrospective 
o f his career, com prising 48  o b jects 
and installations, 110 drawings and 
a variety o f sketches and constru c­
tions. Flavin died in 1996.

O n e  p ie c e , ca lle d  “ Ico n  1 ,” 
consists o f a square roughly 2 -by-2 
feet, painted a uniform  red, with a 
red fluorescent tube mounted along 
the top. Its title : “ (th e  heart) (to  
the light o f Sean  M cG overn which 
blesses ev ery o n e).”

M cG overn worked with Flavin 
when the artist had a job  as a guard 
in New York’s A m erican Museum 
o f N atural History.

In a la te r  a u to b io g r a p h ic a l  
s k e tc h , F la v in  w ro te  th a t  h is 
own uniform  pockets were always 
cram m ed  w ith  n o te s  on  u sin g  
lights as art —  a p ro ject he was 
then m ulling over. W hen  told  he 
was not being paid to  be an artist, 
he quit.

T h e  N ation al G allery  installed

a m uch larger o b je c t than  “ Icon  
1” in early Septem ber, well before 
the o fficia l opening o f th e  show 
on Sunday in the m odernistic East 
Building.

The work looks like a fence, four 
feet high and 120 feet long, made 
o f  straight fluorescent tubes.

T h e  tubes shine w ith a bright 
green glow th a t can  be seen  all 
over the build ing’s cen tra l atrium  
and —  through a glass wall —  on 
Pennsylvania Avenue outside.

T he intense light has a special 
e ffect that surprised Flavin : after 
gazing at it for a w hile, th e  o n ­
looker who turns away discerns a 
rosy tin t on everything within view 
for a m inute or so, u n til natural 
vision returns.

“T h e re ’s a physiological exp la­
n a t io n ,” said Je ffrey  W eiss, th e  
show’s curator. “ But I don’t know 
what it is. Flavin wasn’t interested 
in it either, but he exploited  it in 
other work later —  like a painter 
m ixing co lors.”

Flavin gave the fence p iece no 
title  but dedicated it to  a friend, 
H einer Friedrich, an art dealer in 
M u nich . People working with it 
som etim es refer to it as “ the green 
barrier.”

Flavin was interested in art at 
an eary age. His m other reported 
what he la ter called  a “ vivid, if 
naive, record” of hurricane dam­
age on  Long Island, drawn when 
he was 5. He recorded that by age 
10 he had filled a cardboard box 
with hundreds of drawings on the 
horrors o f W orld W ar II.

A fter military service in Korea, 
Flavin returned to New York and 
took courses with the idea o f b e ­
com ing an art historian to  support 
his artistic am bitions.

His first show at a New York 
gallery in 1961 consisted of “co n ­
structions and water colors.” There 
were no e lectric  light works in it, 
and W eiss said he believed none of 
the work sold.

It was another three years before 
he had a show o f art made w ith 
e lectric  lights, and then there were 
two shows in the same year.

In 1976 there were eight one- 
man e x h ib its  o f  his work, from  
Portland, O re., to C ologne, G e r­
many.

C ritics  call Flavin a “m inim al­
ist,” not a fashionable style today 
but still praised for its innovations. 
His work has remained prized.

O ne 12-foot piece using fluores­

cen t light brought $ 6 7 9 ,5 0 0  
at a New York auction last 
May.

“ D an F la v in  A R e tr o ­
s p e c tiv e ” w ill be on  view 
through Jan . 9 . Adm ission 
is free.

T h e  show travels to the 
M odern A rt Museum o f Fort 
W orth, Texas, and will be on 
exh ib it from Feb. 15 to June 
5, th en  to  th e  M useum of 
C ontem porary A rt in C h i­
cago from July 1 to O ct. 30.

Healy said 
he punched W ilson in self-defense 
w h en  he th o u g h t h e  saw h im  
reach ing  for som ething, possibly 
a weapon.

t is a polarized week for films 
being released on home video 
and D VD  this week. Two of 

the best films of the year arrive with 
three of the worst.

My guess is the three bombs will 
fair better than the two beauties, 
which makes me cry a little on the 
inside.

“T h e  A lam o”
This Disney-fied history lesson is 

probably the best o f the worst. Di­
rected by John Lee Hancock (“The 
Rookie"), this drawn-out and bone- 
dry account of the events of the Tex­
ans’ struggle against the army of Santa 
Anna at The Alamo never achieves 
what it could have been.

T h e  ch aracterization s o f Sam  
Houston (Dennis Quaid), Jim Bowie 
(Jason Patric), Davy Crockett (Billy 
Bob Thornton) and William Travis 
(Patrick Wilson) are written like char­
acters viewing themselves as historical 
legends, rather than actual people.

Thornton’s “aw shucks” take on 
C rockett is especially a drag, and 
his death scene at the film’s finale is 
laughably comball.

The DVD features are better than

the film itself. “Deep in the Heart of 
Texans” features H ancock, Quaid 
and extras used in the film discussing 
their Texas roots and the importance 
of the story.

There is no “Hollywood and His­
tory” feature, or “History C hannel” 
feature on the DVD, mainly because 
the filmmakers were not concerned 
with being historically accurate.

stopped. He must try to  find a way to 
protect his memories of Clemantine 
before the erasers succeed.

The great Charlie Kaufman (“Ad­
aptation,” “Being John Malkovich”) 
is the author o f this bright ray o f 
brilliance.

It is a terrific barrage on the eyes 
and the mind that will have viewers 
guessing until the end.

Supporting work by Kirsten Dunst, 
Elijah Wood, Mark Ruffalo and Tom 
Wilkenson all add nicely to this fan­
tastic mind-trip.

O f the several special features on 
the D VD , the highlight has to be 
the commentary by director Michel 
Gondry and the usually tight-lipped 
Kaufman, who provides his first com­
mentary about any o f his w ritten 
work.

N E W  Y O R K  (A P )  —  N B C  

chose the 50th  anniversary o f the 
“ T o n ig h t” show on M onday to

annou nce th at Jay  Leno w ill be 
succeeded by "L a te  N ig h t” host 
C onan O 'B rien  in five years —  or 
thousands o f jokes from now.

T h e  unusual su ccessio n  p lan  
solves a d elicate problem for N B C , 
b lo c k in g  o th e r  n e tw o rk s  fro m  
poaching O ’Brien to  move him to 
an earlier tim e slot.

L e n o  p la n n e d  to  m ake th e

announcem ent on M onday’s “To­
n igh t.”

“ In 2 009 , I ’ll be 59 years old 
and will have had this dream jo b  
for 17 years,” L en o said. “W hen I 
signed my new co n tra ct, I felt that 
the tim ing was right to plan for my 
successor, and there is no one more 
qualified than C onan.

“ Plus, I promised Mavis I would

take her out for d in n er before I 
turned 6 0 ,” the notoriously worka­
holic Leno said about his wife.

W hen  they signed Leno to his 
la te s t c o n tr a c t  e x te n s io n , N B C  
ex ecu tiv es  said they asked Leno 
w hen he would feel com fortab le  
making a transition. He knew that 
they wanted to  keep O ’Brien but 
th at would n o t be likely if Leno

kept doing the jo b  indefinitely.
L eno’s agreem ent to a 2009  exit 

g iv es'h im  th e  ch an ce  to  make a 
sm oother transition than  when he 
took over from Johnny C arson on 
May 2 5 ,1 9 9 2 , said Aaron Barnhart, 
a Kansas City Star colum nist who 
once ran a new sletter on late-night 
T V  news. Leno was criticized then 
for not even m entioning his pre-
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decessor.
For h is first few years at “T o ­

n ig h t ,” L en o  tra iled  th e  person  
he beat for the jo b  —  David Let- 
term an —  in ratings and critica l 
respect. But Leno eclipsed Letter- 
man among viewers in the 1 995 -96  
season and has not looked back.

In  th e  season th at conclu ded  
la st w eek, “ T o n ig h t” averaged  
5 .8  m illio n  view ers, a 2 p ercen t 
in crease  over th e  previous year. 
L etterm an’s “ Late Show ” on C B S  
averaged 4-2 m illion , up 8 percent 
from the year before.

Som e in the industry privately 
th o u g h t it odd th a t L en o , who 
rarely if ever misses work, would 
willingly place a deadline on  him ­
self unless he was being pushed by 
N B C .

N B C  executives were not com ­
m enting on Monday.

fter his three interceptions in the 
first half of Texas Tech’s victory 
against Kansas Saturday helped 
put the Red Raiders in a 30-11 deficit 

at the half, quarterback Sonny Cumbie 
faced criticism from Tech fans on Internet 
message hoards.

The doubts came even after Cumbie 
led Tech’s offense to score 20 unanswered 
points in the second half to win the game
31-30.

The win resembled the previous 
week’s game when Tech dug itself into a 
21-0 hole to start against TCU and came 
back to win 70-35, a game in which fans 
booed the offense at one point and began 
chants of “Robert Johnson" in reference to 
the junior college transfer who is not listed 
on the depth chart at quarterback.

Coach Mike Leach came to the de­
fense of his fifth-year senior quarterback 
in Monday’s press conference when asked 
about Cumbie’s performance through his 
first four career starts in comparison to 
former Tech quarterbacks Kliff Kingsbury 
and B.J. Symons.

“It’s like some of these folks are 
spoiled,” Leach said. “They remember 
Kliffs last year and B.J.’s last year, anil they 
think they weren’t hitting any rough spots. 
We had rough spots with all of them.” 

Leach seemed to be tiring of people 
saying who should, or who should not, 
be Tech’s signal-caller.

“All of these experts who think they 
know how to coach quarterbacks and who 
think they know who it should be oughta 
go get them a team and start coaching 
some of them," he said. “We’ll see how 
some of theirs turn out.”

Kingsbury's first season as a starter 
w;ts 2000, Leach’s first season at Tech 
and the first for Leach’s offense. The 
sophomore went 3 -1 in his first four starts, 
completing 65 percent of his passes for 
1,114 yards, seven touchdowns and one 
rushing touchdown while throwing seven 
interceptions.

“First of all, Kliff’s first year, no one’s 
really sure if he can play quarterback 
anyway,” Leach said. “Then it turns out 
that he can, and then it turns out he has 
a pretty gixxl year, particularly hts senior 
year. Then the perception is, ‘Well, it’ll be 
impossible to replace him, and no one else 
can play quarterback here. That’s probably 
the hist great quarterback to ever play at 
Texas Tech, and so woe is Texas Tech.’” 

Kingsbury graduated in 2002 as Tech’s 
all-time career leading passer, making way 
for fifth-year senior Symons in 2003.

Symons, in his only year as the starter, 
went on to set a single-season NCAA 
passing record with 5,833 yards passing. 
In his first four games as the starter, he 
completed 65 percent of his passes for 
1,962 yards, 16 touchdown passes, two 
touchdown runs and four interceptions, 
while compiling a 3-1 record.

“So it turns out, to the delight of 
everyone, that B.J. Symons can play 
quarterback,” Leach said. “He comes in 
and it’s like, ‘Oh my gosh, I never thought. 
Oh my gosh, how did this happen! B.J. can 
play too. This is amazing.”’

A fter running for 159 yards in Texas T ech ’s first three 
games th is season, running back Taurean H enderson 
capped off his day Saturday against Kansas w ith a 70- 
yard scamper to  give the Red Raiders a 3 1 -3 0  lead w ith 
2 :37  rem aining and a win in their Big 12 C o n feren ce  
opener.

H enderson’s 169-yard perform ance against th e  Jay- 
hawks was a career high and earned 
him  Big 12 O ffen siv e Player o f  the 
W eek hon ors, but his last carry on 
th ird -and -six  was a surprise.

“First o f  all, 1 was surprised to hear 
a running c a ll,” H enderson said. “W e 
d on’t get the ball that much as running 
backs in th is offense. I saw daylight 
opening from the offensive lin e , they 
locked on their guys, and a bunch o f 
receivers ran off their defenders and 
locked up b locks.”

R eceiv er Jarrett H icks said he was 
n o t surprised by th e  play c a ll , but 
said he knew the result would be in 
T e ch ’s favor shortly after the ball was 
snapped.

“A bout 10 yards up the field , when 
(H e n d e rso n ) h its  fu ll speed, th ere  
aren ’t too many defenses that are gonna ca tch  h im ,” 
H icks said. “S o  seeing him  going that far down the field, 
we knew it was good.”

A fter averaging 3 .9  yards per carry in his first three 
games, H enderson shot his average up to  9 .9  yards per 
carry against the Jayhaw ks, who had the N o. 2 defense 
in the Big 12 and the N o. 10 defense in the country 
before Saturday’s game.

He said his perform ance against Kansas was a shot 
in the arm for b oth  him  and his team .

“Yeah, it feels good, because you know you don’t get 
a ch an ce  to  run the ball too m uch," H enderson said.

“W h en  you do run the ball in th is offense, you have 
to  th ink  to score and do things big every tim e you 
get a ch an ce . W e know we have a great offense, and 
we need to  be looking to put up points every tim e 
we get th e  b a ll.”

Q u arterback  Sonn y C u m bie said the re-em er­
gence o f H enderson, who ran for 793 yards and 633 
in 2002  and 2 0 0 3 , respectively, is key to  the success 
o f  the Raiders’ offense.

“It really is ," C u m bie said. “I 
know  i t ’s e sp e c ia lly  fru stra tin g  
for Taurean, but i t ’s frustrating to 
us to o  because we see Taurean at 
practice every day. W e saw him  all 
spring and all fall cam p, and we 
know what h e ’s capable o f  doing. 
Saturday, he really got to  show it, 
and th a t ’s so e x c itin g  to  see. It 
shows how good this offense can 
be once we get him  ro llin g .” 

C o a c h  M ik e  L e a c h  praised  
H end erson 's play as w ell as the 
play o f the offensive line as reasons 
for the running gam e’s success.

“I th ink our offensive line and 
Taurean played to geth er b etter,” 
Leach said. “I th ink we improved 
in th at area a litt le  b it, and now 

we just have to do it every week and utilize it as 
best we ca n .”

H icks said the advent o f  the running game will 
force opposing defenses to  con cen tra te  on more than 
T e ch ’s N o. 1-ranked passing a ttack .

“It was big seeing our running game do so good,” 
Hicks said. “Now team s c a n ’t drop eight people into 
coverage anym ore know ing that we have Taurean or 
(running back Jo h n n ie ) M ack th at can  go out there 
and make plays.

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Hitting errors kill Tech

While Van Halen was rocking the 
United Spirit Arena in syncopation, the 
Texas Tech volleyball team struggled to 
play on the same beat at Frenship High 
School in a 3-1 loss to No. 25 Colorado.

The Red Raiders found their stroke in 
game three, but it was two games too late; 
they found themselves having to play its 
way out of a hole it had erred itself into.

“Obviously, it was just mental errors 
and hitting errors," senior outside hitter 
Kelly Johnson said. “It seemed we only 
wanted to play when the pressure was on, 
and the pressure was on when we were 
down 2-0. That's when it was way too late. 
We just decided to play too late."

Tech had 49 hitting errors for the night 
and a .040 hitting percentage ¡is a team. 
Coming into the match, the Raiders were 
last in the Big 12 Conference in hitting 
percentage. What was frustrating, Johnson 
said, is how Tech handed the Buffaloes 
points, because the teams seemed to pair 
up evenly on talent.

“They didn’t even do anything,” she 
said. “We were giving it to them. It’s really 
frustrating, hut we have to put it in the past 
and move on to Texas A&M and learn 
from our mistakes.”

Coach Nancy Todd said the errors 
killed her team, and the fact that Colo­
rado only had 18 did not help the Raiders’ 
cause either.

The Buffaloes did not allow Tech to 
counter its attack in game one by using 
multiple runs to take a commanding lead. 
Colorado put the opener out of reach for 
the Raiders with a six-point run to go up 
22-12 before closing it out 30-17.

In game two, the Raiders kept things 
closer for a while, but Colorado would 
evennially gain steam and use runs again 
to claim the win 30-21.

The slow start frustrated Todd, and she 
told her team her players needed to wipe

focusing only what came next.
“We were at desperation and that it 

was do or die time,” she told her team at 
intermission. “At this point, it's 0-0. You 
gotta push to win the next three games 
just like it was the start from the very 
beginning.”

Tech started that push with more in­
tensity in game three and a 30-24 victory. 
That effort was not enough, however, as 
Colorado took game four 30-24, giving 
Tech the loss.

Todd said her team was as talented 
as Colorado’s. Her team is aware of the 
amount of talent it has. Because her team 
is as talented, hut cannot pull away at times, 
it frustrates her and her players.

“That’s what’s so irritating, and they

know that,” she said. “I think that’s some­
thing they j ust gotta get past. The next few 
teams we have to face are all at that level, 
and we gotta rise to the occasion.”

However, the losses all boil down to the 
errors Tech made.

Johnson said Colorado simply kept the 
ball alive and did not let the ball hit the 
floor. When Tech started to play welt, it 
resulted in frustration from Colorado.

“They were just keeping the ball in 
play," she said. "They just weren’t making 
errors, and once we started keeping the ball 
in play, they started making errors."

Todd made it sound even simpler 
than that.

“We had more digs, more kills and then 
a million hitting emirs,” she said.
