less. For farmers unable to
obtain credit from private
commercial lenders, the inter-
est is 3.75 percent.

As a general rule, a farmer
must have suffered at least a
30 percent loss of production
to be eligible for an FSA
emergency loan. Farmers
participating in the PIK or
Federal Crop Insurance pro-
gram will have to figure in pro-
ceeds from those programs in
determining their loss.

Applications for loans under
the emergency designation
will be accepted until 1/8/97
but farmers should apply as
soon as possible. Delays in
applying could create back-
logs in processing.

FSA is a credit agency of

CRMWD Fishing

Report
Overall fishing conditions
on Lake O.H. Ivie have re-
mained mostly good. Early

morninP, late evening, and
nignt fishing were the best

times to be out during the
past week.

Many 12" to 15" black bass
were found feeding on sur-
face water, where anglers did
well using topwater lures.
Larger black bass stayed in
water 10 to 30 feet deep, and
went for plastic worms, spi-
ders, and crank baits. Points,

flats, ridges, and the main lake
seemed to be choice spots to
fish. Smallmouth bass weren't
hitting as well. Fishing along
the rocky areas, plastic worms
and slabs proved good; how-
ever, in deeper waters around
the main lake, points, and
ridges, crank baits were best.
Anglers caught white bass
mostly while trolling around
points and the main lake while
baiting their lines with small
spinners, slabs, and crank
baits.

On trotlines, yellow catfish
continued to be caught
mostly in the main lake vicinity
on live baits. The channel and
blue catfish were hitting trot-
lines as well as rod and reels
that were cast over baited
holes. Most catfish were
landed in water less than 20'
deep, and many came from
the main lake.

Crappie fishing has defi-
nitely slowed; however, some
were reeled in at night along
the ridges, points, and brushy
areas out of water between 20
and 30 feet deep on min-
nows. No reports were turned
in on walleyes.

Ivie Reservoir's elevation for
June 10, 1996, was 1546.15
feet, the surface termperature
was 76.3 degrees F., bottom
termperature was 62.9 de-
grees F.; the upper-end of
the lake looked murky while
the main body was clear.

Several large stringers of
striped bass were weighed in
at Lake E.V. Spence's Wildcat
Fish-A-Rama. Anglers around
the state and New Mexico ex-
perienced some pretty good
fishing. Kristi and Mark Shan-
non from Carlsbad, New
Mexico, landed five stripers
whose combined weight was

65'pounds. Coy Palmer and
Gene Spencer from Amarillo

also had a stringer that totaled
65 pounds. Most stripers
were caught on cut shad or
shiners. The largest striper
was reeled in by Robert Lee's
Josh Brown and Preston
Francis; theirs was a 28-
pounder. White bass and

for the High Plains Under-
ground Water Conservation
District.

Using a multiplier effect, the
overall economic impact of
one inch of rain translates to
$318 million for the region.

Those dollar amounts re-
sulted from data collected by
the water district and Dr. Leon
New, agricultural engineer

with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Secrvice, whou

looked at the average crop
production per acre-inch of ir-
rigation water, McCain said.
An inch of rainfall equals
27,154 gallons (a layer of wa-

ter one inch deep over one
acre), or acre inch of water, he
says.

With each inch, the value of
corn increases by $26.50 per
acre, an increase of 700
pounds, or about 12 bushels.

That inch of rain generates
an extra 10 bushels of wheat,
or $25 per acre. Grain
sorghum production increas-
es by $16.87 or 500 pounds.
And cotton yield goes up by
100 pounds, or $37.50.

loans available

Businesses depending on
farmers and ranchers in some
Texas counties can now apply
for low interest Economic In-

jury Disaster Loans from the
’ug Small Business Adminis-

tration (SBA). These loans
are available to help busi-
nesses meet normal operat-
ing expenses that cannot be
met due to the effects of a
disaster. Drought, hail and
high winds which occurred
during the period of June 1,
1994 through February 20,
1996 and continuing caused
many farmers and ranchers to
experience reduced incomes
which may have had an ad-
verse effect on businesses
depending upon these pro-
ducers. Farmers and ranchers
are not eligible for this loan

800-366-6303 or TDD 817-
267-4688 for the hearing im-
paired.

Due to the drought, hail and

high winds, many producers
avpoarianced erop losses and
were not able to purchase

goods and services at normal
levels. Businesses that are
dependent upon these pro-
ducers may have experienced
decreased sales, reduced
gross profit margins, in-
creased accounts receivable
or difficulty in moving invento-
ries at normal levels. To the
extent these problems have

caused the business difficulty
in meeting its normal obliga-
tions, these loans may be of
assistance. The loan can help
a business meet instaliments
on long-term debt, accounts
payable and overhead ex-
penses that would have been
met had the disaster not oc-
curred. Refinancing of long-
term debt, however, is not el-
igible under this program.

The loan is designed for
those businesses with sub-
stantial disaster-related needs
and is intended to supple-
ment monies the business
owner can provide from other
sources.

Loans may be approved for
up to $1,500,000 for actual
disaster-related financial
needs of the business. Inter-
est rates are four percent (4%)
and terms may extend to thirty
(30) years, depending upon
the repayment ability of the
individual applicant. To qual-
ify, businesses must be small
by SBA's size standard.
Businesses which can meet
their financial needs through
other sources are not eligible.

Picnie fand ecafety

Eating contaminated food at
a Fourth of July picnic can
cause your stomach to pro-
duce some fireworks of its
own.

According to Dr. James
Davis, associate professor of
pathology at Baylor College of
Medicine in Houston, hot
summer weather can provide
ideal incubation conditions for
bacteria that cause food poi-
soning.

"Most food contamination
originates from bacteria such
as staphylococcus,
salmonella, and shigella,"
Davis said. "Given the right
combination of time, tempera-
ture and moisture, these or-
ganisms can multiply to a level
sufficient to produce a food-
borne toxemia or infection."

Susceptible items are
dishes prepared before a

picnic, such as potato and
chicken salads and pre-
cooked meats. Davis recom-
mends keeping such foods
refrigerated as long as possi-
ble before leaving for the pic-

nic, and then transporting
them in a cooler packed with
ice. The longer they sit in
warm conditions, the more

* time the bacteria have to mul-

tiply enough to become an
"infective dose". Perishable
foods should not remain unre-
frigerated for more than two
hours.

Davis cautions that when
handling uncooked meat,
wash your hands, cooking u-
tensils and other surfaces the
meat has touched to avoid
cross-contamination.

Without proper precautions
against food poisoning, you
and the peopie you Teed may
experience diarrhea, vomiting
and stomach cramps within
eight to 48 hours after eating

food-borne bacteria. These
symptoms can last from a few
hours to a couple of days.

"A healthy body will rid itself
of most cases of food poison-
ing, but it takes time for the
bacteria to work their way
through the body," Davis said.
Drinking plenty of fluids and
taking an over-the-counter
medication for diarrhea can
help minimize the discomfort.

If you develop a fever and
your symptoms last more than
three or four days, Davis rec-
ommends calling your physi-
cian. Children, elderly adults,
and people with compromised
immune systems should con-
sult a physician if symptoms
last more than 24 hours.

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Make water-wise

changes at home

Because of current drought
conditions, many communi-
ties- have implemented lawn-
watering restrictions. Howev-
er, Texans can do a lot more
than easing up on the sprin-
klers to conserve water. By
following a few more simple
steps around the home, a
family of four can save up to
100,000 gallons of water an-
nually and $100 to $200 ev-
ery year on the water bill.

"There are certain measures
we recommend Texans take
to conserve water not just
during drought conditions but
year-round," said Stacy
Dukes-Rhone, water conser-
vation program manager at the
Texas Natural Resource Con-
servation (TNRCC). "Most of
these steps require little time
and money to implement and
all can lead to significant sav-
ings on the water bill."

TNRCC's CLEAN TEXAS
. 2000 program has developed
the following list of the top 10
ways Texans can save water at
home:

1. The single most effective
conservation step that can be
taken inside the home is to
install low-flow showerheads.
They use 30 to 70 percent
less water while still providing
invigorating showers.

2. Toilet water use can be
cut by up to 70 percent by in-
stalling low-flow or air assisted
commodes. If you can't re-
place your toilet, place a half-
gallon plastic jug of water or a
toilet dam in your tank. This
can cut toilet water use by 20
percent.

3. Install low-flow faucet
aerators on the bathroom and

kitchen sinks. These use
about half as much water.

4. Sing shorter songs in the
shower. Your shower
shouldn't last longer than five
minutes. Sing all you want
when you take a bath - just be
sure to fill the tub half-way.
Turn the faucet off while
brushing your teeth or shav-
ing.

5. When washing your car,
use a cut-off nozzle instead of
running the hose continu-
ously.

6. About 8 percent of home
water use takes place in the
kitchen. Instead of running
water, rinse dishes in a basin
and soak pots and pans be-
fore scrubbing. Compost
your fruit and vegetable
scraps to avoid running the
garbage disposal. Be sure
your dishwasher is full before
you run it. Next time you buy
a dishwasher, consider the
water-saving models which
can cut water use by 25 per-
cent.

7. Laundry accounts for
about 14 percent of home
water usage. Adjust the water
level on your washing ma-
chine to match the size of
your load. If you can't set the
level on your machine, be
sure to wash only full loads.
Consider buying a water-sav-
ing model, which reduces wa-
ter use by up to 30 percent.

8. Avoid having to run the
water until it's hot. Insulate
your water heater and hot wa-

ter pipes.
9. Repair all plumbing leaks
immediately. A dripping

faucet can waste up to 2 gal-
lons of water per hour. Check
your toilet by dropping a small
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amount of food coloring into
the tank. If colored water ap-
pears in the bowl after 10
minutes, you've got a leak that
needs repairing.

-10. If your community has
not implemented mandatory
outdoor watering restrictions,

voluntarily cut back on lawn
watering to no more than
once every five days with no
more than one inch of water at
atime. To avoid evaporation,
water before 10 am or after 8
pm. If it rains more than an
inch, wait five days to water.
