Open enroliment

period for Medicare

An open enroliment period
from January 1 through March
31 permits people 65 or over
who failed to enroll or
dropped their Part B Medicare
coverage to sign up.

in Bosnia :
by Michael Tolzmann

Quaint European-styled
brick homes with chickens
roaming the yard and laundry
flapping on the line abound in
the hills and mountains here.
Only yards away from this
postcard setting, visions of
what hell must look like can be
seen, where homes have
been leveled -- only shells of
their once stately grandeur.

The son of a Robert Lee
couple has experienced this
place first hand.

Elsewhere a horse-drawn
wagon loaded with wood
passes million dollar, high-
tech tracked American Army
fighting vehicles equipped
with mounted machine guns.
For the children here, the
American soldier convoys are
a symbol -- representing a
chance to play outside and be
a child again.

Army Sgt. Joseph C. Organ,
son of John and Terri Organ
of Robert Lee and Regina
Organ of Gainesville, is doing
his part to help maintain peace
in Bosnia. And although the
war there is for the time being
over, he carries a gun and
ammunition. Just outside his
fortified camp, neighboring
Bosnians peacefully wander
through the city looking to
buy food for the day or find
needed supplies. Sand-
bagged bunkers and sharp
concertina wire surrounded
his daily environment as he
wears a protective helmet and
body armor. '

Organ and nearly 20,000

American soldiers are there to
help maintain peace -- some-
thing this country hasn't seen
for years. Based on ethnic
and religious differences, a to-
tally devastating civil war tore
this country, and its people,
apart. With the efforts of the
American and multi-national
forces known as IFOR, the
Implementation Force, Bosni-
ans are slowly piecing back
together their homes and way
of life.
- "As a military police special-
ist who is deployed to Bosnia,
I'm busy with many missions,
I'm a squad leader and we do
area security, main-supply
route patrols, VIP escorts,
guard duty, law enforcement,
and camp security," Organ
said.

American soldiers spend
the majority of their military ca-
reers preparing for war or
training for war-time situations.
Life in Bosnia, though has
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Army Sgt. Joseph C. Organ, an MP deployed
to Bosnia, relays a message to another soldier

many times been different
from a typical Army day.

"I've seen people in Bosnia
who are living really poor as
many of the homes were de-
stroyed here during the war.
We live 20 soldiers per tent.
We also have to let everyone
know where we are at all
times," Organ said.

Considering the fact that
many modern-day conve-
niences don't exist for these
soldiers, life here isn't that
bad. With few exceptions,
nearly every soldier sleeps in
a bed or on a cot, has hot
food, and showers as often as
necessary. Most camps have
portable gyms and workout
facilities established in a des-
ignated tent or building.
Morale facilities have books to
read, Armed Forces televi-
sion, vending machines with
candy and soft drinks and at
some facilities amenities such
as a ping-pong table.

Even though these camps
are fairly well equipped, life
here can be as some soldiers
say, like "ground hog day" as

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every day, day after day, is
very similar. Nearly everyone
here misses something.

"Now that I've been here, I'll
appreciate little things like
running water, nice cars, real
cities, and fast food. | miss
civilian clothes, real gyms, my
family and friends, and | miss
Texas."

Most soldiers, such as Or-
gan, should be in Bosnia for
no more than a year. He has
some specific plans when his
mission in Bosnia is over and
he returns to his regular duty
station at Giebelstadt, Ger-
many.

"l have plans to go on vaca-
tion, spend time with my fam-
ily, and have a Red Dog beer,"
Organ said.

The wagons, chickens and
children, as well as the hol-
lowed buildings and scenes
of destruction here will soon
be in the rear-view mirror for
soldiers like Organ. But the
memories are likely to last a
lifetime. And hopefully the
kids who are playing once
again in this war ravaged area
will remember the reason why.

Many grandparents are
trading in their rocking chairs
for walking shoes, and it is
paying off by improving their
health.

"As people age they can
maintain a better quality of life
if they are active," said Dr.
Elizabeth Protas, a physical
therapy associate with Baylor
College of Medicine's Huffing-
ton Center on Aging in Hous-
ton. "Exercise has also been
shown to help reduce the risk
for developing disease as we
age, including heart disease
and osteoporosis."

Exercise maintains muscle
strength and bone density,
which helps prevent falls, the
number one cause of injury-
related death for people 65
and older.

While many people over 60
are competing in road races,
bowling tournaments and
tennis matches, it is not nec-
essary to work out that vigor-
ously to benefit. :

"Throw out the word ‘exer-

cise' and concentrate on activ-

ity," said Protas. "Many peo-
ple are intimidated by exer-
cise. Concentrating on being
active is the key."

Walking around the neigh-
borhood, gardening or play-
ing a game of horsehoes can
all improve fitness level. Do-
ing some activity that you en-
joy for 20 to 30 minutes three
times a week can make a
healthy difference.

According to Protas, it is
never too late to start.

"l work with people in their
80s and 90s who have not
been very active, and they
benefit from beginning activ-
ity."

With a doctor's clearance,
starting may be as simple as
walking around the block
once a day. Protas says to
choose an enjoyable activity,
begin slowly, set modest
goals, and gradually increase
the time and intensity of the
workout.

Tipsy sheep
studied for brain-

damage clues

Some tipsy Texas sheep
may provide valuable clues for
medical researchers trying to
understand how and why al-
cohol damages the develop-
ing brains of human fetuses.

Pregnant sheep fitted with
special blood monitoring de-
vices are helping Timothy A.
Cudd, a veterinarian and
physiologist in Texas A&M
University's College of Veteri-
nary Medicine and Texas A&M
College of Medicine neurbiol-
ogist James R. West assess
what happens to the blood of
both mother and fetus when
the mother consumes alco-
hol.

Such simultaneous moni-
toring of alcohol's effect on
mother and fetus hasn't been
possible before, say Cudd
and West, and they expect it
will tell them a lot about how
the alcohol causes brain dam-
age in human fetuses.

At least 7,000 children born
each year in the United States
suffer from fetal alcohol syn-
drome, or FAS; 600 of them in
Symptoms include
physical frailty, mental
retardation, difficulties in
learning and characteristic fa-
cial features. But nobody
knows how or why the alcohol
causes the damage, says
West.

Sheep are a lot more like
humans than other laboratory
animals researchers use to
study how alcohol affects hu-
man fetal brain development,
says Cudd.

The two researchers are
concentrating on what hap-
pens during the last third of
pregnancy. That's when the
brain develops most rapidly
and is thought to be most vul-
nerable to damage from alco-
hol. Eventually, they plan to
study the entire period of
pregnancy.

Home food storage

Household foods are gen-
erally stored on shelves, in
the refrigerator and the
freezer. Proper food storage
is important to help control the
cost of food by avoiding
waste, retain nutrients,
preserve flavor, color and
texture of food, and prevent
illness caused by harmful
bacteria.

Shelf storage: Store foods
in the coolest cabinets .or
pantry and away- from appli-
ances which produce heat.
Many staples and canned
foods have a relatively long
shelf life, but buy only what

you expect to use within. the

time recommended for each
product. Buy packaged foods
in fresh looking packages.
Dusty cans or torn labels may

for pull dates. Carefully check
dented cans for leakage and
rust before buying.

Refrigerator storeage:
Store food in the home refrig-
erator form 34° to 40° F.
Foods spoil rapidly above 40°
F. Frequent opening of the
refrigerator door, especially
on warm, humid days, or an
accumulation of thick frost on
the freezing unit, raises the
temperature on the refrigera-
tor. Use foods stored in the
refrigerator quickly. Do not
depend on maximum storage
time. Removed spoiled foods
immediately to prevent decay
from spreading to other
foods. ;

temperature for frozen foods
storage is 0° F. Check the
temperature with a thermome-
ter, or use this rule of thumb -
if the freezer cannot keep ice
cream brick solid, the temper-
ature is above the recom-
mended level.

Shelf storage - 6 months -
flour, cooked cereal, salad oil;
6-12 months - instant pota-
toes, gravy mixes, ready to eat
cereals, vanilla, dried fruits,
corn meal. Refrigerator stor-
age - 1-2 days - homemade
dips, ground meat, sausage,
leftover gravy or broth; 1 week
- milk, bacon, lunch meats,
wieners, fruits, lettuce, eggs,
fresh juice. Freezer storage -
2-3 months - ground beet,
lamb, veal, sausage, fish,
baked goods, casseroles,
cheese, bread; 6-12 months -
roast, steaks, venison, turkey,
frozen fruits, butter, nuts.

Disaster loans
available
from SBA

Businesses depending on
farmers and ranchers in some
Texas counties can now apply
for low interest Economic In-
jury Disaster Loans from the
U.S. Small Business Adminis-
tration (SBA). These loans
are available to help busi-
nesses meet normal operat-
ing expenses that cannot be
met due to the effects of a
disaster. Drought, freeze,
freezing temperatures, sleet
and snow which occurred
January 1 through May 31,
1996, and continuing caused
many farmers and ranchers to
experience reduced incomes
which may have had an ad-
verse economic effect on
businesses depending upon
these producers. Farmers
and ranchers are not eligible
for this loan program but may
be eligible for disaster assis-
tance through other federal
agencies. However, nurs-
eries that are victims of
drought disasters may apply.
Local counties included in the
disaster assistance area are:
Coke, Runnels, and Sterling
counties.

To obtain an application or
receive additional information,
interested business owners
may call the SBA toll-free at 1-
800-366-6303 or TDD 817-
267-4688 for the hearing im-
paired. The deadline for filing
applications is May 27, 1997.

Due to the weather, many
producers experienced crop
losses and were not able to
purchase goods and services
at normal levels. Businesses
that are dependent upon
these producers may have
experienced decreased
sales, reduced gross profit
margins, increased accounts
receivable or difficulty in
moving inventories at normal
levels. To the extent these
problems have caused the
business difficulty in meeting
its normal obligations, these
loans may be of assistance.
The loan can help a business
meet instaliments on long-
term debt, accounts payable
and overhead expenses that
would have been met had the
disaster not occurred. Refi-
nancing of long-term debt,
however, is not eligible under
this program.

The loan is designed for

those businesses with sub-

stantial disaster-related needs
and is intended to supple-
ment monies the business
owner can provide from other
sources.

Loans may be approved for
up to $1,500,000 for actual
disaster-related financial

needs of the business. Inter- .

est rates are four percent (4%)
and terms may extend to thirty
(30) years, depending upon
the repayment ability of the
individual applicant. To quali-
fy, businesses must be small
by SBA's size standard.
Businesses which can meet
their financial needs through
other sources are not eligible.

Home freezing
tips
How to get the most from

your freezer and the food you
store in it is easy to do when

you follow these helpful tips

from the home economists at
Whirlpool:

e lItems should be frozen
quickly at 0 degrees or below.
Try placing new packages
against freezer walls or
shelves to help speed up the
process.

* Introduce fresh fooas
gradually, adding only as
much as will freeze in 24
hours (about three pounds
per cubic foot of interior
freezer space).

 Stack foods in groups and
keep an inventory noting the
dates stored so that items are
used within the correct time.

» Don't use cellophane tape
to seal frozen foods - it won't
hold. Instead, use ordinary
masking tape.

~+ Seal all items in moisture-
and vapor-proof freezer wrap-
pings. Exposure to air can
give food an off-color and fla-
vor and a tough, dry surface
known as "“freezer burn.”

*»  When freezing liquids,
leave a half of an inch at the
top of the container to allow
for expansion.

. Try freezing small
amounts of stock or gravy in
ice cube trays and then trans-
fer to freezer bags for easy
thawing later.

e It's best not to refreeze
foods that have been thawed.
This only increases the risk of
contamination by harmful
bacteria and decreases the
quality of the food. Never re-
freeze food with an off-color
or odor.

Q: Do I have to sift flour?

A: Most flour today is pre-sifted
before packaging, so it’s not neces-
sary to sift again for everyday recipes
like muffins, cookies and pancakes.
Since flour tends to settle during
shipping, you may want to stir it
before measuring. When making
delicate cakes, sifting the flour
before measuring does allow you to
measure the flour more accurately.
And some recipes recommend sifting
as the best method for thoroughly
combining flour with leavening, salt
and spices.

In a shallow bowl, beat together eggs, 3 tablespoons of the salsa, and salt. In
another shallow bowl. combine bread crumbs, chili powder, cumin, garlic
sait, and oregano. Dip each chicken piece into egg mixture and roll in crumb
mixture, then dip into egg mixture and roll in crumb mixture again.

In a shallow baking

pan large enough to hold chicken pieces in a single

layer, melt butter in ﬂ()O convection oven. Remove pan 1r0m oven and aud
chicken pieces. turning to coat with butter. Bake skin side up and uncovered
in 350° convection oven for about 25 minutes or until meat ir. thickest part is
no longer pink when slashed. Just before chicken completes cooking, halve
avocado lengthwise, remove pit, peel and slice.

To serve, arrange chicken on a bed of shredded Jettuce. Top each piece with
a dollop of sour cream. Garnish with greer onicns, tomatoes, lime wedges,

and avocado. Pass extra sour crecm

and salsa.
