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TYC to expand juvenile
facility in Coke County

The Texas Youth Commis-
sion (TYC) will expand its con-
tract with the Coke County
Juvenile Facility in Bronte by
48 beds, according to TYC
Executive Director Steve
Robinson.

The 104-bed Bronte facility
opened in October 1994 after
Wackenhut Corrections was
awarded a contract to TYC to
operate a secure correctional
facility for female offenders.
TYC pays Wackenhut for the
care and rehabilitation of ju-
venile delinquents.

Driving the expansion is a
growing delinquent popula-
tion and the need to expand
the number of secure beds
statewide. Robinson said,
"As part of the expansion
plan, we are planning a pro-
gramming change. We will
move boys into the Bronte
facility, and we will move the
girls to other campuses and
facilities across the state.”

Architectural drawings for
the expansion are complete,
and the construction project
could begin by the end of the
month, said Don Houston,
vice president of operations
for Wackenhut Corrections
Corp. "Our intent is to build
two additional dorms, each
with 24 single-occupancy
rooms," he said. "We also will
build five new classrooms and
we will expand the kitchen
and laundry." Houston said.

Houston said that the ex-
pansion of the Bronte pro-
gram would create 30 or more
jobs for the local economy.

"Everybody seems to be
real pleased about the plans
to expand," said Coke County
Judge Jackie Walker. "The
workers | have visited with at
the Wackenhut facility
seemed pleased about the
changes. They think it will be
easier to work with boys
rather than the girls."

Paul Morelock, TYC director
of contract and support pro-
grams, said a January 1 target
date has been set for the
completion of the transition,
but the transformation could
begin this summer.

TYC is examining several
options for the placement of
the female offenders. "We're
looking at several plans now,"
Morelock said. "We're study-
ing the girls, their ages, their
offenses and their needs, so
we can make the best deci-

sion we can on placement."

A group of female offenders
was moved to TYC's Giddings
State School last summer so
the girls would have access to
the agency's nationally-ac-
claimed Capital Offender
Treatment Program and to
specialized treatment for
chemical dependency. Girls
are a growing proportion of
TYC's population. About one-
in-ten youth committed to
TYC are girls, and most have
serious emotional disturbance
issues that require specialized
treatment.

Commitments to TYC con-
tinue to surpass projections.
Last year, the TYC population
increased by 29 percent. The
greatest growth in TYC's
population is in non-violent of-
fenders. They accounted for
61 percent of the TYC popu-
lation in fiscal year 1997,
compared to 52 percent in fis-
cal year 1996.

TYC uses a system of state-
owned institutions and private
contract facilities like the one
in Bronte for the rehabilitation
of youth. State district judges
send youth to TYC for of-
fenses committed from ages
10 through 16. TYC can main-
tain care, custody and control
of the youth until their 21st
birthdays.

Some 4800 juveniles are
under TYC jurisdiction at 14
state-owned institutions plus
contract-care programs across
Texas. Another 2600 youth
are under parole supervision.

records

Vital records are
that...vital.
to them.

In this age of bureaucratic
documentation, everyone has
need of copies of records of
birth, death, marriage or di-
vorce. An application for
benefits from the Veterans
Administration or Social Se-
curity, a passport or marriage
license requires not only the
information in the records but
usually copies of the records
themselves.

All these records are stored
permanently by municipalities,
counties, states and the Fed-
eral government. We all know
this, but where each docu-
ment is kept is frequently un-
known.

The Consumer Education
Research Center, a national
non-profit consumer group,
found there was little unifor-
mity on where the records
were available and the costs.
In some states, birth records
are kept by the city and in
others by the county or state.
To further complicate matters,
often older records are held in
different places than current
ones. In addition, the ad-
dresses where the records
are kept are changed quite of-
ten.

The consumer group found
many people had difficulty in
locating the records they
needed. Often, it was neces-
sary to make expensive long
distance calls just to find out
where to write, what informa-
tion was required and how
much money to send. For
that reason CERC has been
publishing a book entitled
Where to write worldwide for
Vital Records which contains a
state-by-state listing of the ad-
dresses and telephone num-
bers of the archive where
each record can be found, the
cost of a copy of the docu-
ment and sample form letters
containing all the information
needed to get these and
other vital documents.

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Preventing
Heartworm

Disease
With mosquito season
quickly approaching, now is a
good time to remind you to

protect your pet. Mosquitos
can carry heartworm, a
disease which can slowly kill
your dog. Heartworms are six
to eight inches long and the
size of spaghetti. You can
imagine how several dozen of
them would clog a dog's
heart. Texas A & M
veterinarian Dr. Deb Zoran
says mosquitos act as carriers
after feeding on infected
dogs. Inside the mosquito,
the heartworms develop into
an infective stage. When the
mosquito feeds on another
animal, the heartworms infect
that animal. The heartworms
cannot be transmitted directly
from dog to dog. Dr. Zoran
says once a dog is infected it
takes about six months for the
baby heartworms to mature
and migrate through the
tissues to the heart. There
are no symptons until that
point, and even then you may
not notice a major change in
your -dog. Many will show
nothing more than a lack of
stamina. A working dog may
not be able to run or work as
hard. Some dogs develop a
cough as the worms spill over
into their lungs. At that point
treament is dangerous and
expensive. That's why
veteranarians  stress
prevention. There are many
products on the market.
Heartworm prevention is typi-
cally given once a month in
the form of a chewable pill.

The cost can range from $40
to over $100 a year depend-
ing on the size of the dog. It is
recommended your dog be
tested annually. Animals in
the Gulf Coast climates need
protection year round and it's
suggested cats in those areas
be put on preventative as
well. Cats are not as
susceptible to heartworm, but
they can get it and it takes far
_fewer worms to kill a cat than it
does to kill a dog.

Create a stimulating envi-
ronment that includes bright
colors, various textures, and
interesting sounds and
smells.

Talk to your baby or toddler
often, using complete sen-
tences. Children are eager to
learn and to understand. Tell
them about their environ-
ment, situations, people,
places. Don't worry about
how much you think they
understand.

Emotional development can
be stimulated by, showing how
much you care and by
providing a lot of love,
concern, and care for your
child.

Monitor your own stress and
mental health. Find help if
you feel overwhelmed. Your
state of mind will affect your
child’'s development. Shield
children from stressful and
violent environments.
Cuddle, hug, kiss, and hold
your infant or toddler.
Children need a lot of
affection many times a day.

Make sure your children
have opportunities to run,
stretch, skip,-and jump to im-
prove their physical develop-
ment. Feed your children
healthy foods such as fruits,
vegetables, milk, cheese,
fish, chicken, whole-grain
breads, and cereals.

Do you owe SS

money?

You may be a small fish in a
large ocean, but if you owe
Social Security money, the
ocean just got smaller. This
year, Social Security can with-
hold federal tax refunds to
collect delinquent overpay-
ment debts from former Sup-
plemental Security Income
beneficiaries. The agency
has been able to withhold tax
refunds to collect debts from
Social Security beneficiaries
since 1991, according to
Fredi Franke, Social Security
manager in San Angelo,
Texas.

"Former Social Security or
Supplement Security benefi-
ciaries who owe a past-due
debt because they received
an overpayment of benefits
should know that the Depart-
ment of the Treasury is autho-
rized to reduce or withhold
your Federal tax refund to
collect the delinquent debt,"
she stated. ;

Franke said letters had
been sent out to debtors in
October and November of last
year warning them that failure
to repay the debt could result
in withholding their tax re-
funds, and giving them 60
days to repay the money or
appeal the debt.

Six-year driver

licenses

Trips to driver license of-
fices will become less fre-
quent for Texans in coming
years as the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety extends
license expiration dates.

Licenses will be valid
longer, and the new system
eventually should reduce
lines in driver license offices.

"Eventually, all Texas driver
licenses and identification
cards will be good for six years
instead of four," said DPS Di-
rector Col. Dudley M. Thomas.
"Since folks won't have to visit
our driver license offices as of-
ten, we should have fewer
people waiting in line on any
given day."

Over the next four years,
DPS will phase in the six-year
system. During the transition
period, renewal licenses will
be issued for four, five or six
years to evenly distribute re-
newals through the next cycle
and to avoid crowds when
those licenses expire. All

original licenses and identifi-
cation cards will be valid for six
years.
