The goal of the project is to
increase the stream flow and
water availability of the Upper
Colorado River into Lake
Spence and Lake lvie for use
as a supply of industrial,
municipal and other water.

The first stage of the
project, now in progress, is a
planning assessment and
feasibility study.

The objectives of this study
are to:

Estimate the potential
change in stream flow of the
Upper Colorado River if a
large-scale brush ‘control
project were conducted in the
watershed; : ;

Prioritize areas within this
watershed relative to their
estimated contribution to
stream flow and accounting
for the effect of brush
management on other
ecosystem services.

This is not a research
project per se, but an
application of existing
technology to a current
problem.

In addition to the technical
aspects of this project, there
will be an educational
component that informs
landowners and the general
public about this study.

_The project deals with the’

entire watershed and will
consider the effect of brush
management on a number of
ecosystem services (uses
such as wildlife habitat or
livestock production).

In the planning phase, a
simulation model known as
the Soil and Water
Assessment Tool (SWAT) will
be used to estimate the effect
of brush control on surface
runoff, percolation, and
groundwater flow to total
stream flow in the Upper
Colorado River.

The objective of modeling,
conducted by a team from the
TAES, TAEX, TSSWCB and
the NRCS, is to predict the
effect of management deci-
sions on water, sediment and
nutrient yields on large river
basins.

Existing and new data will
be used to set the parameters
of each mode. Soil type and
digital elevation are currently
available for each area, and
satellite photography will be
used to determine land use
and cover classifications.

NRCS personnel from
Borden, Coke, Howard,
Mitchell, Nolan, Runnels,

Scurry, and Sterling counties
with cooperation from other
agencies, will check the accu-
racy of the satellite
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photographs against the
actual land use and ground
cover.

A prescription will be
developed for the areas
identified as having a high
potential to increase water
yield following brush control.
This will allow cost/benefit es-
timates to be made in terms of
dollars per acre-foot of ad-
ditional water yields.

A final ranking of sites for
brush control will incorporate
other variables that affect the
net impact of brush control on
the total ecosystem, such as
livestock production, wildlife,
aesthetics and land values.
Since this project involves pri-
vate lands, public meetings
will be conducted throughout
this planning phase. Future
meetings will  inform
landowners of the process
that will be followed and to ad-
dress any questions or
concerns that they may have.

After the final plan s
developed results will be
presented at public meetings
in the fall of 2000.

Because the objective of
the project is to increase the
stream flow from the Upper
Colorado River, all stakehold-
ers (private landowners, state
agencies, environmental
groups, and city government)
will be involved to improve the
health of the Upper Colorado
River Watershed. -

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New policy protects
property rights
during conservation
work on private land

The USDA - Natural
Resource Conservation
Service (NRCS), working with
the State Historic
Preservation Officer (SHPO),
has revised its policy of
reporting cultural resources
encountered on private
property during conservation
work. Cultural Resources are
a physical part of our heritage
that provide historic in-
formation, concepts and
views of past lives.

Under new policy
guidelines, the NRCS
formerly the Soil Conservation
Service) will only make a re-
port of cultural resource
findings to the SHPO if the
landowner chooses to
implement certain types of
federally funded, cost-share
conservation practices in an
area where cultural resources
could be disturbed.

The new guidelines came
about as a result of concerns
from the Association of Texas

NRCS has been
working with local soil and
water conservation districts
(SWCDs) and the SHPO to
resolve the private property
rights concern," said John
Burt, NRCS State
Conservationist in Texas.

"Everyone worked together
to broker this new policy that
both protects cultural
resources and: private
property rights,”" Bunt said.

The potential impact to
cultural resources is to be
considered during the
planning of conservation
work, according to NRCS
guidelines. If cultural re-
sources are found in the area
of a proposed conservation
practice, and the practice
involves ground disturbance
which could adversely affect

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the resource, other options
will first be explored.

NRCS will work with the
landowner to plan other prac-
tices which will not impact the
cultural resource, or NRCS
and the landowner will avoid
the resource by moving the
conservation practice. In
these cases there is no
requirement for NRCS to
record or report the cultural
resources, according to the
guidelines.

Initial consideration of
cultural resources during the
planning process should
result in practice choices and
locations that will not impact
cultural resources. NRCS
employees are trained in
natural resources planning,
and regulations concerning
cultural resources.

"NRCS will continue to
operate under the state-level
agreement between NRCS
and the SHPO. NRCS is able
to work with landowners to
modify the design of a
practice, change its location,
or choose alternative
practices that will protect
cultural resources in their
original location," Burt
explained.

"As a federal agency we are
mandated to protect cultural
resources, however, we are
sensitive to protecting the
rights of private property
owners. Activities involving
cultural resources or
archeological sites will not
change the longstanding trust
between NRCS, Ilocal
SWCDs, and those we serve,"
Burt said.

Working with the 216
SWCDs in Texas, NRCS
assists private landowners
with planning and applying
conservation practices on
their land. Landowners with
questions about the new
cultural resources policy
should contact their local
NRCS field office.

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Parents can help
kids stay
alcohol-free
Parents who want to
prevent their children from
drinking might well ask the
question: "So many of their
friends are using alcohol. Will
what | say to them make a

difference?"

The answer is yes.
Research indicates that little
or no use of alcohol is strongly
associated with young people
who perceive that their
parents will be upset if they
use alcohol. What's more,
parents can teach responsible
decision-making around
alcohol through the most
powerful means available: by
example.

The following strategies can
help parents communicate
with their kids to promote clear
no-use standards about
drinking:

Clarify your own standards.
Kay Provine, who helped
develop a Hazelden parenting
skills program called "Roots &
Wings: Raising Resilient
Children," stresses this point.
"Until the parents have really
given it some thought and are
clear about their own
standards on alcohol use or
non-use, it's difficult for them
to communicate with any
credibility,” said Provine.
Pious suggestions that
parents "talk to their kids" can
miss the point unless they
know what to say.

When it comes to kids
under age 21, parents can set
clear, firm standards. Those
standards should reflect reli-
gious beliefs, personal values
and family health issues. If
parents are inconsistent with
their message, they open up
the possibility for kids to
create their own standards.

Young people might object
to a no-use standard by
asking, "If it's not good for kids
to drink, then why is it okay for
anyone to drink?" Our answer
can be simple: Adults can do
many things that young
people can't do, such as
buying homes, voting, and
driving cars. Drinking alcohol
belongs on this list.

Communicate with
attention. Parents can take
advantage of "teachable mo-
ments"- times when children
are perplexed about real-life
situations regarding alcohol
use. At these moments

parents need to talk and listen

to their kids with quiet,

undivided attention.
Explain the risks.

it's

essential to provide young
people with two key facts.
One, alcohol is a drug and it's
potentially addicting. Two,
underage drinking is illegal.
Both are powerful arguments
for abstinence.

The many potential
negative consequences
should also be pointed out.
Discuss the strong correlation
between underage drinking
and fatal automobile
accidents, teen pregnancy,
crime and poor academic per-
formance.

However, what really sinks
in for young kids is how al-
cohol will hurt them today. So
tell how alcohol impairs co-
ordination and judgment; that
it may lead to serious injury,
that it will make them sick the
next day. Tell them that
drinking will impede athletic
performance. Tell them the
human brain is in peak
development at their young
age and that heavy drinking
can hinder intellectual
development.

Teach kids how to manage
moods. When asked about
why kids drink, parents often
name external forces: lax su-
pervision at school; families
who let children take
unreasonable risks with alco-
hol; peer pressure. But
according to David J. Wilmes,
author of
Prevention", those external
factors may be overrated.
Kids themselves often name
internal factors- the desire to
experiment with something
new, to take risks, and to "see
how I'd feel."

By helping kids learn to

manage moods, parents pre- .

vent dangerous risk-taking.
One option is to explain a
three step procedure for
handling feelings.

First, name’ the feeling-
"worry," "stress", or “"bore-
dom."

Second, decide ahead of
time what to do when your
child has an unpleasant
feeling. Help kids create a list
of enjoyable activities, such as
jogging, calling a friend, and
reading, to defuse feelings
without drinking.

Third, practice refusing
alcohol. Instead of offering
vague advice to "just say no,"

do some role playing. Parents
can pretend they're someone
who offers their kids a drink,
then ask the kids how they'd
respond. Help them decide
exactly what to do and say.
When parents guide their
kids through this cycle of
naming, decnding and practic-
ing, the ){nglve them a powerful
tool for managing moods- and
staying clean and sober.

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Lt. Verdon T. Allen

Lt. Verdon T. Allen,

missing since Aug.

20, 1944, must be

considered as dead,

says U.S. War

Department

(Article taken from the Robert
Lee Observer)

Mr. and Mrs. R. B. Allen of
Sanco have been informed by
the War Department that their
son, First Lt. Verdon T. Allen,
missing on a bombing raid
over Toulon, France since
Aug. 20, 1944, must now be
considered dead.

Lt. Allen was Bombardier on
a B-26 Marauder plane with
the 12th Air Force, stationed
on Sardenia. All the officers
went down with the plane,
three enlisted men
parachuted to safety. In a
letter written by Sgt. Black,
radio gunner on same plane
with Allen, he stated he was
one of three crew members
who parachuted fre a the
plane.

This is, in part, Sgt. Black's
account of the mission:
"While in the target area, the
reassuring words 'Bombs
Away," had just been
sounded over the interphone
as the Marauder was
participating in the attack on
German beach defenses in
Southern France, when two
direct flak hits demolished the
ship's nose and knocked out
the left engine.

"This was Lt. Allen's 39th
mission, most of which he was
Squadron bombardier, his
pilot being flight leader. They
had worked and practiced to-
gether until they made an
excellent bombing team.

"They would lead the whole
group and upon their co-
operation and skill would
depend the success of the
mission. | had the good
fortune to be along on such
missions when the results

were 100% destruction of the
target and became the record
at that time for the group.

"I know we contributed
largely to the winning of the
battle of Rome and the
advance of our ground troops
in Northern ltaly, as well as to
the invasion +of southern
France."

Lt. Allen entered the Air
Corps in March 1943, re-
ceived his commission in Nov.
1943 at Roswell, NM, went
overseas April 1, 1944. He
had to his credit the Air Medal,
eleven Oak Leaf Clusters,

E.A.M.E. ribbon with one
bronze star, Presidential
Citation for meritorious

achievement while
participating in aerial flight as

bombardier of a B-26 type.
aircraft during an attack upon
Valmontone Highway, ltaly,
May 25, 1944.

Lt. Allen's proficiency in
combat reflects great credit
upon himself and the Military
Service of the United States.

Before entering the
Service, Allen was a brakeman
for the Santa Fe railroad at
Winslow, Ariz. His younger
brother S-Sgt. Billie G. Allen is
with the 9th Air Force still in
Germany. He went overseas
Oct. 1944. Mrs. R. W. Odom,
Sanco, Mrs. E. Clegg,
Calumet, Mass., Mrs. L. D.
Evans, Winslow, Ariz., Mrs.
Jerral E. Sanders, Highland,
and Esther Louise Allen are
his sisters; R.D. Allen,
Vancourt and C. G. Allen,
Winslow, Ariz. are brothers.

A letter received by the
parents from Commanding
Gen. H. H. Arnold, A. A. F.
reads in part: "With greatest
regret | have learned that an
official determination has
been made of the death of
your son, First Lt. Verdon T.
Allen, who has been missing
in action since Aug. 20, 1944
in Europe. Information has
reached me that Lt. Allen, a
graduate of the Bombardier
School at Roswell Army Air
Field was a diligent and perse-
vering airman, who
discharged his assignments in
a praiseworthy manner. He
enjoyed the respect of those
who knew him well, for his
devotion to duty and force of
character, and they share your
sorrow in his passing. | hope
that the memory of your son's
contribution to our cause will
help alleviate your grief. My
heartfelt sympathy is offered
to you and other members of
the family."

...Reflections

Legion Post No. 394 of
Bronte was chartered on Feb.
4, 1925. It was named after
George Scott, son of Mr. and
Mrs. G. R. Scott of Bronte. He
was the first man from Bronte
to give his life in service in
World War I.

He was killed Oct. 8, 1919,

in the Argonne Forest battle
by a German sniper. Hubert
A. Hayley, also of Bronte at
that time, was the first person
to reach him after he was hit.
Hayley was present for the
burial in Europe and also pre-
sent at the services when his
body was brought back to
Lubbock in 1921. His father
was publisher of the Bronte
Enterprise during World War .

The original post, as
chartered, was composed of
21 veterans of World War |.
McNeil Wylie, former Coke
County judge, now of
Lubbock, served as first com-
mander of the post and the
late Prat Williams was the first
adjutant.

Due to limited number of
veterans in this area, the post
never became very large until
the American Legion made
eligible for membership veter-
ans of World War II.

Probably it was at its height
in. membership in the early
1950s when almost 100
veterans were enrolled.

One of the early
undertakings of the Legion
post was the construction of a
park. The city furnished a plot
of ground on Kickapoo Creek
near the east edge of town
and park facilities were
erected by the Legion, then
all W.W.1 veterans.

When the W.W.Il vets
began returning to home, a
permanent meeting place was
needed and in 1944 a tract of
land, - near the park, was
purchased. In 1947 a building
was purchased from surplus
quarters at Camp Barkley and
moved to the present loca-
tion.

Mrs. George Scott of Lubbock
presented the post with the
flag which was used at her
son's funeral. That same year

the post also received a

national flag and post colors of
matching size from Scott's
sister and brother-in-law, Mr.

In more recent years, the
post again has declined in
size as veterans moved away
and became: involved in other
organizations. .

The Pammie Landers
American Legion Post #381
in- Robert L&e, Texas was
named after a Coke County
man, Pammie Landers who
was killed in action in World
War .

Pammie was born in 1888,
in Thrifty, Brown County
Texas to A. K. and Catherine
Landers. He was one of nine
children. Later the Landers
family moved to a 200 acre
farm north of Robert Lee in
the Friendship Community.

Pammie Landers was in the
U.S. Army, 30th M. G. Bat, 35
division that was sent to
France in 1917-1918. He was
killed on Sept. 29, 1918,
three days after armistice.
Pammie was a courageous
hero; he paid the supreme
sacrifice. Pammie was buried
somewhere in France, in a
place called Ramagne, in a
cemetery named Meuse -
Argonne.

My dad, Arthur Tubb, was a
good friend to Pammie
Landers. They both went into
training together in San
Antonio, Texas in 1917.
