and distance learning. Robert 
Lee ISO received a grant 
award of $50,000.00 for both 
campuses. This funding will 
be used to develop new, and 
expand current, technology 
infrastructure to provide stu­
dents with the technology 
they need to prepare for the 
digital era.

The TIF Non-Competitive 
Grant for Texas Public 
Schools was designed to 
fund up-to-date hardware and 
connectivity equipment, high­
speed workstations, internet 
access, and/or distance 
learning equipment so that 
students m ay take classes 
from another school district 
and/or an institution of higher 
education. Additionally, grant 
funds will be used for tech­
nology staff development, in­
cluding hardware and soft­
ware training, network train­
ing, methodology training, 
and base level technology 
training. These grant projects 
officially begin May 15, 2001.

In an effort to provide equi­
table funding for Texas public 
schools, TIF collaborated with 
the Texas Education Agency 
(TEA) by coordinating the re­
lease of the PS9 grant award 
announcement with the 
Technology Integration In 
Education (TIE5) announce­
ment. Prior to this release, 
staff members from both TIF 
and TEA met to discuss the

functionality and purpose of 
each grant program. As a re­
sult, Texas public school dis­
tricts will be able to leverage 
funds from both funding 
sources thus allowing schools 
to expand and increase tech­
nology capacity.

"Students are the future of 
Texas," said Jerry Horn, the 
Project Director for this grant. 
"Today, students are gaining 
the opportunity to use mod­
ern technology for research­
ing via the internet, word pro­
cessing, and learning. We, as 
educators, want our students 
to succeed and become more 
marketable because of the 
education that they received 
while in school here. Thanks 
to TIF, the opportunity to fund 
this equipment and infrastruc­
ture is a reality."

Since its creation by the 
74th Legislature in 1995, TIF 
has awarded approximately 
$592 million in grants to its 
four constituent groups - pub­
lic schools, libraries, institu­
tions of higher educatbn, and 
public, not-for-profit health­
care facilities. The agency re­
ceives approximately $150 
million per year in revenues 
from telecommunications as­
sessments to disburse over a 
ten-year period.

Exposure to certain chemi­
cals, such as arsenic and coal 
tars, or to high dose x-ray 
treatments have been associ­
ated with skin cancers.

Sunscreen with SPF of 15 
or higher is necessary even 
on cloudy days when 70-80% 
of the harmful rays can go 
through cloud cover.

The sun's rays can burn In 
up to 3 feet of water and can 
reflect off sand, water, con­
crete arxl similar surfaces.

Both basal and squamous 
cell cancers are typically found 
on exposed parts of the body 
such as the face, neck, fore­
arms and scalp. Malignant 
melanoma, the most deadly 
form of skin cancer, may be 
found on skin that is always 
covered.

Malignant melanoma, like 
basal cell and squamous cell 
cancers, is almost always cur­

able in its early stages. 
Melanoma is much more likely 
than basal or squamous cell 
cancer to spread to other 
parts of the body. Melanoma 
Is found more frequently In 
adults but can develop in the 
childhood or teenage years.

African - Americans and 
other dark - skinned people 
usually get skin cancer on the 
lighter (less pigmented) areas 
of their body such as palms, 
soles of their feet and finger­
nails.

Self - exams of the skin are 
recommended every one to 
three months. Any suspi­
cious skin problems should 
be checked by a dermatolo­
gist.

Taxpayer rights
The law that required the 

IRS to reorganize also re­
quired the tax agency to in­
clude the protection of tax­
payer rights as one of its most 
important values. In its day-to- 
day operations, the IRS and 
its employees make taxpayer 
rights a top priority. This in­
cludes explaining those rights 
to taxpayers, keeping tax­
payer information private and 
confidential and being pro­
fessional and courteous.

Besides what is expected of 
IRS employees, taxpayers 
have many other rights. They 
have the right to have some­
one represent them before 
the IRS and to accompany 
them to any meeting with IRS 
employees. When there is a 
disagreement, they have the 
right to request that the inde­
pendent IRS Appeals office 
review the case. Taxpayers 
who still disagree can put their 
case before the court system.

Taxpayers who have been 
unsuccessful resolving issues 
with the IRS through normal 
channels have the right to 
contact the Taxpayer Advo­
cate by calling, toll-free, 1-

Brush control
Whoa! Not so fast. Sure, we 

have had some warm weather 
lately with the temperatures in 
the 90's, but it's still too early 
to leaf spray mesquite and 
prickly pear. Even with the 
Brush Busters individual plant 
treatment which has become 
so popular the last couple of 
years, the ground is still too 
cold and the plants are not 
fully developed to obtain ad­
equate control of mesquite 
and prickly pear.

I have been getting several 
calls on controlling brush 
species now that the 
mesquites have put out early, 
but we must not forget that all 
important "window of oppor­
tunity" that can make or break 
a brush control project. For 
leaf spraying, whether by 
hand or plane, that window 
starts once all of the mesquite 
leaves have turned a dark 
green, and the soil tempera­
ture is at least 75 degrees at a 
foot to 18 inches deep - any 
time before that and you're 
wasting money - if your inter­
ested in killing mesquite that 
is. Even though our 
mesquites put on leaves ear­
lier this year, they have not 
matured enough and the 
ground is still way too cold.

Now is also the worst time to 
treat prickly pear with herbi­
cides, because the plants are 
moving carbohydrates upward 
to produce new pads and 
flowers. Herbicides applied 
too early won't be carried 
down the plant into the root 
system, a necessary ste_pJpr 
good pear control.

The best time to treat pear 
aerially is in late summer until 
fall when the pads are mature 
and the fruit is a dark red. 
Pear can be treated by hand 
with some success but the 
optimum time to get more 
"bang for your buck" is still in 
late summer and fall.

If you have time between 
feeding livestock and praying 
for rain, now is a great time for 
treating small regrowth cedar 
with the Brush Busters leaf or 
soil spot spray methods. 
These treatments can be 
used year round, but are most 
effective when we receive rain 
two to three weeks following 
treatment.

and prickly pear, better wait 
until the time is right or you 
may well be throwing good 
money out the window, and 
I'm sure it won't be the window 
of opportunity either.

If you wait until the time is 
right, using the Brush Busters 
treatment for pear and 
mesquite can obtain excellent 
results. We have had several 
demonstration plots around 
this area the last several years 
and have obtained almost 
complete control of small 
mesquite, cedar and pear.

Beware of herbicide 
sales by phone

Several inquiries have been 
received concerning the ef­
fectiveness of herbicides that 
are being sold by telephone. 
These herbicides have a vari­
ety of trade - names that are 
not readily recognizable. The 
salesperson will contact farm­
ers and ranchers by tele­
phone. The product is pro­
moted as a highly effective, 
broad spectrum herbicide for 
control of weeds and brush. 
The salesperson promises a 
quick and long - lasting kill of 
the unwanted plants. The 
herbicide or herbicides in the 
product vary. However, it of­
ten contains 2, 4-D and may 
contain bromacil, mecoprop 
(MCPP), dichlorprop (2, 4 
-DP) and petroleum distillates. 
The percentages of the her­

bicides in the mixture vary. 
Often the petroleum distillates 
may make up more than 96 
percent of the mixture. The 
cost per gallon of the herbi­
cide mixture is high ($50 to 
$90 per gallon). In some 
cases, equivalent results may 
be obtained by using diesel 
fuel oil without herbicide.

These herbicides have an 
EPA-approved label. Thus, 
farmers and ranchers should 
be encouraged to ask the 
salesperson to send a copy of 
the label that lists the active 
ingredients before they agree 
to purchase the herbicide.

The telephone salespeople 
are persistent. Farmers and 
ranchers should be in a posi­
tion to make informed deci­
sions about purchasing her­
bicides. Thus, they should be 
strongly encouraged to ask 
for a label to examine before 
they agree to buy the herbi­
cide.

Seasonal variations 
key to weather

Now that El Nino and Its sis­
ter, La Nina, are history, what 
do we blame for our weather? 
Not to worry - we'll have an­
other El Nino in the future, 
says Texas A&M University

professor Benjamin Giese. In 
the meantime, we can predict 
conditions over the long - 
term just by looking at the cal­
endar.

"Although our weather pat­
terns show a strong correla­
tion with the fluctuations of El 
Nino, 75 percent of our 
weather is due to normal sea­
sonal variations," said Giese, 
who teaches and conducts 
research for Texas A&M's De­
partment of Oceanography. 
"For example, we always have 
winter storms, regardless of El 
Nino."

"El Nino does exert a strong 
influence on patterns of pre­
cipitation and temperature in 
Texas, with colder, wetter win­
ters and warmer drier sum­
mers in years when an El Nino 
is present," he observed. 
"But these effects still ac­
count for only 25 percent of 
our weather variance in any 
given year."

El Nino is trie name of the 
current that warms the eastern 
equatorial Pacific Ocean off 
the coast of South America. 
The water there is usually 
cold, but El Nino raises sur­
face water temperatures a 
maximum of four to five de­
grees Centigrade. These 
changes occur in the tropics 
over a nine to 12 month cycle, 
gradually warming, then re­
turning to normal again. La 
Nina is the opposite of El 
Nino, with ocean tempera­
tures colder than usual, result­
ing in changes in wind pat­
terns that produce warmer, 
drier winters in Texas.

"When the surface water 
temperatures rise, the air over 
the water warms up too," 
Giese said. "Then atmo­
spheric changes occur, pro­
ducing wind anomalies at high 
latitudes - changing wind ve­
locity and strength - which re­
sult in the weather changes 
we feel."
