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Economic
development sales
tax meetings slated
On Tuesday, October 9, in

the Robert Lee school cafe-
teria, two economic develop-
ment sales tax meetings will
be held. One meeting will be
at 4:00 pm for school person-
nel and interested parents
primarily; however, the gen-
eral public is invited to this
meeting as well. The other
meeting will be at 7:00 pm for
those who cannot attend the
first meeting. Judy Fort of the
Texas Agriculture Commis-
sion will be here to answer
questions about the eco-
nomic development tax.

The economic develop-
ment sales tax initiative voting
will be held November 4,
2001. It will be a city election
and will have its own ballot.
There will be two parts to the
ballot. Part A is a brief state-
ment pertaining to the use of
tax funds for economic devel-
opment in the area of attract-
ing job producing businesses
orindustry. Part B is inclusive
and covers all possible allow-
able uses for the tax funds.

Below are some explana-
tions of the economic devel-
opment tax and how it will af-
fect voters in Robert Lee.

Economic development
sales tax money will be used
to up-grade Robert Lee.

Economic development
sales tax money will be used
to support local businesses to
assure job retention and addi-
tion.

Each new job created
means tax income so that local
ad valorem taxes will NOT
have to be raised.

Food, drugs, medical ser-
vices, rents, gasoline, or au-
tomobiles are not taxed.

Incentives to new business
can be offered (water, sewer,
roads) which will provide
Robert Lee with a competitive
edge.

Low interest loan programs
for small business can be de-
veloped.

An economic development
sales tax would provide ap-
proximately $40,000 a year for
the city to utilize.

Tourists, visitors, part-time
residents, and residents will
share in producing the eco-
nomic development sales tax
funds. A typical family with an
annual income of $35,000
would pay less than $20 a
year toward the economic de-
velopment sales tax.

Economic Development
Sales Tax Corporations will be
formed for both 4-A and 4-B
funds. Local citizens will
serve on the corporations and
must be trained to do so. The
corporations will operate simi-
lar to banks in that they will
lend or grant economic de-
velopment tax funds to up-

grade existing businesses, -

creating jobs that will develop
the Robert Lee economy.

Passing an economic de-
velopment sales tax proves
that Robert Lee is willing to
help itself.

The 4A one-half of one per-
cent economic development
sales tax is used for industrial
development. The goal is to
create jobs.

The 4B one-half of one per-
cent economic development
sales tax is used for sports,
tourist attractions, public
parks, infrastructure, housing
and other projects to improve
daily life.

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Amber Brosh carried the American Flag and Becky
Welch the Texas Flag during the Robert Lee High
School Homecoming Parade last Friday.

Over 400 Texas cities have
now passed the economic
development sales tax and
are using the funds to ad-
vance their towns.

Albany, Aspermont, Baird,
Bronte, Cisco, Clyde, Dublin,
Hamlin, Haskell, Munday,
Merkel, Rotan, Stamford, and
Tye are some of the towns in
Texas which have passed the
economic development sales
tax.

It is impossible to have
enough fund raisers or to ap-
ply for enough grants to cre-
ate a realistic atmosphere to
encourage new businesses
or new residents to locate
here.

If Robert Lee declines any
more, the schools, stores,
and home property values will
decline as well.

The economic develop-
ment sales tax is a way small
cities can stop the decline. All
of the funds are spent locally
and only on economic devel-
opment.

Cull open, late-
calving cows

Farmers and ranchers who
haven't already culled open,
late-calving and poor perform-
ing cows should do so soon.

There's no need to put ex-
pensive winter feed into cows
that are unproductive and in-
efficient. Culling the cow herd
now will also help you more ef-
fectively plan on feed sup-
plies for the winter months.

The culling process should
also "weed out" unsound
cows with bad eyes, udders or
feet and legs.

Also, pregnancy testing
cows this fall may be a more
profitable management tool
than ever before.

Since it's difficult for a cow
to produce a calf large
enough to pay her annual
maintenance bill and leave
some profit for the producer,
an open cow is surely losing

Concho Valley
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money. In addition, cows
calving late and during the
summer months wean calves
30 to 90 pounds lighter than
their herd mates which calve
at earlier times. For this rea-
son it's advisable to cull cows
which will calve late next year
and purchase pregnant re-
placements which will calve
early.

Whoever does the preg-
nancy diagnosis (usually your
veterinarian) will be able to es-
timate the calving date on
each animal and make it easy
to identify next year's late-
calving cows. Work toward a
60-day calving season or one
that's certainly no longer than
90 days.

Removing barren and late-

.calving cows from the herd will

increase both the herd's re-
productive potential and
pounds of calf weaned.

Domestic violence
awareness month

October is National Domes-
‘tic Violence Awareness
Month. Instead of my usual
question-and-answer column,
| would like to provide some
information on family violence
and steps victims can take to
protect themselves.

The most important thing to
remember is that no one de-
serves to be hit, threatened,
or live in fear in their home. If
you are living in an abusive or
threatening situation, please
take steps to protect yourself
and your children. If you know
someone living in a violent
situation, help that person
take steps to protect him or
herself. Remember, help is
available at the National
Domestic Violence Hot-
line (800) 799-SAFE,
(7233; TTY for the Deaf!
(800) 787-3224.

Leaving an abusive situa-
tion is potentially a very dan-
gerous time. However, there
are things you can do to re-
duce the risk of harm. Of
course, if you are in immediate
danger, you should leave
right away.

If you are considering leav-
ing an abusive home, you
should make arrangements
for a safe place for you and
your children to stay. This
might be a relative or friend's
home or a shelter for victims of
family violence. You should
also keep a supply of clothing
and extra medication where
you can access it in an emer-
gency.

If possible, set up your own
checking account or make ar-
rangements to have money
available to you. Find some-
one who is willing to lend you
money should you need to
leave at a moment's notice.

When preparing to leave,
make sure that you keep
enough change for pay
phones or carry a calling card
with you. You should also
take the phone number of the
place you are intending to go.

Decide on a safe place to
keep copies of important
documents such as insurance
information, birth and marriage
.certificates, health records,
sacial security cards, and fi-
nancial records. Remember it
may not be possible for you to
retrieve these items after you
leave.

Many victims are hesitant to
leave because they feel they
can't afford the cost. ‘The
Crime Victims' Compensation
Program, which is adminis-
tered by my office, may be
able to help with expenses in-
curred as a result of leaving an
abusive home. Victims of acts
of family violence that oc-
curred on or after June 19,
1999 may qualify for up to
$3,800 in financial assistance
from the Program. The one-
time assistance includes up to
$2,000 for moving expenses
and up to $1,800 for assis-
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tance with rent associated
with moving away from the
abuser.

In addition to money for re-
location, survivors of family
violence who have depen-
dent children can receive loss
of support payments on be-
half of their dependent chil-
dren. These funds can, on a
temporary basis, help make
up for the income lost by
leaving a partner or spouse.
Victims can also receive help
with expenses such as crime-
related medical and counsel-
ing bills. For more information
on the compensation pro-
gram, visit the Office of the At-
torney General Web site at
www.oag.state.tx.us. Appli-
cations for compensation are
available online and by calling
my office at (800) 983-9933.

Once you have left an abu-
sive situation, there are other
steps you should take to pro-
tect yourself and your chil-
dren. When you are at home,
make sure that all of your
doors and windows are
locked. Inform your neigh-
bors and landlord that the
abuser no longer lives with
you and that they should call
the police if they see him or
her near your home.

Request an un-
listed/unpublished phone
number, and never call the
abuser from that number.
Sign up for Caller ID services
to screen your calls, and keep
a log of any calls the abuser
makes to your home.

To help protect your chil-
dren, devise a safety plan for
when you are not with them.
Provide their schools and/or
daycare facilities with a list of
people who are allowed to
pick themup. ~ °

At work, inform your security
office or managers about your
situation. If possible, have
someone screen your incom-
ing calls and escort you to or
from your car or the bus or
subway. ;

Online auction of
unclaimed property

Texas Comptroller Carole
Keeton Rylander recently
announced that her office will
hold the biggest online
auction of unclaimed property

ever conducted by a state.
From Oct. 1 through Oct.
26, online bidders will be of-
fered 8,335 items with an es-
timated value of more than
$35,000. The jewelry, coins,

collectibles and other valu-
ables come from abandoned
safe deposit boxes whose
owners cannot be located.
The online auction will be
conducted on the eBay auc-
tion Web site.

"This is an opportunity for
seasoned and novice bidders
to add wonderful items to their
collections, or to do some
early Christmas shopping,”
Comptroller Rylander said.

The auction began on Oct.
1 with 520 items up for sale.
Bidding on those items will
close on Oct. 8. Bidding on
other items will open and
close on an overlapping
schedule:

Oct. 3-10, 236 items; Oct.

5-12, 372 items; Oct.. 9-16,
1214 items; Oct. 11-18, 3336
items, Oct. 15-22, 931 items;
Oct. 17-24, 887 items; and
Oct. 19-26, 839 items.
- Among the items for sale
are a 14 karat gold mesh
handbag; gold, silver and
other collectible coins; vin-
tage jewelry; a pair of antique
opera glasses and a 1930
leather-bound edition of John
G. Whittier poems.

Bidders may view the auc-
tion items on the
Comptroller's Web site
www.window.state.tx.us. The
site links bidders directly to
the unclaimed property auc-
tion on eBay.

Texas continues to lead the
nation in using technology to
sell unclaimed items whose
rightful owners cannot be
found. In December 1999,
Texas was the first state to
auction unclaimed property
on the Internet. In July 2000,
Texas was the first to combine
an online auction with a tradi-
tional unclaimed property
auction - allowing bidders in
cyberspace to compete in real
time with bidders on the auc-
tion floor.

"Online uriclaimed property
auctions ace my Yellow Pages
test,” Comptroller Rylander
said. "Online selling costs
less per item than a live auc-
tion, and often generates
higher bids, because the field

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of bidders is expanded. Bid-
ders from throughout the U.S.
and the world can patticipate.

This year, technology allows
Texas to proceed with an un-
claimed property auction at a
time when a traditional live
auction would not be possi-
ble, following the Sept. 11 at-
tack on America.

"We can conduct the state's
business as usual, clear items
from our unclaimed property
vault and raise needed rev-
enue for public education and
other state agencies, without
concerns about security and
air travel that we would face if
we had scheduled a live auc-
tion this fall,” Rylander said.

The next live auction of un-
claimed property, offering
about 200,000 items for sale,
may be held next summer.

Banks turn abandoned safe
deposit box contents over to
the Comptroller when they
have been unable to locate
the box owners for five years.
The Comptroller continues to
hold the property for at least a
year, and publishes the own-
ers' names in newspapers and
on the internet before auc-
tioning the items. If the prop-
erty owners turn up after the
auction, they receive the pro-
ceeds from the sale of the
property.
