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Letter to the Editor
Dear Editor,

I would like to take this op­
portunity to help inform Coke 
County residents of how our 
emergency 911 works. In the 
wake of the September 11th 
tragedy, security and readi­
ness are in the minds of all 
Americans. Coke County 
should not settle for anything 
less than minimal prepared­
ness. With the help of the 
County's Emergency Man­
agement Coordinator, Keith 
Eubanks, we have held a few 
meetings concerning how to 
prepare for a disaster or 
county-wide emergency. 
These meetings have shed 
light on the fact that not all citi­
zens in our communities know 
how it works when 911 is 
called.

To make it brief, any 911 
calls made on the East side of 
the county are routed to the 
Bronte Health and Rehab 
Center. All 911 calls on the 
West side of the county are 
routed to the Robert Lee Care 
Center. From there the call Is 
dispatched via radio. For 
sheriff's needs, it is preferred 
that the sheriff's office be 
called due to the fact that they 
have their own dispatch be­
tween 8:00 and 5:00, and the 
wives of the sheriff's depart­
ment dispatch all other times. 
In the event of a 911 call, the 
dispatcher chooses from dif­
ferent radio stations and tone 
generators to alert the correct 
emergency responder, which 
entails in-depth training on 
top of their normal duties. 
With it being difficult to train so 
many employees and the le­
gal ramifications, it is not hard 
to see how complicated this 
can all get.

At present, the only answer 
I have heard on remedying 
any problems or concerns 
would have to be led by the 
voters of Coke County. This 
has never made it to any pub­
lic poll that i am aware of; it is 
only tabled or killed at the 
county level.

It's time for you as citizens

of Coke County to speak your 
concerns about having more 
or less a "volunteer" 911 dis­
patch as well as volunteer 
emergency organizations. 
The only way that this will ever 
change, and Coke County 
moves on into the present 
century, our County Commis­
sioners need to hear your 
voice. Please discuss this 
amongst any and all commu­
nity gatherings and if you 
have any questions, please 
call the county courthouse 
and ask. I will be more than 
happy to answer any ques­
tions that are presented to me 
as well. We are coming up on 
an election year, and now is 
the time to make a difference. 
Please join the few of us that 
know about the situations, 
and have your voice heard.

Editor's Response:
Mr. Hargrave,

Your letter appears to con­
tain two main points. The first 
point is that Coke County citi­
zens are in danger because of 
a faulty "volunteer" dispatch 
system. The second point is 
to urge county citizens to 
promote a 24 hour paid dis­
patch system.

Under the present dispatch 
system, all calls received are 
answered and the required 
emergency services are sent 
to help. The nursing homes 
in Coke County were chosen 
years ago to be the emer­
gency answering stations be­
cause they were the only facil­
ities in the county open 24 
hours per day. Since the 
original system was put in 
place, improvements have 
been implemented. In years 
past, you couldn't dial 911 in 
an emergency. If you had a 
fire or needed an ambulance, 
you had to dial 473-3621 In 
Bronte or 453-2511 in Robert 
Lee - the nursing homes' 
regular business phones.

,To mdcc your family more secure, to protect your 
property, to insure your life.

We’ll be there. Whenever you need us, we’re only 
a phone call away.

You’re part of our family—we’ll be there, for you.

Now in an emergency, you 
only have to dial 911 and your 
call is immediately routed to 
the 911 answering station 
nearest to your location. * 

The problem you have out­
lined with the 911 stations lo­
cated in the nursing homes 
appears to be with the em­
ployees dispatching the re­
quired emergency services. 
You mention how complicated 
training employees can be. 
You are correct and this leads 
to your second point - a 24 
hour paid dispatch system. In 
Coke County, are their com­
petent people willing to work 
for minimum wage (or close to 
minimum wage) to staff this 
system? If these potential 
employees can be found, are 
the citizens of Coke County 
willing to support the tax in­
crease funding this system 
would surely require. At pre­
sent, the county spends 
$10,800 for dispatching ser­
vices. The four women who 
dispatch for the Sheriff's 
Department after business 
hours, on weekends, and 
holidays are the recipients. 
The money equates to ap­
proximately $1.50 per hour for 
their services. I am one of 
these women and I can tell 
you that I and the others don't 
do it for the money. We do it 
because of our dedication to 
the Sheriff's Department and 
the citizens of Coke County. 
We do it so that when the 
Sheriff's Department number 
is called, anytime - day or 
night, someone answers that 
phone who can send help. 
Before former Sheriff Mike 
Harris implemented this sys­
tem, the Sheriff's home 
phone number and that of all 
of the deputies were pub­
lished in the phone book and 
in an emergency, citizens had 
to call these numbers until 
they found someone at 
home. As the wife of one of 
these deputies, I have reser­
vations about a paid 24 hour 
dispatch system being able to 
obtain competent employees. 
The lives of the citizens and

the officers often rest on the 
dispatcher's shoulders.

Small communities have al­
ways depended on volun­
teers to meet the needs that 
arise. I personally would 
rather have a volunteer that 
cares answer the phone in an 
emergency than someone 
there just to draw a paycheck.

Our current 911 dispatching 
system isn't perfect, but car­
ing Coke County citizens and 
officials are working together 
to make the necessary im­
provements without over­
burdening the tax payers.

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Shopping safely on 
the internet

Q: I like the idea of shop­
ping online for the holidays, 
but I have heard so many hor­
ror stories about purchases 
that never arrived or products 
that weren't as advertised.
Plus it seems like Internet 
businesses go out of busi­
ness so often these days.
Any thought on how I can 
shop safely?

A: Online shopping is be­
coming an increasingly popu­
lar way of shopping for many 
who are pressed for time. You 
can take care of your entire 
holiday gift list with a few clicks 
of your mouse. However, 
some online companies out 
there are not what they seem 
to be.

The Consumer Protection 
Division of my office receives 
complaints about Internet 
companies that have not de­
livered as promised. Fortu­
nately, most of these com­
plaints are resolved quickly.
But here are some tips to help 
you avoid running into prob­
lems in the first place.

Always try to deal with well 
known retailers. Be cautious 
of online stores that have 
names that are similar to other 
well known companies.
These names may simply be a 
trick to get you to reveal your 
personal information.

Find out if the seller is 
based overseas. This can af­
fect both delivery time and 
shipping costs. It can also 
make it more difficult to return 
Items.

Only shop at sites that pro­
tect credit card information. If 
you don't know about a site's 
security program, ask the 
company directly.

Then use your credit card to 
make online purchases rather 
than a debit card. This way. If 
you have a problem with the 
company or the merchandise, 
you can dispute it through the 
credit card company. Or con­
sider sending your payment 
by mail.

Make sure you find out 
about the site's privacy policy. 
Too many sites automatically 
collect information about you 
and your online shopping 
habits and then share it with 
other companies, advertisers 
or marketers.

Ask about shipping and 
delivery fees. Remember that 
the closer you get to the holi­
days, the more it may cost for 
you to ship your purchases. 
In addition, it may take longer 
for packages to arrive. And 
while a company may promise 
overnight delivery, they aren't 
always able to filf orders im­
mediately.

Review the company’s re­
turn and warranty policies 
carefully. Print and save 
copies of all your orders and 
receipts, in addition, you 
should make sure you have a 
physical address and tele­
phone number for the com­
pany in case you need to re­
turn your purchase.

If you do end up having a 
problem with a product or­
dered online, contact the re­
tailer first and give them an 
opportunity to resolve the sit­
uation. If that doesn't work, 
you can consider contesting 
the charge on your credit 
card, which means the credit 
card company will deal directly 
with the retailer.

Finally, you can take advan­

tage of the voluntary com­
plaint resolution service of­
fered by my office. My Con­
sumer Protection Division 
works to resolve problems be­
tween consumers and busi­
nesses, and in most cases we 
are successful. To file a com­
plaint, you can visit our Web 
site at www.oag.state.tx.us 
and fill out our online con­
sumer complaint form. You 
can also request a form by 
calling us at (800) 651-0508.

Our Web site contains tips 
and information for con­
sumers on a wide variety of 
topics. And the Internet Bu­
reau section of our site has 
more information for using the 
Internet safely.

Keep season safe
You b e tte r w atch 

out...you’d better not cry...it's 
time to start hitting the toy 
stores again, in search of that 
perfect holiday present for 
that perfect little angel in your 
life.

Although the holiday sea­
son "officially" starts the day 
after Thanksgiving - Nov. 23 
this year - every toy-shopping 
adult knows that finding just 
the right child's gift can be 
more time consuming than 
that.

"Hot" toys vary from season 
to season and age to age, but 
Dr. Linda Jouridine, Texas 
Cooperative Extension health 
specialist, stresses that trendy 
toys aren't always the best - or 
the safest.

In fact, she said, put chil­
dren's safety first all year long. 
Along with having young ve­
hicle passengers ride in age- 
appropriate car seats and 
keeping children’s immuniza­
tions up to date, giving chil­
dren safe toys is vital.

Nowhere is this more critical 
than with that classic American 
holiday gift - the bicycle - and 
other riding toys.

According to figures from 
the Texas Department of 
Health, Product Safety Divi­
sion, each year about 300 
deaths and 400,000 injuries 
in children younger than 15 
are associated with bicycles, 
Jouridine said.

Another "hot" item in recent 
years has been the razor 
scooter - another wheeled, 
riding toy designed for chil­
dren. "But we see tOO.OOO 
injuries (annually) associated 
with scooters," she said.

As far as the ever-popular 
inline skates and old-fash­
ioned roller skates are con­
cerned - injuries just naturally 
occur when wheels are put on 
kids' feet.

Many of those deaths and 
injuries can be prevented 
through the use of safety 
equipment designed for 
these young riders, Jouridine 
said. "What parents did was 
fail to heed the No. 1 safety 
suggestion - when giving a 
wheeled present, make sure 
to give all the appropriate 
safety equipment also."

For example. Inline skaters 
should also be equipped with 
safety helmet as well as wrist, 
elbow, knee and shin pads, 
she said.

"Protective gear Is not just a 
bid for manufacturers to try to 
get more money," she said 
"but it Is an Important part of

safety.
Another vital aspect of 

safety in children's toys is age­
appropriateness, Jouridine 
said. While infants and tod­
dlers aren't the best recipients 
for bicycles and inline skates, 
they do appreciate toys de­
signed for children their ages.

And adult shoppers should 
always keep age in mind when 
shopping for children. "In 
general, make sure to read 
the warning labels (on toys) 
for age recommendations," 
Jouridine said. Don’t go by 
the child's leyel of intelli­
gence, she said, but by his or 
her age. A 2-year-old child 
really might be as smart as a 5- 
year-old, she said, but he's 
still only 2, and "he's still going 
to put buttons in his mouth."

Don't buy any items with 
cords or strings for children 
younger than about 2, Jouri­
dine said, because these 
cords can wrap around a 
child's neck and strangle him 
or her.

For these young gift-recipi­
ents, Jouridine recommends 
toys that will stimulate the 
children's brain development 
and motor coordination 
through bright colors, sounds 
and activities.

"Make sure everything is 
large enough so it can’t get 
lodged in a baby's throat," she 
added. In fact, never give 
children under age 5 toys with 
small parts. Including marbles, 
small balls and balloons. As 
colorful and festive as they 
are, balloons, as well as these 
other items, are still a choking 
hazard for children, she said.

"As a general rule," Jouri­
dine said, "buy toys with 
sturdy construction, and 
nothing (no small parts) that 
can come loose or come 
apart."

Keep these recommenda­
tions in mind even if the child 
receiving the gift is older, but 
has smaller siblings in the 
house.

Children who are older, up 
to about age 8, should still not 
receive any toys with sharp 
points or metal edges, she 
said, "ii you buy arrows or 
darts, make sure they have 
protective tips or suction cups 
that stay secure."

Toys that operate through 
electricity or that have heating 
elements - such as woodwork­
ing sets or ovens - are not 
recommended for children 
younger than 8, she added.

Because of the current situ­
ation in this country and the 
world, Jouridine said, parents

and other adults should con­
sider all the issues before de­
ciding whether or not to pur­
chase toy guns for their chil­
dren.

Toy guns for children have 
been controversial for years, 
but now, Jouridine said, "I am 
concerned that many law en­
forcement officials, operating 
under a heightened sense of 
security post 9/11, might mis­
take a toy gun for a real one."

Over and above the current 
controversies involving toy 
guns, she added, the Texas 
Department of Health has is­
sued a warning that toy cap 
pistols can damage a child's 
hearing.

Whatever the age of the 
child or the kind of toy pur­
chased, Jouridine recom­
mended, immediately discard 

' any plastic wrapping or pack­
aging the toy came in, "to pre­
vent choking or suffocation."

All in all, her advice is to: (1) 
follow label recommendations 
as to use of the toy and ap­
propriate age; (2) eliminate 
choking hazards; (3) Include 
the right protective gear when 
purchasing riding toys; and (4) 
look for toys that are sturdy 
and will not come apart easily.

By shopping with these four 
steps in mind, Jouridine said, 
adults can "ensure a safe, 
happy holiday season for their 
children."

Scrapie
requirements:

Identifying sheep 
and goats

Yes, beginning November, 
2001, the USDA requires that 
certain classes of sheep and 
goats have PREMISE identifi­
cation ear tags applied before 
they are moved from their farm 
to be sold in interstate com­
merce or commingled with 
sheep and goats from any 
other farm. Compliance action 
in Texas will not be taken until 
April 1, 2002.

Identification requirements 
extend to: i

*AII sheep 18 months of 
age or older

‘ All breeding sheep regard­
less of age

‘ Sexually intact show or 
exhibition sheep and goats

‘ All goats 18 months of age 
or older that are to have been 
commingled with sheep

‘ All breeding goats that are 
or have been commingled 
with sheep

NOTE: Identification for 
goats: Tattoos may be used 
to identify registered or meat 
and dairy show goats, as long 
as the animals are accompa­
nied by their registration pa­
pers. A PREMISE identifica­
tion number should be ob­
tained and the ear tags should 
be applied to animals being 
culled or animals no longer 
accompanied by registration 
papers.

Commercial goats and 
wethers that have not had 
contact with sheep are ex­
empt from identification re­
quirements.

How much will tags cost? 
Aside from the time it takes to 
attach the ear tag prior to 
loading and goats for ship­
ment, there is no cost, if you 
use the white metal tag or 
white plastic tags provided

gram. Owners will be as­
s igned a perm anent 
PREMISE identification num­
ber. A free pair of tag pliers 
will be provided with the first 
shipment of tags.

To get your Premise identi­
fication number and order free 
tags, call the toll-free desig­
nated "tag line" at 1 -866-873- 
2824. Tags are shipped by 
UPS, so be prepared to pro­
vide a physical address. This 
process is very simple and 
takes only about three or four 
minutes of your time.

Once sheep and or goats 
have been tagged, producers 
will be required to keep 
records of purchases and 
sales for five years for disease 
investigation purposes. To 
comply with record keeping 
requirements when selling 
sheep and goats at the live­
stock market, have your 
premise identification number 
recorded on the market 
check-in document.

This is a relatively painless 
ordeal and one that we must 
eventually all do. Once you 
have tagged your sheep, 
there are really no other re­
quirements. For informational 
brochures about the program 
contact the Cooperative Ex­
tension office in the court­
house.

Protect against 
winter iiinesses

Recently, the national news 
has been full of stories about 
anthrax, a frightening disease 
associated mostly with live­
stock and wildlife, that some­
one has been attempting to 
spread to the human popula­
tion through the mail.

"Everybody is concerned 
because we heard so much 
information about anthrax," 
said Dr. Carol Rice, Texas Co­
operative Extension health 
specialist. "But what needs to 
be more considered is flu (and 
other illnesses common in 
winter). We're going into flu 
season now."

She pointed out that while 
the numbers of people in­
fected with anthrax is small, 
thousands come down with 
colds, sniffles and flu every 
year. And while colds and 
sniffles are usually minor, flu 
can be deadly.

"We really need to be con­
cerned about flu at this time of 
year - we should protect our­
selves (from illness) during 
the holiday season," Rice 
said.

When families and friends 
travel for long distances to be 
together during the holiday 
season, they bring their 
germs with them, she added, 
and if they share these germs 
with others who are in close 
proximity, "then everybody 
gets sick."

Don't think staying home 
alone and refusing to socialize 
is the only protection against 
germs this holiday season. 
Rice suggested some much 
less drastic steps that can be 
taken to protect against germs 
and communicable illnesses, 
including colds, flu and other 
common seasonal ailments:

First and foremost, she ad­

vised: "Wash your hands. 
That's a key thing because it 
will keep you from’ sharing 
germs." In fact, she said, for 
prevention of all kinds of in­
fectious diseases, "hand­
washing is the No. 1 issue." 
Washing hands will drastically 
reduce the numbers of germs 
shared by individuals, she 
said.

Make sure to have a ready 
supply of paper tissues to 
catch those sneezes and 
coughs, and then be thrown 
away. Rice said cloth hand­
kerchiefs do not provide the 
same safety that paper tissues 
do, because handkerchiefs 
are kept close at hand after 
being used - which can 
spread germs and illness too.

Besides, a ready supply of 
paper tissues can help pre­
vent children from wiping their 
noses on their sleeves. Rice 
added, which is another way 
germs get passed around.

And children often have 
germs to pass around. Rice 
quoted a pediatrician who 
once told her; "The only 
people who get sick more of­
ten than toddlers are their 
mothers."

That's why teachers, child 
day care workers and others 
who spend large amounts of 
time with small children are 
among those recommended 
to get flu shots first. Flu shots 
can help anyone stay healthy, 
but they are especially rec­
ommended for those older 
than 65, people with such 
conditions as diabetes, heart 
disease or other chronic ill­
nesses, she said.

Another way to protect 
against disease is to keep the 
immune system functioning at 
its best. Rice said. "Remem­
ber, our bodies have very 
powerful immune systems to 
protect us from infections. Un­
fortunately, we do many 
things to keep that system 
from working to its greatest 
level of effectiveness."

To stay as healthy as possi­
ble, Rice advised:

*Don't smoke or use other
tobacco products;

*lf you must smoke, don't 
do it around others - espe­
cially children;

‘ Exercise for at least 30 
minutes, five times a week;

*Eat at least five servings of 
fruits and vegetables each 
day:

‘ Get a full eight hours sleep 
at night:

‘ Don’t drink more than two 
alcoholic drinks per day:

‘ Control stress;
‘ Stay current on immuniza­

tions. As Rice pointed out: 
"You are far more likely to 
catch the flu than anthrax."

And have a safe and healthy 
holiday season.
