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Texas son shines on 
nation in Nov. eiection

The November 5 General 
Election is definitely one for 
the history books, as the 
Republican Party held onto 
the House and gained the 
majority in the Senate, giving 
them control of all three 
seats of national government. 
A sitting president has not 
had such a successful mid­
term eiection since the FDR 
era. This is due in large part 
to the popularity of Texas’ 
own President George W. 
Bush.

Texans and voters in Coke 
County did their part by send­
ing John Cornyn to the US 
Senate. He carried Coke 
County with 770 votes to Ron 
Kirk’s 342.

Longtime US Represen­
tative, District 17, Charles 
Stenholm will retain his con­
gressional seat by a much 
slimmer margin than was 
anticipated. He received 
83,938 votes in District 17 to 
Republican challenger Rob 
Beckham’s 77,410. In Coke 
County, Stenholm won by 55 
votes, receiving 591 votes to 
Beckham’s 536.

In state races, Texans over­
all voted Republican as did 
Coke County voters.

Coke County agreed with 
voters from around the state 
in allowing Governor Rick 
Perry to retain his office. 
Gov. Perry received 898 
votes to Tony Sanchez’s 227 
votes in Coke County.

The race for Texas District 
72 Representative, being 
vacated by Rob Junell, 
turned into a landslide for 
Republican Scott Campbell. 
He defeated Jeri Slone in the 
District and received 755 
votes to Ms. Slone’s 350 
votes in Coke County.

The race for Lieutenant 
G o v e rn o r  b e tw e e n  
Republican David Dewhurst 
and-Democrat John Sharp is 
still too close to call at pre­
sstime. Coke County voters 
put Dewhurst ahead 604 to 
Sharp’s 509. Other state 
winners aided in their victo­
ries by Coke County voters 
include Greg Abbott for 
Attorney General, Carole 
Keeton R ylander fo r 
Comptroller, Jerry Patterson 
for Land Commissioner, 
Susan Combs for Agriculture 
Commissioner, and Michael 
W illiam s for Railroad 
Commissioner.

Coke County did well both 
in early voting and in attract­
ing voters to the polls on 
election day. Approximately 
50%, 1213, of the county’s 
registered voters cast ballots 
in the general election.

All Coke County races were 
either unopposed or already 
decided in the March primary. 
Local candidates, their office, 
and vote totals are: Roy 
Blair, County Judge - 866; 
Mary Grim, District/County 
Clerk - 912; Gayle Sisemore, 
Tax Assessor/Collector - 916; 
Phelan Wrinkle, Treasurer - 
899 : B ill W h e a t,
Commissioner Pet. 2 - 209; 
G e o r g e  S n a p p ,
Commissioner Pet. 4 - 222; 
Joan Davis, Justice of the 
Peace, Pet. 1 - 462, and Jack 
Moore, Justice of the Peace, 
Pet. 2 - 430.

County receives 
abundant rainfall

All the rainfall we have 

had lately merits a big 
w rite-up in the paper. 
However, I have been 
dreading writing this story. 
The question arises as to 
how you can be dreading a 
story about rain in Coke 
County. Well, I’ll tell you. 
If you’ve emptied your rain 
gauge as mu(?h as all of us 
have in the last month, you 
can’t keep up with the total.

So, for a more exact total 
for rainfall in October, I 
went stra ight to J. E. 
Q u isenbe rry  w ith the 
National Weather Service. 
According to J. E., the offi­
cial total for Robert Lee for

the month of October is 
5.48 inches. However, Mr. 
Quisenberry will be the first 
one to admit that for most 
of the county, the actual 
total is more like 8 inches.

That was confirmed by 
Roger Graves at the Bronte 
Hunter’s Barbecue. Roger 
volunteered a total of 8.2 
inches at their ranch south 
of Goodyear on 277. I got 
another report about three 
miles north of Bronte which 
confirmed approximately 8 
inches during October. My 
total at Lake Spence is 
somewhere between 7 and 
8 inches. And, on the old 
Sanco Road north of 
Robert Lee, they rung the 
bell with 8.4 total inches.

Whatever figures you like 
better, it has been an 
amazingly wet month for 
the county. Residents in 
some cases did not see the 
sun for over two weeks 
during this spell. And the

first part of November start­
ed out the same way, with 
cloudy skies and some 
rainfall almost every day.

The only bad news I have 
to report is that with all that 
rain, we have yet to see 
any improvement in our 
lake levels. Most of the 
precipitation fell so slowly 
that there was little if any 
runoff during the whole 
spell. Now that the soil is 
saturated, we are hoping 
for that good ‘un that will 
help Spence and Oak 
Creek._________________

History of 
Veteran’s Day 
“A Soldier Known 

But to God”
In 1921, an American sol­

dier - his name “known but to 
God” - was buried on a 
Virginia hillside overlooking 
the Potomac River and the 
city of Washington, D.C. The 
burial site of this unknown 
World War I soldier in 
Arlington National Cemetery 
symbolized dignity and rever­
ence for America’s veterans.

S im ila r ce rem on ies  
occurred earlier in England 
and France, where an “un­

known soldier” was buried in 
each nation’s highest place of 
honor (in England, 
Westminster Abbey; in, 
France, the Arc de 
Triomphe).

These memorial gestures 
all took place on November 
11, giving universal recogni­
tion to the celebrated ending 
of World War I hostilities at 11 
am, November 11, 1918 (the 
11th hour of the 11 day of the 
11th month). The day 
became known as “Armistice 
Day”.

Armistice Day officially 
received its name in 
American in 1926 through a 
Congressional resolution. It 
became a national holiday 12 
years later by sim ilar 
Congressional action.

If the idealistic hope had 
been realized that World War 
I was “the War to end all 
wars,” November 11 might 
still be called Armistice Day. 
But shortly after the holiday 
was proclaimed. World War II 
broke out in Europe and shat­
tered that dream. Of the 16 
m illion Americans who 
served in the armed forces 
during World War II, more 
than 400,000 died.

“To Honor Veterans 
of All Wars”

Raymond Weeks of 
B irm in gham , Alabama, 
organized a “Veterans Day” 
parade for that city on 
November 11, 1947, to honor 
all of America’s veterans for 
their loyal service. Later, 
U.S. Representative Edward 
H. Rees of Kansas proposed 
legislation changing Armistice 
Day to Veterans Day to honor 
all those who have served 
America in all wars.

In 1954, P resident 
Eisenhower signed the bill 
proclaiming November 11 as 
Veterans Day, and called 
upon Americans everywhere 
to rededicate themselves to 
the cause of peace. He 
issued a Presidential Order

directing the head of the 
Veterans Administration, now 
the Department of Veterans 
Affairs, to form a Veterans 
Day National Committee to 
organize and oversee the 
national observance of 
Veterans Day. In addition to 
fulfilling that mission, the 
committee oversees the 
annual production and distri­
bution of the Veterans Day 
Poster and this Veterans Day 
guide.

In 1968, Congress moved 
Veterans Day to the fourth 
M onday in O ctober. 
However, it became apparent 
that the November 11 date 
was a matter of historic and 
patriotic significance to a 
great many Americans. As a 
result. Congress formally 
returned the observance of 
Veterans Day to its traditional 
date in 1978.

“Now, therefore, be it 
Resolved, That it is the sense 
of the Senate that the week 
of November 11 through 
November 17, 2001, be des­
ignated as ‘National Veterans 
Awareness Week’ for the pur­
pose of emphasizing educa­
tional efforts directed at ele­
mentary and secondary 
school students concerning 
the contributions and sacrific­
es of veterans.” - Senate 
Resolution 143, August 3, 
2001 .

Horses need West 
Nile booster shot

Cooler temperatures will 
bring a welcome break from 
mosquitoes, which this 
summer have transmitted 
West Nile virus (WNV) to 
more than 800 of Texas’ 
nearly one million horses. 
We have had three confirmed 
cases in Coke County and 
some suspects. Few areas of 
the state have been spared 
from the spread of this 
disease that was introduced 
into the US in 1999 and made 
its way to Texas in June 
2002. Laboratory tests, most 
run at the Texas Veterinary 
M e d ic a l D ia g n o s tic  
Laboratory (TVMDL), have 
confirmed infection in horses 
in 149 Texas counties. WNV, 
a “sleeping s ickness” 
disease, can be harbored by 
more than 70 species of 
birds. Mosquitoes are 
responsible for spreading the 
disease from an infected bird 
to a horse or human.

“For more than 14 months, 
we’ve urged owners to get 
the ir equids (horses, 
donkeys, and mules) 
vaccinated against West Nile 
virus,” said Dr. Linda Logan, 
state veterinarian and 
executive director of the 
Texas Animal Health 
Commission (TAHC), the 
state’s livestock health 
regulatory agency. Although 
WNV is not a regulatory 
disease, TAHC veterinarians 
and animal health inspectors 
have worked to increase 
awareness about the disease 
that can cause equids to 
suffer swelling of the brain, 
develop high fever and 
muscle tremors, or become 
unable to rise. According to 
national statistics, WNV 
infection can lead to death in 
up to a third of infected 
equids, she noted.

“Now owners should take 
with their private veterinarian 
about a ‘booster’ shot for 
equids that were vaccinated 
at least six months ago. This 
is particularly important if the 
animals reside in or will be 
traveling to areas where 
temperatures are warm 
enough to su p p o rt 
mosquitoes throug the 
winter,” said Dr. Logan. ‘This 
booster shot can strengthen 
the anim al’s immunity, 
enabling it to fight off 
development of clin ical 
disease.”

WNV vaccine is produced 
by Fort Dodge Animal Health 
and is conditionally licensed 
by the Food and Drug 
A d m in is tra tion  (FDA), 
explained veterinarian Terry 
Conger, TAHC's sta te  
epidemiologist. Aside from 
mosquito repellents, he said 
the vaccine, available through 
veterinarians. Is the only 
protection available against 
the disease that has affected 
nearly 12,000 horses in 38

states in 2002.
“ S tu d ie s  on the  

effectiveness of the vaccine 
must.be completed before the 
vaccine gains final approval,” 
said Conger. “However, 
preliminary reports on the 
vaccine’s sa fe ty  and 
effectiveness look good. Of 
the 20,000 equine animals 
vaccinated properly in 2001 in 
Florida, only one was known 
to have developed WNV 
infection.”

“Adequate supplies of WNV 
vaccine are available from the 
maker, but many owner,s 
have procrastinated about 
ge tting  th e ir  horses 
immunized, said Dr. Conger. 
“On October 28, we talked 
with representatives of Fort 
Dodge Animal Health and 
were told only 750,000 doses 
of the vaccine have been 
ordered by Texas private 
practitioners. That’s enough 
vaccine for only 325,000 of 
the state’s 1 million horses, 
because the immunization 
process requires two doses of 
the vaccine, with the second 
administered three to six 
weeks after the first injection. 
Maximum disease immunity 
doesn’t occur until three or 
four weeks after the second 
shot. To maintain disease 
protection, the animal needs 
a ‘booster’ shot yearly -  or in 
warmer climates -- every six 
months.”

Dr. Logan said getting rid of 
mosquito breeding sites will 
help reduce the risk of 
disease transmission to both 
animals and humans. She 
urged equine owners to drain 
sources of stagnant water 
and to keep troughs cleaned 
and filled with fresh water.

“In all likelihood, WNV will 
continue to spread, but in 
making a diagnosis in equids, 
we need always to consider 
rabies or other diseases that 
can cause animals to be 
disoriented,” explained Dr. 
Logan. “Although fairly rare, 
rabies can strike livestock, 
and owners who handle an 
animal stricken with rabies 
should contact their physician 
immediately. It’s Important to 
follow through with your 
veterinary practitioner to get a 
diagnosis confirmed when 
livestock become extremely

sick or die, especially if t h ^ e  
exhibit signs of neurological 
distress, such as inability to 
rise, stum bling, head 
swinging or disorientation. 
You should notify your 
veterinary practitioner or the 
TAHC at 1-800-550-8242.”

Basically, once you ’ve 
established your personalized 
in v e s tm e n t s tra te g y , 
everyth ing else is a 
distraction. Headlines about 
co rpo ra te  accoun ting  
scandals are a distraction. 
Steep, short-term market 
plunges are a distraction. 
Your neighbor’s tip on a “hot” 
stock is a distraction. They’re 
all distractions — and there 
are hundreds and thousands 
more of them out there, too. If 
you can train yourself to 
ignore all these annoyances 
and focus exclusively on what 
you need to do to meet your 
goals, you will be putting 
yourself in the strongest 
possible position to get the 
results you want.
• Chart your progress — but 
not too orten. oieariy, its  
essential that you know the 
headway you’re making 
toward your objectives. But 
many people make the 
mistake of “checking their 
progress” far too often.
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Unless you’re constantly 
buying and selling — which 
you wouldn’t do if you were a 
true long-term investor — 
there’s really not much point 
in reviewing your portfolio 
every day, week or month. If 
you’re always studying your 
investments’ performance, 
you are unquestionably going 
to see things you don’t like — 
and you might be tempted to 
make unwise changes. In 
other words, don’t waste time 
s tu d y in g  ream s of 
“snapshots.” Instead, give the 
“big picture” time to develop. 
However, you may want to 
meet with your investment 
professional for a portfolio 
review at least once a year, or 
whenever you face a major 
change in your life or your 
financial situation.
As you can see, it’s not 
always so easy to be a long­
term investor. But, in the final 
analysis, the effort is well 
worth it.

Seedlings for conservation 

windbreaks are now available 
for order through the Coke 
County Soil and Water 
C o nse rva tion  d is tr ic t  
(SWCD). Landowners in 
Coke County are encouraged 
to purchase the one-year-old 
seedlings before preferred 
stock is sold out.

Each year thousands of 
regionally adapted seedlings 
are grown from seed by the 
Texas Forest Service West 
Texas Nursery in Lubbock. 
The agency’s prim ary 
objective is to produce and 
sell quality seedlings at a 
price landowners can afford, 
allowing them to plant large 
quantities of trees for 
windbreaks, says Robert 
Fewin, Texas Forest Service 
forester, Lubbock.

“Windbreaks are trees and 
shrubs systematically planted 
ad jacen t to f ie ld s .

homesteads, or feedlots as a 
barrier to reduce or redirect 
the wind,” Fewin explains. 
“They create permanent, 
natural protection and habitat 
for wildlife, reduce erosion, 
and increase land value and 
aes the tics .” Available 
species for Coke County 
include afghan pine, austrian 
pine, arizona cypress, 
redcedar, pinyon pine, italian 
s to n e  p in e , am ur 
honeysuckle, skunkbush 
sumac, shumard oak, green 
ash, russian olive, desert 
willow, lacebark elm, 
hackberry honeylocust, sand 
plum, fourwing saltbush, 
nanking cherry, flameleaf 
sumac, and osage orange.

Wildlife packets for habitat 
establishment also are 
available. Each of the four 
wildlife packets contain 100 
bare-root trees and shrubs 
which cater specifically to the 
habitat needs of quail and 
pheasant, deer, turkey, or 
squirrel.

Orders will be taken 
through Monday, January 27, 
2003, and will be delivered 
February 6, 2003.
