Lots of hard work and dedica­
tion from talented Texas 4-H and 
FFA members will soon be high­
lighted at the 2006 Houston 
Livestock Show. Nearly 20,000 
junior exhibitors will be a part of 
the largest livestock show in the 
world, which runs Feb. 28 
through March 19.

The junior show showcases the 
animal projects of 4-H and FFA 
exhibitors, as well as agricultural 
mechanics projects and various 
judging contests. The first junior 
show com petition  begins 
Thursday, March 2, with the 
Agricultural Mechanics Project 
Show. The open show consists 
of professional breeders and 
ranchers competing for top prize 
money and global recognition in 
the livestock industry. Open cat­
tle show competition begins 
Wednesday, March 1.

Entries from both the open and 
junior shows, along with the 
horse division, combine to make 
the Houston Livestock Show the 
largest event of its kind in the 
world.

The nearly 20,000 entries that 
will compete in the 2006 junior 
Show represent more than 1,000 
Texas 4-H clubs and FFA chap­
ters. A wide variety of animals 
will be shown in the junior divi­
sions of the livestock competi­
tion, including market steers, 
barrows, lambs, goats, and poul­
try; beef and dairy heifers; 
breeding gilts and sheep; and

commercial steers. Many of 
these exhibitors will compete in 
the 4-H and FFA judging con­
tests, including poultry, meat, 
wool, livestock, dairy and horse 
judging; range and pasture plant 
identification; floriculture; wild­
life habitat evaluation; and nurs­
ery landscape.

The four market animal auc­
tions (steer, lamb and goat, bar- 
row, and poultry (broiler and tur­
key) represent animals raised by 
jun io r exhibitors for food 
sources. The animals judged as 
best in each of these categories 
are eligible for their individual 
market auctions. In 2005, the 
Houston Livestock Show’s jun­
ior market auction sales were in 
excess o f $6.4 million. The 
Show currently holds all the 
world’s records for each junior 
market animal auction, with the 
highest price ever paid for a 
market steer at $600,001.

In addition, the Show hosts 
one of the premier horse shows 
in the country. Cutting horse 
events begin the horse division 
competition on Tuesday, Feb. 
28. Competition in five different 
breeds o f horses, Appaloosa, 
Arabian and Half-Arabian, 
Paint, Palomino and Quarter 
Horse, plus donkeys and mules, 
runs March 5 to 19.

Show activities kick off with 
teams competing in the team 
penning com petition at the 
M o n tg o m e r y  C o u n ty  
Fairgrounds on Saturday, Feb. 
18.

The 2006 Show kicks off on 
Thursday, Feb. 23, with the 
World’s Championship Bar-B- 
Que Contest, which runs through 
Feb. 25, in the southwest Reliant 
Park parking lot.

The streets o f downtown 
Houston will fill with the sounds 
o f horses’ hooves, children’s 
laughter and marching bands on 
Saturday, Feb. 25, for the annual 
Downtown Rodeo Parade at 10 
a.m. After traveling by horse­

Prior to the parade, 
p a r t i c ip a n t s  in  ' th e
ConocoPhillips Rodeo Run will 
make their way through down­
town to Minute Maid Park.

RodeoHouston™ action takes 
off on Feb. 28 with 20 daily per­
formances featuring outstanding 
rodeo action in the world’s larg­
est rodeo, the heartwarming calf 
scramble, chuck wagon races 
and concert entertainment. Only 
the top 60 cowboys and cowgirls 
in the world are invited to com­
pete in RodeoHouston’s seven 
PRCA and WPRA events — 
bareback bronc riding, barrel 
racing, bull riding, saddle bronc 
riding, steer wrestling, team rop­
ing and tie-down roping. The 
exciting perform ances also 
include entertainment by some 
of the music industry’s hottest 
artists.

Today over 90,000 people in the 

United States are waiting for a 
transplant to save their life. In 
Texas alone there are over 5,000 
people on the waiting list for a 
transplant. The only way to save 
these lives is for us to make the 
decision now to become an organ 
donor. Many people haven’t made 
the decision to become an organ 
donor because they don’t know 
what it is or even how to go about 
becoming one.

An organ doner is someone who 
decides that at the time of their 
death, to donate their organs to save 
the live of others. When a tragedy 
strikes, family members aren’t 
always in the right mental state to 
make the decision of donating their 
loved ones organs. That’s why it’s 
important that we make the deci­
sion now instead of leaving it up to 
our family during a difficult time. 
The Donate Life organization offers 
a family notification form that 
allows you to give a card to your 
family stating your wishes when 
you die.

To become an organ donor you 
can complete a donor’s card to keep 
with you, state your intent on your 
driver’s license, and also talk to 
your family about it To make your 
wishes known you could also talk 
to your family physician, lawyer, 
and your rehgious leader.

The National Organ Transplant 
Patient Waiting List is growing 5 
times faster than the rate of dona­
tion. Many people win die waiting 
for a transplant unless the number 
of people who decide to give the 
gift of life increases. Over 13 
organs and tissues that can be 
donated are eyes/comea, lung, 
heart, liver, kidney, pancreas, fascia, 
skin, cartilage, bone, bone marrow, 
small intestines, and veins. About 
63 people a day receive a transplant.

but another 16 people die waiting 
for organs because they aren’t 
available.

We handed out a survey at school 
to see if our peers knew the truths 
about organ donation. Surprisingly 
many people couldn’t distinguish 
between the myths and facts. The 
most missed question was, “Organs 
can be sold.” 66 out of 83 students 
answered true. This is false. Darla 
Mullins, an RN and organ recovery 
coordinator, came to speak at our 
school. She works for TOSA, the 
Texas Organ Sharing Alliance in 
San Antonio, Texas. Mrs. Mullins 
explained that an organ recovery 
coordinator is a trained professional 
that helps to find people that are 
potential donors and help cany out 
their wishes. She also goes to dif­
ferent hospitals to check on the 
potential donors to see if their 
organs are suitable for a transplant. 
She explained many things to our 
student body which is 7th through 
12th grade and teachers so that they 
could become more informed on 
how they could become a donor. 
She explained the process of dona­
tion so that we could get a better 
picture of what really goes on. She 
also stressed that if you become an 
organ donor the most important 
thing to do is to tell your family 
members so that your wishes can be 
carried out. After her speech we 
helped her pass out information 
packets including donor cards, 
Frisbees, brochures, and pens. After 
hearing Mrs. Mullins speak we 
were told by teachers that the stu­
dents were talking about the subject 
for days discussing the possibilities 
of becoming a donor. Many of the 
students realized the need for 
donors when Mrs. Mullins asked 
the question, “What if it was your 
parent that needed an organ would 
you donate then, or accept someone 
else’s?”

We realize that this is a tough sub- 
ject to address, but if we don’t, peo­
ple might not become aware of the 
great need for organs.

As of September 1, 2005, all

Texans can go to their local vehicle 
registration office and pay a fee of 1 
dollar to the Donor Education 
Awareness and Registry program of 
Texas, also known as DEAR. 
License plates can be personalized 
to support and promote organ & tis­
sue donation. The month of April 
which is the National Donate life 
month would be an excellent time 
to start these activities. By doing all 
or any of these things fives could be 
saved. One person can save or help 
as many as 50 fives. Donating fife 
is a selfless thing to do, and what 
more co’ild someone ask for than 
the gift of fife?

Special seats offer 
children safety boost
Children often leapfrog from 

child safety seats to seat belts, 
but when they do they miss an 
important transitional safety 
support-a special vehicle booster 
seat designed just for their size, 
according to safety experts at the 
Texas Department of State 
Health Services (DSHS).

When children outgrow child 
safety seats, usually at about 40 
pounds, most are then restrained

with a vehicle s safety belt 
alone, even though these 
restraints are designed for adults 
and do not fit children properly.

“If children have outgrown a 
safety seat but are less than 4 
feet 9 inches tall, they need a 
booster seat,” said Frank Luera, 
director of DSHS Safe Riders 
Traffic Safety program. “It lifts 
the child so that the seat belt fits 
correctly,” With a booster seat:

*The lap belt will be placed 
low on the child s hips, rather 
than on the child s abdomen;

*The shoulder belt will cross 
the center of the child s chest; 
and

*The child s knees will bend 
at the edge of the booster seat, 
increasing comfort and fit.

Only an estimated 10 to 20 
percent of children 4 to 8 use 
booster seats, despite the fact 
that children in booster seats are 
59 percent less likely to be 
injured in a motor-vehicle crash 
than are children who are 
restrained by safety belts alone, 
according to the Children s 
Hospital of Philadelphia.

Luera also points out that air­
bags pose a high risk of death or 
serious, life-altering injury for 
children. “Even in vehicles with 
advanced airbags, which is a 
new technology that allows air­
bags to adjust deployment based 
on the occupant, children 12 and 
under should ride in the back 
seat,” he said.

SAFE KIDS Wörldwide esti­
mates that children riding in the 
back seat are 36 percent less 
likely to die in a crash than are 
children sitting in the front seat.

The National Highway Traffic 
S afety  Administration has 
launched a new Web site at 
www.bosterseat.gov that fea­
tures the following information 
for parents:

*An interactive child seat 
guide. Enter the age, weight and 
height of your child and receive 
a recommendation for the type 
of child seat your youngster 
needs.

*Child seat inspection infor­
mation. Locate child seat fitting 
stations in your area where certi­
fied technicians can help make 
sure child seats are used 
correctly.

FSA approves 
haying & grazing 

of CRP
The Coke-Sterling FSA office 

is currently taking applications 
from producers with CRP con­
tracts to graze or hay their CRP 
acres. To graze or hay it will 
cost the producers 25% of the 
total yearly CRP Payment.

If a landowner requests to hay

his/her CRP, it must be hayed 
only once and the haying must 
be completed by May 1, 2006. 
Producers will then have 10 
days to have all hay removed 
from the CRP fields. This 
means all haying operations 
must end by May 11, 2006.
• If the landowner requests to 
graze his/her CRP, all livestock 
must be removed by June 1, 
2006. Producers may lease their 
CRP out for grazing but only for 
the amount that their CRP 
Payment is to be reduced by.

Producers who wish to hay or 
graze must visit the county 
office and make a request and 
outline maps o f the fields to be 
hayed or grazed before any hay­
ing or grazing can take place. 
Producers must also sign and 
date a register for haying or 
grazing at this same time. This 
will authorize the reduction of 
the CRP payment by 25%.

Hay Hauling Perm it 
Requirem ents 
tem porarily  
suspended

Gov. Rick Perry has made 
it easier for ranchers to bring 
in hay from out-of-state for 
their drought-stricken herds 
by acting on a request from 
Texas Farm  Bureau (TFB) 
a n d  Texas  Agriculture 
Commissioner Susan Combs.

In response to a letter from 
TFB Pr e s i d e n t  Ke n n e t h  
Dierschke, Gov. Perry issued 
an executive order Feb. 14 
that suspended the permitting 
requirements and legal height 
re s tr ic tio n  for round  hay 
bales— along with associated 
perm it fe e s— for c a rrie rs  
transporting round bales o f 
hay to areas affec ted  by 
drought and wildfire.

Hay supplies are short due 
to drought and w ildfire, and 
ranchers statewide have been 
scram bling to find enough 
forage to feed their cattle.
There have been instances 
where trucks loaded  wi th 
large round hay bales des­
tined for disaster areas were 
detained by law enforcement 
agenc i es  for  over-height 
loads. Some o f those trucks 
have been forced to unload a 
portion o f their cargo on the 
road s ide be f o r e  be i ng  
a l l owed  to cont i nue  the 
delivery.

“The g o v e rn o r’s ac t i on  
gives hay haulers a chance to 
bring in m uch-needed forage 
to our cow herds wi thout  
interference,” Dierschke said.
“R anchers app reciate  Gov.
Perry’s quick correc tion  o f 
this problem .”

“To ensure the safety o f the 
traveling public,” Gov. Perry 
directed carriers w ith loads 
exceeding 14 feet in height to 
contact the Texas Department 
o f  Transportation’s Mot or  
C arrier D ivision to receive 
expedited routing. All other 
legal requirem ents, including 
licensing, registration, insur­
ance and safety, rem ain in 
place.

Unless otherw ise extended 
by Gov. Perry, the w aiver 
expires April 30.
