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BISD begins  
process  of  

cut t ing  jobs

As a result of the Texas 

Youth Commission pulling 
its contract with the GEO 
Group, the Bronte ISD 
school enrollment instantly 
went from 500 students to 
about 340. “The problem 
is,” according to school 
superintendent Alan Richey, 
“we are now overstaffed and 
have to reduce those 
numbers.”

According to Richey, one 
of the worst elements 
concerning the closing is that 
TYC seemed to have no 
deliberate process which 
governed their actions. The 
board of trustees at BISD is 
trying hard not to make that 
same mistake, according to 
their superintendent. Richey 
thinks the process of 
reducing staff at the school 
may take most of this year.

If Saturday’s school board 
meeting is any indication, he 
may well be right. During 
Saturday morning’s meeting, 
board members went into 
executive session for nearly 
six hours to discuss this 
issue. Another regular board 
meeting is set for tonight 
(Wednesday, October 10), as 
we are at our deadline with 
this week’s paper.

As a result of Saturday’s 
meeting, the board has 
reduced from 15 to 20 staff 
positions at the school. 
Buyouts and retirement 
incentives also may be 
offered. The board has also 
cancelled the incentive 
program, which will save the 
district over $130,000 per 
year.

The news here at BISD is 
not all bad, according to the 
superintendent. “We have 
been truly blessed at this 
facility. We have great 
facilities, a healthy fund 
balance, and no bonded 
indebtedness. And we are 
very fortunate in that respect. 
The bad news is that in a 
school district, the only 
method of saving money is to 
reduce personnel.”

The su per in tenden t 
concluded by stating, “we 
have to be as fair as we can 
to all our employees.” This 
is the reason the board is 
going through this very 
deliberate process in 
evaluating their personnel, 
including the administrative 
positions.

Richey concluded the 
interview by thanking the 
community. “We really 
appreciate all the community 
support and all your thoughts 
and prayers.”

Texas livestock health 
officials, striving to protect 
Texas’ hard-earned cattle 
tuberculosis (TB)-free status, 
have adopted new cattle 
entry, testing and movement 
regulations that go into 
effect Saturday, October 13. 
The 13 commissioners for 
the Texas Animal Health 
Commission (TAHC) have 
tightened regulations, due to 
concerns about the recent 
findings of cattle TB 
infection in two New Mexico 
dairies, a Colorado bucking 
bull herd, and an Oklahoma 
beef herd. Additionally, over 
the past two years, at least 
five infected cattle herds and 
infection in free-ranging deer 
have been identified in 
Minnesota. For several years, 
Michigan also has waged war 
against TB in both cattle and 
free-ranging deer.

Texas originally achieved 
cattle TB-free status in 2000, 
only to lose it in 2002, after 
two infected cattle herds 
were detected. To regain the 
state’s status and ability to 
move and market cattle 
without restrictions, a 
rigorous TB testing program 
was initiated to detect any 
remaining infection and 
provide proof of sufficient 
disease surveillance. In October 
2006, Texas regained its TB- 
free status, after testing 
342,937 cattle in the state’s 
818 dairies, and 128,489 
head in 2,014 beef purebred 
and seed stock herds.

“Reclaiming TB-free status 
was hard work for Texas 
producers and veterinary 
p r a c t i t i o n e r  S' who 
participated in the testing 
program, and for TAHC and 
U.S. Department of 
Agriculture staff in Texas,” 
said Dr. Bob Hillman, TAHC 
executive director and Texas’ 
state veterinarian. “It’s not

enough to just find and 
eradicate TB.” He stressed 
that proactive measures are 
needed to prevent 
reintroducing this
contagious, bacterial disease 
that can cause lesions on an 
animal’s lungs, lymph nodes 
and other internal organs.

“We must be able to find 
the disease quickly if it is re­
introduced and trace those 
animals that may be the 
source of infection or be 
exposed to TB,” he said.

Dr. Hillman said the new 
TAHC regulations include:

* lowering the TB test- 
eligible age from six to two 
months for sexually intact 
dairy cattle entering Texas. 
These animals also must be 
o ff ic ia lly  id e n t i f ie d  
ind iv idually  and be 
accompanied by a certificate 
of veterinary inspection 
stating they tested negative 
for TB within 60 days prior 
to entering Texas. Sexually 
intact cattle less than two 
months of age must have an 
entry permit and go to a 
designated facility, where the 
animals will be held until 
they are tested negative at the 
age of two months.

* foregoing TB testing on 
out-of-state dairy cattle 
delivered to an approved 
feedlot in Texas for finish 
feeding for slaughter only, 
unless the animals are from 
TB-infected herd.

* requiring TB tests for 
Mexican-origin (or “M”- 
branded) steers that are 
recognized as potential rodeo 
and/or roping stock, and 
entering Texas from other 
states.

within the previous 12 months, 
and have a certificate of 
veterinary inspection issued 
within the previous 30 days.

Dr. Hillman explained that 
dairy animals are managed in 
close confinement and, 
therefore, are at greater risk 
for TB exposure if they have 
an infected herd mate. 
Lowering the TB test-eligible 
age for imported dairy cattle 
will help reduce the chances 
of introducing a TB-infected 
animal into a dairy.

“Imported dairy cattle fed 
for slaughter will not rejoin a 
herd,” said Dr. Hillman.

“Therefore, their risk to other 
cattle is minimal. If TB 
lesions are detected in the 
animals’ carcasses at 
slaughter and infection is 
confirmed, the required 
identification will make it 
possible to identify the source of 
the animal. The identification 
also will aid in tracing the 
movements of the animals and 
assist in determining which 
other animals may have been 
exposed.”

“During their lifespan, 
dairy animals may be moved 
numerous times among 
different p ro d u c t io n

facilities. Having dairy animals 
identified can be a boon, if TB 
infection is detected,” said Dr 
H illm an . “ A nim al
identification also greatly 
enhances our ability to trace 
back the movements of infected 
animals, so we can conduct 
epidemiological investigations 
and disease surveillance more 
efficiently and effectively.” 

“Regulations already were in 
place for importing steers from 
Mexico, requiring them to be 
“M”-branded, and then retested 
annually in Texas, if they are 
used for rodeo or roping 
activities,” said Dr. Hillman.

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“The new regulation 

addresses situations in 
which Mexican-origin steers 
have been maintained in 
other states. Requiring 
these animals to be test­
negative within the previous 
12 months provides greater 
assurance that the animals 
will not introduce TB into 
Texas herds.”

He advised producers to 
avoid commingling U.S. 
cattle with Mexicain—origin 
rodeo steers or feeder cattle. 
Although these imported 
animals enter under strict 
TB testing requirements, he 
noted that TB has not been 
eradicated in Mexico and 
there is significant potential 
for disease exposure.

“Cattle tuberculosis  
infection may be a ‘silent’ 
infection. For years, the 
infected animal can appear 
healthy, and only when it is 
tested or slaughtered, is 
there evidence of infection. 
By then, the infected animal 
may have exposed many 
herd mates to this insidious 
disease,” said Dr. Hillman. 
“We must act proactively to 
prevent disease introduction 
and ensure the ability to 
identify sources of the* 
disease, in order to maintain 
Texas’ well-deserved TB- 
free status.”

In times of emergency, 
every second counts. An 
ambulance soars past traffic, 
sirens screaming and lights 
flashing, the medical 
technicians race toward the 
home of a senior citizen. 
When they arrive, the senior 
is unconscious and they have 
few facts to go on. Does the 
patient have any ejysting 
conditions? Is he taking any 
medications? Does he have 
allergies: the FILE OF LIFE 
is a mini-medical history that 
is posted on the outside of 
one’s refrigerator. The FILE 
OF LIFE enables medics to 
obtain a quick medical 
history when the patient is 
unable to offer one.

The card, which is kept in 
a red plastic pocket labeled 
FILE OF LIFE, lists the 
patient’s name, emergency 
contacts, insurance policy 
numbers, health problems, 
m edication , dosages, 
allergies, recent surgeries, 
doctor’s name and a health 
proxy. The entire pocket is 
held with a magnet to the 
outside of the refrigerator.

When police , fire 
department personnel or 
emerg en cy  m e d ic a l  
technicians respond to a call 
they have immediate access 
to this information and they 
know exactly where to look.

Emergency personnel know 
that if newspapers are piling 
up on a porch and they have 
to go into a residence, the 
first thing they do is look for 
the person. The second thing 
is to look on the refrigerator.

Scan a wide swath of the 
roadside. Slow down when 
approaching a deer standing 
near the side of a road and be 
prepared. If startled, the deer 
can bolt onto the road and 
into your path. If necessary, 
honk your horn and flash 
your lights to try to scare it 
away.

• Be alert for more deer 
than you may see at that 
moment. Where there is one 
deer, there are often more 
nearby.

• In many instances, it is 
best not to swerve around the 
deer since the deer may move

in the same direction. You 
may also inadvertently hit 
another vehicle, or go off onto 
a dangerous shoulder. Unless 
certain of those road factors, it 
is often best to simply brake 
and continue in your lane of 
traffic.

• Be particularly careful at 
dawfl and dusk and when 
driving either over a hill or 
around a curve, where 
visibility is limited. Use your 
high beams to give you a 
greater area of visibility and 
allow you to see the deer’s 
eyes sooner.

• Deer whistles or ultrasonic 
deer avoidance systems 
attached to vehicles have 
never been proven to work by 
independent studies and may 
give drivers a false sense of 
security.

• Take deer crossing signs 
seriously, particularly those 
installed specifically for this 
time of year. Be particularly 
cautious in wooded and 
agricultural areas where there is 
little distance between the road 
and the woods.

Before hitting the road, 
find rest stops, res tau­
ran ts , or parks along 
your route. Find some 
neat sites to see along 
the w ay, as w e ll .  
Whether it is a national 
park or the world’s big­
gest yarn ball, it helps 
keep the vacation fun 
and allows some time 
out of the car.

* Stretching, exercise 
and bathroom breaks can 
keep everyone in shape 
for the drive. Take time 
to stretch outside of the 
car with your kids, but 
make sure you ’re in a 
safe place.

* Limit sweets. Keep 
candy and soda away 
from your kids, it just 
makes them hyper.

* Keep everyone busy 
with fun car activities. 
Some children will curl 
up and devour a book 
during a trip^' but many 
c an ’t read because of 
carsickness or age. One

way to keep kids enter­
tained is by creating 
games involving every­
one in the car, such as 
finding something out­
side for every letter of' 
the alphabet or trying to 
find as many license 
plates as possible from 
different states. You can 
also make a CD or cas­
sette of family songs to 
sing or listen to for the 
ride.

* Bring along a goodie 
bag fil led  with l i t t le  
presents like small puz­
zles, packages of nuts, 
window s tickers ,  and 
small toys. When the 
kids start getting bored, 
pick out a little present 
for each.

* Sneak in some educa­
tion. Give the roadmap 
to older kids and ask 
them to locate your car 
on the map. I t ’s great 
practice for when they 
become drivers.

* Compromise on port­
able DVD players or 
video games. Electronic 
b ab y s it te rs  can keep 
everyone quiet, but kids 
may miss the scenery. 
Set ground rules, such 
as turning them off in 
beautiful or interesting 
places . Remember to 
pack extra batteries!

* D on’t forget the 
grandparents. If you are 
traveling with older peo­
ple, they may need to 
get out and walk more, 
because many get s t if f  
easily.

Easy  Ways  To 
Make  A Sma l l  

Room Look  
L a r g e r

A small room is not 
necessarily a bad thing. 
It can be inviting and 
cozy. It can be a great 
place to curl up with a 
book or nestle with fam­
ily and friends to watch 
a movie.

However, if you’re like 
most of us, at some

point you’ve wished that 
small room was bigger or 
at least appeared bigger. 
One of the easiest and 
most cost effective tricks 
to make that small room 
look larger is the creative 
use of color in your 
design scheme -- specifi­
cally  d iffe ren t colors 
and shades of paint.

“You can make a small 
room look larger and 
ceilings appear higher, 
simply by getting creative 
when it comes to paint and 
color schemes,” said Ann 
McGuire, lead designer 
with the Beehive Studio, 
a company that special­
izes in interior decora­
tive painting. “You don’t 
have to spend a lot of 
money to transform the 
rooms in your home.”

McGuire, who is also a 
co lo r  c o n su l tan t  for 
Valspar paint, shares the 
following tips that can 
help you make any small 
room into your dream 
room:

* You don’t have to 
sacrifice warmth for the 
appearance  of space. 
While many people sug­
gest lighter shades of 
paint, a rich warm color 
like V a lsp a r ’s Sweet 
Cardamom (2006-5C ) 
can h o ld  a room  
together. Keep it fresh 
with white trim and keep

the warmth going with 
jewel toned accents.

* Another way to add 
space to a room is to focus 
attention on one part of it. 
First decide on the focal 
point of the room, such as 
a firep lace, an a rch itec ­
tural detail, a bookcase, 
etc. Make that focal point 
“pop” by painting the wall 
i t ’s on with a deep color. 
Some co lo rs ,  such as 
sienna, can appear rich 
but also read like a neu­
tra l  to n e .  P a in t  the 
rem aining three walls a 
coordinating lighter neu­
tral tone such as light 
amber. Paint all trim this 
same lighter tone to give a 
unified effect.

* Finish off deep colors 
with a clear coat of satin 
polyurethane to give them 
a bright sheen, adding a 
touch of lightness to their 
deep tones.

* Another way to create 
the illusion of space is to 
bring  to g e th e r  various  
n e u tra l  shades . Think  
about a walk along the 
beach: the expansiveness 
of the sand, waves and 
sky. C onsider pa in ting  
your floor, walls and ce il­
ing complementary shades. 
Add some white slip-cov­
ered fu rn itu re  and all 
t h a t ’s m issing  are the 
waves.

* If  you have a small 
and short room, try 
pa in ting  thin vertical 
s t r ip e s  th r e e - to - f i  ve 
inches wide in two tone- 
on -tone  shades . Try 
V a lspar’s Honeysuckle 
Beige (3007-6A) in a 
s.atin f in ish  toge ther 
with a cream color in a 
flat f in ish  to give a 
warm subtle look.

* Remember, cool col­
ors recede. Warm colors 
advance, appearing to 
come towards you.

* A decorative paint 
finish can add a feeling 
of depth. Try painting a 
wash of a cool color 
over a warm off-white 
base. Create the wash 
by filling a bucket half 
way with water and then 
add the cool color. 
L ightly  brush on the 
diluted paint in a criss­
c ro ss  fa sh io n  u n t i l  
y o u ’ve co v ered  the 
entire wall surface.

* Incorporate surfaces 
that reflect light: met­
als, m irrors , polished 
su r fa c e s  and g la ss .  
These open up a room, 
making it appear more 
spacious.

* Also, be sure to 
unclutter a small room 
to give it the illusion of 
space.

“ A bove a l l ,  when 
choosing colors for your 
home, select ones that 
make you feel happy, 
since you have to live 
there. Get inspired; let 
your creativity come out 
and literally cover your 
walls,” said McGuire.

AP t e s t  t a k e r s
Minority students rep­

resented 52 percent of 
all Advanced Placement 
( AP) te s t  takers  in 
Texas in 2007.

High school students 
who make high scores 
on AP exams can earn 
c o l le g e  c r e d i t  for

courses , saving the ir  
fam ilies  thousands of 
dollars in tuition costs 
and giving students a 
head start on a college 
education.

Figures jus t released 
from the College Board, 
which oversees the AP 
p ro g ram , show tha t 
135,130 Texas students 
t o o k  A d v a n c e d  
P lacem ent exams, an 
increase of 10 percent 
from 2006 and a 49 per­
cent increase in the last 
five years. Of that total,
1 25,526 were public  
school students.

Many s tuden ts  take 
more than one AP exam 
each year. In 2007, the 
total number of tests 
taken was 246,096, up 
almost 10 percent from 
2006.

Of those, 52 percent 
self-reported  that they 
were minority students, 
compared to 50 percent 
in 2006 and 45 percent 
f i v e  y e a r s  a g o .  
Nationally, 35 percent of 
test-takers self-reported 
as minority students this 
year.

H i s p a n i c  s t u d e n t s  
represent 34 percent of 
Texas AP exam- t aker s  
compared to 13 percent 
n a t i o n a l l y .  Over  the 
l as t  f i ve  year s ,  the 
n u mb e r  of  Hi s p a n i c  
t e s t - t a k e r s  in Texas  
has i nc reased 79 p e r ­
cent  f rom 25, 436 to 
45,612.

P e r f o r m a n c e  on 
Ad v a n c e d  P l a c e me n t  
tests improved as well ,  
r e f l e c t i ng  a 7.3 p e r ­
cent  i nc r eas e  in the 
number  of  exam scores 
of  3 or h i ghe r  f rom 
2006 and an increase  
of  37 pe r cen t  in the 
last  five years.

The grading scale on 
the exams is one to five, 
with five being the high­
est possible score. All 
totaled,  116,809 tests 
earned scores of three, 
f o u r ,  or  f i v e .  
Uni ver s i t i es  t ypi cal ly 
award col l ege course 
credit  for AP scores of 
three or more.  Many 
select ive col leges give 
special considerat ion to 
AP and honors classes 
when making admissions 
decisions.

The mos t  p o p u l a r  
among the exams taken 
by Texas s tudent s  in 
2007 were English lan­
guage and composi t ion 
(43,109), history of the 
United States (33,952),  
and Engl i sh l i terature

a n d  c o m p o s i t i o n  
(26,552).

To support  and recog­
nize AP classes ,  the 
Texas AP/IB Incent ives 
program awards cam­
puses up to $100 for 
each student  earning a

score of  three or higher  
on an A d v a n c e d  
P l a c emen t  exam.  St at e  
funds are also avai l abl e  
to p r ov i de  t r a i n i ng  to 
t e a c h e r s  and to help 
reduce  the cost  of  the 
exams for all s tudents.
