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County, state voters approve 
all sixteen amendments

Local voters joined with 
others throughout the state in 
approv ing  all s ix teen  
amendments to the Texas 
Constitution in Tuesday’s 
special election. Turnout, as 
is usually the case in an 
amendment election, was 
disappointing, as less than 
10% of county voters took 
part in the am endment 
election. A total of 230 of a 
total of 2600 registered 
county voters participated in 
the special election.

A lthough all s ix teen  
amendments were approved 
statew ide, county voters 
showed some resistance to 
approving bonded indebtedness, 
voting against Proposition 4, 
which would issue up to $1 
billion in bonds for construction 
projects. Each of the 
propositions and their local vote 
totals are included below.

Proposition #1 would allow 
Angelo State University to 
transfer from the Texas State 
University system to the 
Texas Tech U niversity  
system, passed 203-27.

Proposition #2 would issue 
$500 million in student 
loans, passed 127-103,

Proposition #3 limited the 
appraised value of a residence 
homestead, passed 168-67.

Proposition #4 would issue 
up to $1 billion in bonds for 
construction projects, failed 
locally 105-120; but passed 
as a state measure.

Proposition #5 would allow 
smaller cities to hold an 
election to limit municipal 
property taxes, passed 156- 
70.

Proposition  #6 would 
exempt from ad valorem tax 
one motor vehicle owned by 
an individual, passed 188-47.

Proposition #7 would allow 
governmental entities to sell 
property acquired by eminent 
domain, passed 186-42.

P roposition #8 would 
clarify provisions relating to 
a home equity loan, passed 
154-69.

Proposition  #9 would 
exempt to tally  disabled 
veterans from ad valorem 
taxes, passed 190-41.

Proposition #10 would 
abolish  the office of 
inspector of hides and 
animals, passed 181-46.

Proposition #11 would 
provide for public access on 
the internet of legislative 
votes, passed 184-38.

Proposition #12 would 
issue bonds not to exceed $5 
b il l io n  fo r h ighw ay  
improvement, passed 122- 
105.

Proposition #13 would 
deny bail to a person who 
violates certain orders or 
conditions, passed 206-27.

Proposition #14 would 
permit a justice or judge who 
reaches retirement age to 
serve the remainder of his or 
her term, passed 166-62.

Proposition #15 would 
create the Cancer Prevention 
and Research Institute of 
Texas, and authorize up to $3 
billion in bonds for cancer 
research, passed 135-98.

Proposition #16 would 
issue bonds for assistance to 
econom ically  d istressed  
areas, passed 138-91.

PUBLIC NOTICE
On September 20, 2007, Atmos Energy Corporation, Mid-Tex Division 
(“Atmos” or “the Company”), filed a Statement of Intent with each city within 
Atmos’ service territory to increase its gas rates and implement a new schedule 
of rates and riders applicable to all customers within all incorporated cities 
served by the Mid-Tex Division. The proposed effective date of the requested 
rate changes is October 25, 2007. If approved, the proposed changes will 
affect approximately 1,428,700 residential, 122,600 commercial, and 960 
industrial & transportation customers.

If approved, the proposed rates will increase the Company’s annual revenues 
for the incorporated areas of its Mid-Tex Division by $ $50,946,000 or 3.5%, 
including gas costs, or 13.49% excluding gas cost. The proposed change in 
rates constitutes a “major change” as that term is defined by Section 104.101 
of the Texas Utilities Code. In addition, the Company seeks to recover all of 
its rate case expenses and all city rate case expenses as allowed by law. The 
exact amount will not be known until the case is completed.

Based on the proposed rate design, the system-wide average monthly bill for 
each customer class within the incorporated areas of the Mid-Tex Division 
will increase by the amount and percent shown in the table below:

In addition to the rate revisions in Rate Schedules R, C, I, and T, other proposed 
tariff changes include changes to Rider GCR, Rider WNA and proposed Riders 
for a rate review mechanism and conservation & energy efficiency program. 
The Company proposes to revise its weather normalization adjustment 
(“WNA”) mechanism to exclude non-weather sensitive commercial customers 
and to modify the WNA mechanism to calculate the WNA adjustment based 
on weather stations at a regional level rather than under the current practice 
of associating all towns with a single weather location for purposes of 
determining the WNA adjustment. The Company proposes a change to its 
Rider GCR to allow the recovery of the gas cost component of uncollectible 
expense through the Rider GCR instead of through base rates and to update 
the Upstream Allocation (Factor D) to reflect the factors as proposed in the 
Company’s Class Cost of Service Study. In addition, the Company proposes 
a new Rate Review Mechanism (“RRM”), Rate Schedule RkM, to provide 
for an annual review by the cities of the Company’s expenses, revenues and 
rate base investment and a corresponding adjustment to the Company’s rates 
to reflect annual changes (increases or decreases) in these categories. The 
Company proposes a gas conservation & energy efficiency program and tariff 
to authorize the program. Finally, the Company is asking for authority to 
make future filings with the regulatory authority on an electronic basis, rather 
than by paper copy.
