Act of 1996. The referendum
will be held February 2-27.

The referendum will be
conducted at USDA’s Farm
Service Agency (FSA)
county offices. To be eligi-
ble to vote, persons must cer-
tify and provide documenta-
tion, such as a sales receipt
or remittance form, which
shows they have been
engaged in the production,
feeding, or slaughtering of
lambs during the period, Jan.
1, 2008, through Dec. 31,
2008.

Beginning February 2, and
continuing through February
27, persons eligible to vote

should obtain form LS-86:

from a county FSA office
either in person, by mail, fax,

or ‘via ‘the Internet at:
http://www.ams.usda.gov/lsm
arketingprograms. Persons
must vote in the referendum
at the County FSA office
where their administrative
farm records are maintained.
For those persons not partici-
pating in FSA programs, the
opportunity to vote will be
provided at the County FSA
office where the person owns
or rents land.
