Then they
went to a farm on the
Gaines - Andrews County
line beyond the Bill Cox
Gin and found him dead
in the cab of the pickup
which was sitting at an
irrigation well,

They returned to Sem-

inole and reported to the
Sheriff's Department.,
W. E..Cox, Jr.; Justice
of the Peace, pronounced
him dead at the scene at
1:30 a.m.

Here, the field had blown down
to clay and caliche in many places with sand piled high around the
edges. Much of the sandier part was seeded to weeping lovegrass
following the dead litter cover and a good stand obtained.
