[KEEPS THE MONEY CLEAN.

No Old or Defaced Nilla aild
the Bank of Eagland.

If the people really knew how many
persons had caught some sort of dis-
ease from handling paper money which
had previously been in the possession of
sufferers from some contagion, they |
wonld demand a radical change in the
policy of the governmment toward old |
greenbacks and bank noteg, says the |
Bankers' Monthly, The treasury de-
partment has subtreasuries In the larg-
er citles of the country, through which,
to a large extent, the currency of the
country passes, These institutions take
in the small bills of thelr respective
cities and regions during a part of the
year and pay them out at other times,
according as the convenience of the
hanks require. Now the rule should be
that no subtreasury should pay out Lo
banks or others any bur brand-new
greenbacks, and that the national bank
notes which have been In use ghould be
replacad by new ones. The banks pay
the government enough so that, as a
mere matter of commercial business,
this policy toward their notes should Le
adopted. But whether that was so or |
not, this fresh-bill policy should be
adopted and maintained,

It is a uniform rule with the Bank nr|
England that none but absolutely new |
bills enn go out over its counter, No |
matter If the bill has not the slightest |
marks of use. If it once gets back into |
the bank it never goes out again. The
rule is inflexible and is carried out |
faithfully. The United States treasury |
should do as much for the American |
people as that bank does for the people
of Great Britain. The cost to the bank
of a new bill is precisely half a penny.
Of course this amounts to a good deal of
money each yvear, but not enough to be
an appreciable factor in the general
business of the bank.

She is a gocd
cow if her percentuge of butter fat is
larga, provided she gives a falr amount
of milk, The chiet attention of the
experiment station during the past two
yvears has beem toward this point. Is
it true that the cows that have the
typical dalry form make butter most
profitably? 1s It true that the inlernal
capacity of a cow |x made manifest
by exterior signs? 1 am ready to as-
pert that such Is the case. Our best
cowe at the station conform most close-

Iy to the best dairy type. However, few,

of us have time to become good judges
of externabsigns of internal quality, so
that mos! of us must buy our cows
judging them by the welght of milk
and by the test for butter fat.

Q.—Can we judge by the young ani-
mal what kind of a cow she will make
in the future?

A.~When [ picked out my wife, I
did not do it when she was a little
girl, but when she had grown up. And
the same theory holds good in picking
out & cow: you must wait till she ls
mature before you can tell definitely
what kind of & cow ghe will be. We
cannot predict with any certainty what
a heifer will make. There are certain
signs, of course, signs that tell whether
she has the beef tyye or the dalry type,
but you can not depend on the details
that may develop.

The next point was the stabling and
feeding of the cow. A member said:
It seems to me that with land at §40
per acre wo cannot afford lo pasture
cows at the rale of one cow for every
four wcres of land.

Q.—Why will ¢ome cows keep clean,
while other cows standing beside them
and under like conditions will get
dirty?

Mr. Helm.—Nearly every cow stable
in this state s fixed not to keep the
cows clean, but to keep them dirty—
at least, that s the natural inference
of the conditions under which they are
kept. The great difficulty is that the
mangers are too low and the cow has
to back off to lie down-—that compels
her to lie down in the filth. I build
mine so that the cow can put her head
under it when she lles down, and ghe
cun thus le down where she stands,
I nail a 2x4 in front of her two fore
feet, and another 2x4 in front of har
two hind feet, and 111 the space between
the two jolsts with bedding. When
she lles down, shie will lie on this bed-
ding and keep clean, With calves, we
do not nail down the 2x4s, but merely
lay them down agninst cleats, which
can be removed to increase the length
of the bed as the calf grows.

Q.—Are not thuse 2x4s in the way
when you milk?

A.—The milk pall sits on them, so
they rather help than hinder the milk-
ing.

Natural Ktarters.

In an address before the Ayrshire
Breeders' association Prof. H, W, Cown
sald: *“Natural starters. These are
easlly made by any butter-maker. The
method of preparing one is slmply to
procure a few quarts of good sweel
oream from a source which is the most
reliable for being clean and pure, and
allow thig cream to stand In a warm
place unutll it sours, The cream thus
soured will contaln many bacteria and
commonly, or at least in many cases, If
the eream i$ from a relinble source the
specles of bacteria which develop in
it will be the species that pro-
duce pleasant flavors, Buch souresd
ereum may then be poured into
the large vat of cream for a setarter
and the result will be that if the starter
does have the proper kiud of species tle
cream will ripen more rapldly and pro-
duce a better quality of butter than
when it is allowed liself to ripen nat-
urally, Thus the natural starter simply
allows to grow In the eream the specles
which are alrendy present, but if the
cream I8 from n good source the results
are found In practice to be very favor-
able,”

Liguis Manure as Top Dressing.
