C attle  are found in every 
area and, generally  speaking, 
some type of sheep and goats. 
These types of dom esticated  
anim als are s till the ones tha t 
feed the people of the world.
■ Why is it th a t it 's  not rea l 

good to  ea t a horse or to  ea t a 
hog? Oh, I know tha t we control 
the disease in hogs now, where 
a t one tim e it was most d iffi­
cu lt. A one stom ach an im al 
(man included) has a tendency 
to  carry disease m uch worse 
than a m ultip le  stom ach an i­
m al. A Greater Power of course 
knew this.

A cow has four com partm ents 
to  her stom ach and when she 
chews her cud she sim ply burps 
up from her ferm entation  vat, 
food previously swallowed, re ­
chews it and sends it  on its way 
where she can gain its food 
value easier. Not so w ith a hog 
or a horse. Much of the ir food 
stuffs pass through the ir bodies 
undigested. Birds th a t have 
stom achs are the vultures. Birds 
th a t have craws, generally 
speaking, are edible. T hat is 
why we ea t chickens and other 
such fowls.

Four stom ach anim als are 
called  rum inants. A11 such an­
im als have m ultip le  stomachs 
and each has a great ab ility  to 
digest the ir food b e tte r  and con­
vert it into a b e tte r  m ea t. Be­
cause of this they 're  able to  
eat non-protein foods and con­
vert it where other anim als can­
not.

The reason th a t food lots and 
dairies grind the feed means 
th a t the digestive trac t operates 
faster, ca ttle  can take more 
food and convert it quicker into 
m ilk  or weight.

A. V. I . , Inc. is a new business th a t has been  opened 16 m iles west 
on the Hobbs Highway in the building orig inally  occupied by Gault 
Potatoes. Jim  Paul, Sem inole resident and form erly associated w ith 
Shur-Gro Irrigation, is the owner. The A stands for alfa lfa  products, 
the V for V alley  sprinklers and the I for irrigation supplies. The 
com pany w ill operate 21 circles of alfa lfa hay th a t w ill be  cubed, 
each circ le  approxim ately BO acres or 2750 to ta l. Sixty percent of 
the acreage is leased. F ifteen thousand tons per year have been  con­
trac ted  to feed lots in T ulia , Hale Center, Pecos and Cotton Center. 
Loose stacked equipm ent is being considered so a portion of the cub­
ing can be done in w inter months. A vailable on the ir location  is 
storage for 2500 tons of cubes.

A. V. I. w ill take over the service and sales for V alley sprinklers, 
the  self-propelled  circu lar irrigation system, covering from 80 to 
160 acres. They w ill offer a ten  year lease plan, also various pur­
chase plans. The type Valleys to  be  sold are w ater propelled, oil 
hydraulic propelled and the new Valleys driven by e lec tric ty . They 
w ill be distributors for Terry, Gaines, Yoakum and Lea Counties. 
Irrigation supplies w ill include underground pipe, sprinkler systems, 
w heel moves and parts.

The com pany w ill em ploy from ten  to  th irty  people. Besides Jim  
Paul there w ill be Jim Rea, Paul Carter, Robert Jones, C liff C .Slay, 
Durwood Jones, M el Robledo, Thomas Rodriguez and Gerald Haddon 
and other seasonal em ployees. Booth Slaughter w ill operate his own 
business out of the sam e building, Irrigation Engine Repairs, known

THE OLD TIMER
Mr. W alter Woods,

I did not intend to  continue m y story this week but m et a friend 
on the sidewalk a few m inutes ago and she asked m e if I would have 
another story. I can keep  going if you a ll w ill keep  listening. I only 
m ade $16. 00 per m onth on th a t farm , ten  m iles south of Dallas 
which is now in Dallas^ covered w ith houses, so it cost m e $7 .50  
to  help  seven others to  push th a t little  old m a il car up  here, then 
504: for lunch a t where Andrews is now. Old Lady Dunn had the t a ­
b le loaded w ith good things to eat and a l l  the  others and the  saddle 
got off a t Shafter Lake bu t the driver and m e and a stack  of m a il 
bags across the  hood of the lit t le  M axwell car.

Mr. Sims, the  m anager, began to  show m e around and te ll  m e 
how to  se ll cowboys. He said if they cam e in to  buy a shirt, sell 
them  the  shirt and don 't try to  sell them  anything else. They w ill 
curse you out if you try  to  pressure them  to  buy like they  do back  
East. I never did get cursed out, I thought th a t they  were the friend­
liest people I ever saw. One cam e in and I introduced m yself and 
asked him  if he was going to  be in town awhile and he said th a t the  
ranch boss had  given him  the  day off. I to ld  him  th a t he was always 
w elcom e to m ake our store his hom e when in town and is there any­
thing th a t I can  se ll you today. He said, "I need a c lean  shirt. " I 
sold h im  the shirt and he w ent back  to  the  lit tle  dressing room and 
put it  on. When he cam e out I to ld  h im  th a t I would like to  show 
him our Stetson hats and if he did not need one now he would know 
where he could get one and he tried  it  on and went to  the m irror 
and it looked so m uch b e tte r  than  the w ell worn one he had on, he 
said he would take it. It was a big four John B. Stetson, $8. 00, and 
I showed him  our boots and several other things and sold h im  about 
$20. 00 worth instead of a two dollar shirt, like the boss said, and 
he did not cuss m e out b u t apprecia ted  the in terest I took in  showing 
him  w hat we had  to  selL

In 1909 and 10, there were a lot of people cam e here in covered 
wagons and tried  to  m ake this th e ir  hom e bu t w ith the drouth, no 
roads and no m arkets, they could not stay unless they  had  ca ttle  
and could drive them  to m arket. Several cam e in m y store and 
would t e l l  m e th a t they  w ere going to  bu ild  a good house on the ir 
land. I would advise them  to  dig a half dugout and put th a t m oney 
into c a ttle  and he could stay bu t if  he b u ilt th a t house he would 
have to  leave it in less than two years for the bats and owls, but 
they  w ould not listen and I would lose a custom er.

There are m any old pioneers now th a t lie across the  draw in the 
cem etery  th a t stood m any hardships to  stay in those early  days and 
burned cow j ips and grubbed m esquite and they w ill be rewarded, 
and it breaks m y heart to  see w hat negligent boys and sorry m en 
are doing to  the ir graves when they know the caretaker is not out 
there . They are m aking a race track  and a shooting gallery, putting 
b eer cans and whiskey bo ttles on the tombstones and running over 
the sprinkler pipes th a t are used to  keep  the  cem etery  nice^and 
m any other things th a t should not go on. I w ill give a fifty dollar 
reward for every one caught m olesting the hom e of the sacred dead, 
if convicted  and they should be  heavily  fined when caught.
