Smith from Brownfield, who 
lived in Gaines County m ost of 
his life , ce leb ra ted  his 90th 
birthday at the Loop Com m unity 
Building last Sunday.

"W hy", he said, "in  W ashita,

City, Texas, riding horseback 
and spent two m onths picking 
cotton at fifty cents a hundred.
It took days to  ride to  Texas 
and 8 days going back . "I m ust 
have got Texas fever."

Mr. Sm ith was bom  in Crystal 
Springs, Arkansas January 29, 
1880. In 1905 he m arried  Eliz­
abeth  Scrimshire and m oved to  
Oklahom a in 1915. A fter living 
in O klahom a and Arkansas he 
m oved to  Gaines County in 1924, 
then  to  Quem ada and b ack  to  
Gaines County in 1936 and to  
Loop in 1946. His wife passed 
away in 1962 and he m oved to  
Seagraves where he lived  t i l l  
August of 1969, m oving to  
Brownfield where he lives now.

He is the father of five sons 
and one daughter.

Housewives are now among the 
best inform ed and m otivated  
groups of employers when it 
comes to reporting their house­
hold em ployees' wages correctly 
and on tim e .

There are now tens of thovsands 
of retired  household workers and 
survivors of such workers rece iv ­
ing social security benefits. This 
is a direct tribute to the house­
wives who have been  the em ploy­
ers and who have taken the few 
m inutes tim e necessary every 
th ree (3) months to  report the ir 
wages.

The law requires th a t any 
household em ployees be reported 
for social security purposes if 
cash wages paid to the em ploy­
ees are $50 or m ore during a 
three m onth calendar quarter. 
Housewives are to be congratu­
la ted  for the ir fine spirit of com ­
pliance w ith this law.! Any new 
em ployer using household help 
for the first tim e, m ay receive 
fu ll instructions by calling  the 
social security office.
