(Now this was back  
during the tim e when they  had 
long m eetings, not those three 
day kind, five day kind or six 
day kind. ) "Sure, " I said, " I 'l l  
m ilk  the cow and sh e 'll probably 
b e  giving a lo t m ore m ilk  when 
you get back. " "W ell, just don 't 
dry her up, " he said.

The tim e  cam e for him  to 
leave and I m ilked  the cow.
The first few days she d idn 't 
do m uch b e tte r  bu t I fed her 
good, I petted  her and got with 
the m ilk ing. Jessie, his w ife, 
took care of the m ilk  and after 
a week the  cow was giving a 
quart m ore per day and a t the 
end of two weeks she was giving 
nearly  half a gallon m ore a day. 
Mrs. M ickey kept saying, "Wes­
ley c a n 't stand this because this 
cow never has given this m uch 
m ilk . " I fed her a lit tle  m ore, I 
was a lit t le  kinder to  her and 
she just outdid herself.

A fter a few days I saw Mrs. 
M ickey downtown. "How's 
Wesley getting  along?" I asked. 
"Fine, I guess, bu t he 's about 
to  m ilk  tha t old Jersey cow 
crazy. "

Wesley m oved on to  Fort 
Worth and I m oved to  Sem inole. 
Years passed by and I m e t a 
m utual friend. The story was 
too good to  keep. "T e ll W es­
ley", I said, "that we ran a 
dairy too m any years not to  
know how to m ake a cow give 
m ore m ilk . Since m y con­
science has bothered m e a ll 
this time^ I sim ply added a little  
w ater each day to get her up to 
the desired production. "

He cam e to  Sem inole to  hold 
a m eeting . The story was not 
m entioned but he did go with 
m e out to  the chicken pen to  
gather up the eggs. Eleven 
hens -  I observed him  counting 
them  very carefully . I got out 
ten  eggs and he im m ediate ly  
pounced upon m e . "W here's
the rest of the eggs?'

1912 wages had gone up
to  $30 a m onth. A new telephone 
line had  been  installed. A com m ­
unity  line, no doubt, paid for 
services bu t your own line cost 
$3. 00 each for 6 m em bers. Those 
listed were: W. P. Cunningham, 
Gus Schmidt, Cuchs, F. G. Brown 
ing, H. B. Crowder, Fanny M ar­
tin .

Monday morning August 9,
1909 the w riter and D. S. Cunn­
ingham left hom e for to  see the 
sou th  west country. We aim ed 
to  go down on the Rio Grand in 
Brewster County to look at some 
Ptd. (Patent) land we were fig- 
ering on trading for. The first 
day out from hom e we went 
SW to Sem inole (35 m iles - 
sandy a ll the way -  grass green- 
not m uch crops). Rained two 
or three showers on us during the 
day. Stayed at the H otel tha t 
night. Nothing going on in Sem ­
inole, except there was a new 
m arried  couple at the H otel and 
I supose th a t was som ething 
going on.

August 10, 1909. We left 
Sem inole to  go to  logan 's store.
18 m iles -  taken  a road that 
w ent south west and the m ost of 
the way was a good hard gTavel 
road -  good grass, no crops, not 
m any houses. The noon hour 
cam e before we got to  logan's 
store, so we nooned at and old 
settlers place where no body 
lived. It was the finest place 
to  cam p I ever saw - the house 
and tank was fenced a ll in to g e t­
her, and the yard and tank was 
set in Bermuda grass, and there 
was five b ig  cottonwood trees in 
the  yard, so we turned in our 
m ules and cooked dinner and 
rested in the shade of the  trees.
It looked a lit tle  like rain this 
evening, night and no rain -  we 
w ent southwest a ll evening - 
sandy road and part of the way 
NO road. Passed one lit tle  store 
a t Logston's ranch, passed the 
scratch wells a l i t t l e  before night. 
The scratch is Gray's ranch. 
Cam ped in the s c r a t c h  pasture.

August 11th - m orning clear.
We still went SW - missed the 
road - w ent in some pretty bad

sand. F inaly got out of the sand 
and w ent West to  Monument Draw 
in N. M ., and struck m onum ent 
and pyote road -  w ent down the 
draw - passed several w indm ills in 
the Ja l range. Nooned at three 
w indm ills and two tanks five 
m iles from Jal ranch house.
Passed some se ttle r's  claim s along 
the draw bu t this is not much 
country. It is sandy and rocky 
land. T raveled  a ll evening - just 
passed one ranch , the  Jal.
There was two adobe houses and 
some sheds two wind m ills and 
lots was a ll there was there . The 
m en was working w ith w ild horses. 
Cam p a lit tle  before night in 
tank lo t one. Wind m ill, plenty 
of Bermuda grass, th ree willow 
trees in lot. It is cloudy tonight 
but don 't th ink it w ill rain . We 
aim ed to  cross the T. P. R. R. at 
Pyote, bu t we have about desided 
to cross at Pecos C ity and go 
from there to  Ft. Davis. We m et 
a m an this evening th a t had h.een 
in Brewster on a job for Davis 
Counties ever since 1884 and 
said it was a good country. W ell 
we w ill quit and cook supper. Paw 
is out bird  hunting. We haven 't 
k illed  any gam e since we left. j 
I saw one antelope this morning. 
We are still in N. M ., nearly 
in the S. E. corner w ill go back  
in Texas in the morning.

Recently, the law has b een  changed th a t gives the driver 
on the  right the right of way of roads and intersections of like 
im portance. (This is the  way th a t an old law read a t one tim e:)

WATCH- unless an intersection is m arked, yeild  or stop. You 
could be  in error thinking th a t a w ell-trav e led  road or street has the 
right of way. Example: 1. Where two comity paved roads com e 
together in an intersection and both are unm arked, the driver on the 
right has the right of w a y , not the first driver into the intersection.
2. Where two graded roads com e together unm arked, the driver on 
the  right has the  right of way. 3. A county road is  a road tha t 
carries no Farm -M arket num ber.

The telephone road leaving Sem inole traveling  Southeast toward 
M idland is a county road. Pavem ents dead ending against this road 
have the  right of way if the other veh icle  is on the right. Also, 
un til it becom es a Farm -M arket road a t the Andrews County line, 
speed lim it is 60m. p. h. in the day tim e and 55 at night. All 
county roads have the sam e speed lim it day and night, 55 and 60. 
The 65 and 70 m . p. h. speed lim it only applies to  designated 
m arked roads w ith a num ber and interstates. A word of cau tion- if 
you live next to  the railroad track , don 't forget about the tra in . If 
you trav e l a certa in  street or certain  road day after day, rehearse the 
laws th a t apply to  your street, your road, and your driving habits.

TEXAS INDUSTRIAL
AUSTIN, Texas - -  M anufacturing em ploym ent has increased by 

49. 2 per cent during the past decade, placing m ore than  half the 
jobs feeding the  spiraling econom y of Texas d irectly  dependent on 
industry.

"M anufacturing is defin itely  the key to  T exas' econom ic growth 
and w ill becom e even m ore so in the future, " Jim  Harwell, execu­
tive  director of the  Texas Industrial Commissiory said in analyzing 
the new figures.

"M anufacturing em ploym ent increased alm ost 50 per cen t during 
the last 10 years w hile o il and gas, m ining and agriculture a ll showed 
declines ranging from 11 to  24 per c e n t ."

He said 56.1 per cent of the  jobs in Texas were dependent on m an­
ufacturing during 1969, com pared w ith 43 per cen t 10 years earlier. 
M anufacturing has increased an average of 24, 000 jobs each of the 
10 years.

H arw ell cred ited  the areas of m achinery , both e lec trica l and non­
e lec trica l, and transportation equipm ent with the largest growth. 
E lectrical m achinery  was responsible for 17. 6 per cent of the growth, 
transportation for 17.1 per cen t and other m achinery  for 13. 4 per 
cent.

By category, e lec trica l m achinery  proved to  be  the  fastest growing 
industry in the state over the 10 year period. While increasing 17. 6 
per cent of the overall to ta l, the area grew at a 285. 8 pFir cent clip  
over its perform ance in 1959. O ther strong growth sectors were m is­
cellaneous durable goods up 181. 7 per cen t and rubber and plastics 
up 121. 7 per cent.

M iscellaneous durable goods include such item s as engineering 
and laboratory equipm ent , surgical and m ed ica l equipm ent, je w e l­
ry, sporting goods, needles and pins, brooms and brushes and or­
dinance equipm ent.

In plant numbers, chem icals were the  b ig  addition to  Texas' in ­
dustry during the decade w ith new plant and expansions to ta ling  
1,053. F abricated  m etals was second with 772 new plants and ex ­
pansions.

H arw ell said in 1969 m obile homes were the leading locating in ­
dustry in the state . M obile hom e com panies, a portion of the trans­
portation sector, located  31 plants in the  state , the m ajority  of which 
were in rural areas. \

About 30 per cent of the industries added in the last decade were 
located  in rural areas. In 1969 a to ta l of 116 new plants were located  
in sm all towns, com pared with 98 the  previous year.

In a ll, a record of 411 new plants were located  in Texas during thej 
year. This com pares w ith the previous all tim e high of 327 new fa­
c ilities reported in 1965. In 1968, a to ta l of 291 new industries were j 
located  in Texas.
