Much 
to the surprise of a lot of people 
Dr. Fred Petmecky moved ten 
days ago.

We feel very strongly that we 
have an adequate and an honest 
commissioners court. We further 
feel that the hospital board will 
continue to do an outstanding 
job (without pay). Both boards 
met together last night to con­
sider what to do and how to do 
and to study proper procedure. 
There is no doubt that these 
capable men come nearer know­
ing the needs of Seminole and 
Gaines County than anyone else. 
There is no doubt that they will 
do the very best that they can 
do with the materials they have 
to work with.

We encourage you to encour­
age them, not to criticize and 
bemean the things they're trying 
to do. To build new facilities, 
to add on or build a new hospital, 
proper steps will have to be 
taken. It will take some tim e. 
Building a public facility with 
public funds is not the same as 
building a new house by an in­
dividual. The individual makes 
few arrangements with few peo­
ple and begins work. A public 
facility means many arrange­
ments by many individuals and 
a much longer time.

county, over Homer Doak draw. 
For a couple of years there we 
were without a bridge and it had 
to be my favorite, because it 
was the only one in the county.
It was a two purpose bridge on 
the old Lovington Road north 
and west of Seminole. Besides 

jvater it was used for a cattle 
underpass. It was six 3 bies wide 
(3xl2's) and approximately 14 
feet long. Some screwball de­
cided he'd clean out the tumble­
weeds by setting them on fire 
and lost my favorite bridge.

There are other bridges that 
I like to think about. The Y 
bridge in Zanesville, Ohio (in 
the middle of the river the high­
way forked).

I've sat for hours to watch the 
draw bridges work, sliding bridg­
es slide back that worked on rail­
road tracks, bridges that turned 
half way around in the middle of 
the river to let ships by on the 
other side. And then there's the 
swinging bridge over that deep 
gorge in the Smokey Mountains 
in Tennessee that Ruth Norton 
wouldn't walk over till we all 
got 100 feet away.

Bridges just haven't got any 
class anymore. You drive down 
a big highway and if you don't 
look sharply you'll pass over the 
river and never see it. I like 
those bridges with personality, 
"Built by the Huey P. Long Ad­
ministration".

Where is there a bridge today 
that you could crawl up on top 
of and observe the Sunday eve­
ning lovers or call somebody's 
name and have them get out and 
look for you? I 'll te ll you, bridg­
es are just not classy like they 
used to be. Why, I know of some 
bridges that kept you on your 
toes and if you ever met a truck 
on them you'd better stay on 
your toes. A fte^ passing that 
kind it would make you gulp 
and swallow a few times real
