With a final “ okay” from higher 

headquarters and the letting of the 
contract last week, Reese person­
nel can look forward to a swim­
ming pool on the base for the 
next bathing season, according to 
Col. C. C. McFarland, command­
ing officer of the Pilot Training 
Group, leading proponent of the 
project.

The Texas Pool Company, 
Dallas, submitted the lowest 
of three bids, it was revealed 
a week ago Wednesday, and 
were signed to a contract which 
calls for construction of the 
40 by 82-foot pool to begin 
15 January, 1953. The project 
will be competed not later 
than 15 April of next year, 
Colonel McFarland said. 
Although the bid amounts to 

$38,741, deductions from that fig­
ure are anticipated through the 
use of volunteer labor from the 
base. The bid had already been 
reduced considerably by virtue of 
a contract made by the Consol­
idated Non-Appropriated Welfare 
Fund committee agreeing to pur­
chase accessaries such as the life 
guard stand, tables and chairs and 
diving boards and equipment, the 
colonel told THE ROUNDUP.

The loan for the swimming 
pool is being floated jointly by 
the Officers Club and Non-Com­
missioned Officers Club, an ar­
rangement in which ATRC 
commander Lt. Gen. Robert 
W. Harper has expressed a 
personal interest. Under the 
plan, the clubs will pay the 
monthly notes, being reimburs­
ed as profits from a “ moder­
ate admission fee”  allow. When 
the loan is cleared, the pool 
will revert to government stat­

us and be open free of ad­
mission.
To be located in the area just 

north of the base gymnasium, the 
pool will be a Paddock-type job, 
with gunite construction. In this 
process, steel reinforcements are 
sprayed with concrete to form the 
shell and rounded surface of the 
pool. Features of the new “ nat” 
include an automatic filter which 
changes the water completely 
every several hours, tile footing 
and a ten-foot-wide concrete “ ap­
ron’ ’surrounding it.

A bath h o u s e  tentatively 
planned to adjoin the base gym 

and be used by both bathers 
and gym users is still un­

certain pending approval from 
higher headquarters. A conces­
sion stand, which will furnish 
sandwiches and cold drinks, is 
definitely planned, Colonel Mc­
Farland said, adding that pro­
fits will help defray pool ex­
penses.
Prior to opening next spring, a 

schedule will be worked out to 
give maximum benefit to all 
Reese military personnel.

At the present time officials fore­
see no hindrances in the construc­
tion of the long-awaited and high­
ly welcome project.

Statistics Show Accident ;
Set Operation 'U-Safe to Lower Rate

Evening classes are being offer­
ed at Texas Tech again this year 
with some 65 courses open to 
Reese personnel who wish to un­
dertake part-time study.

Reeves, base education officer 
announces.

If you’re an airman third class 
— and the day is Wednesday — 
between the hours of 1500-1600 — 
Look out!

No, it isn’t a jinx, but it could 
easily prove to be a great deal 
more meaningful in regard to 
your safety.

During August, according to fig­
ures released by Dudley E. Powell 
base safety engineer, out of 97 
accidents involving Reese person­
nel, 44 happened to airmen third 
class. Staff sergeants figured pro­
minently with 15 of them getting 
hurt via the accident route. Air­
men second class were involved 
in 14 of the total last month.

The time factory may play a role 
in the accident ' record, too, as 
ground safety statistics point out 
that during August the hours be­
tween 1500 and 1600 and 1700 and 
1800 were most accident-filled, 
with 15 each. Fourteen accidents 
occurred between 1100 and 1200 
hours and the same number from 
1900 to 2000 hours.

Wednesdays were the toughest 
on the Reese accident rate, with 
22 listed on that day. Thursday 
followed with 21, and “ Blue Mon­
day” tallied third with a count 
of 18.

“ Off-base accidents cost th e  
most,” Powell said, citing that 
off-duty disabling accidents cost

“ To stimulate interest and 
cause a reduction in ground ac­
cidents, Operation ‘U-Safe’ has 
been devised by FTAF and will 
be conducted by this base . . .” 
reads a recent wing letter from 
Col. C. P. West, base com­
mander, in regard to the high 
accident rate here during the 
past six months.

A general plan of the accident 
prevention program has been 
forwarded to all commanders 
and supervisors here with the 
comment by the commander 
that reduction of the high acci­
dent frequency is “ . . . a full­
time job for all of us.”

Discussion of the Operation 
“ U-Safe”  plan reads, “ Acci­
dents are preventable though 
many people, through ignorance 
and misunderstanding, believe 
an accident to be the inevitable 
result of circumstance or fate. 
Accidents are caused by unsafe 
personal characteristics, unsafe 
conditions or unsafe acts. These 
can all be eliminated by engi­
neering methods, education and 
training in safety fundamentals 
and supervision and enforce­
ment. Enforcement is an unde­
sirable control but will prove 
effective where other controls 
fail.”

$6,780 last month. First aid cases 
at Reese during that time cost 
the Air Force $1,266. During duty 
hours last month, first aid cases 
amounted to $280 lost, while dis­
abling injuries totaled $300 dolar- 
wise.

The figures are, of course, only 
statistics constantly subject to 
change. However, to the ground 
safety office, whose job it is to 
lower the accident rate, they can 
be interpreted so ^as to lead to 
corrective measures. Even at that, 
there are many other factors for 
which to account in the drive to 
halt time and money-consuming 
accidents.

The greatest of these is the in­
dividual.

For without individual coopera­
tion, all the safety slogans and 
reminders in the world would be 
wasted. Only through a conscious 
effort on the part of each Reese 
officer, airman and civilian can 
the needless waste caused by ac­
cidents be stopped.
Shocking enough are the cold tally 

sheets which show Reese as the 
base with the highest accident re­
cord in the Flying Training Air 
Force. And “ high” on that list is 
“ low” on the honor role.

the 60 to 90 horsepower class.

The balance of the 24 weeks of 
training at these bases will be

with the T-6 “ Texan.”

Immediate effects of the revital­
ized program will fall on TTAF

»the centralized preflight, and 
FTAF’s contract schools and Good 
fellow AFB, San Angelo, Texas, 
where flight screening will be add­
ed to their basic mission.

Goodfellow has been operating 
this new light plane screening on 
an experimental basis with L-16 
aircraft. Results have proven the 
effectiveness of the program which 
will be started early next year. 
Cadets in the first preflight class at 
Lackland will be the first group 
screened.

Air Force personnel with cadet 
applications in the mill and those 
planning to apply will soon realize 
the effects of the program. With 
higher pilot quotas, the backlog of 
applications for cadet training will 
soon dwindle and those applying 
will be headed for preflight in short 
order.
