Who CanGive...

Requirements for blood don-
ors have been listed as fol-
lows by officials of the North
Texas National Defense Blood
Center:,

1. Age, 18 to 60 years, Mili-
tary personnel between 18 and
21 are eligible, others under
21 must have written consent
of parents. (Special form a-
vailable at Red Cross of‘fice).

2. Weight, minimum of 110
pounds. .

3. Eight weeks must have
passed since previous dona-
tion. Must not give more than
five pints during 12-month
period.

4. Must be in good health,
with no illness at present or
in last month.

5. No blood transfusion re-
ceived within six months.

6. No surgical operation
within six months or tooth
extraction within two weeks.

7. No malaria or anti-ma-
laria drugs, (such as quinine
or stabrine) within two years.
No stay in area where malaria
is prevalent, ‘(such as Korea,
Panama, Philippines, etc.)
within two years.

8. No undulant or prolonged
fever within two years.

9. No history of heart trou-
\ble,

10. No yellow jaundiée or
virus hepatitus at any time.

11. No contact with a person
with yellow jaundice within
six months. #

12. No chronic asthma or a-
cute attack present.

13. No attack .of rheumat-
ic fever within past five years.

14. No shots or injections
(such as typhoid, cholera, tet-
anus, pencillin, etc.) for past
two weeks. No rabies shots,
following dog-bite,. within
past two years.

15. No fatty foods within
four hours before you give
blood.

Seeking to fill 400 bottles with
life-saving blood, the Red Cross
bloodmobile unit will pay a two-
day visit to Reese on 13 and 14
November.

The Men Who Teach ‘em How

This week we have a well-versed
instructor as our subject to be-
come better acquainted with. 1st
Lt. Gayle Mace started hewing his
career, as we all did, with his
birth in Kansas City, Missouri, on
the eleventh of April, 1923. He
struggled through the trials and
tribulations of boyhood and grad-
uated from Central High School in
St. Louis Missuri, in 1940.

Gayle began the military phase
of his career by entering active

| duty December 23rd, 1940, with the

135th Division, United States In-
fantry. He served with this outfit
in Alaska from May of '42 to May
of ’'43, and started his transfer to
the best branch of the service by
taking the cadet entrance exams
at Anchorage. In June 1944, he
was awarded the coveted silver
wings, proclaiming him a pilot, at
Multi-Engined Advance Flying
School, Pecos, Texas .

Lt. Mace flew twenty missions

in B-24’s, with the 5th Air Force,
for which he was awarded the
Phillipine Liberation Ribbons with
one battle star, the Asiatic-Pacif-
ic Ribbon with seven battle stars,
and the Air Medal with one clust-
er. He reverted to enlisted status
at the close of the war and served
as a master sergeant in operations
at Scott AFB, Ill.,, from 1946 to
1951.

He was recalled to active duty in
March of 1951, and is a graduate
of the Instructor’s School at Craig
AFB, Ala., and the Squadron Of-
ficer’'s School at Maxwell AFB,
Ala., He instructed in the T-6, T-
28 ‘and B-25, while at Reese, and
has been with every flight in sec-
tion I. At the present time, he is
instructing in B-25’s with flight
three. Lt. Mace resides at 4408-B
Canton, with his wife and four
children. His present ambition cen-
ters on making the Air Force his
career.
