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Carr’s Chapel Celebrates 111th Annual Christmas Eve Upcoming

Long, long ago, a cowboy tir­
ing of a wandering life with so- 
called outlaws such as Jesse James 
and the \bunger Brothers chose 
a different calling. Perhaps it was 
close calls out in the “Wild West”, 
maybe it was the “Yankee bullet” 
that blew his curl off one night in 
an old southern shed, or it could 
have been an influential person(s) 
in his life. We really do not know 
for sure. What we do know is that 
William Hardy (W. H.) Carr rode 
the prairie and untamed Caprock 
country stopping wherever two or 
three cowboys gathered preaching 
the gospel, and we assume sav­
ing lives. In the years following, 
he founded several small country 
churches most of which became 
associated with the Methodist 
Church Organization.

Those who gathered on 
Christmas Eve 2015 were there 
to celebrate not only the birth 
of Christ but also the 111th year

of one of those churches, Carr’s 
Chapel. Chase Carr of Harmony 
Community led the service and 
read from scripture. Traditional 
hymns were sang by the congre­
gation while Gail Trowbridge of 
Petersburg played the piano. We 
were entertained by the beautiful 
voices of David and Kim Vaughn 
along with Darlenea Robertson of 
Alimón Community. A poem en­
titled “Them’s Reindeer Tracks” by 
Kenneth Wyatt was read by Mon­
tana Williams of Idalou and for­
mally of Floydada. The Christmas 
Story was read by Justin Williams, 
and Jason Williams also read a 
poem (both of whom reside in 
Smyer). Kimber Williams-Theel 
of Mission Viejo, California, and 
formally of Floydada, read the 
history of Carr’s Chapel. As the 
congregation closed with “Jingle 
Bells”, Santa Claus made a special 
stop to deliver toys to the Idddos, 
and traditional fruit and candy 
sacks for each person in atten­
dance.

The church began as The

Harmony Society, established in 
1904, usually meeting in a small 
schoolhouse in either Harmony or 
AUmon community. By 1914, the 
CTowd had outgrown the space, and 
the two communities joined forces 
raising $1300, and constmcting 
the current Carr’s Chapel building 
in between Harmony and AUmon 
Community on FM 378. The ar­
chitectural style is modem prairie 
with a braced frame, wooden sid-
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on Dec. 24tĥ  2015 at Carr's Chapei to celebrate the 111th Annual

ing, and the roof is pyramidal style. 
Dedication services were held 
November 29,1914. It was desig­
nated with a Texas State Histori­
cal Marker around 1961.

In the “hey-day”, Carr’s Chapel 
would draw people from many 
miles around gathering for an 
aU-day communion extravaganza 
on Sundays. People walked, rode 
horses, came by wagon, or fiUed 
up the “Lizzie” - or Model T  Ford

- with as many friends and family 
as possible. Many can remember 
seeing in person and/or in photos 
as many as 30 or 40 Misdel T ’s 
lined up in front of the “hitching 
posts” also serving to tie up the 
horses. The day would start with 
Bible lessons, lots of singing and 
shouting, and some rising gospel- 
type preaching. There was dinner 
on the ground, visiting and more

Suspect Apprehended in Ward County for String of Area Burglaries

Daniel Zavala, 37, originally 
from Floydada, was arrested 
Thursday in Ward County and 
is believed to be one of two men 
responsible for a string of burglar­
ies in and around Floydada and 
Lockney since Christmas, accord­
ing to the Floyd County Sheriff’s 
Department.

Zavala was found sleeping in 
a white 2010 Chevrolet Malibu

near 1-20, near Monahans. He 
had two , loaded weapons in his 
lap. The vehicle had been reported 
stolen from Arlington, and the 
license plates had been reported 
stolen from an auto dealership in 
Plainview.

The suspect in a series of bur­
glaries was charged with unau­
thorized use of a motor vehicle, 
unlawful carrying of a weapon and 
unlawful possession of a firearm by 
a felon.

The string of burglaries began

in the Floydada area December 27. 
Suspects tried to pry open doors at 
Graham’s Tire Shop on Dec. 27, 
but were unable to do so, according 
to Jesse Finley with the Floydada 
Police Department. A day care 
center was burglarized in the 300 
block of West Missouri the same 
day, and a TV, VCR and money 
were stolen.

Two suspects were seen on 
video breaking a front glass door 
and stealing items from Fast 
Stop on Dec. 28, according to

Finley. The sus­
pects returned 
to steal beer and 
other items as 
the alarm didn’t 
sound.

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singing, and then an evening ser­
vice. The rooms at the back of the 
church were for children’s Sunday 
school lessons, many of which 
Martha Jane Carr taught. The tiny 
room was for the tiny ones.

The other two rooms were for 
older children, separated accord­
ing to age and number with the 
larger room being about 6x9 feet.

Martha Jane who was always 
by Rev. Carr’s side, was beloved 
by all and continued many tradi­
tion of the church after Rev. Carr’s 
death in 1917. She was known as 
a good, ole-fashioned “shouting” 
Methodist, often exclaiming com­
ments and praises throughout the 
service. Grandma Carr as known 
to many of her descendants, 
passed away in 1937, both she and 
Rev. Carr are buried in the Carr’s 
Chapel Cemetery.

William Hardy and Martha 
Jane had eight children, though 
three of them did not survive past 
infancy. They did have a set of boy/ 
girl fraternal twins, Mather and

Mattie. As the story goes, they 
were born in the family dug-out 
home, so premature that Martha 
Jane kept them in a shoebox in 
the oven. Both of whom survived, 
living full and long lives. The Carr 
family heralded from Tennessee 
before settling in Texas and were 
of Scotch-Irish heritage, which 
can still be seen through the oc­
casional appearance of red hair.

Interestingly, this small church 
existed for many years in a mod­
el similar to the “circuit-riding 
preacher” tradition that enabled 
Rev. W. H. Carr to reach so many 
people. When the countryside 
began to give way to larger towns, 
church members began to dwin­
dle, but Carr’s Chapel was able to 
thrive still, partnering with nearby 
Petersburg to share a pastor. The 
jointly-assigned pastor would 
come to Carr’s Chapel for a 9 
a.m. service on Sunday, and then 
go to Petersburg for their 11 a.m. 
service. It is believed that Carr’s 
Chapel holds the record for hav­
ing services continually for more 
than 100 years. The traditional 
style community Christmas tree 
event including a brief scripture,

biblical lessons, caroling, children’s 
performances, and Santa Claus 
is still held annually drawing its 
family of followers back home 
even if for a brief interlude. The 
Christmas program is reminiscent 
of long ago and over many years 
with children and adults alike 
playing piano, singing (either solo, 
duet, trio, or quartet), reading po­
etry and/or stories, scripture, and 
of course the Christmas Story.

William Hardy Carr and Mar­
tha Jane Carr passed down a tre­
mendous legacy not only to the 
communities of Harmony and 
Alknon but also to their family 
much of which lies in the values 
and generosity of spirit. Carr’s 
Chapel has become the embodi­
ment of that spirit. It has become 
a symbol of enduring love, com­
munion, and fellowship. Much 
of the congregation who still at­
tends each year are descendants of 
the early settlers of the area and 
church. It is a tradition that will 
carry on generation after gen­
eration gathering each Christmas 
Eve in a tiny church on the prai­
rie to celebrate Christ, family, and 
friends.

She ju s t ran 
around on top  o f  the w ater 
and lined the ducks up in  a 
straigh t line, one beh ind  the 
other.

I loved th a t old dog som e­
th ing  fierce, I  have great joy

in recalling all the  tim es w e’d 
sit in  the evenings and tell 
stories, and R ingtail, even 
though  she was a dog, she 
could tell stories righ t along 
w ith  my D addy  th a t w ould 
hold  your atten tion  for a 
w eek o f  Sundays! R ingtail’s 
favorite story was about her 
brother, Rocko. Rocko be­
came a Seeing Eye dog and 
he w ould go w ith  his m as­
ter, w ho was b lind, and they 

■Vould go in to  the local store, 
and Rocko w ould p ick h im  
up and tu rn  h im  around and 
around in  the  air un til a sales 
clerk w ould ask i f  they  could 
be o f  service. Then his m as­
ter w ould laugh and say, “No, 
I ’m  ju s t looking around.” To 
tell you the  tru th  som etim es

th a t story after several te ll­
ing ’s w ould get k ind o f  m o­
notonous b u t she was some 
dog.

I recall once, I couldn’t 
have been m ore than  7 or 
8 years old. m y daddy took 
m e to  E ast Texas to  go 
duck hun ting  w ith  R ingtail.

Floyd County Commissioners Discuss Annual South Plains College to 
Financial Report, Impacts of Open Carry at Courthouse offer License to Cany class

Rick Knapp, from Knapp and 
Company, RC., Certified Public 
Accountants appeared before com­
missioners’ court to discuss the an­
nual financial report. Knapp noted 
that this year’s audit showed that the 
financial picture for Floyd County 
continues to improve. In an executive 
summary, distributed with the report, 
county judge Marty Lucke crafted a 
summary of key financial highlights 
including:

- As the county completed the 
year, the governmental funds re­
ported a combined fund balance 
of $2,330,683 as compared to 
$1,884,626 in prior year.

-The county’s net assets increased 
$499,932 in 2015 compared to a 
$211,716 increase in 2014, even after 
the recording of $349,756 in depre­
ciation expense.

-During the year, the County’s 
total revenues were up $339,241 as 
compared to 2014. The tax revenues 
collected were up $426,383 which 
is primarily attributed to increases 
in the County’s tax basis from wind 
generators and transmission lines.

-The majority of growth in the 
budget is due to increases in salaries. 
It had been four years since the last 
pay increase for employees; therefore. 
Commissioners Court made that a 
priority.

In other court action, commission­
ers discussed a new policy emerging 
from the open carry law that went 
into effect earlier this month. Signs 
will be posted throughout the Floyd 
County Courthouse reminding visi­

tors and staff that carrying a handgun 
is restricted in certain areas of the 
courthouse. According to Lucke the 
recent state legislation on open carry 
does not affect penal code which de­
termines where concealed handguns 
can and can’t be carried in the court­
house. Officers of the court can carry 
handguns under the penal code, and 
the county judge can grant licensed 
handgun owners permission to carry 
their weapons in restricted areas.

Lucke noted that across the state, 
county officials were grappling with 
the open carry decision in light of 
penal code which predominately 
bans the public carrying of firearms 
into portions of buildings which 
house courts. Some counties are ban­
ning handguns from courthouses 
entirely. Some, like Floyd County, 
are specifying areas adjacent to courts 
and courtrooms which will not al­
low handguns and posting signs that 
that effect. Commissioners voted 
unanimously to post notices restrict­
ing handguns in certain areas of the 
courthouse.

In other court action commission­
ers discussed the impacts of county 
offices being closed due to severe 
snow and ice storms and how to 
handle county employees’compensa­
tion in instances of such closures. The 
county judge referenced the most 
recent Texas attorney general ruling, 
which occurred in 1999, in matters 
such as these.

According to the AG ruling at the 
time, employees can be paid if offices 
are closed due to weather, remodel­
ing, and similar operations that re­
quire facilities to be closed.

The ruling goes on to say, that it is

permissible for employees to be paid 
under these circumstances, but it is 
up to the elected official/employer to 
make that decision.

David Barrera and Adolfo Cha­
varria from the Texas Department of 
Transportation appeared before the 
court and discussed the 2016 County 
Assistance program.

Barrera noted thatTxDOT most 
often had paving materials available 
to counties at more affordable rates. 
The most common material they 
offered counties was RAP, recycled 
asphalt pavement.

RAP had been available to coun­
ties for $10 per cubic yard, but that 
it would now cost the county $20 a 
cubic yard. He noted that it was still 
a very affordable and effective mate­
rial for paving county roads, and that 
TxDOT could deliver the material 
to one central location for the county. 
Commissioners voted unanimously 
to participate in the TxDOT pro­
gram.

Agri-Life agents Amy Kress 
and Cristen Brooks each gave their 
monthly reports to commissioners’ 
court about past and upcoming ac­
tivities.

Highlights included: Attendance 
and participation were up on the an­
nual stock show— 2̂10 animals were 
shown. The 2016 Caprock Crops 
Conference will be held January 22 
at the Unity Center.

In wind energy developments 
Lucke noted that he had met with 
representatives of Apex Energy, and 
they were looking at adding an addi­
tional wind farm in the Floyd Coun­
ty area, and they would be appearing 
at commissioners’court in February.

mands and the shooting por­
tion o f the class at distances 
ranging from three to 15 
yards. The number o f students 
wiU determine how long the 
range portion requires. In ­
experienced shooters might 
w ant to take the N .R.A. Basic 
Pistol course before taking the 
L.T.C. course.

Students wiU need to bring 
either a revolver or semiau­
tomatic pistol o f at least .32 
caliber, and fifty rounds o f am­
munition to match. Eye and 
hearing protection are provided

for students who do not have 
their own.

The cost o f the course is $75 
for students getting their first 
license, and $25 for students 
wanting a refresher course 
before renewing their license.
